Among the valuable lessons
learned were, that there is power in a long
pastorate, that habit ig a good thing in church
life, that a slow and gradual growth in a
church 18 a healthy growth, and that after all
the chief condition of a church’s prosperity
18 the pure and godly hiving of its members,

That was a wmisfortune,
Two evangelists, H. A, Lemon and C. R,
Travig, went there to change the state of
affaire. At first they received no encourage-
meot. It was the same at the end of four
weeks. Butthey wenton, Audiences grew,
people began coming to the Lord; for more
room tho meetings were held in the Court
House, and at the end of eight weeks a church
with 92 members was organized ; also a Suu-
day-school and Christian Endeavor Society.
An old church building has heen secured,
puainted and papered, and makes a comfort-
able howe for the church,

salvation of one thousand million heathed ?

And when
hard times begin to give pluce to prosperity,
the trensury of the Lord, which first heard of
the scarcity of money, is the last to hear that
goud times have returned.  Nobleezceptions
thereare ; Christians who do not reduce their
gifts to the Lord’s work till they have denied
themselves, who do not 1ncrease their lux-
urles first, but last.

OUR POSITION AND DUTY.

It is & daring position which the churches
of Christ in the current Reformation bave
taken. Their logical condemnation of de-
rominationalism makes their mission terr
tory the whole earth, Their work is not
completed until every tongue shall confess to
the all-sufficiency of Christ in matters of re-
ligious faith, Their aggressive preaching
must create everlasting enmity unless it is
the product of holy trusiing and living.
Men wtll not recetve rebuke from hearts and
lips no purer and cleaner than their own.
We will make no one believe that wo are not,
a sect unlessin thought and deed and fellow-
ship we are supertor to all the products of
sectariamism.  Qur standing befure God and
man is not estabhshed by assertion and reso-
lutiong. Character is more unerring thun
gravity ; it will see that every man and every
church each finds 1ts own place. We cannot
be doctrinally night and practically wrong.
We can not claim the truth without the lhife
which isthe fruit of the truth, These things
need so bo roiterated at length and unto great
weariness of the flesh that the spirit wmay be
saved in the day of the Lord Jesus. Reform-
ations which endure and bless are vitul rather
than formal. Every term we use, love, faith,
fellowship, Christ, union, Christian, Spirit,
Word, baptism, muat renew its meaning in
hearts filled with all the fulness of God.
The world, yee, the religious world is sighing
for aleadership of reahty Missionary zeal
languishes because the church is so little bet
ter than the world. There can be little cur-
rent between two connected Jakes of the sume
temperature and level. If the church is to
help the world, it must be far better than the
world. We cannot lift people up unless we
are above thom. Fellowship in the ditch
does not muke for punrity. Jesus’ challengo
to his disciples was, *“ What do ye more thun
others ?” Light conquers daikness by being
different from 1t. Salt saves, because 1t 1m-
parts a quality all its own. Ifit has lost 1ts
savor, 1t 18 good for nothing but to be trod-
den under foot of men. An unepiritual
church is the most contemptible thing on
the fuce of tho earth.

With the same gospel of spiritual omuipo- '

tenco which the early church offered to the
ancient world, we come to the more complex
modern ctvibization. The message is un-
changed because its resources are infinite.
[f failuro result it will be found in the means
of communication. A strong electric current
will Lurn up a small conducting wire, DPuo-
ple of provincial thought and selfish feeling
will effectually hinderthe truth. Little men
have always been tho curse of great move-
monts. New demands on the grace of God
i Christ call for new prophets and a nobler
manhood in thoee who are to be its inter-
protors and instruments. The Erie Canal
was onco & sufficient means of communication
between the Great Lukes and the sea, but
gince that time ratlroads have multiplied and
now tho encrmons truffic is calling for a deep-
er and broader water-way. No previous age
or civilization required such intellectual and
forceful men a8 the present, und no 1ehglons
movement so challenges spiritual manhood
aa this current reformation in the closing
years of the Niuteenth Century. At what-
ever cost we must enlarge the canal. Whole
volumes are compressed into seutences here,
but I speak as unto wise men, understand yo
what I'say. There is required among us:
(1)A broader and deeper culture; (2) a cum-
prehensive understanding of both the inclus.
ive and exclusive qualities of the New Testa-
ment ples; (3) a fuller consecration and a
deepening of the spirit of devotion; (4) En-
larged giving for missions,

QOur achievoments, cur deficiencies, our
relationships and our opportunities should
altogether make us the most grateful, the
most sober, the bappiest and the most en-
thusiastic people on the face of the earth,
Historic fellowships stretching from right-
eous Abel unul the present hour, sur-
round us with a great clound of witnesses
of huly men ané women that hallow every
wemory and illaminate all hope. Momen-
tary success or failure should neither elate
nor disturb. The eternal purposes of God
are to find in our bearts and through our
corpor te growth an ample gatewsy from
the past to the future. We are no mere
creatures of a supcrtictal day. The fashion
of the world changeth, but the Word of the
Lord abideth forever.

divide. Godly men on either sido reasoned
with such ss had intervals of reason, and
' plead for their brethren across the line; show-
ing that the war was no fanlt of thems, and
thut their union with Christ and with oune
another was stronger and more enduring than
life. The war continued. The floods came,
Land the wind blew and beat tpon that house,
and it fell not.

Now the war is over, slavery is dead for-
ever, and the Disciples North and Sonth are
ove budy. TFor this we heartily thank God
for the past and take courage for the future,
By God’s great power and lovo the Disciples
will be one body till Jusus comes.

We cannot conclude without showing some
of the reus)ns why 1t is so difficult for two
discip'es to divide. First. While many are
in favor of different parties (not :0 wany now
as formally), the Disciples beheve 1n one body
Just as in one spirit and cannot consent to
splitting that body or forming another. Sec-
ond. KEvery b dy must have & name to dis-
tinguish it. Those who are willing to bear
the name of a mun or of some thing in the
Bible can consent if need be to change their
name. But Disciples have no name but the
name of Christ. He is their husbaud, they
were baptiz-d in his name and cannot be
known by another  On this point they have
borne the test of seventy years, Men learned
and 1lliterate have tried to fasten on them
the name Campbellite, but it never sticks,
always and in every place it is rejected,
Hence they could not get a name if they tried
to split the body.

Again, the Disciples are taught the differ-
erence between fzith and opinion, and the
Holy Spirit says that there is one faith but
does not say there is one opinion. Tho one
fuith has never made a split, it never will.
Now Disciples may differ on cpinions as they

did in tho apostles’ days, but hold the ono
faith, If a man ask a Disbiple what lie 15 to
do to be saved he will repeat to him the
answer Jesus and the apostles gave to such.
All the Disciples will do this because they
hold tha one faith, It would be very hord
for a Disciple to sphit away from this and
give an answer different from Christ’s. Lot
all Disciples be much in company with Jesus,
hear what he snys to disciples and observe
what Jesus does and they will have no desire
for a split. This comes srom pleasing sgelf
and Christ pleased mnot himself, I am
amoug you as one that serveth.” The Son
of Man came not to be ministered unto but
to minister, ote., the greatest in the kingdom
is he who doues most service for others.

But we will hear the New York Independent
on the Disciples :

The Disviples of Christ numbered at th
close of lust year, 1,003.672 communicants.
L'his is a record of numerieal progress cer-
tainly unparalleled in the history of any
other religtous movement of modern times.
The Episcopalian and Congregational church.
es, which each numbers less than 650,000
members are left far behind. Moreover, the
rate of increase continues to be much greater
than that of any of the denominotions men-
tivned. Thus while the Methodists last year
had inecreased 168.776, or less than three
per ceut, the Disciples had an increase of
80 09, or nearly nine per cent. The Bap-
nsts progressed about two per cent, the
Lutherans nearly three per cent, and the
Episcopalians and Congregationalists shghtly
over three per centeach. Iuis worthy ot
uote, too, that while the five and & half mil-
lious of Methodists are split urp into seven-
teon sects, the four million of Baptists into .
thirteen, the miilion and a half of Presbyter-
ians into twelve, and the million and a half
of Lutherans into nineteen, the Disciples,
true to their plea for the union of Christians,
remain umted as one hody, Perhaps to this,
n some degree, is owing their amazing pro-
gress. The Methodists, Baptists, Lutherans
und Presbyteriang really form sixty-oue de-
nominations in the States, instead of four.
It is not correct to say, with our contompo-
rary, that Mothodism was ¢ last in the field,
and has gone nhead of all other Christian
denominations.” The Disciples came much
later, and have increased more rapidly.—N.
Y. Independsnt.

AGAINST ERROR.

“Beloved, while I waggiving all diligence to
write unto you of our common salvation, I
was constrained to write unto you exhorting
you to contend earnestly for the faith which
was once for all delivered unto the Saints.”
—Jude 8.

“The faith,” donbtless, was that which
Jesus procured for the world, gave to His
aposties, and commanded them to preach to
all nations, Jude exhorts the discipies, to
whom ha wrote, to contend for this earnestly.
To contend for the faith is to defend and
maintain it by voice, pen, moneyand Christian
life, againat all persons and doctrines which
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oppose it.
time or place only, but to give cmphasis to

a0 important duty alwuys necessary; for thero |
hag wever been since the tirst preaching of
the gospel, even for one day, a time when, or
a place where, it was unnccessary to contend
earnestly for the truth as 1t is in Chuist.
Right here we find one of the most vulnerable
points in the usefulness of the Church of to-
day. Very few of its membership are awake
to the magnitude of the cor-flict being waged
between the kingdom of Christ and the
powers of durkuess. Shrewdly, boldly, per-
sistently, and often successfully, are the in-
fluences oppnsed to the truth at waik, while
those who should contend earnestly for the
faith are ‘“at ease in Zion.”

The contrntion of the Disciples of Christ
for more than st venty ygars has been neces-
sary and successful, though often regretfully
carried on, in that they were placed in some
respeets in opposition to many goud people,
whose excellencies they were glad to recog-
nize, but whouse ductrinal positions—in loyalty
to the truth as they understood it—they were
compelled to oppose. In opposition tu Je
nominationalism, they have plead for the
u~ion of Gud’s people, the abandonment of
all uninspired aunthorative creeds, and a re-
turn- to the faith and practice of the New
Testament church. It huas not yet been ehown
that their position is wrong. God hus greu.ly
blessed their work. May they coutiuue to
plead for the truth, until, as Jesus prayed,
His people have become one, and, in the sal-
vation of men, *‘He shall sve of the travail of
His soul and be satisfied.”

Three forms of error, of comparatively
receut origin, are actively and aggressively at
work 1n many places, and rcquire intelligence
and devotion to the truth to understand therr
methods and to successfully oppose their
attacks. I mention these in the order of
their origin,

1 Mormonigsm. In these parts it is but
little known, and is suppnsed tv be chiefly
confined to the State of Utah, but read the
following: ¢ 'The Eust Tennessee Conference
of the Mornion Church met in the Opera
House at Johnsun City, Tenn., Dec. 25-27,
1897. The conference wus presided over by
apostles Lyman and Cowley, from Tish and
Idaho. Here were gathered forty elders to
receive 1struction and encouragement from
their apostles, They say they have five
huandred elders working 1n the Southern
Stutes, eighty of whom are in Tennessee.
There are twelve such conferencos to meet
in the Sonthern States within a few weeks.
They say they have fourteen hundred clders
working in thie and foreigu lands” In his
defence of Mormonism one of these apustles
closed his nddress by saying. “These things
are ag reliable and well authenticated as the
New Testament or the resurection of Jesus
Christ, and should be proof to you of the
divine origin of the book of Mormon. I do
not have to rely upon the evidence of man to
its truthfulness, for the Eternal Father has
revealed to me by the Holy Ghost that the
book of Mormon is true.” The zeal and suc-
coss of this people were never greater than at
the present. 'They are sending their mission-
aries into many lands, and monstrous as are
their errors, many people are being deceived
by them.

2 Seventh Duy Adventism. This is an ad-
mixtureof Judaism, Christianity, and buman
speculation. Its advocates profess great sin-
cerity, and are zealous and self-denying in
their efforts to eunforce the observance of
Saturday instead of the Lord’s dav, the be-

lief in the immediate coming of Christ, and
the doctrine of soul sleeping and the annihi-

The exhortation was not for ono | lation of the wicked, The greatest stress is

laid upon the keeping of the seventh day,
which places them n epposition tv the day of
our Lord’s resurection, which is entirely dis-
regarded. Ilence their teaching is more
Jewish than Christian, more law than gospel,

3 Socialism. Tuking advantage of the
widespread contention botween capital and
labor, it dwells ~pon and maguifies existing
evils. It then pictures to its own satisfuction
au ideal cundition to be introduced by over-
tarniog the present national, commercial and
industiial institutions, when all the interests,
industrics, and even the land, shall be held
and managed by the government. In this
visionary schewme there 18 no need of, or room
for, the gospel of Christ, as a sucialistic edu-
cation, now 1n contemplation, will make man
precisely what he ought to be. Now, while
many eocialists profess to be sceking for
truth, and that they are favorable to Uhristi-
anity, as far as I have known, nearly all
church membr rs who become such, lose their
interest and usefulness in the church, forsake
the Lord’s table, and in many cases argue
against the neceseity of it. It ought to be
uuderstuod thut socialism is favorable to un-
belief, and because of its seeming to be only
pohitical and secular, there i3 the greater
danger of our buing brought under its in-
flaence, and being captivated by its books
and papers, before we are awake to the fact
that our faith is being undermined, and our
devotivn to Christ and His chiurch greatly
weakened.

Now, it may be that the most of my read-
ers are go furtunate that none of the things 1
have mentioned have come in their way.
The time, huwever, may be near, when some
of them shall be knocking at their doors.
But, if not these, something else will have to
be withstood; therefore, clins to the Rock,
and contend earnestly for the faith.

MONEY AND THE CHURCH.

This is a theme thought by many to be
outside the range of the preacher’s sphere.
1 beg to differ [rom such people, whether
they be few or many. If instruction in re-
ligious duty 1s a part of the faithful mister’s
work, he certainly has not declared the
“ whole counsel,” when either through fear
or indifference, he has neglected this import-
tant phase of Christian duty and obligation.
There are many in our churches who never
yet learned that the consecration of their all
to God is no more a matter of option with
them than are the practices of honesty, virtue,
purity and temperance or any other duty.
A glance over the treasurer’s book of the
church will very often disclose some startling
things Tirst it will be seen, that as far as
contributing to the support of the work of
the church is concerned, many members of the
household of faith are simpiy Joungers, loafing
loads, ehirking all financial obligation and
responsibility, and unchristianly throwing

unpatural burdens on the faithfnl few.
Others, it wmill be noticed, leave their miving
to the uncertain promptings of impulse, g1v-
ing when they ¢ feel like 1t.” Tnese people
usually live the Christian lifo (?) when they
¢ feel like it ;” attend the house of God when
they ¢ feel like it ; meet with the Disciples
of Christ around the Lord’s table when they
< feol like it,” and we fear many of them are
not overburdened with such feelings.

No man or woman can come to Christ
without & fall and complote self-surrender,
Nu man or weman can live the Christ lifo
without the practice of the characteristic
Christian grace of self-ubnegation. Christ
makes it & test of discipleship for a man to
forsake ‘“ all that he hath.,” It is a difficult
thing for onov given to the study of the
teachings of our lord to understand how
some professed Christians interpret his say-
1ngs, who pretend to be bis followers. There
oither must bo a terrible misunderstanding,
or & deception somewhere. The idea of
sacrifice, of consceration, of sclf-denial seems
to have dropped out of the religion of a great
many, and the instruciion of Christ to s
followers become to them a dead letter, [
am fully aware, that in this matter of giving,
the moment it is mentioned it 18 at once said
by many, * We have so little, if we had
more we would give as 1t 18 required of those
who have.” This is only a subterfuge, and
is either born of cuvetousness or base 1gnor-
ance, as false as it is untrue. God asks for
the sacrifice ; he wili develop the gift. The
self-denial 18 to him the essenttal thing, At
the judgment those who complained on earth
that they had so little, will before the bar of
God feel sorry thav they had so much—
Jeremy Taylor,aneminent English Bishop and
author once said : ‘¢ [le never loved God who
will quit anything of his religion to save his
money.” ‘L'wo principles are lacking in the
disciple of Christ who neglects the duty of
giving liberally of his substance to the Lord’s
work. First he lacks the sweet constraint of
love, and he also lacks the realization of the
Bible sense of Christian stewardship and
consecration. No plan for increasing the
power, the influence and the spiritual hife of
the kingdom of Christ can take the place
and do the work of the plan of self-sacrifice.
It was a stupendous sacrifice that brought
salvation into the world, and the saving
power of the church in advancing ttns salva-
tion is in direct ratio to its willingness to
sacrifice. When the apostle Paul sought a
model and pattern for Christian liberality, he
holds np that most wonderful of ali examples
Him who ‘“gave himself >—That covetous
one—and my reader if you are not giving the
free-will offering of aloving beart and an
open hand to the Lord, yon are the onel
mean, you are an idolater, for the Word de-
clares * covetousness is idolatry "—will be
tracked into the eternal world by a procession
of lost souls and lost opporturities that will
witness against him before the bar of God.

OUR DUTIES TOWARD THE WEAK.

e H. MURRAY.

“We then that are strong ought to bear
the infirmities of the weak and not to please
ourselves. Let every ome of us please his
veighbor for his good to edification. (Rom.
xv. 1, 2). Here is a duty that demands our
very best attention. The weak ones are
greatly in need of all the help and encourage.
ment that they can obtain from those who are
strong, that they aiso may be strong in the
Lord and in the power of his might. It re-
quires, however, much wisdom and more
grace in bearing the infirmities of the weak
lest they are made worse instead of better,
It their infirmities are fuds or whims, fashions
or passions, it would be unwise to tolerate
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them, us all such infirmities are cancerous in
their natare and would result 1n death.  The
infirmities that should be borne are such that
the forbearance would be a help rather than
a hindrancoe; a forbearavce that would be
salt to their lives ravher than pepper and
vinegar,

The successful physician is careful in his
diagnosis that he makes no mistake. If an
cruption of the flesh proves to be a cancer, it
must be eradicated or death will follow. He
will not for a moment consider the feelings,
the likes or dislikes of the patient, but rather
his health and hife. IIe would soon destroy
his reputation if he catered to tho feelings of
the patient, But every cataneous cruption,
like some infirmities, is not cancerous and
require therefore milder treatment. The ob-
ject is to restore the health of the peison.
Whatever will best accomplish this end is the
only wise thing to do.

To build up the weak aud give them a
healthy spiritual lifo is the idea of the apostle
and the fulfilling of this very important in-
junction,

The strong should have no selfish intorest.
The portals of their hearts should always be
open for the weak. They should cheer and
warm their hearts by unselfish love and for-
bearance, go that their frozen dogmas would
naturally thaw out. But to cater to the in-
firmities that prevent growth and that narrow
the spiritual vision for the sake of pleasing
tho weak ones, is not good for their edifica-
tion and is as unwise as it is unseriptural.

A good illustration of this principle is given
by the apostle in I. Cor. viii. 13. < If meat
make my brother to offend, ov stumble, I
will cat no flesh forevermore.” (R.V.) If
the weak brother, geeing Puul eat meat offered
to idols, follows his example and cats that
which his own conscience dictates is wrong
he stumbles Notice that his offence is not
in thinking what another did was wrong but
in doing what hie own conscience thought
was wrong for him to do, led on by the ex-
ample of another. Too many make the
mistake in supposing that Paul says if eating
meat is an offence to my brother I will eat
no meat. What the apostle does say is that
““if eating meat makes my brother to offend,”
etc. We cannot give offence or cause others
to stumble only as we lead them, by our ex-
ample to do what they consider wrong. The
apostle considers it an infirmity in the weak
brother to think that the eating meat offered
to idols is a sin, but it is such a kind of in-
firmity that will not injure the brother who
refraing from eating it; yet should he eat,
and thus violate his convictions he would sin
and thereby stumble. The strong can well
afford to bear with such infirouties und re-
frain from eating ot doing that which would
cause the weak brother to sin. This principle
holds good in many such actions. If drink-
ing a glass of wine would lead a brother to
drink and thereby ruin his hfe, 1t would be
the violation of the sacred principle of tho
Christian religion. Bat to refrain from doing
what we think is good and right because some
one thinks it is wrong is a terrible abuse of
the apostie’s teaching and esample. He
makes it very plain that in matters when
essential principles are not involved, we
shouild not judge each other. ¢ He that
cateth should not despise himn who eateth not,
and he who eateth not should not judge him
who eateth, Let every one be fully persnaded
in his own mind.”

It is a mistake for any one to suppose he
must be silent on subjects of vital moment
for fear that some one will not be pleused.
‘We must ever keop inmind that the right is
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always the best and will always justify itseif.

Ho who panders to the wishes of another in

order to gain his favor or to escape his frown
will murder his conscience, destroy his influ-
ence and lose the approbation of God,

If we wero seoking to please othors for the

sake of geining their favor and not for the :

consideratiou of doing them good, we would
follow the rule of doing what pleased the
most people.

FROM VILLAGE TO VILLAGE.
Dear Friends : This morning Miss Gray-
biel and I went out to visit two villages near
ug for a hittle glimpse of what what waits a
messenger with glad tidings of great joy.

We went first to a village about four miles
distant called Pachpara. Some of the men
of the village were out to greet us, and we
were invited into a sort of court, ana the
usual cot bedstead was brought for us to sit
upon. Perhaps 300 persons gathered there
to see and hear. We found out that about
one-fourth of the population had died of
starvation or the results of their starved con-
dition, As I looked at the faces I scemed to
be able to read quite clearly, without words,
their history. "LI'here was the pitiful ugliness
of an old age that was not ripened and beauti-
ful, for the youth had been marred and de-
formed by idolatry and the sine connected
with their worship and their idea of God.
There was hopelessness in face and attitudes,
The world had dealt harshly with them, and
there was no hope of a better beyond. There
were dirty-faced children leaning against
mothers wrapped in ragged, soiled garments,
The hard years of disappuintment and hunger
had not made mothersambitious or energotlic.

Miss Graybiel said to me, when at last the
village had gathered, ¢Let us sing the old
gong, ‘Jesus Has Saved Me.” Let His name
be the first spoken.” When we sang of tho
deep running river of death and of the old
boat they shook their heads dolefully, and
how we wished that they could grasp the
aftor hope, “Jesus will take me across.”
Then Ram Dayal, our native preacher, spoke
of the time when we must all go before God
and how to the outcast Chamar (worker in
leather), and the Brahmin is the invitation
“Come Unto Me,” and, finally, how the
poorest may become rich in eternal life.

Then Miss Graybiel took off her hat and
said: ““Wo know our gray bair speaks of
going away. Where are we going? Where
there is joy or sorrow? There are two divi-
sions in the other world — one where there
is oternal joy and one where there is ever-
lasting sorrow.

They sat ve1y quiet and then she went on
and told them of a Saviour who saves from
suffering here and hereafter, and finally she
recited the wonderful fullness of John iii: 16,
and: told them that the suffering which had
come to them in this life was but for the
+¢ little while,” but that the pain of hereafter
for sinners was the everlasting unless Jesus
the Son of God saved them, and then we
sang “ There is No Oue to Save You bat

An old blind woman came up and wanted to
rub our feet, after their custom, when trav-
elers come in tired. Here we saw the same
pictures, the same hopelessness, the same
familing of strength and general misery. Ram
Dayul told them thero was good news for
Chandor and for al! the world. Hoe said, you
cultivate worldly fields, but yon can have
hoavonly fruits.  Sevoral of the men in both
villages came up to Miss Graybiel, smiling,
with the rare look of hope iu their faces.
They had been able to sow their fields and
cultivate them, through the aid received at
her hands, and they spoke 8o gratefully and
sincorely that we wondored if the influonce
of tho tilling of the soil was not everywhere
a strongthening of manhood.

We turned homeward with hopeful hearts.
We had had a glance into the wonderful field
of opportunity at our door, and we hoped it
would be but a beginning to a rogular work
. in this nuntouchod field where souls need so
Pmuch cultination.

Book Reviews,

“Tae LIFE OF ALEXANDRR CaMPBELL,” by
Thomas W. Grafton, Cloth; 284 pages. Price,
$1.00 Christian Publishing Company, St. Louis,
Mo. Biography is one of the most interesting of
studies. The fascination with which the history
of great men holds us is wanting in the considera-
tion of many other subjects, While different
temperaments create in students preferences for
diverse branches of learning, all should be more
or less interested in the hives of the greatest of
their kind. The influence of those around us
touches us at every point; and our characters are
especially affected by the great of our race. No
matter how much we may differ in spiritual, intel-
Jectual or physical ability, we are nevertheless
creatures subjest to like passions, Although we
may bring diversified talents and widely different
circumstances to their solution, yet the same great
problems confront all humanity. Then, again,
the great achicvements of our fellowmen cannot
but raise our admiration.

Of all great men, those of the leaders of religious
thought must be given the foremost place; for
religion alonc effects the most vital departments
of our life,

Two things at least are essential to a good
biography—a great life aud a true writer. The
life of Alex. Campbell will be considered by our
brethren as furnishing a fine subject for a sketceh,
Those who read this book will, 1 feel sure, regard
Bro. Grafton as a pleasing and interesting writer.
The book ought to prove an excellent popular
- biography. The style is spirited, clear and enter-

taining.
of Mr. Campbell the writer carries us thiough the
trials and triumphs of the great reformer's carcer
with an mterest that never lags

In u plain simple way are set forth the condition
of Christinnity in America at the beginning of this
century and thoe story of the earnest scarch of the
Campbells (father and son) after the remedy for
the then religions difficuitics. Tho solution of
the problems then before tho church required men
of sincerity, strong in intellect, courage, faith,
and with minds free from the trammels of tradition,
These qualitics Alex. Campbell possessed in no
small degree  The carnest and unbiased manner
of icvestigating facts, strong faith, and the keen
apalytical and reasoning powers which Mr. Camp-
bell brought to the solntion of the great rehgious
questions of his day are told in a striking manner.
With absorbing in:erest wo follow Bro Grafton as
he depicts the preacher, writer, debater, teacher
and conversationlist. In all these Mr. Campbell
excels. His home life, deep devotion and piety
are also beautifully set forth.

That Alex, Campbell was a truly great man
will cleurly appear on an cxamination of the
mighty change that tbe principles which he cham-
pioned bave already wrought in the religious
world. The plen for Christinu union, the call for
an unprejudiced interpretation of God’s Word,
and some of tho doctrinal propositions which he
expounded, such, for instance, as the distinction
between the law and the gospel, bave already
made a marked impress upon the world, Some
men are greac because they bave successfully fought
certain errors peculiar to their owa sge.  But Mr,
Campbell is great because he ably championed
principles that will apply equally to all prtions
of this dispengation. No man, probably since the
days of the Apostles, ever mote ably advocated
the cause of pure Christianity than did he e
was not, indeed, more worthy than many who pre-
ceded him, But building upon the labors of other
seekers after truth be was able, because of their
cfforts, to obtain a better view of the ‘* perfect law
of liberty.” The only way to accomplish this is
to humble ourselves in the presence of God’s Word
in order that it may have *‘free course and be
glorified ™ This is the keystone to Campbell’s
greatness.  Casting aside all pre-conceived ideas
concerning the truth, he placed himself in a
position to be carricd whithersoever the Word of
God led him. This is the cure for all disorders
in the body of Christ.

It ig given to some to possess as grand reasoning
powers, to others the spiritual insight and pme
religious devotion, to others the eloquent manner
of presenting the truth in preaching, teaching and
defending by oral debate, to others the convincing
style of writing, to others the great capacity for
work, to others the honesty »nd freedom in ex-
amining the truth, that this «reat man possessed;
but very rarely do we sce these qualities all so
harmoniously combiuved as in him. Great men
are but seldom evenly balanced. Their greatness,
indeed, often arises from an abnormal develop-
ment of some particular talent. This means the
impoverishment of other taleuts, Mr. Campbell
was not faulty here. In all his character there is
a roundness and completeness that is truty refresh-
ing This caa only be accounted for by his com-
prehensive grasp of the truth, He was truly free
from all narrow party sectarian spirit. He advo-
cated all of what is now generally conceded to be
cssential to the plan of sulvation; and in doing so
presented the only true ground for Christian union
While he probably erred in other particulars, yet
be pointed out the broad principles through which
the truth is to be acquired. tlis place in the
history of the restoration of pure Christinnily will
appear, I confidently believe, more clearly as we
attain to a better knowledge of the truth.

The volume contains a portrait of Mr. Campholl
and an excellent introduction by Prof, H, L. Wil-
lett. It is neatly printed on good paper, with
clean type, and is undoubtedly a fiuo picce of
workmanehip,

The book, while designed mostly for the young,
will nevertheless be found instructive and inter-
esting to all. TFor those who have not monoy
enough to buy nor time enough 10 read Dr.
Richardson’s two large volumes, this work will
make a good substitute. It will also prove a valu-
able coatrnibution in support of the principles for
which we contend. All our Lord’s day schools
should have & :opy. It should have a large circu-
lation, 0. B. Stockrorp.
