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ArxorHzr crisis has come and gone in France. On A motion
offered by the Right for the establizhment of a Conservative
Cabinet, the Government was defeated, the Ministry resigned,
and the President himsel{ followed suit by sending in his own
resignation, which was accepted by the Assembly on a vote
of 365 to 339 McMahoen was thereupon elected to the Presi-
dency, receiving 390 votes from the Right—the Left, the
supporters of Thiers, abstaining from voting. Republics are
proverbially ungrateful, and in thiz case France has proved
herself no exception to the general rule. With the usual in-
constancy which marks their character, the French people
bave by the action of their representatives overthrown the
mean who rescued the country from the depth of degradation
and misery into which she fell after the Gurman War, and
raised her once more to her place among the nations. It is
to Thiers that France owes her credit, her position, nay,
almost her very existence, and she shows her gratituide, ina
manner worthy of the Athenians that banished Aristides, by
overthrowing him from the seat which he has occupied with
great hooour to himseif and much profit to the country. On
the action of his successor speculation is rife. He is known
to be all-powerful with the army; his sympathies were
thoroughly Bonapartist, and it is questionable whether they
have changed their tone. Will he wake use of his new
position to re-establish the Napoleonic dynasty ? will he con-
stitute himself the champion of the Legitimists 7 or, taking a
leaf from his late master's book, relying on the support of the
army and the popularity he gained during the last war, will
he seize the opportunity to array himself in the Imperial
purple, and form a new erain the chequered history of French
Government? More unlikely things have happened.

It is & lamentable fact, that while we have admirable laws
for the preservation of life and pruperty, the majority thereof
ars, through the incapacity or indolence of the local execu-
tives, practically little more than mere dead-letters. To take
a cage in point, there is bardly a city, town, or village in the
Dominion in which there does not exist a by-law against the
letting-off of fire-crackers.  This epecies of amusement is
strictly forbidden under heavy penalties, and yet, one has
only to take up the papers of the morrow of any yreat public
holiday to find a list of accidents and conflagrations caused
by these very fire-crackers. There is the by-law, there are
the officials to put it into force, and yet nothing is done, the
offence is repeated time and time again, frequently with the
most disastrous resulta. Now and then an individual will
lift up his voice in the papers and protest against the action,
or rather the inaction, of officials, but here the matter drops.
A yet more rerious infringement, if not of the law, at least
of what common sense would dictate should be law, one often
attended with the most serious results, and one which is
allowed to pass almost unnoticed by the authorities, is the
carrying of dangerous weapons. This is a practice almost
upiversally indulged in by a large section of the male portion
of the community. Of the rough and rowdy element fully
twenty-five per cent go about armed, and it appears that
many young men of education and reapectability are in the
habitof carrying fire-arms, The fatal accident which occurred
on the 24th, on the excursion from Montreal to Carillon, by
which a young gentleman lost his life through the folly of a
friend who was carelessly and aimlessly firing off a revolver—
will bring this matter once more before the public. The
jury who sat on the inquest held in this case most justly
commented in the severest terms on the non-existence of alaw
prohibiting the carrying of pistols on the person, which they
characterize as a grave and dircreditable deficiency in the
law enacted by the Legislature of Canada, They further ex-
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press their opinion—in which everyone must sharo—that the
cnactment of such a law, duly enforced, would preveunt the
commission of much crime, and many deplorable accidents.
It i to be hoped that the recommendation of the jury, sus-
tained by the voice of the press, and public sentiment, will
have all due weight, and that the next seseion of Parliament
will not be allowed to go by without the amendment of the
law vespecting the carrying of dangerous weapong, so as to
include pocket fire-arms in the tabooed list.

When the murder of Gen, Canby by the Modocs was made
known we were informed that not one of the murderers or of
the murderers' families wonld be left slive to boast of the
deed.
chery of innocent and guilty alike, that would have shed the
direst discredit on the United States arms, and which, when
known among the Indian tribes, could not have failed to have
caused infinite mischief and trouble. We are glad to see the
American papers advocating & more gensible and more manly
line of conduct. A great part of the United States press, led
by the Herald, protest against anything like a massacre of the
surrendered and captured Indians. Naturally enough they
insist that the murderers be made to answer for their crimes,
but this in the ordinary course of justice. ¢ The pernicious
practice of treating savages as returned prodigals when they
find murder and robbery no longer practicable or profitable, is
one,"” says the H-rald, that must give way to more rational
means. The case of the surrendered Modocs is & good oppor-
tunity for taking a new departure. We do not admit the
principle that when & man surrenders to the law he thereby
cleanses himself of guilt. We therefore submit that the sur.
rendered braves should be tried by civil courts, and, when
their crimes are proven, judicially hanged. : is the only
possible way of escaping the difficulty, and no simpering sen-
timentality should be allowed to interiere with its soiution.”
This is the proper lice to take, and we hope to see it adopted,

When will the Qaebec Government awake from its apathy
in Immigration matters? While the other Provinces of the
Dominion are using every effort to attract to themselves a
portion of the largely increasing inflow of settlers, the rulers
of this Province exhibit a most listless and reprehensible in-
difference as to the sp2edy settlemant of the couatry. Day
after day passes, brinzing large numbears of immigrants, the
majority of whom have no special destinations in view. Of
these very many might be induced to remain in the Province.
As it is the proportion who do so is ridiculously small.  The
other day 1700 immigrants arrived at the Mootreal immigra.
tion sheds, of whom sixty remained in the Province, the
halance went on to Ontario and Manitoba,  On befng ques-
tioned as to their reluctance to remain in this Provinee ; the
almost universal reply was to the effect that they had heard
no good things of it, they had been espacially warned against
staying in Montreal ; and in short the inducements offered in
the Western Provinces were much greater than anywhere in
the Province of Quebec. Bome of the settlers, while per-
fectly aware of the existence of & city of Quebec, were entirely
ignorant of the existence of a Province of the same name,
Others had heard of it as a God-forsaken place, to be avoided
by any man who wishes to get on. Ontario was to them
the heaven of refuge to which they looked forward with eager
anticipation of the good fortune in storz for those who were
willing to labour and to wait. The Ontario Government haz
been most energetic in offering inducements to intending
emigrants, and the result has been an unparallelied increase
in the number of actual settlers in the Province. Quebec
has done little or nothing, except among the French and
Belgians, who are not as a rule emigrating people, and the
result is what could only have been expected—atagnation,
Nor isit simply in ita immigration policy that the Qaebec
Government is to be blamed. That in all conscience is tad
epough. But what are we to say of the manner in which
actoal settlers are treated.  In the Lidvre district of the
County of Ottawa is, or rather was, a colony of hardworking
Germans, the pioneer gettlers in this part of the country, who
had undergone untold hardships, relying on the promise of
the Queber Government to open up the roads for them, The
promise apparently was completely forgotten, at all events,
the roads never wereopened up, and the German coloniats are
now striking their tents in disgust and making for the Pro-
mised Land across the border, where immigrants are made
welcome, and promises made to settlors are not forgotten nor
dirregarded.

It may interest our workmen to know what the European
workmen strike for. They may take a hint from the demands
of the Spanish workmen in the vineyards of Puerto Santa
Murla, ¢ Half an hour after arrival on the ground. and before
beginning work, to Smoke clgarettes, the same grace after the
breakfast hour, two hours for a efesta in the middla of the day,
another interval for a bout of smoking In the afiernoon, and
finally an ¢arroba’ (maore than three.and a half gallons FEoglish)
of wine per acre at the end of the season, with a proportionate
Increase of wages.”

Métis is a watering-place on the Lower St Lawrence, abaut
90 miles below Cacouna. At present it is somewhat Jiffienlt
of access, but when visitors can travel by the Intercolanial
Railroad, there can be no doubt that it will have « large
population during the summer. It mny be remarked in [
ing, that the cars will, fu all likelibood, o as far down as
Ste, Flavie—six miles distant—by next September  The
falls of the Métis river—of which we give an autumon vicw—
are about two miles from the St Lawrence, and six from
Little Métis, where thase who come for sea-bathing stay,
They are well worth a visit.  Theie height is about 150 (.;.}L
and in spring their breadth must be at least 106, To winter
they present a most magnificent appearance.  Every spring s
Iarge quantity of logs go over them to a snw.mill, from whick
eight or ten ships in & season are loaded with lumber for
ports in Britain or the Continent.

a lengthy quotation from Hudibras, given in ¢ The Arct of
Poetry,” quotes Butler incorrectly.

chester und London publications, Thus it appears that the
earliest record at present known of these famed lines being
in print is io Ray's ¢ History of the Rebellion,’ and the author-
ship canuot be further traced,”

THE DEUMMOND COLLIERY DISASTER.

The ex-losion at the Drommond Colliery, which resulted in
the loss of nearly or quite seventy precious lives, woald not in
the » Black Country ™ of Englaad where such tragedies are of
froquent occurienice, be looksd upon with such an amount of
torror ur excite so much public sympathy as in the Domigion,
where, up to the date of the late disaster, such a catastrophe
was entitely unknown,  lrrespective of the loss of life and
mantier of dinth of those brave but unfortunate men whose
charred and uoarccognizable remuins lie hundreds of feet below
the surface of the earth, the destruction of the Drummond
Miue will prove £.r some time a great drawback to coul mining
speoitlation which was just assuming a very high position as a
profitable investment among the enterprising moneyed classes
of Canada, and e.peeially so in Montreal, where all or nearly
0 0f the  Drimmond ™ stock was held.  And to the credit of
those who had the management of that important mine, it was
considered by all to be the leading colliery of Canada.  Both
above and below ground the armogements would bear the
Kevuest scrutiny by those versed in conl mining. There ap-
peared nothing wanting to sscure sucress. 1t was the model
mine of Nova Scotia, The muonager, the Iate lamented Mr,
Dann, had the contidence and re-pect not ouly of his men but
of the whole community, and was thoroughly competent to hold
his position.  He was a native of Glasgow, and his father was
vne of the first mining engineers of Scotland.  Everything
promised well for the Drummond mine.  Last year they ship.
ped more coal than any other colliery, and it was anticipated
that the business of 1873 would prove financially 8 great
success.

In the mean time brave fellows from the adjoining collieries
arrived and many voluntecred ty go down to the assistance of
those whos . mnoans could be distinetly heard at the air shaft,
Edward Burns, a volunteer, st his life while attempting to
descend, At the time of the second explosion two gentlemen
from the Acadia and Albion mines Messrs. Hudson und Coxon,
were studying the plan of the mine previous to descend ng
the air shaft, and narrowly escaped being crushed by 2 descend-
ing boulder Lluown from the mine.

This ¢ air sbaft ” is about 700 yardsfrom the ¢ glopes.” At
the latter place, and arvund the chief works, the scene was
terrific. A body of flame, shot as frum the mouth of a can-
non, 1400 feet long, belched from the mouths of the mines,
and likewise from the many “test pits ¥ in the immediate
vicinity, huudreds of feet, throwing up stones, timber, and
mining gear, and casting them for nearly a quarter of a mite
into the adjacent woods. Buch a frighttul scene was never
wituessed by the most expericaced present. The people
living in the miners’ ¢ Square” were driven from their b wises
by the timber cast np from ¢ Campbell's pit,” an old working,
The subterranean explosions startled aud alurmed the country
tor ‘miles round the Drummond Collicry. Thuese fearful
souuds continued for many hours, in fact until those who
took command succeeded in getting some of the air pissages
closed, As all hopes of saviog hife ceased with the second
“ blow,” saving property was the next thing to be cousideced.
Streams were turued and run into the mine, the various
wouths of the colliery were closed with brusn, gravel, and
debris, and by the fifth day after the catastrophe ¢ Drum-
mond ¥ was hermetically sealed,and not a vestige of those
seventy poor fellows who perished will probably never again
be seen in this world.

THE LURE OF THE CALENDAR,

NO. TI1.—WHITSUNTIDE, OR THE PENTECOST.

Wkitsunday, or the Pentecost, is a fustival of the Asglican
Churcl as well as of the Heman. Its interest in the
history of Christianity arises from the circamstance that it
was the day on which the Holy Ghost descended upon the
Apostles and imparted to them the gift of tongues. This,
one of the most important events in the history of the Chris-
tian Church, was accompanied by signs and wonders—** And
suddenly there came a sound from Heaven as of a rushing
mighty wind.” The wind is often put in the sacred Scrip-
turez as an emblem of divine infduence. It is invisidle yet
migh v, and thus represents the agency of the Holy Spirit.
s°And there appeared unto them clovea tongues of fire, and
it sat upen each of them "——rested in the form of a lambent
or geotle flame upon the head of each one, showing that the
predigy was directed to the Apostles, and was a very signifi-
caat vmblem of the promised descent of the Holy Spirit,

The fuast of Pentecost, fifty days after the Passover, com-
memorates the delivery of the law to Moses oo Mount Sinal,
called sometimes by the Hebrews the feast of Weeks. The
delivery of tue law was given with the greatest solemnity,
and accompanied, like the descent of the Holy Ghost, with
every circumstance which might bave a tendency to rouse the
mind and il the whole soul with the profoundest awe.—The
glare of lightning, and the voice of thunder.—The tound of
the trumpet, aud the clonds of smoke.—The vast range of
hills and rocks trembling to their centre.—Six huadred
thousand men struck with inexpressible consternation—Moses
himsei{ terrified exceedingly.

In medimval Western Europe Pentecost was a period of
great festivity, and was considered a day of more importance
than can be easil: explained by thciacidents connected with
it, recorded in the Gozpel, or Ly any later Christian legends
attached to 1. It was one of the great festivals of the kings
and chicftains in the medival romances. It was that on
which King Arthur is represented a8 holding his most splen-
did court.

In the romance of Fevie of Hampton, Whitsnatide appears
as the season of festivities ;

Whan knighic most on Sorseback
A caors let they make on a daye,
Stewdes and palfraye for to assaye,
Whiche horse that best may ren.”

About the year 1253, shortly after the festival of Corpua
Chrioti had been established by Pope Urban IV, commenced
the purfarmance of Miracle plays or Whitsun Mysteries, which
were fisi established at Chester, Exhibitions of a similar
kind took place at Coventry, York, Newcastle-upon-Tyne
Bristol, and other places; and it may be conjsctured that
they were originally introduced into large towns nearly con-
temporancously for the purpose of disseminating a certain
degrec of koowledge of Scripture history; and, as Robert de
Brunoe remarks, for the purpose of extending a belief In the
miraculous conception of the Savionr, as well a3 in the resur-
rection, &c. In 1420 we find a friar interfering at York, to
procure the annual represcutation of the Corpus Chrised ph;.ys
and he was then called & professor of holy pageantry.” !

It is sawd that the first of these plays, one on the passion of
our Lord, was written by Gregory of Nazianzen, and a Ger-
man nua of the name of Roswitha who lived in the tenth
century, and wrote six Latin dramas on the stories of the
saints and martyrs. About the eleventh and twelfth century
the monks were generally not only the authors but the
actors,

The value of these plays was much disputed amongst
churchmen : some of the older councils forbade them asa
profane treatment of sacred suhjects—inost churchmen ot this
day would probably so consider them. A short poem, in the
Harleian collection, partly English and partly Latin, on the
dissoluteness of manners in Henry the Sixth's reign, may be
adduced to show that the performance of *f plays,” especiaily
an % God’s holidays,” was then so frequent asto be considered
by the writer a crying evil. The author says:—

few words concerning the Whitrun Morris Dance, mentioned
by Shakepeare in his Henry V.

The Morris dance in the timeof James 1. was very popular.
A pamphlet printed in hiz reigp commemorates a party of
Herefordshire Morris<dsncers, “ten in number, whaose ages
together amounted to twelve hundred years.” If the state-
meat is not exaggerated, it must have been s very wholesome
exercise and one conducive to longevity.

1t has been supposed that the Morris dance was first brought
into Eugland in the time of Edward the Thind, when Jobn of
Gaunt returned from Spain; Douce thinks it more protable
that we had it from France or even from the Flemings., Few
if apy vestiges of it can be traced beyond the reign of Hency
the Seventh, about which time, and particularly in that of
Henry the Eighth, the church-wardens' accounts in several
parishes afford materials that throw much light on the sub-
juct, aad show that the Morris dance made a very considerable
figure in the parochial festivals,

The following is the air to one of these Morris dances, the
dancer having small bells attached to (his lege; it is taken
from Douce's illustrations of Shakspeare and ancient manp-
ners, published by Thomas Tegg, (heapside, 1839,

Their relish of the thing makes themm wish it as large as
possible; nnd the social enjoyment of it is doubled by its
becoming more visible to the eyes of others, It is for this
reakon that jesta in company are rometimes built up by one
b(md after another—'t three-piled hyperboles "—till the over-
dove Babel topples and tumbles down amidst a merry con-
fusion of tongues.

Jack Falstal waa a great master of this art.  He loved &
ioke an large as himself; witness hix famous accouat of the
men in buckram, (Heniy 1V, Actif., keene 4 Thus he tells
the Lord Chief Justice that he has lost his voice « with siug-
log of anthems ;™ and he calls Bardolph's red nose “a per-
prtual triumah hon-Bre light ;" and gays it
bas saved him va thousand marks in links and torches,'"
v‘miking with {t it in the night betwixt tavern and tavern.”
5-(";‘- how he goes on heightening his recruits at every step:
“You would think 1 bhad a hundred and fifty battered prodi-
gals, lately come from swince-keeping, from eating draft and
husks. A" miad fellow met me on the way and told me 1
bad unloaded wil the gibbets, and pressed the dend bodies,
No eyo hath geen such rearecrows. 'l not march through

Coventry with them, that's flat. Nay, nnd the villains march
wide butwixt

An old school-fellow of ours—who, by the way, was more
fond of quoting Falstaff than any other of Shakapeare’s char-
acters—used to be called on for a story, with a view to & joke
of this sort; {t being an understood thing that he had a
privilege of exaggeration, without committing his abstract
love of truth. The reader probably knows the old blunder
attributed to Oliver Goldsmith about a dish of green peas.
Somebody had been applauded in company for advising his
cook to take some ill-drest peas to Hammersmith, “ because
that was the way to Turn’em Green ; ” upon which Goldsmith
in said to have gone and repeated the pun at another table in
this fashion : *John should take those peas, I think, to Ham-
mersmith.,” 4 Why so, Doctor 77« Because that is the way
to make 'em green.”

Now our old school-fellow would give the blunder with this
sort of additional dressing :

At sight of the dishes of vegetables, Goldsmith, who was at
bis own house, took off the covers one after the other with
great anxiety, till he found that the peas were among them
upon which he rubbed his hands with an air of infinite and
prospective gatisfaction. ¢ You are fond of peag, Doctor 7
Baid one of the company ¢ Yes, sir,” said Goldsmith, ¢ par-
ticularly go. 1 eat them all the year round—I mean, Sir,
every day in the season. 1 do not think there is anybody so
fond of peas as I am." ¢ Is there any particular reason,
Doctor)' asked a gentleman present, “ why you like peag s0
much, beyond the usual one of their agrecable taste 7" No,
gir, none whatsvever—none I agsure you-—(here Goldemith
showed a great wish to impress this fact on hiz guests)—¢1
never heard any particular encomium or speech about them
from any one else; but they carry their own eloquence with
them ; they are things, sir, of infinite taste.” (Here a lavgh,
which put Goldsmith in additional spirite.) ¥ But, bless me
he exclaimed, looking narrowly into the peas, “1 fear they
are very ill-done; they are absolutely yellow instead of green,”
(here he put a strong emphasis on green) “and you know
peas should be emphatically green; greenness in a pea s a
quality as epsential as whitepess in a lily, The cook has
quite spoilt them, but 1’1l give the rogue a lecture, gentlemen,
with your permission.” Goldsmith then rose and rang the
bell violently for the cook, who came in ready booted and
epurred. “ Ha!"” exclaimed Goldsmith, those boots and
spurs are your salvation, you knave. Do you know, sir, what
you have done?’ #No, sir.” “ Why, you have made the
peas yellow, sir. Go instantly and take them to lammer-
émith.” ¢ To Hammersmith, sir?” cried the man, all ip
astonizhment, the guests being no less so. ¢ Please, sir, why
am [ to take’em to Hammersmith 7' ¢ Because, sir,’ and
here Goldsmith looked round with triumphant anticipation,
“that is the way to render those peas green,”

There is a very humourous piece of exaggeration in
* Butler's Remains "—a collection, by the bye, weill worthy
of Hudibras, and indeed of more interest to the general
reader.  Butler is defrauded of his fame with readers of taste
who happen to be no politicians, when Hudibras is printed
without this appendage. The piece we allude to is a descrip-
tion of Hollaud :

A country that draws fifty foot of water,

In which men live as in the hold of Natore;
And when the rea does in upon them break
And drowns a province, does but spring a leak.

. - . - . . . . .

That fecd, like cannibals, on other fishes,
And serve their cousin-germans up in dishes:
A land that rides at anchoer. and it mo red,
In which they do not Live, but go aboard.

We do not know, and perhaps it would be impossible to
discover, whether Butler wrote his minor pivces before those
of the great patriot Andrew Marvell, who rivalled him in wit,
and cxcelled him in poetry.  Marvell, though born later,
seems 10 have been known earlier as an author, He was
certainly known publicly before him. But in the political
pacms of Marvell there is a ludicrous character of Hoiland,
which might be prancunced to be either the copy of the
original of Butler's, if in those Anti-Batavian days the Hol-
lander had not been baited by all the wits; and were it not
probable that the unwieldy monotony of his character gave
rise to much the same ludicrous imagery in many of their
fancies. Marvell's wit has the advantage of Butler's, not in
learning a multiplicity of contrasts (for nobody ever beat him
there), but in a greaster variety of them, and in being able,
from the more poetical tarn of his mind, to Lring graver and
more imaginative thinga to wait upon his levity,

For the past year, the report of the Britlsh Lifeboat Service
shows an excellent record of work for the two hundred and
thirty-three boats now employed on the coast of the United
Kingdom. They have saved the lives of ive hundred and sixty-
nine persans, nesrly the whole of them under circumstances
ot perlithat would have precluded any ordinary boat from pro-
ceeding to their aid, It shanld be mentioned, in addition, that
no fower than twenty-tive ships were saved: and in other cases
the boats were repentedly signalled off by distressed vessels, and
afterward contributed largely 1o their preservaiion by encou-
ruging the crews to remain by thelir ships, and occasionally by
taking them ashore in their alarm, and in putting them on
bourd again when the storm bad lulled. It appears from the
tabulated records of the institution that the number of lHves
saved duaring the forty-nine years from its establishment in
182¢ to the end of the year 1572, either by its life-boats or by
special exertlons for which it had granted rewards, 1= 21,483,

The existence of a religious sect called « Derbisis,” whose
adherents are mostly recruited in the 1two departments of the
Dréme and the Awmidche, was scarcely known 1o ihe great
mujority of Frenchmen until a soldier belonging to this body
wais tried by court-martial a few days ago for insubordination.
The tenets of this sect are principally embodied in the doctrine
that human life is absolulely sacred, and that the profession of
arms s in ftseif a erime.  In obedience to this teaching a young
man, who had becu sent to join his regiment, refused to carry
arms, declaring that ha was ready to submit toany puntshment,
even that of death, rather than repudinte his principles. The
volonel had no alternative but to send him before a court-mar-
tial for brench of discipline; znd in the cotrse of the trial the
schootmaster, who had been called as a witness, stated that,
though he had done all in his power to eradicite these {deas,
the prisoner had held fast to his original purpose. . When they
told him that, in the event of a battle, he would always be able
to fire tu the alr, the young man dectared that he woald nat do
that because {1 would be an act of treachery towards the
Government, and that he preferred stating the case to his
superiors when he was called upon 1o jofn the army.  On similar
grounds he refused to purchase a substitute, and. in reply 1o the
warniog of his sehoolmaster that e would render himself Habis
to be shot for insubordination, he avowed his readiness o add
another 1o the three mililons of mariyrs who have already died
for their faith.” His bebaviour at the tral is sald to have been
most exemplury, and when questioned by the pre~ident of the
court, he confessed that he had disebeyed the mtiftary laws, bat
had acted in conformity with those of the Gospel.

The Roman carrespondent of the Cvlogne Gazetie says that
preparations are alremiy being made at the Vatican for the
election of a new Pape. There is a bullding belonging to the
canons of St. Peter'’s, immediately behind the sacristy of the
eathedral and within the precinets of the Vatican, in which it
has been decided that the conclave shall be held, It consists of
a large hall surrounded by small apartmeunts, whicti ¢in be
fitted up at itle cust for about forty cardinals and their secre-
tarfes, There are at present forty-five cardinals in all, and of
these thirty-six at most wonld be able to take part in the con-
clave, 18 the rest are (oo old and inticm to make a lonz journay,
The correspondent ndds that it is the meneral beifef in the
Vatican that the Jesult candidates, Riario & orza and Panebi-
anco, have but lttle chance of suecess,  Publie opinion at Roms
would be tn favour of a cardinal of moderate and Liberal
optulons, such as Moriching, De Kilvestri, or It Pletra: whilo
some advocate the electior of a very old eardinal, such as Da
Angelis, whose short reign would leave time for deciding as o
the future poliey of the Papaecy afler affuirs have settled down
a little in Europe, and expecially in France. Another corres-
pondent of the snme paper reports that Monsignor Chigl, the
Papal Nunelo at. Versailles, has asked M. Thiers whether, in case
a revolution shoulid break ont in Rome on the Pope's death, the
enrdinals would - be permitted to select Avignon, or some other
plitce in France, for holding their conelave.  To this M. Thiers
replied In the negative, atleging as the ground of his refusal that
it o sehism should be produced in the Church by such a proceed-
ing, this might involve France in unpleasant complications,

Spooney
glauces up at the ceiling or down at the arabesques of the
carpet, sorvly puzzled at the series of learned sounds and
utterly insensible to their mystical harmony. The last note
still trembles on the string, when Spooney bows to Elsic with
a * very mice, Mise® O guregenerate barbarian! As well call
Niagara © nice,” or the Jungfrau aSt. Peters. With the instincy
of the wowman-artist, Eisie has measured her man, and withous
one word of reply, her white fingers sparkle among the gay
notes of the Labitzky Waltzes.  With wondrous rapidity, she
shuwers out the Nufaliew, the Peri and otber pretty tridles of
the Russian compeser,  Our fricud, so fond of music, is
agitated {rom top to toe, as if he were in conjunction with an
electric machine, his face is radiant and he looks as though
he felt like catching Elsie by the waist and whirling her out
into the dance.  # Very beautiful music, Miss,* when she rises
from the piano. Elsie says nothing, but her lips are almost
contemptucusly carled. She has used a woman's practical
way of satis{¥ing herself that Mr Spooney is no musician at
all, that he i3 not even a real lover of music, but only “a
spatcher up of unconsidered trifles,” which have only a super-
ficial, sensuous meaning and no true psychical expression.

Herr K. ... would bhave gone about examining Mr. 8., and
dnding vut the same thiog in a man’s rough, analytical way,
* Very fond of music, 8ir, ¢h?" * Yes, Sir, very.” *Then
you must krow something about it?” « I flatter myeelf [
do." «Well, what do you know of thorough bass 2’ ¢+ Qh!”
exclaims Spooney, as if knocked down by a catapult.
¢ What do you Koow of couunterpoint 7 What s &
fugne? How much have you read of the literature of music,
the difforent schools, the progress of instrumentation' and so
on. The answer of Spooney is that of all the young elegants
of his class. He never heard of these big vames in all his
life and has no vonception of music beyond its being a
fashionatile pastime.

In scicnce, in literature, in art, it is the same shallowness
and the same attempts at making believe. There is no greater
fun than drawing these fellows out in the presence of anintel-
ligent company, causing them 1o compromise themselves and
then bringing down a guiet laugh on their devoted heads, Yet
they never profit by the cxperience and are ready to make
fools of themselves on the first occasion which presents
itself, :

I am told that the lisp is a sign of weak-mindedness. I have
certainly poticed the coincidence in scores of cases; still I
should be slow toaccept it as ageneral rule.  Spooney almost
invariably has the lisp, however, either natural or affected.
You cannot cure him of it. Al the ridicule which has been
showered on Dundreary will not persuade his votaries that this
singularity iz a social defect. If lip-sucking is congenital,
there is a way to correct it; if it is asanmed, what buginesa
bas any one to render conversation disagreeable, by making
his speech almost incomprehensible! I knewa young woman
who dismissed a lover of this class, in high dudgeon, because
as he undertook to read to her some crotic verses and en-
countered a line of alliterative sibilants, be #prinkled ber fair
chevk with salival Pardon my mentioning the circumstance,
but it ma¥ prove a warning to similar delinquents.

Virtue is as great an ornament in man as it is in woman.
Indeed it is a greater oue, because of man’s more grievous
temptations and hig more frequent occasions of sin in the
battle of the world. But the thing called goodiness, or the
mawkish sentimentality of virtue, is the most despicable of
impostures. 1t is the distinctive badge of the Spooney. 1If
he thinks to please woman by his milk-and-water theology,
or his ethical cant, he is wofully mistaken. Women prefer
the dare-devil, the rough and ready fellow with muscle in hia
arm, an unflinching eye and the feariessness of death, In a

ittle country town where I resided a few years ago, there were
two distinet classes of young wmen, outside of a few solidly
upright and virtuous one. The first class were the goodies,
fit for nothing but fawning upon the girls. The second class
were the hard cases, addicted to horse-riding, huntiog, athletic
Eports, practical jokes and not 2 few were pretty hard drinkers,
Now, it was a remarkable fact that the girls only laughed at
the first, treating them like poodles, while all their admira-
tion and their love were given to the scapegraces who seemed
to care for neither. Shirley used to say that she wanted her
husband to be her aster and her lord, and in consequence
she spurned the spooney nobleman who offered her his hand.
Hers wan a profound: insight into human nature.

I doat on paradoxes, believing them to be the spice of tife.
Hence 1 shall not wholly condemn spoonies, for they are de-
lightfully paradoxical. They will fight, Strange as it may
seem, the history of the world proves that the most effeminate
