hell. Narrow, selfish, carchly and licentious in
his love, the first principle of love no longer
scems to be an expausion of the heart, secking
the highest, purest, and most intellectual object,
and bringing to that object the strength of his
andivided and pure affection. No; but it is
pow a mean, wretched, self-secking, brutal desire
to concentrate whatever there is of passion and
of lustful enjoyment in self, and keep it there
if he ean ; yet in the perception of all to allow
the erratic heart to spread itself out like water
upor the pathway of sin and of sinful desires,
Man sinned; he refused to acknowledge Al-
mighty God; the very first ereature that rebell-
ed against God was the intelligence of man that
refused to ucknowledge the argument of obedi-
ence. The sin of Adam did not begin with the
will; it began with the intclhgence. Before
he made up his mind and determined he would
violate the precept, he thought over the argu-
ment: “ God tells me that I must not eat of
this tree, because if I do I shall acquire knowl-
edec. This serpent tells me that the knowledge
will make me like to God.”” Then he sinned ;
he sprang upon it ; he plucked the fiuit; ate of
it; and consummated his sin from that day.
The moment man’s intelligence rebelled
against Geod, that moment there was complete
subversion and destruction of that fair order
that Almighty God had created in the world.
The momeat man’s intelligence rebelled against
Ged, that moment wman’s will refused to obey
the dictates and reason of that intellizence any
more; that moment man's passions arose up in
rcbellion in him. The newly made sinner,
Jooked around him, not knowing this mystery
that was developed within him, not knowing
whenee came those unruly desives, that he
could no longer govern—whence came those
bitter thoughts that poisoned every affection of
‘his heart; nod he must fain aceept as truth,
things that were bencath him. In this, there
fell upon him a decper degradution even, than
the first sin of Adum, DMan's own nature re-
belled against him; his body of clay—literally
and truly a body of clay, which was created to
serve and subserve the purpose of the mind, and
of the soul—thut very body arose up and de-
-manded homaye of the soul, In the gratification
-of every base bodily desire.  So the very clay
-of his composition beeame and took the place of
‘that God whom he had offended by sin.  And,
-as it was with mun’s soul, so it was with the
‘world around him. Naturcrefused to obey the
‘humiliated rebel.  Animated nature grey hard
-and stubborn. Upon the rose, that grew up to
«charm every sense of man, there grew now the
‘sharp thorn; and in Lis path the fruitless
thistle, and the unhealthy weed, to poison him
with its taste, to offend him with its smell, and
to warn him away, aod to refrain from its
rtouch, . Why should nature obey the rebel ?
"The unimate and inaniwate, secmed to be im-
-pregaated with the curse, * Accursed is the
-earth in this work to-duy,” were the words of
Alnighty God to-the sioner. Why should
animated nature obey the rebel against God ?
The lion and the tiger flashed anger from their
«eyes, so full of meckness before; they behold
dn the rebellions man, one like .themselves,
whom it was lawful for them to full upon,
‘to seize, #nd to tear in picces, and devour.—
The cagle that soarod away through the clouds
-secmed to have lost ull respect for that magic
voice that -could once call it down from its
highest flights in the mr. No longer will she
‘heed the voiee of fallen mun, no more than she
heeds the growlinz of the wild beasts, or the
lowing of the steer wpon the hillside. All
mature rcbelled against man. The fair work,
the beautiful work, the harmonious work that
-cume from the Divine mind, from the infinite
love of God—all is spoiled—destroyed, broken
up and eorrupted by the sin of man; for as
revelation tells us, for four thousand years the
model man was destroyed in Adam, and did
not appear again, For four thousand years,

sin after sin, curse after curse accumulated |

apon fhe. earth, until all that had the slightest
ray of divine knowledge had disappcared ; aund
the word of the Psalmist was fulfilled ;  Truth
is diminished amongst the children of men;”
widl, as it went on, they arrived at such a de-
gradation of sin that they actually defied their
sins, their impurity, their dishonesty, their re:
venge, and every vile excess received the name
of God. Thus it was-thet sin imprinted, and
embodied, and personified, was lifted up on
their altars'so that they not oboly avowed their
sin, but adored it; so that the principle of

ipiquity. Hecame a Gad of the world. - Td. four
‘thousand yeiis, med” sought in vain for light;
thore wias 1o light. - Mer sought in vain for
grabe ;vthere ‘was no grace, - The model man
was destroyed in Adam; the man who was to
be the regenerator had not yet come. The
second model of Almighty God had not yet ap-
peared upon the earth,

But the years rolled on; and now four
thousand years had passed away; and suddenly
the heavenly clouds are . pregnant. with merey;
the rain of salvation- drops wpon the earth.
The golden gates 6f heaven are withdrawn, not
as of old to raiu down a deluge of water, to
sweep away mankied; vet us of old to rain
down living fire upon the imiquities of maa.
Oh! no; but to raia down the dew of divine
merey—the Iternal Son of God. The Second
Person of the adorable Trinity—true God of
true God, the Creator of ull things—become
incarnate by the Holy Ghost of the Virgin
Mary; He came down from heaven; Ile be-
came true mau in Mary’s womb; He is born
of the Virgin Mother; He rested in her pure
immuculate arms as He rested on His throne
in heaven. Behold Jesus Christ, the Rege-
nerztor, in whom our nature is restored to
something far more grand than it lost in Adam.
Behold the Regenerator of the world—the
man-God, Jesus Christ, to whom be all honor
and glory! Aund now you sce the discase, If
you wish to know the cure, all you have to do
is to look at the divine Redecmer: study Him
weil; study His actions; see what He did;
sec what Ife was; and then you will see in
what consists the regeneration of the world.

The sin of Adam brought three great curses

from Heaven; three tremendous evils were
brought upon the world by Adam’s sin. The
first of these was that God Himself withdrew
frow man, Until the siv of Adam, God loved
to come down to walk in the garden of Kden :
and, in the cvening time, when the sun was
sinking slowly, aud declining in the west, God
loved to walk in the groves of Paradise with
His uofallen creature, man,  Amongst so many
other privileges that man possessed, of nature
and of grace, he enjoyed the high privileze of
fellowship, of society with God, Is it not so?
Does not the Seripture tell us emphatically that
God loved the socicty of unfallen man?  The
first effect of the sin of Adamn was the loss of
Almighty God's presence. God came again
once, and ounly once; and then IHe spoke in
anger. He left the inheritance of « curse be-
hind Him. Then He withdrew into His high
heavens, No mun beheld lis face; no man
heard His voice again; if that voice was heard
it was in the thunders and heavings of Sinai,
striking terror into every mun who heard it.
And we read that when [Ic appeated the Pro-
phet of old buried his fice in the sand, ¢ lest
he wight see the Lord and die.” Kverything
surrounding Almighty God, after that sin of
Adam, had changed. The Lord spoke in a
language of terror; when He came to speak to
His people it was not in the language of sweet-
ness as of old they heard Him; but it wasa
voice of vengeance and of the fury of God.
The loss of God was the firat effect of Adam'’s,
sin—the first terrible cffect.
The next cffcet of sin was, that the Lord
withdrew the knowledge of God from the carth,
Oh, my friends, how the car of unfallen man
drank in the music of God, as he listened to
the voice of God in the gurden of Eden. God
spoke to man, and the air around re-cchoed
with ter thousand harwonics, as of the most
delicious song. God breathed that small still
voiee of which the Seriptures speak, which
filled the heart of unfallen man—which respond.
ed to every concord of that perfectly attuned
nature, and throbbed again at the breath of
that heavenly voice that swept over him; so
that it made musie in his soul, harmony in his
car, and brought delight wnd vapture to the
heart of man. It filled his mind with knowl-
edge — the divine knowledge of faith, —
Seeing God, he had an intwitive Kknowl-
edge of God, and the divine nature of
God in all its magpificent perfeetion, When
&od withdrew, the light and knowledge disup-
peared with Him; but it disappeared slowly,
For many ages man kept the traditions of’ the
true God. 'The sun set, indeed, but it set
slowly. The darkness of utter night did not
come on suddenly; but still the light was sink-
ing iato cvening, and might eame on apace.
The sun of divine knowledge set slowly, but
Oh! how effectually, into the occan of divine
wrath; and there was no light, no life, no truth
amongst men; and the intellectual and moral
atmosphere was darkened ; all—all was black
in the blackness of night. This was the sad
complaint of the prophet Isaiah, when he ex-
claimed: ¢There is no truth, there is no
knowledge of God in the land, Thus saith the
Lord even to the Jewish people: My people
have been silent beeause they have no knowl-
edge. Cursing, lying and corruption overflow
the land. Blood has touched blood, beeause
there is no truth, no knowledge in the land,”
Behold the second great loss in Adam's sin;
the loss of divine knowledge. The thousands
of forms of human knowledge the soul refused.
Human philosophy found in the soul an im-
mortal spivit that refused philosophy for its
food. They found not that food for the heart
of man; and yet they boasted of their progress
-and of their civilization as men boast now-u-
days in the Ninetccuth Century. God is the
light—the true lightcoming from heaven. The
light eomes not {rom beneath ; the light comes
:from above., You might as well seek the rising
sun in the darkness of night, as scek the true
light of God.in all the researches of human
‘knowledge or human seicuce. Therefore, this
"gospel of progress—this seientific gospel, is as
the pagan relizion tells us; this human philose-
phy .is scparated from God; and—from the
simplicity of that faith—that momont it be-
comes a lic; the moment it separates itself from
God it is as a lie from hel, from which cvery
lie comes,. .

.. The third great avil—the third loss of man, by his
sin—was the loss of divine grace, This was even
worsc—still far worse than the loss of Gtod Himself,
or the loss of knowledge. It was infinitely greater

‘theh the loss'of knowledge. - It way greaterthan
the loss of God Himself, I will prove it. Even if
God had withdrawn for o time—if man had kapt the
divine grico—then, at the hour of ‘his death, he
would behold that Ged again.  So, it was the most
terrible loss, for if man had kept divine grace, the
seprration from God would have been fora small
span of years, That grace would have kcpf: him
holy in purity and in the grace of a strong, abiding,
vigorons, cflicncious command over every pession,
over every inclination, and have given empire of the
soul over the body, and all other graces of God to
the hieart of tan, and to the soul of man. . But by
sin he not omly lost the friendship of Ged, the
knowledge of God—the most terrible Joss of all—he
lost the Grace which the Almighty God hind entailed
upon him, So loug as that grace was upon him it
made Lhim pleasing to Almighty God. Even the
greatest misery of ull the conscquences of sin, the
wavering of the huwt, the monotony of life, the
hardening of the soul — forming the interior from
the exterior—-he nced have no fear of, so longas
God's grace was upon him ; he was still a child of
God, denrest and most beautiful to his Father's
Lieart. It was only when he lost that grace—it was
only when he became the slave of his passions, the
servant of his Lodily inclinations—when he became
unholy and impure—only then did Almighty God
reganl him as His enemy—the man whese existence
was 0 curse, and whose end was te Le everlusting
perdition !

These were the three losses. Now we will con-
sider the regencration, and the remedy of the Re-
deemer. He came. He brought back to us pre-
cisely the three things that we lost in Adam, O,
now beautiful was MHis coming! O, how tender
and loving wus the coming of the Son of God l—
First, God left the carth with anger upon His brow
and & curse upon His lips.  First, He left the carth
~He left the trunbling sinmer horror-stricken at
His curse, while the hissing serpent wound his way
into the thicket and disappeaved, with this cuvse
upon him. ITeaven and hell took up the cumse ; the
heavens rained down the curso, and it sank like rain
into the roil of earth. It brought sterility to the carth.
It bronght poisxvn te the snake. It Lrought fury to
the lion and the tiger, and to the other wild beasts
of the forest. It permeated nature ; and then there
was nothing but despair and darkness as of night.~
How terrific was the withdrawal of our Divine Lord
from the enrth!  How sweet, how loving is His
coming! A virgin brings Him forth; a daughter of
curth, most pwre and holy, yet simply humin—s Of
the carth carthly.” A daughter of the sons of men
—pure, voung, beautiful, fit to be the Mother of the
Son of Giod. She was to Lring the Majesty and ful-
ness of God by her ¢hild of grace.  He was to come
forth, when He was 30 years of age, in the fulness of
time to prench the Gospel and to announce the
truth.  The very first word that ever came from tlhe
lips of Jesus Clirist was the word Llessed!  He went
up into the mountain, when He had called tha peo-
ple around him. After four thousand years silence,
God is about to speak! For four thousand years,
the echoes that were heard in the groves of Paradise,
during the long, long ages passed, had ve-cchoed the
curse of God.  (od is about to speak to man.—
“ Blessed are the poor! How beantiful, how sim-
ple! Forsin, God cursed the earth: and He said,
on this day, to the sinner: % Blessed are the poor !I”
taking commisseration on poverty, with all its
afHlictions — poverty with all its humiliations —
poverty, with its naked body starving—poverty,
despised and rejected by the world—puverty, with
its sickness wunq its sorrows—peverty, with its priva-
tions. & Blessed are the poor!” He said, © for theirs
is the kingdom of heaven!” Oh, Low beautiful is
the coming of the Son of God in that day: Ly His
very presence amongst men Ho Drought back the
first great thing that Adam had lost. God was lost
Ly the sin of man; man lost the socicty and the
fellowship of God.  God is restored in Jesus Christ.
In Him dwelt the fulness of divinity. He came;
but He came a5 God. You might look upon Him
as one of carth, as a little child, trerabling in His
mother's arms, weeping upon her bosom, did you
not know that the Etvmal Infant is the Eternal
God? God came again to save his fallen ercature
—man. God came with blessings upon His lips,
favor and merey, in His hands.  God came again to
speak words that fell as music upon the vars of the
sinner and the afilicted one. “ Come to Me, all ye
who are burdened and heavy laden, and I will re-
fresh you" “Come to Me, oh, ye sinners; for I am
not one whe requires much. Cotne to Me, Oh, ye
aficted und fallen, that I may lift you, and give
glory to my Father, und give joy for the onc sinner
that doth penance.” For I am all hope and love and
consolation,” Thus came God, the Regenerator,

Moreover, He Lrought Lack with him what man
had lost Ly sin; namely, the trnfh—the knowledge
of truth. Did he come to take sight of the werld—
to observe with an all-seeing cye—to senn all its
imperfections?  Did he come to judzge the world, to
take silent note of man's weakness, of man's ingrati-
tude for fuvors, and of the impurity that surronnded
him—to take silent note of him, and in His infinite
wisdom and sactity to jwlge him? No. I came
not to judge, but to save” He came speaking as
Gad—tiod proclaiming to all men,and to all nations
and classes of mcn, the truth which He brought with
Him from heaven. He spread that truth umongst
men. He declared that they should ¢ know the
truth,” No lJonger shiould thiey inquire after the
truth. The anxiouns philesopher secking for his
God, was a thing of the past. Humanity looking for
its religion was o thing of the past; for the Lternal
Sen of Gl suid: “You shall know the teuth, and
the truth shall make you free.” So He gave to man
the trutl as it is in Jusus Christ, onr Lord. i

Bat the first loss of divine grace was the most ter-
rible loss of all to man, a greater loss than even the
temporury loss of the fellowship of God —greater
even than the knowledge of God.  Ob, in vain
woutld Christ have come and given us Himself in
His own divine person; in wvain would He have
given us knowledge for eaving us, if He had not
also bronght with Him from heaven His divine
grace, purifying, reviving, and strengthening the
souls of men.  Therefore He came not only to
preach, my dear friends, but also to hear the sinner's
confussion and to absolve him. He came not only
te propagute the truth in His preaching, bat He
came to touch the cyes of the bLlind, to open them ;
not 50 much the eyes of the bady, as the eyesof the
soul. When the miraele lind been performed—when
the blind men’s cycs were apened—he sought out
Christ and aid to Him, “Vhere is the Lord that I
mny believe in Him ? Then Christ said, * Lam He”
And he, filled with divine light, said: Thou art
Christ, the Son of the Living God.” Ho opened the
eyes of that man's soul far more effcctunlly to the
light of divine truth than the eyes of his body to the
light of the rising or the selting sun,

e came to give peace, Now T want fo insist
npon this. Owr age is rassing over this grent fea-
ture of the Catholic Church,  Men now-axlays nre
proud of their multitude of religions, and call them
ell religious trnths, Denying onc rnother—opposcd
to cach other — yet they call them alf religious
truths! But, in their pursvit of trth, I am willing
to admit and to Lelieve that, in very many cases,
their pursuit after trath is a real, high-minded, pure-
minded, carnest cffort, to wrive at the trath, I
would not have you, my Catholic frieunds, imagine
for an instant that there is no purity of intention or
loftiness of purpose and carnestness . of will outside
"the Catholic Chiurch. No; this would be the highest
form of bigotry. I would not that the Catholics
were inclined to believe that all carnestness, all
sincerity and all goodness was confined to ua: we,
who have so much that we can afford to be generous
and to ke true to those who are without the pale of
the Church; filled with carnestness. in their efforts
to arrive at the truth; yut every man imngines that

lie has the conclusion of the truth, as it i» in Jesus
Christ. One man says baptism is necessary for sal-
vation ; another seys it is not. Both sincerely be-
lieve that they have truth, as it isin Christ; and
one or'the other is believing and preaching a lie.—
But, though I say they are carnest in their pursuit
after truth, I don't say they find it. I say they do
not. I amassure of it ns I am of my own exist-
ence. I know, as I know my God is here, that there
is no truth—no religious truth to be found outside
of the Holy Romun Catholic Chnrch. If I did not
know it, I would nof assert it. If I did not believe
it, I would not devote my whole life, in all sincerity,
and infraternal love, to try to induce my fellow-men
on ¢very side to hear me—to come with me that 1
miglit Icad them inte that Church and let them bow
down before that altar. Would I, in common with
my fellow-pricsts, devote my life to this truth, but
because we know that this truth is necessory for sal-
vation? Dut evenif they had the truth—if they
posscssed the truth—the possession of the truth is
not cnough; for, even as things are, men in their
putsuit of truth lose sight of grace. Truth alone—
cven to the heart of man, the highest form of truth
—is not suflicient. Divine as that truth may be, it
is not enough. We, Catholics, know the truth.—
Will any man tell me that it is cnough when he
bas made an act of faith? Docs any man believe
that that is enough? No, No Catholic be-
lieves it ; the Catholic Church never taught such n
thing. Why? Beenuse Christ, our Lord, brought
from heaven not only iruth but grace, The Licth of
that grace and truth is virtuc to the intelligence that
admits it—the grace of virtue to the heut, to the
affections and to the will. That grace is necessary
for ealvation according to the words of St, Paul, who
says: “ Knowledge of the truth is as nothing—
Xuy, more, if you have not that grace which is
divine charity, you have not fuith, Hear the word
of inspiration, which says: “AIl iy knowledge is
as nothing.” Do you imagine that I or any other
Catholic man trusts to this knowledge to keep him
in moments of temptations, to cuable him to re-
strain evil designs, to conquer his passions? If he
trusts to knowledge, he will turn asay and shut his
eyes to the power of Almighty God; and in the
moment of blind trust, he stains his soul witl mor-
tal gu. Do you imagine that we trust to knowledge
to kkecp us in the hour of temptation 2 Knowledge,
no matter how extensive, will never make o man
pure. Why yon might as well attempt to moor a
vessel with a single thread of silk as to keep down,
Ly human or divine knowledge, the passions of man.

The grace of God—the grace of God enriched by ?

prayer—is neecessary in order to preserve the heart
aud soul pure in the tumultuons temptations of
every moment of life, This grace Christ gave us in
the confessional ; this is the mest necessary of all.
Behold, then, in what the regeneration of this world
consists. It consists in restoring, through Christ,
grace to every man ameongst us—it consists jn tak-
ing away the cvil of sin, in taking away the cor-
ruption of sin, and in substituting the Lord Jesus
Christ. Not Adam, Lut Christ. Not Adam, but
some one far above aud infinitely greater than Adam.
For, as it is usual with Him, when He does a thing
to do it perfectly and superabundantly—se, when
He came with the remedy for Adum's sin, He
brought a remedy, and left us much greater, much
holicr than even in the days of Adam; and it is here
in the adorable sacrament of the altar of Jesus
Christ.

# But what albiout the Church?” you say; * what
about the Chureh of which you came here to preach
to-day ? you did not say a word about the Church,”
I know very well, my friends, that isalltrue, - They
tell o story in eld Roman history of a poor peasant
who hnd three goats stolen from him. Well, he
bired a Iawyer to plead his case, and to get him
back his three gonts, The lawyer came before the
Jjudge ; the prisoncr was there also ; the Jawyer made
a splended speech,  He began with the history of
the wars of the Roman Emperers; expatiated upon
ull the great generals that Lome produced ; and he
was about sinking down exhausted, after a long and
magnificent effort, when the peor man went and
spoke to him: “ Will you be good enouglh, cven
now,” says he, “to say a word about my three
goats.” Now, I am not going to treat you in this
way. I have dwelt on faith at some Iength, so far
although, in truth, as I did not mention a word
about the Church, I may rucan it all the time,
Christ, our Lord, is in His Church—Christ, our
Lord, solemnly declared that He was in His Churcls
until the end of time,  Christ deelared simply and
amphatically that, altbough He lived in His visible
person antongst men only thirty-three years, He
intended to live nntil the last moment of the world's
history, in His Church. Therefore, whatever He
was vesterday, the same He is to day. Now, mark ;
the Apostle 8t. Panl says: % What Christ was yester-
day, He is to-day, and the same forever” He did
net come to do a transient or ephemeral work, He
did not come to teach men to live again after Him
as they lived before His coming, No; but He de-
elared, %I am come, not for a day, not for a time,
but for ever. Iam caome, to remain. Think not
that I am going away 1" He says to the Apostles:
%X will not leave you orphans, 1 will come to you
again. I will be with you all days wntil the con-
summation of the world.” Do not imagine for n
moment when Mary, at the Incarnation, =aid, *Be
it donc to me according to Thy word ;" and God was
made present in- her immaculate hosom ; do not
imagine,for 2 moment,thnt that work has ever ceascd.
No, no. Before He left, He substantinted Himself
in the Blessed Eucharist.  Before He left He chang-
cd the bread and wine into His body and bload ; and
even as He changed the water into wine at Cana,
in Galilee,so He chinged the wine into the heart's
Llood of Jesus Clrist, Do not imagine that the
Suviour went awey, to rcturn no more, thereby
giving the lic to Himsclf; for Ho said: *I will
come back. I will not leave you orphans. I am
with you until the consummation of the world”
And as the Regenerator of the world spenks through
His Churcl:, whoever denies the Church denies
Cluist. In this, mark how clearly—mark how
cmphatically and how distinctly the Son of God left
the three marks upon His Church in Himself, The
three great evils that sin had done are undone by
His Church. Fimst: God was made present in
Christ, The truth of God was made present in the’
word of Christ. The grace of God was made pre-
sent in the action of Christ through His Church;
for Hesnid:  There is one thing that I will Ieave
You no matter what else you mny be dejrived of.
They shall cast out your name as evil for my sake.
You may not have the smiles or the friendship of
this world, I tell you that the friendship of -this
world is cnmity to God. There is one thing .you
must have, I will send my sphiit of truth upon you
to remain with you forever, wlio will abide with yeu,
and lead you into all truth” The truth and  kapw-
ledge of God shall be in that Church, for He says;
“The gates of hell shall not preveil sgainst thut
Church, The truth shall be upon your lips ; andas
the Father sent me I ulso send you; go teach all
nations to hear my commandments.” "I ask you,
my friends, can the word of God or man be more
clearly ur more vmphinticnlly expressed to assuro is
that the, fullness of unchanging truth and the pos-
session of the Divine sceptre was to be bound to
the Catholic Church forever? Is there more than
this? - He gave to that Church power to grant and
confer grace—that which was the highest virtuo of
Dw}nu grace on this earth, namely, the. forgiveness
of sin, When the Pharisces snw our, Lord raising
dead they wondered, When thoy saw Him opening
the eyes of the, Llind, and healing the sick, they
wondered ; yet thicy never neenged Hira 'of blasphemy.

GREAT DRITAIN.

Tur Arcnmsuor or WESTMINSTER'S SERMON AT iR
Marriace or Miss Fox—~The following is the sub-
stance of the sermon preached by the Archibishop in
the Pro-Cathedral, Kensington, at the marringe of
Prince Aloys of Licchtenstein and Miss I'ox, in pre-
sence of the Prince and Princess of Wales, Prince
Arthur, and several other members of the Toyal
family. Addressing the newly mwrricd, his Grace
said that by the providence of God, and before the
whole Church, they had cntered into a mutual, per-
petual, and_ indissoluble union—mutual, beeause it
was entered into of their own free choice ; perpetual,
beeanse they had pledzed themsclves cach to 3;]1(:
other until death jand indissoluble, because God
Tiad joined then together,and no inferior power
could put them asunder. When God c_ruatcd man in
His own likencss He bestowed apon him a capacity
of high and rational fellowship with Himself, but Jic
endowed him alse with intelligence, will, an answer-
ing mind, and a common sympathy with others of
his own race. Hg instituted that mutual and indis-
soluble contract hetween man and woman of mar-
riage, in which the grace, power, and help of tho
Holy Spirit sanctified those who cntered into it. It
wad a state full of duties, obligations, and burdens ;
full of cares, full of joys, and full of sorrows. They
had embuked upon o bright and joyous sea, but it
had its storms and tempests. If the Redcemer of
the world were not in the barque that bore them on
that sca those storms and tempests wou]g be oo
much for the frailty of huran happiness.  They had
entered into a statc in which they had lost their
isolated ‘individuality, and in which all things
would henccforth be common to them. Their joys
wonld be brighter, a5 two lights unifed made a
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bucause as a stream parted into two divisions runs
sooner away, so by division would pass their griefs
I'Le Redeemer, when He clevated the contract of
marrlige to the position of a mystery of His grace,
made it olso the symbol of thy higher marringe of
Himself and His Church, To the husband, as the
hun.d of the wife, he wmve power amd authority,
which was derived from the Divine Luw, and not
from caprice, As the head, it would be his part to
guide, to comfort, and to console her, T'o the wife
was given the conumand of obudience to her husband.
The geaceluss theories of the world would teach that
obedicnce was bondage, but the Divine anthority
tokd thein that in such ohedience as it commanded
there was perfect freedom and true liberty, They
two before him were umited by cvery bond—in
faith, in hope, and in charity, in buman sympnthy,
in all that this world could Uestow, The more they
were United to (God, the more would they be united
one fo another,  Many prayers had that day gone
up for them, many more would follow them all theie
lives, and their bupden wonld by that the charity of
God might be poured out abundantly fn their hearts.
Mizht the Holy Spirit keep them in the love of God
and the mercles of Jesus Chirist, and might it at last
stummon them trom this world to o kingdom where
all was foir and true.— Pl

NEWS OF THE WEEE.

A report is in circulation that the Due
&'Aumale, intends resigning his seat in the
Assembly.

The maguificent Railway station at Metz has
been destroyed by fire, This is the fourth
laree fire which has occurred in that city.

The French Government contemplates the
resumption of diplomatic relations with Mexieo,
the death of Juarvez having removed the only
obstaele thereto,

An official report is made to the Department
of War, annouacing the total defeat of Castil-
lo's band of Carlists numbering one thousand
men, which hus maintained its organization in
the north of Spain. Thirteen Carlists were
killed and forty-five captured, ten of whem are
wounded. The defeated insurgents earried
fifty wounded with them. The defeat of an-
other band of insurgents is reported with the
Joss of three men killed and mary wounded.

It is rumoured that the immediate result of
the vixit of the Emperor Francis Joseph of
Austriz and the Chancellor to the Emperor
William at Ems, will be measures for the sup-
pression of the Jesuit estublishments through-
out Austria, which have been mniultiplying
rapidly recently, and to which a powerful
emigration of expatrizted Jesuits from Germany

is now in progress.

Home RuLe.—This is the question of the
day in Ireland; and though neither Tenant
Right nor Education are forgotten, its discus-
<ion is assigoed at the hustings, at public meet-
ings, and in the press, the foremost place,

As distingnished from Repeal of the Union
pur et simple, Home TRule signifies the restora-
tion to Ireland, in her domestic affairs, of the
" autonemy or power of self-government of which
-the Legislative Union deprived her. For that
legislative, or incorporating Union, it proposes to
. substitute a quasi Federal Union; the Imperial
‘Parliament, in which Ircland according to
“wealth and population will coutirue to be re-
presented, to retain absolute control over all
~matters of gencral or Imperial concern.

Simple though at first sight the proposed re-
‘Jorm may appear, and equitable us is the demand
that Ireland should be allowed to legislate for
her own domestic affuirs, it will, we expeet, be
found more difficult of immediate attainment,
.even, than the Repeal of the Vnion pur et
stmple that the great 0'Conpell agitated for,
and for which Home Rule is proposed as the
<ubstitute. The latter is we think brought for-
ward 2s a kind of esmpromise motion ; and yet
though proposed as sueh, it is open to more
grave objections, and is more incompatible with
the actual political order of the British Em.
pire, than would be a return to the relations
that subsisted betwixt Great Britain and Ire-

land at the close of the eighteenth century.
Home Rule for Ireland of course muy come,
for no one can pretend to predict what political
changes are in store for us; but when it does
come it will come, nos alone, but as part of a
sweeping, radical change in the British political
svstem.  « Home Rule" for Ireland; if it
mean anything, means Federation; and must
therefore be applied, not to Ircland alone, but
to all the other component parts of the British
Kmpire: to England, to Scotland, and to
Wales, These too, when Ireland shall have
“her Home or Provincial Parliament, retaining
at the same time the right to -send her repre-
_sentatives to an Jmperial Porlinment, must
" each have their own separate local, or Provin-
. cial legislutures as well. The Imperial Par-
liament when it renounces authority over the

domestie affairs of Ireland, and leaves these to
the management of an Irish legislature, must
at the samie time give up its pawer to legislate
for the domestic affairs of England, Wales, 2nd
Scotland, and must be content to leave these
to the case of English, Welsh, and Scotch legis-
latures. It would not be just to leave to Ire-
land, when in the cajoyment of a Provincial
legislature of her own invested with the ex-
clusive right to manage without interference,
the domestic affairs of Ireland, the power of,
in any manner, interfering with the domestic
affirs of the other members of the Empire,
And yet this injustice it would be impossible
to avoid; if together with Home Rule for
themselves, Irish rcprescotatives were legally
entitled to sit, and vote in.a legislature which
had any control over the domestic affuirs of
England, Wales, and Scotland. Home Rule
for Irelaud—though nothing more than what
Treland is entitled to—cannot stand alone ; but
must, if it come at all, come attended with
Home Rule for England, Home Rule for Scot-
land, and Home Rule for Wales. All of these
must have their own Provincial legislatures if
Ireland is to have her domestic legislature in
Dublin; and thercfore, we 1cpeat, Home Rule
for Ireland, involving as it does a radical change
in the political system of the British Empire,
« revolution not in details merely, but in prin-
ciple, is actually more difficult of immediate
attainment than Repeal of the Union, pur et
sémple. This, as we know from the fuilure of
previous efforts, it is difficult to obtain, or to
wrest from the Imperial Parliament; but far
more difficult will it be to wig the assent of
that body to a change which, whilst restoring
to Ireland the right to the exclusive manage-
meut of her domestic affairs, would still leave
to Irish representatives in the Imperial Parlia-
ment, sitting at Westminster, power, and the
legal right to legislate for the domestic affuirs
of the other members of the Empire. Home
Rule in this scnse is impossible, whilst Repeal
is only diffienlt; because Home Rule so limited
though only justice to Ireland, would be in-
justice to England, Wales, and Scotland ; but
Home Rule in any other sense is simply Re-
peal, ‘

And yet it may come, and in time very pro-
bably will come; wot by itself—not s¢ much

to it. It is impossible to imagine two legisla-
tive bodies more essentially distinct, than are a
Parliament such as we have in Great Britais,
and a Congress, or reunjon of represcntatives of
Federuted Provinces—respectively ; the one is
the contradictory of the other. Now Home
Rule, which, if in any way differentfrom Repeal
pur ct simple, would give us a Federated, in-
stead of a Upited Kingdom, necessarily implies
the substitution of a Congress for a Parlia-
ment ; in other words, a thorough or organie
changze in the existing political system of the
British Empire.

This is why we look upon Home Rule fer
Ircland as of so difficult attainment; because,
if anything more than an ample name, it means
Federation instead of Legislative Union; and
must therefore in justice to the other parts of
the Empire, be accompanied by the establish-
ment of’ Federal relations betwixt all its several
component parts. Yet though its immediate
attaiument as a separite measure seems impos-
sible, it may be believed that it must come at
last, if any political relations betwixt Great
Britain and Ireland are to be preserved.—
Symptoms arc not wanting of a growing ten-
dency in Great Britain to adopt the politieal
institutions of the U. States; whilst, strange
to say, in the latter there are equally prominent
symptoms of a growing tendeney to revert to
the British political system. The formal dift
ference betwixt the two consists not in that onc
is ealled a Monarchy, the other a Republic;
not that in one the office of chief executive
magistrate is hereditary, in the other eleetive ;
Dut in this, that in the one there is an omni-
potent unlimited Parliament, in the other a
limited Congress, hemmed in on all sides by a
written Constitution whose limits it may not
pass, and over and against which sits a Su-
preme Court, legally competent to adjudicate
upoa its acts, and on appeal practically to veto,
or disallow them, if contrary to the written
Constitution of which it—the Supreme Court
—is guardian and interpreter,

Now, at the present moment, whilst in the
U. States the written Constitution is trampled
under foot; whilst all its wise provisions for
securing the rights of the several Federated
States are sct aside at the point of the buyonet;
and whilst in fact Congress has usurped, or

as 2 measure of justice to Ireland, but as part
and parcel of a great, thorough political revo-
lution—a revolution as thorcugh as would be a
change from our present form of goverament
to a republic.  There are causes in operation
to bring about such a change ; amongst others
the constantly increusing pressure of business
under which the Imperial Parliament labors,
and which is so heavy, that it can scarce get
through a part even of the work that every
session brings before it. Ifsome of theloca! legis-
lation and private bills brought before it, could be
delegated to local legislatures, and referred to
Provincial bodies for discussion, it would still
have enough to do, in attending to other mat-
ters of general or Imperial interest.

But this catails the trazpsformation of Pur-
liament into a Congress; of the United King,
dom, into a Federated Kingdom. It seems to
us that the udvocates of Home Rule have
scarce deignod to bestow u thought upon the
momentous changes which these words imply.
To the superfeial observer a Purliament
such as that which sits at Westminster, and a
Congress such as that which meets at Washing-
ton, are pretty nearly one and the same thing.
To him, however, who looks beneath the sur-
fuce of things, it is cvident that there is no re-
semblance, no analogy whatsoever betwixt them
—further than this: that they are hoth repre-
gentative and deliberative bodies. Their func-
tions, however, and powers, are essentially dif-
ferent.

Parliament in the United Kingdom, or that
which is meant by the word Purliament, is a
body politically omnipotent; whose powers and
functions are unlimited, undefined by any other
body, or by any written Constitution, It may
go, in the matter of legislation, in whatsoever
direction it listeth, and as far soever as to it
may geem good, and no one can pretend that it
has devisted from constitutional paths, out.
passed its' limits, or transgressed its bounds,
There is none with either power. or with right
t0 say to it, thus far shalt thou come, and no
farther ;”’ no ether body sits over against it, to
survey its proceedings, to sit in judgment on its
acts, or to pronounce upon its competence.
This is the form, or essential characteristic of
our Parliament, that in virtue of which the
British political system, whether for good or
evil, is what it is.

Congress, on the contrary — applying that
torm to denote the central legislature of a
Federation—is 2 body whose powers and fune-
tions are expressly limited, and defined by some
other body, or by a written Coustitution. Its
path is strictly marked out for it, from which
path no not by oue hair’s breadth, may it deviate.
Over and against it there is a Judieiary whose

duty it is to interpret the written €onstitution,
from whenee Congress derives its being; and
to rebuke and check the latter should it at-

arrogated to itself the functions ot a Parlia-
ment, doing, under the tyrant’s plea of ncces
sity, these very things—such as making paper
rags or promissory notes worth about 50 cents
in the dollar a legal tender at par—which by
the written Constitution in virtue of which it
has its being, it is expressly prohibited from
doing; we sec going on in Great Britain, and
ou the other side of the Atlantic a movement
in the contrary direction. We hear the cry of
Home Rule raised in one section of' the Em-
pire; a ery which means, if it mean anything
except  Repeal,” Federation; and we sce high
legal authorities of another section bringing in
measures for the establishing of a2 Supreme
Court of Appeal other than the hereditary
chamber of Parliament. These things have
their mcaning, and are pregnant with coming
changes. They indicate the cxistence on this
(ontinent of a strong teodeney towards cen-
tralisation and the minimisation, if not extine-
tion, of State rutonomy or Home Rule; and in
Great Britain of a counter current fn fuvor of
decentralisation, of l'ederation, and in consc-
quence of a Congress in lien of a Parliament.

done so. And this you call an age of tolera-
tion? Nuy more. Not only was the monarch
precluded from saving his soul according to the
dictates of his conseience, but noble, ecommoner
and peasant were cqually precluded, 7he ex-
ercise of Cutholic worship was in that uge pro.
scribed by law. And this is toleration.

Nor were Catholies the only ones whe were
persecuted for their religion in this age which
you call tolerant. The covenanters of Seot-
land, the dissenters of England, as well as the
Quakers, shared with their Catholic brethren
that beniga zeal of the age, which considered it
its duty to force every one .to believe exaetly
as it believed, or—go to prison. You will re-
member that the first unconstitutional acts of
King James, and the ones wlich perhaps went
us far as any others towards the calling in of
your friend Dutels William, were James’ lenien-
¢y to the Catholic religion, still proseribed by
law, and his order for the discharge of all per-
sous confined for the refusal of the oaths of
allegiance and supremacy. This act of James
was indeed a return to 2 more tolerant order of
things, but remember it went fur to cost him his
erown.  And this you call a tolerant age?
By this unconstitutional order the dissenters
enjoyed a respite from the persccutions which
they suffered under the conventicle act; and
Catholics to the amount of some thousands,
quakers to the amount of twelve handred, were
freed from prison, though two hundred quakers
were still detained in comsequence of a con-
scicntious refusal to pay tithes towards the
support of & relizion in which they did not be-
lieve, Thousands of Catholies and 1100
quakers in prison for religion in a tolesant age !
Good ! most learned Professor!

You will notice, most learned Professor, that
we have not gone back mwore than five years
from the date of the accession of lingland’s
Duteh King, for our proofs of what you style
the tolerance of the age ir which he lived,

As proof that the penal laws against Cath-
olies and disseuters were still in operation in
that tolerant age in which the “ Great Wil
liam” lived, we would point to the fact already
meationed, that in the first year of*James I1.'s
reign, thousands of Catholics and fourteen lun-
dred qualers occupicd the prisons of Eagland
us recusants.

As further proof of the Aighly tolerant tem-
per of the nation in that sume anost tolerant
age, we would further point out, most learned
Professor—1st. That in the last year of Charles
IL, and not six years before Dutch William’s
accession to the English throne, an attempt was
made in Parliament to procurc the liberation
of the Catholics and dissenters, who crowded
English jails, and failed ; 2nd. That the week
of Charles’ death, 2 sccond attempt was made
and likewise farled ; and 3rd. That it was not
until James ncted ¢ wnconstitutionelly,” by
taking the matter out of the hands of the par-
liament and people, that their liberation could
be effected.

As further proof how tolerant with that
toleration which you call tolerant, the age was

During a fortnight he spent much
of his time in prayer; he felt, he said, that he
was destined to render some extraordinary ser-
vice to God; and he vemewed his former en-
gagements against papists and prelatists and
all enemies of Christ, i.c., all who did not be-
lieve righteously in covenanter doetrine.—
Under the influence of these feelings, he
sought the company of enthusiasts equaily
tolerant (of papists and prelutists) as himself;

T'his beautifully situated monastery, on the steep
rising ground overlooking the dark waters of the
Greater Cataraqui River, o few hundred yards distant,
most pleasingly and strikingly preeents itself on en-
tering Kingston from the Railway Staticn, Of the
most modern style of avchitecture, it is admirably
adapted for its destination: the home of the aged,
the infivm; aud the orphan.  Iis clevative, healthful
site, the lurge, lofty windows, indienting high ceil-
ings and well-ventilated rooms, the grand panorama
spreading out, cause the satisfactory and grateful
fecling that, the aged and the infirm who kave there
found o last shelter, an undisturbed and blessed rest-
ing place, have in commen with us, their robust and
hale fellow-men, plenty of fresh air, warm sunshine,
and a fair sight of the Almighty’s Creation, adiversi-
fied, animated, and lovely scenery. Itis something
to those poor old folks, helpless, voverty-stricken,
and friendless—to those little erphans without fa-
ther or mothier or relative, to have a fine home {o
live in, and & grand painting pencilled by the hand
of the good Giod to look at and admire. Opposite is
Tort Frontenac, with its white line of turrets amd
long walls, commanding the harbor of Kingston
and the entrance to the Rideau ; the stony ridge of
Barryfield, with its scant trees, washed by the watcrs
of the Ontario, here embosoming the rapidly sflrging
isles and islets which narrow its outlet, and hasten
the flow of its watcrs into the St. Lawrence. At the
toot of the Monastery are the dwellings of the poor,
the abandoned and decaying military estublishment
of Great Britain, and the rising habitations of the ex-
tending city. A well-chosen place for a Houseof Pro-
vidence where the poor, aged, and infirm are given
an abode for the last fow days of their lives, not as
oulcasts in a worIihoimc, tended by mercenaries and
watched over Ly officiuls, but as the redeemed chil-
dren of God, His mozt Deloved, because in poverty,
and administered to Ly His Spouse, His most be-
loved, the 1loly Roman Catholic Church. lappy
those whose misfortanes have such miaisters,

This House of Providence is under the care of the
sisters of Charity, who, by untiring efforts, patient
suffering, unwearied solicitation of alms for the des-
titute they had to succour, amidst rebukes, scorns,
and haughty coldness, succeeded in raising up this
ncble monument, an honor to our fith, and to these
generous souls who helped to build it. Founded
by Bishop Horn, it is the consolation of the cpisco-
pal ¢ity. No miserable creatures ure to be found in
the cold of winter begging a refused protection, or
starving and frozen in some comfortices garret.—
The wealtly may sleep in quiel during owr tenible
winter ; the searching augel will not here have to
ask thiem how it is that they stumber in abundance
while outside their brother is dying in cold and in
want.

But the soul of the House are the Sisters conse-
erated to (lod, whom they serve in the pevsons of
the poar, the aged, the children, all created to Ilis
image and resemblance,  The Holy Roman Catholic
Chuicl: is visille to the eye of the body and {o the
cye of the mind.  For all arc callud to enter within
its Fold, so that there be ihe One Fold and the One
Pastor, and so that they may enter, one Holy Chwch
is everywheve manifest, The Catholic Church is
visibly the Clurch of Ged on account of His pre-
sence in jt, exteriorly manifested by works which
reveal the Divine Hand and the Hely Spirit. Fot
in an cvident manmner, since this would lIeave no
yoom for faith, but ns He appeared HimscH on carth
the Most Sacred Humanity veiling the Dignity—
Newhere else is He to be found, and nowhere lse
does He reven! Himsolf, and the works of charity
alone indicate where He dwells. How isit that
this queenly, rdiant, majestic Mothor is not seen by
all? She wante not discussion. She destves only
to receive you, recognising all the sons of men s
her children, bought at a great ransom, redeemed
by the Precious Bood. Examine her works, not th-c
weakness or malice of forgetful offspring, und this
one amongst others, the consecration of her dungh-
ters to her immediate service, and their enounce-
ments of themselves,  Nowhere else does the virg'm
offer herself to God, and just s life unfolds its
hopes and its future, sunders all its ties to devota
herself to the service of the invisible Being, by at-
tending the apparently most Jowly and forgotten of
His creatures.

Such thoughts as these crossed the mind infhe
Chnpel of the House of Providence, on the m‘ommg
of the 19th July, in assisting ot the impressive and
solemn nct of conferring the white veil. )

There is nothing more beautiful than this im-
pressive ceremony, or rather sacrifice : the prepard-
tory nct to the complete and entire oblntion of the
creatuve to the Creator ; 6f that which hias 1.ive(‘1 but
for o time, but which for ever is to live, giving itself
to Him who is Eternity.

unfortunate, and the bride of the Immortal Bride-
groom. Very solemn, for God is there. His minis.
_ter speaks in his name, and admits within the sanc-
tu, "W amengst the chosen of the Lamb of God, the
s“ppL‘iants who are ealled to so great a grace,

It s 8lmost terrible to think of weak human
souls thus _going up to God; but He preserves thewn
with such m-n(l graces, has such wonderful coun-
descension, and loves the human heart that hie raiscs
it up. Now they sue the aspiring brides.  Already,
for what they have a.0¢, God has done something
more, How like pure fire’ their souls are to become
when the roligions profesmon is to make them
incomparably more transtucent $han the infunt after

the rites of Laptism. Already, too, they arc more

than other women. They have cast aside those
frivolous ornaments ; they honor their sex, and are
an cxample. Oh! what a lesson of onrdignity docs
the Church Lere give ws. Look at these Sisters,
and look at the young lady all dressed as is the
fashion. She has taken an humble garb, for «itk,
aud lace, and finery, and ribbons harmonise not
much with the tatters of poverty, and find no seat
in tho scanty furnished houses, where clinity will
need her attendance.  The sick, the destitng, the
dying, the suftering, will seck in the features, iu the
glance, of those who succour them some vesem-
blance to Gied : an cye beamful of Mis compassicn
and swectness. Now God loves His poor, and He
would have themi most royally served. King, the
princesses of his house shall tend to them. 1l
will not confide the cave of them to any but o those
consecrated and bound to His service,—and there
He chooses. calls from the crowd, cudows with
special graces, It is not old women, or others dix-
gusted with the follies of life, to whom is entrusted
the old, the infirm, the orphan ; who visits the sick
and prays with the dying, Oh, ro! the poor and
the suffering, whom God in a special mauner con-
siders His own, He confides themn as a great trust,
and as a sacred care, to the young, tender, innccent
maiden, who, {inding life very beantiful, sacrifices it
all to hier God, conseerates it to Him in the besom
of the Catholic Charch.

A thought, too, of Treland came also—for the
three Iadies have names that recall the Isle of Saints,
How, when Ireland was o nation, and victoriois—
when the men knew how to wield the sword and
the batile-axe~how these very nunneries were the
seats of learning, and the abodes ef charity in the
Land, How, teo, in this land, like their fathers,
with the same unparalleled gencrosity as the Kings
and Chicftains showed to 8t. Patrick, have the poor
toilers for daily bread built up, wherever they
passed, a church for God, and, when they vould, a
home for the poor. And low very pleasant it is to
see a little branch of the great Irish family in King-
ston, surrounding itself with luxurious ofishoots of
their great faith, their sons becoming pricsts, and
their daughters members of that Sistcrhood whom
all admire as a Deautiful manifestation of the love
of Geod, and the revelation of His abliding presence
in our midst.

Itis a great consolation to think of the Tiish Sis-
terhioads in Canada, and how it has now become
casier for those of that country, wishing to devete
themselves to God, to find again on the distant
shores of America the fame of St Bridget, and the
flame that so brightly Lurns in Treland, casting here
avound its light, and shedding its radiance over the
Tabermacle, ever wafching, and in constant visil
sending up to Heaven, in invisible Lreath, perpetual
orisons,

It wus a beantiful morning, full of light, of sun-
shine, the aiv fresh and slightly stirred by the Lake
Lreeze.

The three ladies whom His Lordship admitted to
the reception of the white veil, weie Migs Fox, of
Emily, tlre Misses Condons (sisters), of Tyendinaga,
and Miss O'Connor, of Kingston.

The old men, and the old women, who have in
this House of Providence their last home, and the
wood plnce of preparation for their cternal one, had
this day o day of rejoicing. They counted three
more daughters to watch over their duclining years,
with smiles and young faces that would take away
their sadness. These poor old people have hearts
that sympathise with them, and an cye to look
kindly ou them. The little orphans have pure and
undefiled hearts to speak to theirs, und teach them
the love of God.

Now, while we in Canada can thus quietly serve
God and benefit our neighbor; while we here have
our pricsts and religions respected, in Rome the
game institutions ave proscribed by a sacrilegious,
apostate, and infide]l Government, and threatened to
be massacred by a fiendish and demoniacal mob, and
the life of the Sovercign Pontifl,

Those in pcace and security may think of those in
deadly peril, and give what succour they ean, If
they cannot raise their arm, they may by prayer
move Heaven.—~Com.

_LivoNs, July 5th.—The impression created
by the proposed Treaty for the evacuation of
the oceupied departments is one of intense dis-

- appointment to all patriotic and right-thinking
men. It is trae that it liberates four of the
departments at once, but it prolongs the oceu-
pation of the iwo others, and throws on them
the entirc charge of the maintenance of the
50,000 Prussians, till now dispersed over a
larga extent of territory. Toul and Belfort—
two of the most valuable strategie positions—
arc, moreover, to remain ti'l 1875 in the hands
of the cnemy. : :

After the debate of Monday, one of the de-
putics of the Haute-Marne wmet M. Thiers in
the lobby, and the President accosting him,
said, « Well, what do you think of the Treaty 2
«¢ 1 think,” said the deputy, ¢ we have no_rea-
son to congratulate ourselves on it.” ¢ Why
not ?"" returned M. Thiers.

The dissatistaction as to the Treaty is agument-
ed by what has transpived through revelations
of an undoubted character just published in
the Frunceis. It resulis from them that in
November last M. Pouyer-Querticr Iate Minis-
ter of Finance, had actually ehtained far less
oncrous terms from M. de Bismarck, He had
suceeeded in establishing, as a basis, that the
occupation of the six departments could not,
after the surrender of Metz and Strasburg, he
regarded as a necossary strategie guarantee, but
only as a pledge for the waintenanee of 50,000
German troops. e thercfore offered to pay
a sum cquivalent to their maintenunee at home
for two years on condition of the entire and
immediate evacuation of territory, M. de
Biswarck acceded to these terms, and the treaty
was on the point of signature when M. Thiers’
enormous army budget, and the loan demanded
for our armament gave the alirm in Berlin,
and the Treaty was broken off.  France would
have paid a million in Januury, 1873, and 500
millions annually, till 1877, The advantages

this is the right way of checkivg the Church’s
perseeutors such as you have at present iz
Gormany. '

Gio on combatting them by your constancy,
by your writings, by your speeches ; sive your
reasons with firmness and conrage. It is God's
command that we respect and obey rulers, but
it is also His command that we tell the truth
and resist error. Persccution seems ready to
hreak out in Geruway, it has indeed already
begun, The Prime Minister of the State,
flushed with success and vietory iIs its prime
mover. We have caused him to be told, and
you may repeat it, that, without moderation,
{ vistory is not lasting ; and vietory, used to

persccute the Church is the greatest of all folly.
| The very persecution which the persceutor
inflicts upon the Catholies, will be the cause of
his victory’s speedy reverse.

I have caused the Prime Minister to be told
that, up to the present time, Catholics have
been friends to the German Ewpire.

THE GOVERNMENT AND THE BIsimors.—
The Germania publishes a letter written by
the North German Prelates—the Archbishop
of Cologne, the Priuce Bishop of Bresla, the

'Laws on Ciitholic cducation. The Bishops
say thas they ave deeply "econvineed that
thase laws have been productive of mischicf in
weakening popular attachment to the Chureh,
and in prejudicing both social and ecclesiastical
interests.  The Church eannot surrender her
hold upon the people, or her right to secure

the Christian education of the young.  The
law has iudeed passed ;. the efforts of the Pre-
Intes_hpve been. unavuiling, but “their convic-
tions remain what they have ever been. The
Bishops further declare folemnly that thicy re-
gard the new law as trampling under foot the
“Church’s sacred and inalienable rights over |
popular schools, and as frought with disastrous
results both for Church,and State. They

profoss, in conclusion, their intention to do

their duty by watching over the Christian
cducation of the young, in the family, in the
school, and iu the church,

The Bishop of Breslan, Mgr. Torster, has
inflicted upon the apostate Reinkens, the major
excommunieation.

A letter in the [ivers says that the Catho-
lic populations of Kastern Germany are decp-
ly moved at the persecutions of the Religious
Orders.  Even some who used to declaim
against the Jesuits, say that the present pro-
ceeding against them -is too violent. As a
measure of preparation for the impending per-
seeutions all the Catholic troops are to be sent
awny to Protestant districts, while the' Catho-
lic populations are to have quariered upon them
the Braudenburghers and Pomeraniuns who
lett such pleasing rewminscences of themselves
in France.

The semi-official papers give us hints of re-
pressive measures to come, aimed at the stop-
page of religions processions, and all outward
Catholic demonstrations out of doors, In
some places the parochial authorities have al-
ready taken upon themsclves to order the
removal of crosses from schools under their
control.  Tn many places the Clristian Bro-
thers and the Nuns have been tuined out of
conventual sehools, and their places supplied
by old soldicers.

Tire ANTI-TESTIT Law.—Tn conserpuenee of
the enactment of the law against the Jesuits.
the Committee of Justice of the Reichsrath
has proposed the following orders in exeention
of the said Yaw, .

# 1. Jvery function iy interdicted to the
Jesuit order, especially in the churches, the
schools, and the missions,

“2. The police authoritics in each State
will decide on the other measures yequived to
carry the law into eftect.

3. Governments are reeonnended to con-
fine any authoritative indieation of the places
where residence 1s permitied to the case of a
Jesult refusing to choose fir his future abode
a locality where residence is not forbidden
him.

“ 4. Governments are reyuested to sendin-
formation to the Federal Chancery of all Jesnit
establishments that shull be dissolved within
the time fixed by the law, and also to state
whether foreign Jesuits have been expelled,
and whether residence in any particular local-
ity has been ordered or forbidden to Gernan
Jesuits; also to obtain statistical enumera-
tions of the members of the Order and kindred
congregations existing upon the territory of
each State, and to commmunicate within three
mounths the resnlt to the Federal Chancery.”

After this, says the Bonn Guzette, we must
admit that Government intendsto act at once
against the Jesuits, and ghat in o more severe
mauner than was at first intended,

Cazrornic FEELING IN GERMANY.—Letters

all which is not sinful—which Jesuits promise
to their superior, and through him to the Pape,
is coqually due from secular priests in all that
concerns the faith and the works of their ealling
to the Bishops, and through them to the
supreme head of the Chureh.  Secular priests
no longer obey a Bishop separated from the
Ifoly Sec. The mission of priests, whether
Jesuits or not, proceed from the same souree—
both are sent by Christ, both wre united by the
bonds of “relationship,” Doth owe submission
to the Suceessor of Peter. If they add, the
phrase, ““ kindred associations” is to be under-
stood *“as applying to community of views,
ours are the same.  We also place the docisions
of the Church above those of the civil Power
and of mere human knowledge; we also believe
that the competenee of the Chureh and of the
Christion family has been determined directly
by (hod; we also plave the duties of the Clois-
tinn community, by reason both of their origin
and cad, above those arising out of the tempo-
ral bonds of the State.” According fo several
semi-offieiul Berlin Journals, the procecdings
against Mgr. Krementz have been suspended,
and another Cabinet Council i ealled for this
week, in eonscquence of a very conciliatory
private letter which the Bishop has addressed
to the Kiperor. We should be only too glad
to believe that the Giovernment was opening its
eyes to -the real nature of its aets, and to tlic
f:lct that it is creating, not repressing, hostility.
Tor owrsclves, though the measure does not
dircetly affeet our interests, we sincerely hope
that linglish Catholics will not allow it to pass
in Germany without recording their reproba-
tion of it, und affirming the inalicnnble right of
association for the highest purposes.— Tallet.
