JUSTIN M'CARTHY ELECTED GHAIR-

Loxpo¥, December 3.—The meeting
of the Nationalist members of the House
.of Commons to further consider the
question of the retention of Parnell in
the leadership of the party assembled at
2 o'clock this afternoon in the room of
the House of Commons in which the pre-
vious meetings have been held, but, after
some disoussion, adjourned until to-
morrow. During the proceedings Mr.
Parnell announced that the sergeant-at-
arms of the House of Commons had
granted the Irish members the use of the
committee room until 7 o’clnk. Mr.
Healy disputed that official’s rights to de-
termine the length of their dehiberations,
and requested that he be notified to that
effect. ~ Br. Parnell declared the message
that Mr. Healy suggested to be sent to
the sergeant-at-nims was nnpertll}ent.
Objection was raised to_telegrams from
ineividuals being received during the pro-
ceedings. During the discussion a tcle-
gram personal to Mr. Parncll was read.
Mr. Sexton said he would persist to the
end in his opposition to Painell despite
the rutfianly attacks that had becn made
upon him. A despatch from Clonmel
was read declaring that the tenants on
the Smith-Barry estates were with Dillon
and O'Brien in their opposition to Par-
uell, A telegram from the Belfast branech
of the National League was received and
read. It declared that the members were
l4 10 have no leader but Parnell. When
-this despatch was read Mr. Sexton, who
.respents the eastern division of Belfast,
-said if the opinion of Beifast Nationaiists
was contrary to his own he would resign
his seat in Parliament.

Mr. Clancy said he had a proposal to
make which he hoped would prove a
-solution of the difficulty in which the
party found itsclf. Some conversation
~ensued which resulted in the adjourn-
ment until to-morrow, when it 13 ex-
pected a compromise will be arranged
which will leatF to entirely new develop-
ments. .

PROMISED HOME RULE SCHEME.

Mr. Clancy’s proposal has raised 2 hope
among the ~Nationalists that a un-
animous settlement will be efected.
Liberal circles, however, do not share this
hope, the attitude and front of the op-
position regarding Parnell being resolute
and unyielding. .

Those attending the Irish party meet-
ing to—dag pledged themselves not to
divulge Clancy’s compromise proposal,
but 1t is believed the proposal is to ask
Gladstone to give satistactory assurance
of introducing in his promised ;home rule
scheme certain measurcs in regard to
police and land. .

Sexton and Healy met the proposal in
a friendly spirit. . .

Corg, Decomber 3.—The Nattonalist

Mr. Clancy then offered his amend-
ment, which provided that in view of the
difference of opinion between Gladstene
and Parnell as to the accuracy of the
Intter’'s recollection of the suggestions
made to him by Gladstone at the Ha-
warden meeting a year ago, the party
wh;&s he instracted to obtain from Mr.
Gladstone, Mr. Morley, and Sir William
Vernon Harcourt, before any further
consideration of the main question, in-
formation on the departurce from the bill
of 1886, made by Mr. Gladstone in his
suggestions affecting the eontrol of the
Irish  Constabulary and the seitle-
ment- of the land question. A pro-
longed debate took place on the amend-
ment.

Parnell intimated that il the party
took the responsibility off’ Lis shouldoers,
and would insist upon the Liberal leaders
promising to earry an acceptable ome
Rule bill through the Houseof Commons
in the face of all opposition, he would
retire fram the leadership. He nsked the
meeting to accept Clancy’s resotution,
whereupon, he said, the allinnce between
the Nationalists and Liberals would le
renewed.

Mr.Healy refused to submit to Parnell’s
stipulation. He Jdeclared that they were
even beyond the lines of the compromise
suggesied at yesterday’s mecting.

Mr. Sexton declared the majority of
the members were

FIRMLY DETERMINED
to adhere to the main question and would
simply vote that Parnell muost resign.

It is rumored this afternoon that a
division had been taken by the Nationa-
list meceting on Clancy’s amendment
and that it had been rejected.  Enguiry
proved there was no truth in the rumor.
The latest phase of the situmvion bids
fair for an agreement, a committce hav-
ing been appointed to wait upon Mr.
Gladstone and endeavor to obtain {rom
him the assurance desired by Mr. Parnell.
The committee consists of Messis.
Parnell, Sexton, Healy, Justin McCarthy,
John Redmond, Deasy, Power and
Leamy. Parnell will take no part in
the negotiations with Gladstone.

Before the appointment of the comm-
ittee Mr. Parnell asked the meeting for
an informal show of hands on Clancy's
amendment. This showed that only
Barry and Clancy continued to hold out
against the amendment.

Besides Mr. Gladstone the Commitice
will also see Sir Willlam Vernon Ha:-
court and Mr. Morley, and will endeavor
to conclude the negotiations to-morrow.

It is supposed Clancy’s proposed
compromise 1s levelled at certain mem-
bers who, Parnell’s friends allege, have
come to an understanding with the
Liberal leaders behind the back of the
Irish Party. Gladstone, it is thought,
is not likely to do more than nndertake
not to procecd with the Home Rule
scheme.

The committee appointed by the
Nationalist meeting has sent a letter to
Mr., Gladstone asking him to open
negotiations for a tuture Home Kule bill.
Mr. Gladstone expressed bhis willingness
to interchange views with the commitiee,
but reserved the right to choose the
members with whom to negotiate,

This «hild, although
very pious, was utterly without educa-
tion. \While her brothers and sisters
were playing she would retire to some
secluded spot and there meditate upon
teligion, and especially upon the
character of the blessed Virgiu Mary,
As she walked one day in the tields there
suddenly appeared to her a wonderful

| vision of & beautiful lady. Ier tace was

lit up with a sublime expression, and her
feet were bare, but under each was 4 rose
of pure gold. Berndcette did not know
that this was the Virgin Mary, so she
only stood and stared at the strange lady.
Then the Holy Mother produced a rosary
und began to count herbeads, motioning
to the child to do the same. The Berna-
dette did, and so pleased was the Blessed
Virgin that she appeared to the girl on
cighteen other occasions. Once, as Ber-
nadette prayed, she held in her hand a
taper which she grasped in the middle’
half of it being above her hand and half
below it; gradually she fell into an
ecstucy and remained on her knees while
the candle was gradually consumed.
Tinally the light reached her fingers, but
Bernadette still prayed on, and when she
arose her hand was not burned at all
This marvellous manifestation was wit-
nessed by hundreds of people. At last,
one day as Bernadette was returning to
her home, she was again confronted by
the lady of her visions, who spoke to her
for the first time, saying : “ Iam the Im-
maculate Conception.”” The little girl
did not understand these long words, but
fled down the street repeating the words
at the toY1 of her voice. At last she
renched the house of the parish priest
and bursting in upon the good man she
shouted “ 1 am the Immaculate Concep-
tion.” The rev. father asked her the
mceaning of the phrase, and then Berna-
dette breke down and told everything of
the strange things she had seen. Need-
lexs to say, ber spiritnal adviser recogniz-
ed in the “grand lady” the Virgin Mary,
and in Bernadette, the means used by
God to show his approval of the institu-
tion of the feast of the Tnmmaculate Cun-
ception. Bernadette afterwards becane
a nun, and died in that community. e
had been to Lourdes and had spoken to
the sisters and the nephews of this young
disciple.

At the conclusion of the sermion the
Litany of the Blessed Vigin Mary was
vitwd, and the children received medals
commemorative of the day, the services
concluding with a solemn benediction of
the Holy Sacraent.

LIBELS ON THE CHURCH.

CATHOLIC CARE OF THESCRIPTURES

Early Edltions—The Vulgate—Emptiness
of Protestant Boasting as to Exclu-
sivenessas to thoe Seriptures.

The careful guardianship of the
Chureh over the Bible through the ages
sinee Christ, is as evident proot that she
was ealled or predestined to preserve the
New Testament, as the BYNAZOEIIC Wil
the unquestionable guardian of Mosaic
writings. It was Pope Damusus who
commanded St. Jerome to translate the
Scriptures from the means at his hand.
He was master of all languages of the
period, and he had before him manu-
seripts in Mebrew, Syro-Chaldaic, Greek,
Latin and Syriae. He translated from
the original Hebrew, collating it with the
Septuagint, the Italn, the tianslation of
Symmachus, Hesyehius and Theodotian,
and alsg the Hexalpa of Origen. The
translation 8t. Jerome made was passed
upen at the third council of Carthage,
and others later, and is known as the
Latin Vulgate, and this is the only read-
ing of the Scriptures gusianteed by the
Pope and councils of the Church. All
uthier ransiations in vernacular versions
must accord with it in the exact sense.
This Latin Vulgate is believed to be the
inspired word of God, and contains all
these books known by Jews and Protes-
ants as Apochryphal. The objection that
it is in a dead language is in itg {avor, as
living languages are continually chang-
inyg in the form and meaning of words.
At the time of Christ the Old Testuinent
was in a dvad language, the Hebrew, the
people haying learned to speak only in
thn Syro-Chaldaic during their cap-
tivity. .

GOOD WORDS FOR THE VULGATE.

Beza wrote in his preface to the New
Testament : “ I do embrace, {or the most
Eart,. the Vulgate edition, and prefer it

efore all others.” :

_Luther admitted and declared in public
d:ii)uta.tlon at Marburg that the Papacy
had the “true Scripture.”

Molineus, writing on the New Testa-
ment, part 30, says : “Yen, I prefer the
Vulgate editign before Erasmus, Bucer,
Bullinger, John Calvin and all others.”

These were easy reformers who cach
made a Bible of thei” own.

I will now furnish testimony from

 later scholars, viz. :

‘. The Vulgate may be reasonably pro-
nounced, upon the whole, & good and
faithful vemsion.” (Campbeli's Disserta-
tions on the Gospels, x, parl i}, 10)

the Old Testament portion ot the Vul-
gate. (De civ. Dei, xxiii, 43.)

Several rabbis of later times have ac-
knowledged the same, viz. : Rabbi Azu-
rias, Rabbi Ximchi, Aben Ezra, R.
Joseph Albo, and Rabbi Elias. Among
Protestant critics who have praised it ave
Mill, Davidson, Routh, Casabon and Tis-
chendorf, Also the lste reviscrs have
testitied to its merits.

There is one more testimonial: The
Council of Trent decrees “that the ancient
and Vulgate edition shall be deemed au-
thentic in public readings, disputes, ser-
mouns and expositions, and that no one
shall dare or presume, on any pretexst, to
reject 1" (Scssion iv). A general
council, presided over by the Pope, is the
highest authority of the Churelr on
earth,  Our Savier said: “Hear the
Church.” We will hear the Church and
we aceept this Bible in all faith Irom
her on her authority as did 8t. Augus-
tine.

THE BIBLE.IN THE SCIIOOLS

The King James Bible is sectarian and
unsuited for a common school class-book.
Rev. Dr. Spear in the columns of the
Independent wrote: “It is true that
the King James version of the Holy
Seriptures is sectarian as the Catholic
as the Douay is to the Protestant.

In a lecture on “ The Church and Seeu-
lar Instructions, or the P’roblem of ¥du-
cation,” by onme of the most distinguished
clergymen in Philadelphia—Rev. George
Dana Boardman, D.D., pastor of the
Yirst Baptist Church—he said : “The
Constitulion of the United States guaran-
tees absolute freedom of conscience ; ac-
cordingly, to foree the Bible upon the
non-Chnstian, or the Protestant version
upon the Catholid, or the New Testament
upon the Jew, is an invasion both of the
Constitution and also of rights of con-
science. Suppose the Roman Catholics
should hecome the majority in this
country, they would need only 1o follow
our own Protestant example and preced-
ent to be justitied dn yequiving that
thetr Breviary should he used 1n dur
schools,”

REFORM BOASTING,

It has been shown in this aricle that
none of the Refuormers unchained the
Bible, but the Church was ahead, as in
everything else.  The Donay translation
wis before the King James version,
Euglish Catholies who weie not allowed
to mauke & translation in their own coun-
try, nor to sell it alter it was made, trans-
lated the New Testatem nt Rheims in
1582 and the Old Testament at Douay in
1609, and this translation was used by
the trunslators of the King Juwmes ver-
sion,

It must have been circulating some-
where, elsc they could not have it to
copy from. Like all the versions before
it, the King James version wus a privite
venture, and was never pronounced au-
thentice by any competent authority.

The Bible of the Bible rocietics was a
lay undertaking entirely, and we never
enn have faith in the divine inspiration
of the books they offer. The British and
Foreign Bible Soctety becume tully or-
gunized in 1804 angl the American Bible
Society in 1817.

At that time on the Catholic book-
stands in England and Amerien were
Bibles on sale with a recommendation
fiom Pope Pius VI encouraging the
faithful to the pions reading of the
Seriptures, dated 1778—twenty-six years
before the British and Foreign Bible So-
ciety commenced operationg, and thirty-
nine years before the American Bible
Socicty shed its light. A dispute on the
question of throwing out the apocrypha
caused a division of the British and For-
eign Bible Society in 1826 (‘twas over
thus). The secession produced the Edin-
burgh Bible Society, and thus the
spirit, the only thing lor faith to rest on
m u lay organization, became a double
spiril.

The Reform Bible being the sole rule
of faith, as alleged, it is sad to think that
all the martyrs died {nineteen miliions
an estimution) without the Bible of these
societies. How sad that all the people
who died from the first rentury to the
year 1804 are lost, not having * the sole
rule of faith ” of the British and Foreign
Bible Society and the others. If the sole
rule was not nccessary to their sal-
vation, then it is scarcely nccessary for
oty security ; but this is logic, and not
admissable.

The great nation that gave us the Lon-
don Missionary Socicty, the Religious
Tract Society, the Edinburgh Bible So-
ciety, gnd the British and Foreign Bible
Society, also by her enterprising mer-
chants furnished idols to the people of
India and forced the opium trade on the
Chinese. 'When the Apostles were teach-
ing Christianity in the first century, did
it ever oceur to them that a sole rule of
faith was to be taught in eighteen centu-
ries afterward by o lay sociely after a
Catholic had invented printing ? Who can
tell?  Well, the people did not suffer.

Of each one of the.score of langunges

Canada’s Drink Bill.

Orrawa, Dec. 2—The quantity of
spirits produced during the year was
5,091,475 proof gallons, as compared with
5,847,508 proof gallons produced in the
previous fiscal year. The raw materinl
used in its production was 85,682,043 lbs.
There was entered for consumption
3,521,194 proof gallons as against 2,960,447
proof gallons last year, and an average of
9,641,132 proof gallons for the four pre-
ceding years, The incrense over last year
is due mainly to distillers paying duty
during the last part of June upon spirits
to be held in stock to enable them to

meet the wants of the trade, in view of
the provisions already mentioned regard-
ing the maturing of spirits. The further
increase as compared with the consump-
tion during the four preceding years may
be attributed in a great measure to the
fact that during 188389 and 1889-90
methylated spirits, largely used by drug-
gists, ceased to be available and a large
quantity of duty paid alcohol had to be

used.

FATHER-M'CA

.The Evils of Selling Liquor to Minors—
@gradual Development of the Tem-

perance Cause—The Father
M_athew Celebration.

The Rev. Father McCallen’s lecture on
the License Laws last week, touched
-gpon the sale of liquors to minors, the
gvil consequences of which were espuci-
ally dwelt upon, and exposed. The en-
yrance of children to saloons led them
into temptation. They saw things they
chould not and heard things that were
contaminating. In returning home, if
a child was sent to buy liquor it was
tempted to taste _thq liquor it carried.
A clergyman of this city saw a little girl,
5 vears old, returing from a saloon with a
can, which she applied to her lips as she
stopped _every few moments to take a
drink of its contents. On coming up to
the child he found the poor unfortunate
little girl carrying beer home to its

rents, and she herself was ‘acteally
stupitied and staggering under the in-
fuence of the drug ef which she had par-
aken. “Isay to the parents who sent
that child to the saloon, “said the lec-
turer” and I say to the saloon-keepers
who desire to have the liberty left them
to continue to expose our young people
to such temptation, that it were better
forthem a mill stone were cast around
their necks, and that they were drowned
 in the depths of the sea, than that they
should thus scandalize the little ones who
pelieve in Christ.” )

The second suggestion, namely that bil-
Jiard and pool rooms be allowed to exist
in close proximity to a bar, and that a
simple tine be imposed for p.lu?-mg for
drixScs will lead no less infallibly to in-
fractions of the minor law. A billiard or
pool table alongside a bar room is a proxi-
mate occasion for our young people to
Jearn the vice of intemperance. Why do
so many saloon-keepers seek to thus en-
: tyap thie minors of our city? Are the
rofits from the sale of liquor to men
over twenty-onc yeus of age not sufh-
cient to satisfy their cupidity. Will the
blovd money that damns the souls of the
rising generation bring on the liquor sel-
Jers a blessing or a curse 7 How careful
are they not, In most cases to qxclude
their own sons from the temptations to
which they willingly cxpose the children
of their neighbor ? What_an amount of
intemperanee do not the billiard and pool
rooms under the same roof with the bar
bezet 2 What other purpose are they
meant to serve if it be not to entice the
pluyer to drink ? “ But the fine will be
ample protection for the players [‘?l"
Rash judgment is a sin of whieh I would
not like to be guilty. But I would cand-
idlv ask the saloon-keeper who has a bil-
 liaxd or pool room on his premises ; “ Do
Yol c:mgidly think no ovne will play for
drinks at your tables ?” I would ask him
“Do you take the citizens of Montreal for
Y2 lot of
UNINTELLECTUAL INANITIES

to think that you can thus throw dust in
their cyes as to the real object to be at-
tained by your suggestion ?’ The lnst
suggestion s equally an encmy to the
proper_enforcement of the minor law,
and, indeed, of all the other liquor laws.
We are promised that & third conviction
will enfail the ecancellation of licenses.
For this and all other Inws which will
protect our peeple from the cunse of in-
temperance we are sincerely grateful.
But the Quebec delegation suggest that
convictions at long intervals should not
count. I do nat find as mueh fault with
this suggestion as I do with what
it implies. Tt is an open coniession on
the part of the liquor dealers that they
expect to have ns great a propensity in
the future to break the law. Seven or
eight years with only two convictions
would be greatly to the credit of o saloon-
keeper. But conviction does not follow
every offence against the law, hence the
credit for goed conduct with only two
convictions, during so long a period, does
not mean that it will be deserved. Can-
cellation of license for a third oflence as
far ns most of the liquor laws are con-
cerned secems to me sufficiently serve,
But there are two laws, the Sunday and
the minor law, for which a first or at most
asccond conviction entailing forieiture
of license would be perlectly just.
We want our Sunday respecied by
saloon-keepers as it is by other
business men in the city. And we want
our young people protected from the
blight of intemperance, which will unfit
them for anything good throughout tlicir
lives. A saloon-keeper who has to be
convicted three times for desecrating the
Lord’s day before his license is cancelled
can practically continue Sunday selling
in the future asin thepast. The Sunday
law is not only & law of the land, but 1t
is o direct and positive precept of the
Almighty. No mau should be allowed
to desecrate the Lord’s day, and I main-
tain, and expericnce will prove that I
am right, that unless cancellation follows
a fist, or at most a second, conviction,
the Christian feoling of this community
will, in the future, be as much shocked
by the scandalous orgics of the lord’s
day as it has been up till the present
moment. We &re not heathens but
Christians. A saloon-keeper should not,
even for o moment, think of keeping his
saloon open on Sunday. He should be
the first to applaud o vigorous law which
will force him to rést on Sunday and
allow other men to enjoy the same bless-
{ng- But the almighty dollar will some-

erying evils with which the liquor tratlic
has deluged them. We wish no injastice
toanyone. But we do demand and will
continue to demand that there be no
privileged class allowed in the business
community to defy the laws of God and
of man, When we obtain what we ask,
we will have more time to devote to the
crying needs of the poor, the iznorant,
the sick and the dying—precious time, 20
much of which is wrang from us in the
efforts we are jorced to. make to bring
within the bounds of law and common
decency a traffic which Jdoes more to lead
men to poverty sl ignorance and sick-
ness, death, and a premature grave than
all other forees combined.

THANKS TO THE U, S, A,

Sir Charles Tupper I’laces Somo Facts
and Figures before the English
People.

Writing on the marvellous develop-
ment of the Dominion dwiing the Jast
few years, Sir Charles Tupper says:—
Canada is much indebted to the great
Republie or her southern border for the
important position she has attained.
Widely as the Republiean and Democrat-
ic parties there differ, there is one ques-
tion upon which all are united—the de-
sire to see Canada incorpoated in the
Union, The Reciprocity treaty of 1804
wag attended with great benetit to both
the United States and the British North
American  Provinees, but 3t was very
much more advantageous to the foriner.
Although during the twelve years that
Treaty was in operation the balance of
trade wasinfavorofthe United States—no
less than  260,000,000—they terminated
under the impression that they could
cripple our trade and starve us into a_de-
sire for annexation.  So great is the dith-
culty of indueing small provinees to give
up their autonomy, that but fur that act
of folly on the part of onr Southern
neighbors, it would have been still more
difticult to unite all the Colonies under
one Government {rom the Atlantie to the
Pucitic, and create the prosperous
Dominion of Canada. I speak advisedly
when I say that not one of the 215 mem-
bers of the House of Commons of
Canada would be elected if he declared
himself in favor of annexation. Un-
mindful of the past, the same blind policy
as that which induced the denunciation
of the Treaty of 1564 has prompted that
portion of the McKiuley tanfl which
affeets Canada. So far as trade between
the United States and Europe is concern-
cd, the McKinley turitl’ is simply the
policy of protection pushed toits extreme
Iimit. Not so as regards Canada. The
increase of duty upon potatocs, eggs,
barley and live stock, all of which were
impotted in large quantities from Cana-
da, notwithstanding a high duty, cxeept-
ing eggs, will inerease the cost of living
to the operatives, and, consequently, the
price of 1abor, and thus injure the manu-
facturers in the United States. That our
trade must be considerably obstrueted,
and for a short time deranged, does not
admit of a doubt, and consequently a
strong fecling of indignation will Le in-
duced by this further attempt to under-
mine our loyalty to the Crown. But just
as the abrogation of the Treaty of 1854
was followed Dby the union of all the
provinees, and the creation of a nation,
so will this attempt to cocrce Canada in-
to annexation be answered by a manly
spirit of resentment, and lead to renewed
efforts to extend our trade with other
countrivs, and thus render ourself inde-
pendent of our Southern neighbors.  The
fact is not generally appreciaied that the
United States are is

DEPENDENT UPON CANADA
as we are upon them. Take the ques-
tion of the fisheries. An international
arbitrution, appointed under the Wash-
ington Treaty of 1871, after hearing all
the sworn testimony that could be ad-
duced, awarded Canada 5,500,000 dols.,
which was paid by the United States as
the value of our fisheries over theirs for
twelve vears, or nearly 500,000 dols. a
year. Even in this Act we are now con-
sidering, where incressed taxation Iis
levied upon almost everything, they
were, no doubt, reluctantly conipelled to
lower the duty on “ fish, pickled mac-
kerel, or salmon pickled or salted.”
Then, ns regards lumber, so necessary
are our forests to the United States that
they lave been obliged to reduce the
tariff on “timber hewn and sawed,
squared or sided, sawed boards, deals of
hemlock, white wood, sycamore, white
pine, and bass wood,” no less than 50 per
cent. The duty of 16 cents a pound on
nickel, for the_ purchase of which Con-
.gress voted a million of dollars at its last
session, and for which they must rely
upon the Sudbury mines in Ontario, has
been taken off, and nickel and nickel
matter put upon the free list. The
operation of the McKinley Act will un-
doubtedly lead to the extension of our
trade with this country, the West Indies,
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Japan, China, Australasia, and South
America. Measures are now in progress
to establish a fast line of steamers be-
tween England and Canada, and to pro-
vide an efficient steam service between
British Columbia and the Australasian
provinces. This must lead to & great ex-
pansion of our trade in all these direc-
tions, and will undoubtedly tend to
strengthen the tie which unites the
British Empire. But I must close this
hurried sketch, already too long, by re-
ferring to the Imperial 1mportance of all
these movements, If the £24,000,000
sterling which Canada has expended
since 1867 in the construction of the
great British highway from the Atlantic
to the Pacifie, furnishing an alternative
route, sale irom ail Eurvpean complica-
tions, and upon which Englund may have
%0 depend for the preservation of her
Empire in the East, had been given as a
direct contribution to the support of the
Army and Navy, it would not have sub-
served the defence of our common coun-
try to so great an extent; nor would it
have opened up for successful settiement
the largest and most attractive arca of
fertile fand remaining on the globe, to be
occupied, at no distant day, by a great
and powerful British community, whose
strong arms and stout hearts will be a
bulwark to the Empire.

"The Legislative Council.

It .is sufficiently well known that the
abolition of the Legislative Council was
one of the “planks” of Mr. Mercier’s
platform, but in deference, as he stated,
to the wishes of the people, he ceased to
~ sadvocate that destructive measure.
" . Now Mr. Rochon, & private member, gets

up in the Assembly and introduces a bill

for the abolition of the Council. Itis
probable that he has been moved to take
" this step by the Government, as it is not
_ likely that the Premier would counter-
mand such a bill of an important consti-
tutional character, or allow it to be intro-
duced by a backwoods member. Sucha
bill can only come from the Government
itself if it is to be effective. Possibly the
design is to provoke a discussion, and in
such a case a resolution would have been
as effective and cheaper. But is the time
come for the abolition of the Council?
We think, evil as its constitution is, that
it is-not. Even now, when it simply
gives a majority to the Government on
important matters of party policy, it has
not proved ‘quite so superflucus a body
as some would endeavour to make it ap-
pear. Any person conversant with the
reckless and sometimes questionable
legislation which is hurried through the
Assembly, and the methods adopted, is
aware that some corrective body is neces-
sary. How far the Council acts as such
is, perhaps, a question. But it seems to
_us that it is the reform, not the destruc-
tion,. of the Chamber which should be
brought about. It should be, not only a
nseful branch .of the Legislature, but a
necessary one, and such it could easily
be made. We are aware that oneof the
more recently appointed Councillors went
to Quebeo determined to do his part in
abolishing the Council, but he bad not
sat there one session before he saw that
it was necessary to cbange his opinion.
And had an attack been made on the
Chamber, as was expected two sessions
sago, he intended to have moved an
amendment something on the lines of
the projected reform we propose to sug-
gest, The model of the upper chamber
_in Spain is that on which the réform is
based. Let the Lieutenant-Governor ap-
point for life, or duration of the Legisla-
ture, as many members a3 will keep a
majority sufficient to prevent factious
obstruction to the Government. Let the
balance of the seats be elected by the
_puiversities, teachers, the great corpora-
tions, the hoards of agriculture and other
bodies having interests directly in the
Province and likely to be affected by its
legislation. The Church should also be
represented, but this is, in view of the
present position of affairs, impracticable.
Such a reform would bring into the Legis-
lature mien of high calibre and a practical
character, - who are now virtually ex-
cluded, dand whose services would be of
the utmost value. We commend such a
scheme of reform to the Premier, who
would add lustre to his term of office by
bringing it about.

Philistine Hypocrisy.

Disgusted with the arrant, rampant
hypocrisy of his countrymen, the late
Mathew Arnold launched the truth-barb-
ed arrows of his most robust criticisms
against ““the British Philistine.”? Were
the apostle of “sweetness and light” still
in the land of the living, he would find
in Salisbury’s jibes and the affected pru-
dery of certain English politicians anent
the alleged migtakes of Mx. Parnell, fresh
reason for dispising the British Philistine.
It was this exhibition of the national
vice of hypocrisy, no doubt, whichled
the editor of The Arena in the Decémber
number of that periodical to reflect on
the by no means uncommon spectacle of
frivolity hiding behind the cloak of aust-
erity, vice crouching beneath the mantle
of respectability, immorality seeking re-
fuge under the wings of ultra-conserva-
tiveism. Asan illustration he refers to
the events following Mr. Stead’s dis-
closures in The Pall Mall Gazette. Here,
he says, “a brave, earnest workerfor true
morality exposed to.view. a. picture of
mora] depravity that ‘horified and sick-

Stead was incarcerated in prison, while
the real criminals, reeking in-the foulest
iniquity that the mind of man can con-]
ceive, went forth unscathed. They had
money, caste and the strongholds of]
fashionsble society at their comrhand.”
Scathing as this dennunciation of
British aristocratic vice is, it is capable,
of a still darker shading when we recall
the fact that the noble marquis who now
holds the position. of Prime Minister of
‘Great Britain and thinks it not beneath
him to sneer at Irishmen, exerted all his
great political power and vast social in-
fluences to shield the perpetrators of the
unspeaksble infamies of Dublin Castlé
when exposed by William O’Brien. It is
perfectly sickening to see such men pos-
ing in attitudes of virtuous indignation.
The impish grotesqueness of their per-
formances deserves, as it will probably’
obtain condign exposure of the crimes
they are guilty of against the laws of
God and'man. No honest man will de-

fend vice, but

 Not. he who scorns the Saviour’s yoke
‘Should were his cross upon the heart.”

The Salvation Army.

The Salvation Army has passed into a
new stage of its existence and despite its
manifold imperfections and absurdities
can no longer be regarded as merely a
passing and foolish attempt to do in a
new way what the Christian Church has
for centuries been teaching the world to
do as a matter of course-and & fpcred
duty. The methods, and in the greater
number of cases, the calibre] of the men
who lead the army are alike open to the
gravest objection and criticism, but, of
the poodness of the motives of & majority
of those who, according to their lights,
try to seek succor and save the lost
spiritually and physically there can be no
doubt. At present the bold scheme ad-
vocated by Mr. Booth—the head or
“ General,” as he terms himself of the
order—for the amelioration of the con-
dition of the suffering poor of London is
the subject of universal comment, and
the eminent names which have been
associated with the project have given it
an importance which it otherwise, per-
haps, would not have attained. Mr.
Booth’s book has been inspired by the
description of the doubtful doings of Mr.
Stanley in Africa, and he claims there is
a * Darkest England” calling for civiliza-
tion, for aid and consolation, far more im-
peratively than “Darkest Africa” He
says, in the course of a terrible description
of the darkness, misery and privation
which exists in London: ,

The more the mind dwells upon the subject,
the closer the analogy appears. The ivory
ralders who brutally traffic in the unfortunate
denizens of the farest glades, what are they but
the publicans who fiourish on the weakness of
our poor? The two tribes of savages, the
humon baboon and the bandsome dwarf, who
will not speak lest it impesde him ia.his task,
mey be accepted a8 the two varieties who are
continually present with us—the vicious, lazy
Jout &nd the 1olling slave. They, t.oof have lost
all faith of life being other than it is and has
been. Asin Africa it is all trees, trees, trees,
with no other world conceivable; so 18 ithere—
it {s all vice and poverty and caime. To many
the world ig all slum, with the workhouse as an
{ntermediate purgatory before the grave, And
just as Mr. Stanley’s Zanzlbarls lost falth, and
could only be Induced to plod on in brooding
sullenness of dull despair, so the most of our
social reformers, no matter how cheerily they
may have started off, with foriy ploneers

swinging blithely their axes as they force thelr
w‘:yn fmg the wogd, soon become depressed and

despairing.
The scheme of Mr.Booth covers too
wide an arez for us to do more than
sketch it briefly.  He asserts that 3,000
000 people existin England who could
not live without some charity or poor re-
lief, and whose needs receive less attention
than the ordinary cab horse, and,further-
more, thousands of little children are
going to ruin without education. * His
remedy is (o) the city colony or work
depot; (b) the town colony in the
country ; (c) the colony beyond the sea.
The first would aid every one who applied
with food and lodging who was ready to
do work, according to his ability, to the
extent of fourpence; no more work or
food would be given and no money, but
an effort would be made to move the
persons assisted on to tne” other colonies. |
Mr. Booth claims that this. machinery
would accomplish much in the direstion
of relieving the suffering he deplores, and
with that end has demanded the sassist-
ance of the leadess of scciety from the
Crown downward. One.of the most im-
portant features of the proposition is the
attitude assumed towards it by the church
authorities, to whom the promoter has
-also appealed. Of course to Catholics it
is at once evident that what is proposed
'is nothing more 'than an-attempt - to
‘assume, orrather, resume, the very work

man, and one of eccentric religious ten-
dencies at that, to advocate a’ scheme
which will best promote.that end. Per-
haps never before was a more magnificent
tribute paid to those who in past days
took the poor especially under their pro-
tection, and in no country with greater
devotion than in Eogland. - Of course
the,,Church can give not the. slightest
consideration to Mr. Boothasg “ religious”
leader. ButCardinal Manning has spcken
on the scheme of that gentleman as a
social question with some decision. As
to Mr. Booth's statement regarding she
magnitude of the poverty existing in
London and elsewhere he says it .is too

true, and adds:— .

Y have no words to cxpress the indignant
impatience with which I have for years regard-
od the refusal of the authorities to acknowledge

| the existence of the enormous misery suttered

by the families of honest workingmen, os-
pacially.in winter, through want of employ-
ment. Beyond this periodical misery there 1s
the perpetus) degradation and consequent suf-
fering of the helpless, the worthless, the viclous,
the.criminal, who nevertheless oughtinot by a
Christian peopie apd in a Christian‘land to be
left uneared for by the rich and by responsible
authorities, .* * *. ¢ © Mr, Booth's plan is
a resolute effort to save the lost, and as such is
worthy of all sympathy. The manyschemes
he proposes will be assalled and obstructed as
transient palllatives, but by them maltitudes
might be saved,and a part of the remedy is
batter than g heartless refusal to help the- lost.
I wish Mr. Booth’s plan all success.””

This endorsement of the plan by the
highest Catholic authority in. England
has caused the subject to be much com-
mented on in Catholic circles, both in
England and on the continent, and one
of the most striking utterances on the
subject is by the Rev. Father Clarke, 8.J.
Referring at some length to the develop-
ment of the “army,” its remarkable
growth in twenty-five years from one
person to ten thousand, provoking “ won-
der, contempt and admiration,” he asks
“what ought Catholics to think of it
It cannot fail to be an object of interest
tous. It is a great religious power in
England. It is a pewer for good or
evil 7 The Rev. Father then proceeds
to enumerate its better phases—firstly,
that it is a religion of the poor; secondly,
that it preaches one essential doctrine of
the Catholic Church that men cannot
come to God except by conversion of the-
heart, though their formula in this re-
spect is erroneous; thirdly, that it evinees
a zeal and self-sacrifice which even courts
persecution for the faith that isin the
members. But the Rev. Father Clarke
does not forget the other side of the pic-
ture, namely, that the Salvatiom Army
affects & religion without Theology, and
rests on the sandy basis of a.sentiment
without bulwarks to resist the attacks of
scepticism, and hence must fall like
other false religions; and that it is too
much the religion of the poor, in that it
has assumed methods which, by their
vulgarity, repel men of education and
inspire disgust in the breasts of thinking
men. The teachers “have not that ne-
cessary training, without which they
were not qualified to teach religion to
others, and above all, they have not that
spirit which God alone can give, the per-
vading infiuence of the Holy Ghost,
which.raises by His Divine power those
who are uneducated to speak His word
and carry His gospel.” After an exhaus-
tive review of the methods of the
““grmy,” Father Clarke concludes a most
brilliant discourse as follows :—_.

The Halvation Armir was gt the presen time
in its early fervour. Its methods were much
the same as those that they knew ordinarily
by the nameof revivals. _1t appealed mainlyto
the love of excitement. It was when they had
had one of thelr meetings with sensational
speechesd and sensational prayers—to use their
own expression, with one or two jolly rollick-
ing choruses—they went round and sought
those whom they desired to convert to God.
That was a method which conld notlast, It

Parnell failed, after costing the Times a
vast sum in costs or damages. Yet no
sooner does a jury find Mr. Parnell guilty
of n domestic irregularity than one of the
Orange hacks, who have been the curse
of the newspaper, is allowed to use its
columns in order to urge every friend of
the Irish Leader to turn from him, and
the Irish people to desert him.

But, perhaps, I am unconsciously doing
the Times n wrong. It may be that the
article has been written in the interests
of Mr. Parnell. Iam almost inclined to
believe that this was so. The Times
must have been aware that its condem-
nation of Mr. Parnell was hardly likely
to do him harm ; and there is a virnlence
and exaggeration in the nrticle which
must be so repugnant to all generous
minds, that many who might have con-
demned will be inclined to condone.
The hack revels in abuse. The details
of the case are those “over which M,
Zola’s scalpel loves to linger.” * Falge-
hood is piled on falsehood,” the “iu-
fidelity is dull and ignoble,” without “a
single ray of sentiment, a single flash of
passion.” '

And what does all this, according to
the Times, show? That the Judge on
the Parnell Commission rated Mr. Par-
nell’s word rather too high than too low;
that Major Le Caron, the spy, ought
rather to be believed; that Home Rule

At the same _time,
whilst his personal relations with his wife
and Mr. Paanell were strained, his polit-
ical relations with the former were so
close, that he deemed it proper to insist
upon Mr. Pamell securing for him a seat
in Parliament against the open disapprov-
al.of many of the Nationnlists. Had Capt.
O’Shea looked more carefully after his
family, andless carefully aftexr his political
advancement, much which has occurred
would very likely have been prevented.
Sympathy, therefore, with him in his
domestie tribulations cannot be so great
as it might have been had he acted more
wisely, nor is it likely to be increased by
the attempt of the Times to make poli-
tical capital out of them, and to gratify
its hatred of the man who made it pay
50 dearly for having falsely accused him.
Had the Times kept silence I'should
not have referred to this divoree suit. I
only do so because the forger’s organ has
published a leader so ungenerous, and so
at variance with every gentlemanly in-
stinet, that to condone it would be a
crime. I cannot believe that either Mr.
Walter or Mr. Moberly Bell can have any
hand in its publication.

A letter from the archbishop and
bishops awas read in all the Catholic
churchesiin Ireland after the celebration
of the Masses on Wednesday. At St,
Colman’s .cathedral, Queenstown, after
the letter had been read, Rev. Father
Fisk addressed the ccngregation. He
declared that iy was no longer possible
for Parnell.to remain at the head of the
Irish party. He had disgraced, dis-
honored and degraded himsel{ by his own
acts and could not lead the smallest sec-
tion of the Inish people. In refusing to
recognize the authomf-' of the bishops
Parnell was doing incalculable mischief
tothe Irish .cause and was performing
the wark of the enemy and was render-
ing the people disunited and distracted.
At the Catholic.church in Mitchelstown
the officiating priest, after reading the
declaration of the hierarchy, warned the
supporiers of Parnell throughout his
district not to defy their spiritual su-
periors.

A PRACTICAL GEOMETRY LESSON.

The London correspondent of the Glas-
gow Herald, writing to that paper on the
subject of what the Times—Pigott con:

“The Parnell case has, in round figuries,
cost the Times £180,000 ($900,000) ! That
1s the exact figure, eyerything included ;
and it has been paid by the shareholders
of the paper foregoing their dividends
for the last year. The Walters, however,
4are not losers to the extent commonly
supposed, for John Walters stands toward
the paper in a to two-fold capacity. - He
is the owner of sixteen shares out of sixty,
and the dividend on each share for 1889
was £3,000. Therefore John Walter’s
loss was, on his sixteen shares, £48,000.
But he is also the printer of the Times,
and this printing buisness is kept separate
from the publishing. He supplies paper,
ink, press-work, ect., ‘and the profits
thereon belong exclusiyely to hin, On
these he lost nothing, for it was decided
that the printer of the paper eould not
be called upon to bear.any share in the
general losses acerning to the publishing
department. The wh%e of the £180;000
has now been paid off.’"

THE KITCHEN.
OYSTERS.

Fried a ln Monroe, they are drained,
seasoned with a tritle.of cayene, rolled in
crumbs, then in & mixture of beaten egg
and cream, ngain in crumbs and fried a
few at a time in boiling fat. Another way
to fry them is to .have a hot griddle
lightly buttered; lay on the oysters
which bave been fried in a clean towel,
and as quick as they brown slightly turn
with a broad-blnded knife or pancake
turner. Serve on a hot dish and pour
over them g little melted butter.

Qysters, & 1a Villeroi, make an clegant
fish course. PPut a gill each of eream and
veal both over the fire in a large shallow
pan and when hot lay in threc dozen
oysters, first draiping them well; let
them get scarcely hot through when
drain and return the liquor or broth to
the pan, thickening it with a tablespoon-
ful of flour wet with cream. Add two
beaten ege yolks, salt, pepper and muce
or nutmeg ; simmer for o minute, taking
great care not _to curdle the eggs, lay in
the oystery, mingle tharoughly and pour
out into a broad tat dish to cool. When
cool jain the oysters in pairs, masking
them well with the sauce, roll in crumbs,
then in egg and again in crumbs ; fry in
hot fat and dish on a napkin laid on a
hot dish. Garmnish with lemon, parsicy
and stoned olives. French cooks send
round with this dish a boat of tomuto
sauce. . L

Oysters are breaded and fried plain in
hot Tat as every one knows, and as many
know also the result is often lamentable.
The mistakes commonly made are in not
having the fat hot enough and In serving
the oysters insufficiently drained. Each
oyster as it is lifted from the hot fat
should be drained for a second on a picce
of brown “kitchen paper.” They also
should be thoroughly drained and drsed
before rolling in cgg and crumbs. The
test of the heat of the fat, if you have no
thermoweter, is to throw in a bit of
bread ; if it browns almost instantly the
fat is hot cnough. Fried oysters should
be served at once ‘with sweet butter, salt
and pepper, a dish of cresses or cut cab-
bage and thin sandwiches of white and
brown bread and butter, : .

In the ordinarv way of arranging
oysters in layer with-erumbs, & common
error is to uss too many crumbs and thus
make a sort of pudding, quite at vanance
with the true iden of scalloped oysters o
In Soyer.” Soyer's method is superior to
any other. It is as follows : Scald two
dozen oysters in their liquor ; drain and
catch the liquor, which return to the fire,
thickening it with a tablespoonful each
of butter and flour rubbed ‘together ; stir
it over the fire until thickened, scason
.with salt, cayenne or white pepper.and a
second tablespoonful of butter cut in

bits. Butter some scollop shells-or a
small baking dish, sprinkle with' crumbs,
put’ in’ the oysters and sauce; sprinkle |.

GREAT STORMS

And Loss of Lif SeR—. '
Schoonell" Lgsg gvistinnllxllzlmgﬁﬁno“ z

Sr. JouN, December 3.—~The recent
cold snap, during which the mercury got
down to 10 degrees below zero, is follow-
ed today by a heavy snowstorm, and
unless rain sets in there will be fine
sleighing to-morrow. Word comes from
Monecton that several schooners are likely
to be frozen in on Petitcodinc river. A
Newfoundland schooner is frozen in at
Point du Chene. A terrific northwest
gale and high tide at Cape Tormentine
yesterday swept the breakwater and
cleared off everything movcable cxcept
the hoisting engine. Lumber and car
rails, ties, tools, etc., were swept off, and
the contractor’s loss must be heavy.
Three lobster factorics, owned respective-
ly by Job Allen, Whallen and Milege
Trenholm, were wrecked, Job Allen’s loss
is fuliy one thousand dollars. Trenholm’s
five hundred and Whallen’s one hundred.
The dikes were swept and six hundred
tons of hay destroyed. This, with the
short e1op, will be & serious blow to the
farmers there.

Intelligence was received to-night of a
fearful disaster in the Bay of Fundy off
Harborville, Cornwallis, a topmast
schooner being capsized and going down
with all hands. The disaster occurred at
one o’clock Monday afternoon, two miles
distant from the shore, being witnessed
by parties on the land, who, in the heavy
storm, was unable to render assistance.
The vessel sank ten minutes after turn-
ing over. She was running on a lee
shore before o northerly gule, carrying a
two recfed main sail, the whole fore =sail
and jib. The identity of the schooner iz
unknown, but wreckage began to wash
ashore two hours after the disaster. This
consistud of chain boxes, printed yellow ;
broken dories, painted the same color;
cabin doors, the galley and the box cover
for patent steering gear. She had two
jibs and looked like an American fishing
schooner, an impiession that seemws to be
borne out by the wreckage cast ashore.
There is no name on any of the wreck-
age. 1f the unfortunate vessel was a
fishing scooner she no doubt had a large
crew. Those who witnessed the disaster
ahink the vessel was making for Parrs-

Qro.

In Prince Edward Island fifty vessels
were reported frozen in and numerous
disasters announced as occurring on the
Atlantic coast. Numbers of wrecks took
place at St. Pierre Miquelon. The steamer
“John Davis” was wrecked at Toney
Island, Picton, N.S.

The Land Purchase Blll.
LoxpoX, December 2 —In the House
of Commons to day Mr Balfour moved
that the Irish Land Purchase bill pass
its second reading. _

Mr Ellisinoved an amendment, declar-
ing that the bill was an unsafc measure
as regarded the Imperial exchequer
and was unjust to the occupiers of the
land.

Mr. Gladstone said he found nothing
in the changes made in thebill since last
session that was likely to render its
character more satisfactory, There was
a removal of the twenty year's limit,
with a proposal that the country
ratepayers have (power to  votc
whether or not the county funds should
become liable for sums borrowed in the
purchase of lands. Did Mr Balfour
recognize the probability that the rate-
payers' vote might stop the purchase of
Iand-in many districts ?

Mr. Balfour nodded assent.

Mr. Gladstone reminded the Housc
that as particular circumstances prevent-
ed the presents of the Irish members
it would be a great mistake to pass a land
bill that was opposed to their desires
and convictions.” The want of Irish
authority went to the root of the whole
matter and impelled every true friend
of Ireland to oppose the bill.

Expanslon of the Empire.

It is highly interesting news that thedo-
minions of Queen Victoria are to he ex-
tended through the operationz of the
Britis craiser now engaged in discovering
& suitable rout for the new cable across
the Pacific, between the colonies of Aus-
tralia and British Columbia. The com-
mander of this cruiser, the Egeria, is
hoisting the British flag on all the islands
in the Pacific that are not under the
protection of any foreign power. The
cammander of the Egeria hasbeen sruising
over thousands of miles of those parts of
the Pacific in which they are multitudi-
nous islands that have not been *“under
the protection” of any European Gov-
crnment, that he is cruising there yet.
After leaving New Zealand last year he
struck northwurd and 1'tmfed through the
Fiji group, where hefoundacores of sunny
and sea-girt isles that seemed tobe waiting
for the British flag which he hoisted over
them. From the Fiji group he went still
further northavard this year to the Pheoenix
group, where his previeus experiences
were repeated under the British iag. At
the time of our latest advices he wasmov-
ing eastwardly from the Pheenix group
through Polynesia, and it cannot yet be
told how many other unprotected islands
he will tako under British protection be-
fore he reaches British Columbia in
North Amecrica. The Foreign Office of
British Government is, of couse, fully
apprised of this British commander’s
remarkable operations in the anncxation
line, with the assistance of the British
cruiser Egeria; yet no allusion to these
new and important territorinl acquisi-
tions of Great Britain was made in her
Roynl and mperinl Majesty’s speeck sent
to Parlisment last Tuesday.

The commander of the British cruisers
Egeria is nstensibly and actually engaged
in the work of exploring the bottom of
the Pacitiic for the purposc of tinding n
bed for a new telegraph cable; but at the
same time he takes occasions during his
cruise to perform someother interesting
exploits in her Majesty’s service among
the islands that rise above the surface of
the Pacifiic. In these times there seem
to benew conquests waiting for the mle
of the B..itish Crown in Polynesia as well
as in Africa and Asis—N. Y. Sun.

CELERY.

~ Probably ne class of people suffer more
with rheumatism than farmers, says in
exchange, and yet the remedy for this
dreadful disease Is, or should be, right at
hand, says a paragraph in the London
Horticultural Times. If celery were
eaten freely, sufferers from rheumatism
would be comparatively few. Itis a mis-
taken idea that cold and damp produce
the discase—they simply develop it.
Acid blood is the primary and sustaining
cause. If celery i ecaten largely, an
alkaline blood is the result, and where
this exists therc can be neither heuma-
tism or gout. It should be eaten cooked.
Cut it into bits and boil until soft in as
little water ag possible.  Add to this half
as much milk as there is water in the
celery, thicken with flour and scason
with butter, pepper and salt. I you
cook it nieely and give it o fair trial, |
am sure you will as soun leave potatoes
out of the daily bill of fare as celery. It
is nice as a sauce for any kind.of cold
meat or fowl, or for raasted poultry or
game of any kind. Children will like it
potred over beiled potatoes, or it may be
drained fromt the sauce, nn.\‘u‘] with
mashied potatoes, formed into little cakes
and browned. A ready-witted woman
will find numerous ways of serving it.

Late by 100 Years.

Some years ago a newspaper, published
in Newcastle, Eng., commemorated its
centennial by reprinting its fimst issue.
It was a very small sheet, so a copy of
the reprint was folded inside cvery one
of the current number.

QUEBEC, December S.—The Iast week

-of the session 1.0% nut been very eventful,
-the principal in:tie *belo:e the Chamber
‘being the financial statement. A Dbill
having reference to the exemption of
public employces salaries from seizure
was referred to the Legislature commit-
tee. A rather noteworthy bill to alter
thie disposal of moneys as willed by the
late Senator Rodier caused some discus-
.sion. Mr. Fitzpatrick strongly opposed
the principle of interference by the
Legislature with teoliments; and his
theory was support:d by other members.
*On division, however, the measure was
«carried by a vote of 45 10 19. On Wed-
nesday Mr. Nantel moved that the Gov-
ernment adopt the Ontario_law regard-
ing iree grant homesteads. He held that
t00 many conditions were iraposed on
the settlers in Quebec. Mr. Dubamel said
he thought the laws as now existing were
very much like those in Ontasio and as
good. Mr. Blaiichet said the matter was
one above mere politics and involved the
welfare of the province. Mr. Mercier
said that the adoption of the Ontario law
would cost the province $60,000 .a year.
Mr. Poupore condemned the Government
colonization policy and the motion was
referred to the colonization committee.
A bill to amend the St. Cuncgonde
charter was passed. By a return made
the same day it appears the liabilitics of
the province mmount to $27,106,852, and
the assets to $11,131,784—excess of lia-
bilities $16,055,007. On Thursday the
principal work done was the discussin of
education, Mr. Tessier holding that a re-
sponsible Minister of Education be ap-
pointed. Mr. Mercier i ted that the
Government had not as yet considered
the question, though it was deserving of
attention. He also hinted at inereased
grants to elementary schools. On Friday
Mr. Shehyn delivervd his annual finan-
cial stutement. ¥e showed that the
total ‘;:ayments for the fiscal year were
$5,312,907.65, and the total receipts,
3,588,920.55. (¢ the pnyments he regard-
ed as extraordinary expenditure railway
Bsubsidies and. miscellaneous, amounting
10 $1,162,001,45. Keterring to the ques-
-4ion of the assets and liabilities of the
_province he remarked that the tigure of
the liabilities was about the same as on
-the 30th june, 1889, but the assets, which
had amounted tv 12,813,360,50, -howed a
.diminutim of $1632,i75.36. He szaid
that the floating debt amounted to $6,-
762,033.85. Regarding the conversion of
the debt he stated that fhe Government
Aiad received confidential proposals which
it would ke injudicious at present to
make pabltc. 1fe concluded with a
general review of the financial situation
which he held was not unsatisfactory.

With the exception of the
late Mr. Anthony Trollope’s American
Senator, I cannot recall to mind a single
work of fiction in which this is not the
case. Take, for instance, those portions
of Martin Chuzzlewit the scenes of which
are laid in the United States; Richard
Fairfield, .in Bulwer's My Novel; the
Colonel in ‘Lever's One of Them ; Fulla-
love, in Charles Reade’s Very Hard Cash ;
the younger Fenton in Yates Black
Sheep ; or the American traveller in
Mugby Junction—in each and every
instance the result is to convey a most
erroncous idea as to the manner in which
our commeon tongue is ordinarily spoken
in the United States. .

It is the same on the stage. The dia-
leet in which Americans are usually
made to express themselves in English
dromss is as incorrect and absurd as
waz the language put into the mouths of
their Irish characters by the playwrights
of the early part of the eighteenth cen-
tury.

As a matter of fact, the speech of cdu-
cated Americans ditfers but little from
that of the same class in Great Britain;
whilst, as regards the great bulk of the
people of the United States, there can be
no question but that they speak purer and
more idiomatic English than do the mass-
es here. In evety State of the Union
the language of the inhabitants can be
undenstood without the slightest difficul-
ty. This is more than can be said of the
dialects of the peasantry in various parts
of England, these being 1n many instances
perfectly unintelligible to a stranger.
Again, the floency of expression and
command of language possessed by
Americans cven in the humbler ranks

.. Some common English words have in
the United States completely lost their
original signification, wherefore, it would
.not be easy to say. Ugly, for instance,
means illnatured ; smart, clever; clever,
of an amiable disposition and lovely—
although this last locution is not perhaps
so common as the others—lovable.

I was, when resident in New York,
present during a conversation in the
course of which a rather curious equiv-
oque occurred, owing to the peculiar
sense in which the words in question
are used on the other side of the Atlun-
tic. On the occasion referred to, an
American lady and an Englishwoman—

United States—were speaking of an old
gentleman with whom they both were
acquainted. The former was warm in
his praises.

*Ugly ! indignantly retorted the first
speaker.

“Well, I do not deny that he is homely
and I never said that he was not,’ rejoined
the other lady. . .

But to return to the subject of this
paper. Scome words which- have become
obsolete in this country, or now convey a
totally ditferent meaning from that pri-
marily attaching to them, are still cur-
rent In America in the sense in which
they were originally employed. Prink,
to ornament or adomn, which is found in
Speuser and other writers of the Eliza-
Lethean age, is at the present day a com-
mon term in the Eastern States. One
yankee girl will say to another, who has
becn some time at her toilet, ¢ Oh, you
have been prinking;’ or, ¢ What a long
while iv has taken you to prink.’ In fact
the verh is used in all its moods and
tenses. JMass, a confused encounter or
scramble, 18 _generally supposed to be a
purely American idiom. On the contra-
1y, it is good Shakspearean English. In
Antony and Cleopatra, Antony says:

‘Of late wnen L ery’d he!

Like boys unto a muss, kings would start forth.
Lamm, to beat, to maltreat, is an Amer-
ican word of English parentage. Ina
north-country ballad of the time of
Edward VI, one line runs : They lammed
him and bammed him; and the word
may also be found in Marlowe. Sick
is an expression universally used in the
United States-in the sense of indisposi-
tion. A man willsay, ‘L am sick,’ never,
‘I am ill,’ Tt scircely need be said that
the phrase was perfectly good English
two centuries and a half ago, the word
“ill,’ with the meaning now attaching to
it, not ance occurring in the translation
of the Bible. .

Bug, again, employed in America as a
generic term for every species of insect,
wus uged in England, formerly, in the
same sense. ‘A bug hath buzzed it in
niine ears,’ says Bacon in one of his let-
ters. At the present day the word has
in England so limited an application that
when an edition of the works of Edgar
Allen Poe was published in Loudon, the
editor altered the title of one story, The
Golden Bug, to The Golden Beetle, in
ordermot to give offence to ‘ears polite.’

. Fearful, which now signifies to 1nspire
terror or awe, has still in the United
States the meaning it bore in Shake-
speare’stime, when 1t wasinvariably used
in the sense of timid or afraid. In Romeo
and Juliet, when Romeo, after slaying
Tybalt, is lying-hidding in Friar Law-
rence’s cell, the Eriar says '

‘ Romeo, come forth, come forth, thou fearful
man ; '
and again, in The Tempest, in that scene
in whiclh Prospero threatens Ferdinand,
Miranda exclaims: .

' 40 Doar father,

:Make not to rash a trial of him, for
He’s gentle and not fearful.

When the dialogue had reached this
point, it being obvious not only that the
two ladies were at cross-purpocses, but
that they were, ini eonsequence, becoming
a little heated, I deemed it advisable to
interpose, and explain how their mutual
misapprehension had arisen.

Lord
Maculay asserts that these words owe
their origin to the ¢ Parable of the Tal-
ents’ in the New Testament, and on one
occasion he challenged Lady Holland to
cite a single instance of their being em-

loyed by an English writer prior to the
atter part of the seventeenth century.
To ‘the circumsiances, therefore,
that at the period +when the
uritans  left their mna- tive lands
to seek new homes in the New
World, the words in question had not
beenincorporated into the language, may,
I conceive, be attributed the fact that to
