The Rotunda at Dublin was crowded on Moaday
night in respoase to an advertisement which appear-
ed in some of the local papers exlling upon * Irish
patriots * to assemble and protest against the recent
vote of the Corporation of Dublin, by which College
Green bas been assigoned away to King William 1T,
and Priagce Albert, and the statae of Henry Grattan
exeluded therefrom for ever. The following report
ofllbe proceediags is taken from the Frecman's Joui
niLt—

Mer. Peter Gill having got on the xble, endeavored
to address the meeting, and, iu the midst of the noise
and confusion, he was understood to say : We are
n3sembled bere to-night in the name of the cause of
Ireland—(uproar and confusion)—we are assembled
bere to reseut the deadly insult, and to resent the
outrage on she feelings of a beggared nation. (Lioud
cheers ) I beg to propose that Mr. James Crotty do
take the chair. (Cheers.) Mr, James Crotty then
took the chsir. The O'Donchue, M.P., who was re-
ceived with loud cheers, having mounted the table,
addressed the meeting as follows : Mr, Chairman and
fellow-counirymen,~You can very easily suppose
shat if I did nottake & very great interest in this
movement ] would not come from Kerry to be bere
thiz evening. (Cheera.) I have attended severa
meetings ip this room, and ! venture to say that [
never 8aw one 20 glorious and so triumphant as the
present. (Loud cheera) There is one appeal which
I would make io this meeting, and that is to support
the authority of the chair.

Here the speaker was interrupted by loud cries
from the tody of the hall, trom the gallery, and from
the platform, of *We won't hare Sullivan; @ We
won't bave Sullivan ; * No more of Geals.) There
were slso appeals made for 'order’ acd to the
¢ chair’ {rom some person in the vicinity of Mr, Sul-
liven, but the connter eries of * No more of Gonla
&c., overbore them, acd in o fow moments the entize
mas? of the meeting became very much gzitated, and
the grestest uproar and confusion prevailed. When
this nprosr nnd confusion had exhaunsted 1tzelf a lit-
tle, The O'Donohue said: *I refuss to believe that
tbe cries which have just been made represent the
feeling of this meeting.! Here the specker was again
interrnpted by tremendona shouts of * Yes, they doy
¢ Away with Sullivan’~—other cries of a similar cha-
racter, minzled with some counter ckeers snd biss-
ing. This scene of disorder and tumult continued
for zome tirae during which no one individual could
be heard. A slight loll io the storm having vecurred
the Rev. Mr. Clarke called for three cheers for Mr.
Sullivan, This was responded to with shouta of
i No Goules,"—We won't have Gonla,”—mingled
with shouts, groans and hisses. The O’Donoghue
having essaycd to address the meeting, and amid in-
terruptions, continued —When I'read the account of
what passed in the corporation of the city of Dublin
(cheers and bisses) [ immediately wrote 1o my friend
Mr. Snllivan. At the mention of this nawne tbe mass
of the people in the body of the meeting and many
on the platform seemed to have become wild with
escitemeunt, and again were ralsed deafening shouts
of * Goula," * Gouls,” ‘Sullivan i3 a traitor,” - Away
with him,” wish counter cheers and cries of ' order,’
¢ chair,” The excitement of tbe immeunse mass which
tbronged the hall now increased to a fearful extent,
a3 they swaved to and fro continuing their cries of
*Gonls.” On the platform several persons re-echoed
the shouts of * Gouls, and ' Away with Sullivan,
and all the efforts of the cheirman were unable to
obtzin n hoariog for the O'Donoghue, who remained
standing on the table in the hope of yet obtaining a
hearing. Dr. Waters, of the JMorning News, also
mounted the table and atood alongside The O'Dono-
ghue, and the two gentlemen waved their hande re-
peatedly and in an imploring manner, but the nproer
and confusion never abated in the lesst, snd Rmidat
all the turmoil were still heerd ringing- cries of
f Goula,' *Gouls.! Qun the platform some person
standipg near Mr, Sullivan struck a map who bad
rendered himself remarkable by shouting ‘ Goula,’
and the blow was of course returned. In an instant
the platform was perfectly stormed by a nnmber of
stalwart men,who bad from the beginning of the pro-
ceedings ranged themselves along iis edge, nnd a
scens of dresdful confusion ensued. The men who
jumped on the platforra made over to the person who

The first to speak was Mr. Gill, who
said they were nssembled to repudiate the insunlt of-
fered by the Corporation in preferring the [Prince
Consort to Henry Grattan  He called upon them to-
express their feelings like men, and to be like bro.
tbers banded fer fatberland under their gifted leader
the O’Donoghue. He begged them to maintain a
calm and dignified demearor, worthy of a peopls
who were struggling for freedom. Finally, be moved
that & Mr, Crotiy should 1ake the chair. The O'Do-
noghue came forward to move the first resolution.
He never saw guch & glorious, magnificent meeting
in that room. The woment he read the proceedings
in the City-bail about the siatue he wrote to his es-
teemed friend Mr. Sullivan that he would attead this
meeting. Here the speaker was cut ghort by a burst
of cheers for Sullivan, with a counter-torreut of
groans. A persen on the platform, alluding to an
informer named Sullivan Goulah, end to some for-
mer controversy between Mr. A. 3. Solliven and the
Fenian men, cried out  Goulzh ¥ -This was evident-
ly a precoccerted sigoal. He was one of the Fenian
Brotberbood. There’ was an attempt to put him
down; be resisted, and a regular fight commenced
on the platform, ond simultaneously iz several parts
of the house tbe batlle raged. With the exception
of s few of us, who stood on a form atthe wall,
‘ooking on, the whole mass on the platform were
engaged in A terrific atruggle, flourishing shillelabs,
boxing, throttling, tumbling over the chairs nnd
forms, sprawling on the boarde, kicking, yeiling.
The Fenian mea being well drilled and commanded

Seravre oF THE TWo Ravs.—In the Ifouse of

gentlewan anid the papers wounld show whether Ue-

jesty's miviaters was consistent with the law or not.
Having briefly narrated the history of the events
connected with the seisure of the steam rams, the
honeritde gentieman asked how it cme that, not
having a2y evidence sufliciont 1o satisly the seizure,.
and whza thelaw provided a distinct course of ac-
tior, tae Goveroment, without apy. suspicion that
the Foreizn Balistment act bad been violeted, had
proceedad to detain the 'vessel? The real trath was
that using iaagunge whicha was milder in its charac-
ter than that which tbe officials bad addressed him
from Washicgton, Mr. Adems, the United States
miniater here, bad spoken in terms that were almost
raecacing ; and bis note oY the 3rd of September,
although couched in temperate language, pointed dis-
tinetly to thiz, thatif the ramsg left the Mersey, and

with the United States with greater horror than him-
self ; but if be were told that o nvoidinch AD event,
the Government of Eogland were 1o transgress the
law, and seize the property of British subjects with-
out juatification, then be besitated not to declare thst
be disapproved the conduct of such s Government,
and would rather accept the alternative of war,——
The Attorney-General expressed hig decp regret that
Mr, Fltzgerald had conceived it his duty to bring tte
question before the house in the absence of the pa-
pers that were likely to throw light upon it, aad
the whole case was waiting investigation. The
buildivg of these rams was no secret, sod tueir for-
midable character was wefl known. The gole ques-
tion for consideration was for whom they were in-
tecded. Mr. Adams believed themw to beintended for
the Confederate States, and made a statement to po-
vernment to that etfeet, who said thoy would require
such evidence ss would justify them in sctiog in the
watter, and which they vould produce in « conrt of
justice.  Certain depositions were tendered, but they
| were oot altogetber conclusive, sud wounld not huve
justified the confiscation of the vessels. The go-
verament communicated their decision to Mr. Adums
when further evidence ‘wus tendered, and orders
were given by Lord John Russell _uot to aliow the
vegsels to leave the pors of Liverpool. Government
did not seize the ships ; bat on their own responsi-
| bility, knowing what bad taken place in the case of
the Alnbama, ther took such steps ns would prevent
an evasion of the iaw and the cscnpe of the ships
until the inquiries then in progress were completed.

College wan burnt.  From thie circumstances at-
tending the fire, hiere were strong reasons to sus-
pect that it was the work of an incendiary ; and
there were not wanting some to assert that the
ulira-montane clergy of Ireland were the instiga-
tors of the crime.  Amongst these, Sir R.
Kane, the President of the College, was very
conspicuous ; and in pubhshed documents he did
lus best 10 implicate the Catholic Iherarchy in
the outrage. Tue government of the day adopted
the bypotbesis of incendiarism, and endeavored
to coinpel the people of Cork. to make good the
loss occasioned by the fire 3 the latter, however,
stoutly and successfully resisted this attempt j—
and without denying that the building Lad been
maliciously set on fire, they contended that the
criminal was certaiely some one who was habt-
uolly a resident of the College, possibly, nay,
very probably, one of the officials of that institu-
tion.

The busness was subsequently brought before
the notice of the House of Comunons by Mr.
Pope Henoessy, who stariled the members by
asserting that lie was suthorised by one of the
Professors of the Cork College to lay the erime
at the door of one of the officials. Afier some
delay, and mapy indignant disclauners, Mr. Pope
Heunessy wrote to Sir 1. Kane, and gave bim
the nase of Dr. DBullen, Professor of Surgery
in the said Coilege, as Ins informant.  The re-
sult has beer a long correspondence, and an Off-
cisl Report, from which we gather two {acts, and
a dnnt as te the actual criminal.  The two facts
are these s

i. That the fire was the work of some une
connecfed with, and residing 1o the College 5 and
wlo clunsily endeavored so to do his work as to
make it appear, Uit the fire origi-ated, ot from
withia, but from withicut the bulding,

2. That ot was Sir R, Kane himsell who frst
suggested the idea of throwmng the blame upon
the Catholic Hierurchy and Clergy.

‘The hint, for as set il is wo wore than a hint,
15 to the effcet that the actusl eruminal was no
less 2 person than Sir R. Kane bimsell. Al
these scandals are made public through au ap-
pendix to the Anoual Report of the Fresident of
the Queen’s College, from whick we jropose to
lay same extracts before our readers. 'We may
nete, howeser, that the publication of these extra-
ordinary documents in the Trish Press, before
they had been officizily presented to Her Ma-
Jesty, or faid before Parlinnent, has attracted the
potice of the House of Commons. Liord Nuas
asked the Chief Secretary for {reland whetlier
the whole of the correspondence bad been given
1o the world, or whether sowething had been
kept back. Sir Robert Peel rephed that the
Beport itsel{ had only been lawd before Parlia-
ment on the day nnmediately preceding ; that
there also was in existence an unpublished cor-
respondence betwixt Dr. Buolten and the Inspee-
tor General of Constabulary; and 1hat there
would be no objection to produce 11 before the
House, if the noble Liord wished. At the same
time Mr. Bennessy avked whether the right
honorable gentleman: would produce the {wo
diferent estimates framed by the Government
for making good the damages done 1o the Cork
Callege buldings ; one for £7.000, which the
people of Cork were celled upcn 1o pay 5 the
other for £3,000 which Parlrament was asked
1o vole for the sume purpose.  Sw Robert

Peel said that if the hon. gentlemen would re-
peat his question he would comsider the matter.
This premised, we will return to the Annual Re-
port of the Cork Queen’s College. In this Jo-
cument Professor Bullen’s sworn evidence, as
given before the Magistrate at Cork ia July,
1862, as to the origw of the fire is thus siated :

- RUSSIA AND POLAND.

Bresuap, Feb., 18.—Advices received here from
Poland state that on being informed that the Rusaian
_Colonel Beuntkowski was marching agringt him, the
insurgent leader Bossak sent a detachmeat to the
forest of [1za for the purpose of making s diversion..
After a ghort engagemeont, the Russinns reireated to
Baranow. In’ the meantime Bossak proceeded by
forced marches towards the town ot Koaskie, atiack-
ed the Russian garrigson oo the Sth instan?, and drove
them out of the town. The Russianug were then at.
tacked by the detachments under Kurowski and Ru-
dowski, and lost their military chest, 11 baggags
waggons, 200 muskets, and 32 prisoners, while B7
wers left dead on the field.

Wansaw, Feb, 7, —General Roznow, the new civil
governor of Warsaw, has.inaugurated his governor-
ship by a series of petty persecutions whoge oniy
consequence ¢an be to render the Russian Govera-
ment ridiculous as well us detested. He has ordered
all the employes in his department to shave of° their
berrds and moustaches. This order, which was of
compuratively iittle importance when applied to of-
ﬁg,m]s,_has been followed by another of a similar
kird directed against the Jews among whom it has
spread universal consternation., It is known that
the Jews of Lhe old school, who muster in considec-
able force iu the Polish capitul, wear long locks
each side of the forehead and a costume peculiar to
themselves, 1o which they scrupulously adhere &5 an
old tradition of their faith. General Roznow 5a3
now directed the Jews at Warsaw to adopt the mo-
dern costume, and his police are zeilously carrying
out the order, every Jew they find dreszed in the
traditional manuer, heing at once seized, dragged o0
the nearest police station and his locks eut off there
and then, The discoveries announced by the Dzren-
nik are marked by the usual exaggeration. It was
oot ten infernal machines, but some Orsini bowsba,
that have been found il consequence of the diaglo-
surea extorted from some poor wretch by toriure iu
the citadel. These bombs were concenled in the
wall of & vinegar factory belonging to s Gerwasz
named Eckert, and are supposed to have been placed
there by his sun, who was concerned in the lasta:-
tempt on General Berg, which it will be remembered
was clfected by means of » bomb. Tke factory bas
been almost completely demolished by the troops,
and Dckert and bis family have been placed under
arrest.

A formidable insurgent leader, named Jankowski,
who hag taken & foremost part iz no less than 40 ea-
gagements with the Russians in the course of the
preceding yenr, has at lemgth been captured,
and is shorly to bo executed. The exccu-
tion was to have taken place a few days ago, but
was postponed ut the prayer of seversl Russian offi-
cers whg bad witnessed nnd admired mary acts of
Mmagpnanimity oo his part towards the Russiars,
Une of these officers, a colonel, once fell into Jan-
kowski's hands as he vas husting in a wood. He
thought he was a prisoner, but Japkowski told him
that as he was not taken in battle he could not treat
him as an ecnemy, and then sent him with an escor:
of insurgents to a place of safety.

News has arrived bere of the doings of a Russian
oﬂic_er with some Cossacks ia the quiet little town of
Dubijenka, on the lefi bank of the Bug. They began
py gallopping like gavages about the 8treets, knock-
ing dowq_women and children, and beating them
with their whips, after which they entered and
plundered the largess houses in the town, They
then entered the sruagogue, where service wasg
going on nnd began to beat and kaock about the
congregation ; but the Jews, indigaant at the saczi-
lege, threw themselves upon them, and a terribls
struggle took place, the Cossacks on horseback
striving to force their way into the building, and the
Jews barricading the doors with their bodies. At
this moment M. Wolencki, the mngistrate of the
town, an old man of 60, rode up aud gently remoc-
strated with tho Cossacks for their violence. Upon
this the Iatter seized the 0ld man, tied bim to a borse
22d whipped him ag he was being dragged along the
Streets for upwards of two miles up to the shors of
the Bugr ; hers they left bim, and when, a few mi-
nutes s.t".erw'a.rds, his wife and daughter cume up,
they founq his dead body lying ou the road with the
flesh hanging in shreds about bis bones, Such was
the fite of a quiet and respected gentleman, the ma-
gistrate of a peaceable town, in which nothing what-
ever had happened to excite suspicion in the Rus-
giang. I donct wish to weary you with horrors,
but were T so disposed I have numbers of letters be-
fore ms from all parts of Poland describing similar
scenes; which afford sbundant material for satisfying
the most morbid imagination, Will any one he sur-
prised, afier reading the sclitary specimen I have
above recorded, that the Poles are determined to
continue their efforts 1o fres themselves from such
mongters, however desperale and hopelesa the at-
tempt ?
