Court Adjourns Three Mo­
tions Until Trial 

Comes On. W
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On behalf of the old separate school 
board and Its chairman an application 
was made to Mr. Justice Clute at Os- 
go-ode Hall yesterday, for three orders, 
two to restrain the City of Ottawa 
and the Bank of Quebec from dealing 
with assets or paying out money from 
separate school "funds and the third to 
compel the secretary-treasurer of the 
old body to call a meeting of that 
board.

A. C. McMaster for the applicants 
argued that the money belonging to 
the separate schools of Ottawa should 
be held until the privy council decided 
upon the questions involved-

He said that it was not a bilingual 
question before the court, but whether 
the government had the power to take 
from the separate school ratepayers 
the right to control their own affairs. 
The statute under which the minister 
had appointed the commission was 
such that he could select three Protes­
tants If he so desired. The government 
had advanced money twice already and 
might probably do so again.

Asked by his lordship how the ap­
plicants could be hurt if the money 
was paid out, Mr. McMaster replied 
that If the money was spent they 
should be hurt- 
been paid by the government in salar­
ies. Arrears due to religious teachers 
might total $70,000. The old board had 
been restrained from paying bilingual 
teachers. /He objected that the money 
should not be taken from the body el­
ected by the separate school support­
ers and given to a commission appoint­
ed by the government.

Mr. Justice Clute suggested that It 
was hardly conceivable that the gov­
ernment would not do what was right.

Mr. McMaster asked if his lordship 
was of the opinion that the orders 
should not go, that the motions be en­
larged on terms- He urged that the 
secretary of the old board be compelled 
to call a meeting, and emphasized’the 
fact that the commission statute con­
tinued the old board's responsibilities 
and duties. He asked why the old 
board should not hold meetings.

McGregor Young for the commission, 
pointed out that the attorney-general 
should have been notified, as the stat­
ute creating the commission had been 
attacked. This motion had not been 
served.

His lordship adjourned the three mo­
tions until the trial of the action 
brought by the old board, and the new­
ly appointed Separate School Commis­
sion of Ottawa will remain in control of 
the schools and assets in the meantime.

Joe Gibbons, speaking on the 
basis of taxation for 1915 at the meet­
ing of the Caledonia Ratepayers' As­
sociation in Hughes’ School last even­
ing. ‘ The aldermen have very little 
to do with it other than to cut down 
the estimates. Twelve million dollars 
has to be raised in taxation, and it is

Ienka and Rozan. They took the offen­
sive in considerable force also on the 
roads toward Ostrov.

“An extremely desperate battle was 
in progress yesterday on the sector of 
the Oje River. Our troops vigorously 
counter-attacked 
crossed the stream at several points.

“West of Warsaw, south of the 
Plonie road, we successfully repulsed 
German attacks yesterday. The ene­
my, who suffers! losses, advanced up 
to our barbed wire defences, bit as 
stopped by our fire.

“To the right of the Vistula, near 
Matzievitze. the situation generally is 
unchanged.’-’

PETROGRAD (via London), Alig.

His report, baaed on ■ Information 
from many sources, points out the 
salient error made by the Russian 
Government ih not providing enough 
aeroplanes and experienced aviators 
before the war started.

“The German air scouts, unchal­

“There 
was nothing to interfere with their 
movements in the air. The Russian 
aviators, many as there are of them, 
have had little or no experience in 
manoeuvring with the troopfe before 
the war.’’

GOVERNMENT ACTIVE

IN QUEENSTON INQUIRY
'Not Sufficient Experience.

Mr. Woedhouse states that at the 
beginning of the war there were about 
800 aeroplanes In Russia and about 
1000 In Germany. Germany had about 
1000 fully trained aviators, and he 
finds Russia had only about 400,most of 
whom had only qualified as pilots, and 
had not had any experience after that 
in military work. Most of the Russian 
machines were much slower and of a 
more complicated type than those 
used by the kaiser’s army. While the 
Germans maintained a constant air 
pfttrol, the Russians went out infre­
quently, he continued,- and adds:

“The German gunners have had the 
experience in operating With 
planes as range finders, while neither 
the Russian aviators nor gunners have 
had any experience at all-

"Thus Russia committed the same 
mistake Germany committed at the 
beginning of the campaign against 
Belgium. Germany under-estimated 
the Immensity of the little country, 
and instead of making good use of her 
aeroplanes, relied entirely on the over­
whelming strength of her formidable 
army.” Thereafter the Germans de­
veloped aviation on a large scale, 
which Russia is planning to do.

Sea Situation of U. S.
“Russia is now building large armor­

ed biplanes In hundreds to carry pilots, 
gunner, a machine gun and a load of 
bombs, at a speed of 80 miles an hour. 
Russia is also ordering flying boats of 
the American type, in this Country. 
The United States is in a far sadder 
situation than even Russia. The Rus­
sian army was almost as unprepared 
for employing aeroplanes as the Unit­
ed States Is now. With this exception, 
Russia has 400 experienced aviators, 
while we have less than a dozen. 
While Russia has about 1000 aero­
planes, the United States army has 
only ten.”
