manufacturer was tied up with a long-
‘term lease to the American Shoe Ma-
chinery Trust. The trust were, of
course, very much adverse to having
their books and contracts examined,
as they would most probably show a
clear attempt at combination and re-
straint of trade. {

The trust, therefore, approached the
government with 2 proposition along
the following lines. They sald: “Let us
see these people who are complaining,
and let us see the shoe manufacturers,
and see if we cannot make some.ad-
Jstment with them, which will elimi-
nate their grievances. If we can do
this to the satisfaction of all parties
concerned, . then everything will be
lovelv, and an investigation on the part
of the government unnecessary.” '

It is probable that the government
a~reed to suspend the investigation for
a certain time to see what the trust
could do in this way, but it is the opin-
ion among local shoe manufacturers
that any agreement which the trust
claimed to have made with the com-
p ting companies and the manufactur-
ers will not prevent the government
going on with the investigation into
the books and methods of the Shoe
Machinery Trust in Canada, as was
originally planned.
