DEMAND FOR POWER.

The Ontario Hydro-Electric Power
Commission has reported that applica-
tions have beer recelved  from muni-
cipalities aggregating 68,000 ‘horse-
power. It hag been estimated that
the‘offictal demand would reach 62,000
horsepower. It may therefore be said
that the demand is greater than was
anticipated by the government,

The demand being present, it will
soon be up to the government to fur-
nishithe supply. The bulk of these-ap-
_plications of course are from the Niag-
w district, and thére is no question
that there is plenty of power being
genemted to supply all the de-upnds
of the municipalities. What they are
most interesteq in now is to see whe-
ther the commission Wil be able to
supply it at the prices estimated, It
has long been the favorite argument of
the ‘pald letter wrfiers to the daily
papers that these esfimates vere alto-
gether- wrong, and that electric power
ould not be produced and distributed
or anything like-the figures named.

fle Hydro-Electric Power Act pro-
vides that the lieuténant-governor-in-
o&ueu may from time to time, upon
the recommendation of the commission,
authorize the commission. to acquire
by. purchase, lease or. otherwise, or
without the consent of the owners
_ thereof, all needed lands, works, plant,
water privileges and machineries, and
also to construct and operate all necés-
sary.mechanism for creating. transmit-
ting and distributing electrical power.

On American roads, too, and in the
Roc'kles, experiments have been made

m: these cars, and the results have
been generally satisfactory. In a late
iesue The Sclentific American gives
data as ta the performance of a gas-
electric car, the motive power of whlch
is ‘a gasoline engine, a generator,
sloraze battery and motors. The uor-
age battery Treceives the surplus power
from the generator when the load is
light, and is drawn on for extm power
required -in gtarting .the .éfir or ‘in
chmbing steep grades. This car, after
being tested on eastern railways, was
sent to Kansas City under its own
power, and has sinee been in continu-
ous service.on the Missouri & Kansas
Interurban Rallway. Un the trip  to
Kansas City the average speed for a

great part of the distance was forty-

five’ miles an hour, and on a round trip
of 560 -miles ‘on the Santa Fe system
the average was forty miles an hour.

These are small
Maudslay cars, having ‘a’length of 26
feet 2 inches, and they carry only four
first and eight second-class passengers,
besides a  compartment , for baggage.
The motor is of the Maudslay, three-
cylinder type, and the.gearing provides
for two cpeeds a staﬂtlng speed of six
and a running speéd of eighteen miles
an hour. These cars are not to be
compared with.the gas-electric cars for
capacity or Bpeed, but the fact that
the Cape rallways are testing them
shows a spirit of .enterprise that our
Canadian railway managers might well
copy.
