The policy pursued by the United States
in virtne of .which it has 'become the
greatest iron and steel producing country
in the world ought to he of supreme In-
terest to this country.

Thousands of new farms have
been opened, our agricultural products
bave been many times multiplied, and botls
home and forelgn markets for the sale of
our surplus crops have been easily and’
cheaply reached. :

But many of these raliroads could not
have been bullt If our protective tarift
policy had not bullt up our Iron-rail im-
dustry in the third quarter of the cen-
tury and our steel-rail industry in the
Yourth quarter. Until we began to make
our own iron rails and afterwards our own
stecl rails forelgn manufacturers charged
us excessive prices for such rails as we
could afford to import. Both the indus-

tries mentioned had at the first to struggle

Such an
expenditure of $20,000 & year would enm-
able the government <o engage’ experts
from Europe, who would sgudy the  ques-
tion and find out the kind of grape that
i{s best sulted to this country, and the
same, or other, experts counld also find
out what grapes should be grown here for
the production of wholesome wine. Any-
thing we have donme herctofore has been
by rule of thumb and has not proved alto-
gether eatisfactory. No sooner does a
wine maker go into business than his
ambition runs away with his head, and De
begins to try his hand at sherrles, cham-
pagnes, burgundies and every other kind
of wine found in the list of a big hotel
What they ought first to do Is to pro-
duce, as The World thinks can be pro-
duced, a claret equal to the claret of
California. When they have done thig for
home consumption fﬁey can enter upon
more ambitious things. The State of
California is to-day producing a claret
at a cost less than beer, and which Is
taking the place almost entirely of beer
in that and neighboring states, and for
which there™is an immense call all over
the Union. But they have gone about It
in a systematic way, they have studied
the question with . intelligence, and the

state has glven assistance In every pos-

gible way. The government of Ontario ought
to be influenced by the excellent example of

the State of California, and should take

some such course as ‘we have above Sug-
gested in order to bring about the same
result.

AN OPPOSITION OF TWO.

Such Is the result of the recent provin-
cial elections in Nova Scotla, Thirty-gix
Iiberals elected and only two Conserva-
tives! One might assume at first glance
that the Conservative party thruout Nova
Scotia had been almost swept out of exisr-
ence by some great revulsion of popular
feeling. Is this so? =

The real test is to compare the number

those that voted on the other. Taking
round numbers, and glving the odd ﬂgures]
fn “favor of the ;Abernls, we
find that about 44,000 electors
voted Liberal, and about 82,000
voted Conservative, making a total of 76,-
000 votes cast. There are 88 seats to be
filled. Dividing the number 0f votes by
the number of seats, shows that there are
two thousand votes to each seat. There-
fore, I those who voted for each party
were represented in proportion to their
numbers, the Nova Scotia Legislature
would consist of 22 Liberals and 16 Con-
gervatives, instead of 36 Liberals and 2
Conservatives. 'In other words, the actual
strength of the two parties, as represented
by the.voters who went to the polls, is a8
22 to 18, not 86 to 2.

This outrageous disparity 18 due to the

system of electing in single member dis-
tricts. The advocates of Proportional Re-
presentation will find an excellent object
lesson in this Nova Scotla election. They
will polnt out that the single-member dis-
trict system fis  most erratic in its re-
sults, sometimes allowing a minority of
the voters to elect a majority of the mem-
bers, which, surely is a travesty on S0-
called representative government.
Our radical friends who advocatg Pro-
portional Representation will also say that,
it Nova Beotia had been as wise as Tas-
mania, she would have had about five large
electoral districts, each ({returning from
seven to eight members, under the Hare-
Spence proportional system. Then the vot-
ers by ‘the mere act of balloting, followed
by the official counting, would dlvlde't
themselves Into approximately  equal|
groups, each numbering about- 2000, and
each represented by one member of the
Legisiature. Everyone would be represent-
ed; no one would be disfrachised, and the
result would be at least sixteen Conserva-
tive members in the Legislature, instead
of a beggarly two.

INDIAN ROAD DRAINAGE SCHEME.

Editor World: The proposed Indian
Road drainage scheme is mot a merely

The proposai to drain
even the overflow of sewage into the pure
waters of the Humber Bay is not only &
violation of the provisions of the Ontario
Public Health Act—as a drain from Indian
Road would be within a mile of the To-
ronto Junction waterworks intake pipe—but
such a drain, and thé proposed location
of the sewage pumping station under the
noses of the children who bathe in thous-
ands at Sunnyside, both comstitute an at-
tack on the character of the district,
Aside from this, the pumping plant and 1ts
connections should form no part of the |
work to be assessed on the district served
by such a draln. That machinery is some-
thing quite out of the ordinary, and should
be paid for by the whole city.

As one interested In indian Road, I am
tn sympathy with many of the other objec-
tions urged against - the -scheme by alr,
Phillips Thompson, and while 1 do not |
object to a reasonable development of the
district the plan now presented will he
distinctly damaging to those great features
of the West End to which all citizens
have a common claim.

SUBMARINES FATALLY DEFECTIVE

Noét Ome Able to Locate . Enemy
While Below the Surface,
Paris, Oct. 4.—French submarine vessels,
according to Lieutenant Commander Her-
man F. Fickbohm, of the United States
navy, are really mo further toward a suc-
cessful solution of the problem of sub-
aarfjne navigation ,than M, Santes-Du-
mont’s airship is towards the mastery of

air currents.

Lieutenant-Commander Fickbohm, for-
merly of Chicago, who is at present ou
leave of dbsence, spending part of his
time in studying foreign navies, sald to-
day: “Three or four, at most, among the
submarines that France has lately been
ordering prove controllable under water,
but not a single one is able fo show the
possibility of locating the enemy when
below the surface. This is certainly a
fatal defect. But, in spite of the fact that
pumerous Krench naval critics ignore that
aspect, France deserves the gratitude of
the navies of*other nations for her per-
sistent, practical and scientific investiga-
tio‘:t1 ltnd experiments on this important
subject.

“Judging by my Observations, however,
it will be some years before heavy expen-
diture in this directlon is warrantable.
The French seem to take great pride In
the fact that the Narval and the Gustave
Zede are able to remain under water Iromn
24 to 48 hours. But, as a matter of faci,
this.does not prove anything. One or two
hours is quite sufficient for a successful
sibmarine to do its work. The ability to
sink or rise ragldly is far more impor-
tant, but they have not yet reached any
degree of security, In my opinien our
Holland submarine boat Is at least egual
to anything seen on this side.

Lieutenant-Commander Fickbohm praises
in unqualified terms the French naval offi-
cers. He says: ‘““They are as a class al
the head of their profession and are su-
perior to the officers —of England, Ger-
many, Italy or the United States from a
practical and scientific "standpoint. They
are full of novet ideas and individual ini-
tiative. Hach is fully persuaded that ‘he
fate of meodern warfare, offemnsive, and de
fensive, lies in the navy alone, In fact,
all the Continent is intensely active In
naval matters, particularly Germany,where
the Kaiser has succeeded in convincing
Parliament, as well as the country, that
the German Empire’'s future as fegards

her commerce and colonles, lies in ex-
pending money on the navy.” /

Race y at Sofia May Pre-
vent Government From Taking
oercive Measures,

Constanfinople, Oct. 4.—Political aift-
culties In the way of the American authomi-
ties effectively working in the direction
of compelling Miss Stone's release are
pncucnl,y} insuperable.

The legation asserts that there Is irre-
futable pt of the complicity of the
Macedonian Committee in the kidnapping,
but that committee is beyond the reach of
any power except Bulgaria. Any attempt
at coerciye measures by the Bulgarian
government is extremely unlikely, as popu-
lar sympithy 4s with' the Macedonian
organization. ;

Nor can/ America bring pressure to bear
on Bulgaria for the that all the Bul-
garian ports are on the Black Sea, whither
the American fleet cannot go without pass-

ing the Dardadelles, thus opening a ques-
tion that might inmvolve the whole of Eu-
r

ope.

Since the Macedonian Committee hankers
after money for political purposes, it is
expected to exert all means to secure the
ransom, but the legation hopes by showing
the dastardly work of the committee to
discredit it with its present influential
friends.

Inasmuch as the American Board refuses
to set an impossible precedent of yielding
to the demands of the brigands, intense
anxiety prevails as to Miss Stone’s fate.

At the semi-annual church parade to-
morrow, the Army and Navy Veterans will
assemble-at the corner of University-ave-
nue and Queen-streets at 2.15 p.m. shanp,
whence they will proceed along Queen to
Yonge, then north to Holy Trinity Church.

Rev. Prof. Clark will preach the sermon
in honor of the coming of Their Royal
Highnesses the Duke and Duchess of
York. It is requested that every member
be present. Rev. Prof. Clark and Rev.
\Alexander ' Williams, in their cassocks,
will march at the head of the procession to
the church.

The regular monthly meeting will be held
on Tuesday evening, when Capt. H. P.
Drayton will be present with the illumi-
nated address to be presented by the order
to His Royal Highness, so that every. mem-
ber may see the beautiful workmanship
prior to the presentation on Thursday.
It is expected that a large number of
new members will be enrolled.

Gallant Soldiers on Parade.

Several of the members who will be on
parade Sunday will wear as many as five
medals, and one, Sergt.-Major ~WHliam
Conlan, will be the proud wearer of seven.
His first was won in the battle of Sobraon,
in the year 1846. The order has among
its members veterans who have fought in
every campaign in which Britain has been
engaged within the last 60 years. On the
occasion of the Duke’s visit, the city mem-
bers will entertain their brother members
from outside. Several will journey over
500 miles to be present.

His Majesty the King, H.R.H. the Duke
of Connaught and the Duke of York .are
each lifo members of the order.

EVANGELIST FOR AMERICA.

Rev. F, B. Meyers n‘e-lsn- His Pas-
torate of Christ Church, London.
London, Oct. 4.—Eager'to emulate the

evangelical feats of the late Mr. Moody,

the Rev. Frederick B. Meyer, for the last
nine years minister of Christ Church,

Westminster road, has resigned his pastor-
ate.

Mr. Meyer is to start on a prolonged mis-
sion of energetic evamgelism, addressed
chiefly to the Anglo-Saxon peoples. ‘Calls
are constantly coming to him to abandon a
fixed pastorate and give to the church at
large the benefit of his peculiar power.

Since Mr. Meyer returned from his tour
in America hundreds of letters have reach-
ed him, both from the clergy and the laity,
begging a repetition of his efforts in the
United States. These entreaties went a
long way to bring about his resignation.
So closely has he assoclated Emgland with
the United States that the permanent
ritual of his church contains a prayer for
the President immediately fotlowing that
of the Kln‘x and royal family.

It hardly matters from what standpoint
the train is viewed, it is a wonderful
plece of railway bullding. For sake of
illustrations, take that one section of the
traln used as the reception room. We
quote from a deseription given in a special
article in The October Canadian Maga-
| zine by Norman Patterson : “The ceilings
are finished In dead gold, and the mouid-
ings and ornaments are just touched with
gold and blue, the decorations being of
Louis XV style. The hangings and drap-
ings are of dark blue velvet, while the
floor is carpeted with a heavy Wilton of
a quiet, grey green shade, into whose
heavy fexture the foot sinks without mak-
ing a sound.. The sofa, arm chairs, table,
escritoire and other articles of furniture
are upholstered in blue velvet to match the
draperies. The piano is of Canadian manu-
facture—made by the old firm of Heintz-
man & Co., Toronto, Im Clrcassian wal-
nut, to conform with the panelling of the
room. speclally on order of the royal party
—and is a very perfect instrument. Ome
feature of the car is its admirable and
airy appearance, this being due to the
eight large plate glass windows at the
side, together with the glass panels of
the door and rear walls.”

DEPARTMENT REPLIES.

Complaint of C Battery re Defer-
red Pay Answered From Ottawa

Ottawa, Oct. 4.—The Militia Department
this morning issued ‘the folloywing tate-
ment in reply to the complaint of some
of the men of C. Battery that they have

not received ‘‘deferred pay’ or the Im-
perial war gratuity. Deferred pay is the
difference between the Imperial rates of
pay and the higher Canadian rates. Pay
of the men serving in the Mounted Rifles
and Artillery was fixed at 75 cents per
diem by the Canadian government. Upon
reference to the schedule to the act pro-
viding for the expenses of the Canadian
volunteers serving Her Majesty in South
Africa, it is enacted that the government
of Canada will pay such additional amounts
will be required to make the total pay
of the non-commissioned officers and men
equal to the Canadian rates specified in
paragraph 1 (B) of the schedule in ques-
tion. Men of C Battery were authorized
by the War Office to draw the Rhodesian
rates of pay, that is five shillings or $1.22,
and they were paid these rates out of the
Imperial chest, while their comrades, of
“D” ‘and "E" batteries received only 29
cenfs. It has been stated that this money

The
department is not bacly muddled at all
ae asserted by some ‘“C” Batterymen.
Everything is in perfect order and the
position of the men of *“C’ Battery is
thoroly understood. If they do not parade
to receive their medals they will not punish
any one except themselves, because they
will be deprived of the honor of Tecelv-
ing these medals from the hands of H.R.H.
the Duke.

In supplementing the foregoing state-
ment, it should be explained that on leav-
ing for South Africa about fifty men of
“C” Battery assigned to their wives the
difference of 46c per diem between Im-
perlal pay,29c a day,and the Oanadian pay,
75¢ a day. At that time, it was known
that *“C”’ Battery would be paid gt a
higher rate than T5c¢ & day. When, how-
ever, “C™ Battery joined General Sir
Frederick Carringtoh’s forez that officer
recommended that “‘C’’ Battery receive pay
at Rhodesian rates, whick was five shil-
lings, or $1.22 a day. “C” Battery, there-
fore, had no right to deferred pay from
the Canadian government, and have actu-
ally been paid about $100 more than they
were entitled to. Recognizing this, some
of the men in the permanent force have
refunded excess. As to the K war gratui-
ties there were two classes of payment.
One was known as the ‘“colonial’” gra-
tunty. and the other was stvled the “Im-
perial war gratuity’” has been earned by
every soldier who fought In South Africa.
