( the Lodge and Council, and such a Chapter is put down for $7.00, no matter 
whether one or all are conferred. Now, we contend that the fair way is to 
vary the fees ” ’

Reports received from the Chapter of Rose Croix are encouraging. The 
Warrant of this Body covers degrees 4th to 18th, inclusive. The apartments are 
m the Masonic Temple and are appropriately fitted with everything necessary in 
the way of paraphernalia. During the year a set of officers was appointed to 
work the degrees of Perfection. These officers are distinct from the Chapter 
Officers proper and are earnestly at work. They recognize, however, the 
awkwardness of their position, and suggest remedies. The following extracts 
from letters received from Bro/. O. E. Jeffery, Secretary of the Brethren having
charge of degrees 4th to 14th, I recommend to the careful consideration of the 
Council :

I earnestly recommend that the Brethren 
elsewhere introduce these annual re-unions, believing that the good accomplished is 
incalculable and amply repays for the labor expended.

During the year I have issued two dispensations to Hamilton Chapter Rose 
Lro,x (the fees for which have been paid to the Ill/. Secretary-General), to confer 
the Chapter degrees 15th to 18th, inclusive, upon two Brethren, Bro.1. Francis 
I incks Mills and Ahsolem Shade Allan, at a shorter period from the date 
of receiving the 14° than the Constitution requires.

It is a pleasure to be able to report that the best feeling exists, that there is 
no jealousy between the members of the different Rites occupying the Masonic 
Hall Buildings, the members of the Blue Lodges, Royal Arch Chapters, and of
the Preceptory of Knights Templar, fraternizing with the members of the Rite as 
Brethren should.

Very Dear Brother :—I have the honor to acknowledge the receipt of 
your friendly letter of the 6th of this month. I hasten to reply to it, and first of I 
all, it will be very agreeable to me to maintain with you a regular correspondence 
and to keep you posted in all important movements that take place in Masonry in j 
Belgium, and as they become known. I ask of you the same service with regard to 
all that may happen in Canada. |

Since the month of June our Supreme Council has not been in session ; 1 
would not be able then to report anything to you, but an important measure has 
been passed that interfests Freemasonry in Belgium. For many years the Liberal 
party has been in power. It employed it in a moderate manner, and endeavored 
to benefit the country by a law intended to spread education among the people.
On the 10th of June last, the legislative elections for the House of Representatives 
and the Senate, took place. The Liberal majority was replaced by a clerical one I 
The chief object of the latter was to substitute for the law of 1879 a new law that I 
gives over to the Catholic clergy all education. You must know the principles of H 
hostility to the Rite that govern them. So we have to fear that we shall see 
ignorance succeed to light for the purpose of maintaining among the people nar L 
row views which only can ensure their rule. In spite of all the representations U 
that have been made to the King he has sanctioned the law. Demonstrations 
have taken place and we have to dread disturbances that would interrupt the I 
period of tranquility which we have been enjoying for fifty ye

The law must be carried out, but it belongs to us to agitate against it, and 
to show the people whither it is sought to lead them, to make them understand 
that without education they can do nothing, and to work so as to bring back to 
power a Liberal majority, which only can guide the progress of humanity and 
liberty. We shall not fail in the task that has fallen to our lot.

I thank you very much for your appreciation of the bulletin which we publish 
every year. This appreciation is very flattering to me who am commissioned to 
analyze the documents that reach us. I shall therefore seek to make the work 
more and more complete.

SCOTLAND.

The Supreme Council for Scotland has elected the Earl ok Rosslyn to 
succeed the late John Whyte Melville as Sovereign Grand Commander, and 
the Earl of Mar and Kellie becomes Lieutenant Grand Commander by the 
promotion of the Earl of Rosslyn. The vacancy in the membership of the 
Supreme Council rtas not filled when the Annual Reporter was issued No 
business of special importance to members of the Rite outside of Scotland 
transacted during the year. Harmonious, or at least kindly relations appears to 
be established with the Supreme Council for England, relations which 
interrupted over the question of colonial jurisdiction. The Supreme Council foi 
England informed that for Scotland that it had refused to grant a warrant for a 
Rose Croix Chapter in Trinidad, as one “ under the Supreme Council for Scotland 
is found to have been already established there.” It was resolved to “ return the 
thanks of the Supreme Council (of Scotland) for the courtesy of the Supreme 
Council of England in sending the communication.”

BELGIUM.

The Committee has received the excellent Bulletin issued by this Supreme 
The last issue, No. 26, contains a report of the proceedings from isi 

November, 1882, to 1st Nov. 1883, together with summaries of the proceedings of 
the transactions in the grades from the i9°to the 32e,consisting chiefly of expositions 
of the teachings of the grades. Much space is devoted to the addresses of the Grand 
Orator, Fra. Pappaert, on deceased members. In the period of time covered the 
Supreme Council of Belgium has been singularly unfortunate. It has lost somt 
very active and influential members by death. At the session of December, 1882 
the Grand Orator delivered eloquent eulogies on the labors and Masonic character 
of the Brothers Antoine Fontaine and Constant Vander Elst, whose dead 
had been previously announced. The former was Major-General, commanding the 
Province of Eastern Flanders, and Commander of the Order of Leopold, and had 
greatly distinguished himself in the public service, whilst he was a devoted and 
earnest Mason, whose memory well deserved to be enshrined in the hearts of tel 
Brothers. Brother Vander Elst was the Dean of the Supreme Council H(l 
was l>orn in 1807 and became a Freemason in 1825, when only eighteen years oil 
age, retaining his interest in the fraternity through a long and active life.

soldiers to belong to certain civil societies, while the military of all grades belong­
ing to the different arms of the service were permitted to attend Masonic meetings. 
This brought out a very lengthy debate in which the character of the Masonic 
institution vigorously assailed by the opposition, and as warmly defended 
by the ministerial party. It was maintained on the one hand and denied on the 
other that Belgium Freemasonry discussed political questions, and that the officers 
of the army carried out the enterprises agreed on in the Lodges. The Minister of 
War while holding that the army should keep free from all political entanglements, 
declared that under no ministry had officers been interdicted from joining the 
Lodges ; even Roman Catholic Ministers had placed no stricture upon this. The 
debate, while it called forth much feeling, seemed to be without any practical result.

1 he Supreme Council of Belgium consists of twenty-seven active members, and 
ten associate members.

o emost man in Portuguese Freemasonry. Count de Paraty was born in 1820, 
»> uid, in the course of his life, filled many important stations. When thirty- 

mne years old he was chosen to the office of Civil Governor of Madrid, and he 
discharged the duties of his office with great ability, as he has since several other 
m .or ant offices. He was decorated with the Grand Cross of Isabella the 
Uth„he, and had many other honors conferred upon him for his public services 
He belonged originally to the old Grand Orient of Portugal, but by his efforts a 
fus mi of the cmft was secured, and in ,869 the United Grand Orient was formed 
by the union of the different bodies claiming jurisdiction, including the Provincial
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(.rand Lodge of Lisbon acting under Ireland. The Count de Paraty was 
called to the Grand Mastership and held office until his resignation in 1881 
when the title of Honorary Grand Master and Sovereign Grand Commander was 
conferred upon him. The Brother was honored as warmly in Brazil as in Portugal, 
and in these countries his memory will long be a precious legacy.
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NORTHERN JURISDICTION, U. S. A.

The supreme Council for the Northern Jurisdiction of the United States of 
America met the present year at Detroit on 23rd September last ; thirty-eight 
active, three emeriti and two past active members were present, as were over fifty 
honorary members. III. \ Bro.'. Henry Palmer, the Sovereign Grand Com- 
mander, reported that “the results accomplished by the year’s labor are exceedingly 
satisfactory. From nearly every district come cheering reports of harmony 
among the Brethren, prosperity in the subordinate bodies, increased zeal for and 
attachment to the Rite, and better facilities for and greater proficiency in con 
ferring the several degrees. The manner in which the Ritual of the several de­
grees of the Rite is rendered in many of the subordinate bodies of this Jurisdiction 
is worthy of the highest commendation.” Among the papers submitted by the 
Grand Commander was one from the Grand Royal Arch Chapter of the State of 
California setting forth that it recognized the Supreme Council for the Southern 
Jurisdiction, U. S. A., presided by Bro.-. Albert Pike, and that for the 
Northern Jurisdiction presided over by Ill.-. Bro. -. Henry Palmer, as the only law- 
ful governing bodies of the Rite in the United States. There was a similar com- 
munication from the Grand Commander of Knights Templars ofOhio ; both of these 
bod les adopting an example set by the Grand Lodge of Massachusetts.

“ The propositions submitted are in substance whether it is necessary or politic to 
increase the active membership of the Supreme Council, and if yea, whether it should 
be based upon some equalizing principle of representation. These questions are un­
doubtedly the outgrowth of the progressive spirit of the age, and although of easy 
solution, are not entirely devoid of hazard in result. In their pure and simple form 
untrammelled by personal entanglements, the relative strength between mind and 
matter, sovereignty and democracy would be the only problem to solve. Under its 
present system of management, with here and there a slight undulation, the Bite has 
approached the present era amid the enthusiasm and earnest devotion of its votaries, 
and with a rapidity of growth well calculated to astonish its most sanguine adherents 
It dots the various sections of the Globe, and its far reaching tendrils penetrate
congenial soil of every clime In this jurisdiction its expansive growth scarcely___
a parallel and furnishes a strong argument in favor of adhering as far as possible 
to the original organi-n of the Bite. The tendency of every modification is to weaken 
the walls of this f felv edifice. The progressive march of the Bite is necessarily preg­
nant with seeds of uinbition and personal aspirations. It is therefore reasonable to 
expect their occasional development. When this does occur they have always been 
met in the Supreme Council with unselfish and fraternal frankness. It does not fol­
low, however, that every new idea possesses sufficient merit to deserve a protracted 
consideration, even though the proposition offers no violence to the spirit and 
principles of the Order.

“ rhe tegislative and executive branches of the Bite in this j urisdiction, in proportion 
to the general membership, is far in excess of what is required to insure an effective 
government, and quite disproportionately large when compared with State and other 
Institutions. Numerical strength is an important and may be an indispensable factor 
where physical forces are required. But in legislative halls an accumulation of num­
bers is calculated rather to retard than accelerate the proceedings and add but little 
potency to intellectual forces. The maxim that “ in a multitude of councillors there 
is wisdom " is not always true, nor is it generally so. In those cases where the execu­
tion of the law is effected through instrumentalities intimately and afflnitively con­
nected, but few in the administrative department are necessary. Particularly is this 
the ease when the institution rests upon principles of a common brotherhood, with 
interests identical. Laws and Constitutional Begulations in Masonry are only re­
quisite to make more distinctly obvious its requirements and beneficent purposes, and 
facilitate their operations. The legislative and other departments of the Federal sys­
tem located at the seat of government,Washington,are in proportion to the people as one 
to about 110,000. In the Masonic jurisdiction of New York, which is probably the largest 
organization of M aeons in this country,its General Government is to the membership 
one to 8,000, while in this Bite and in this jurisdiction it is as one to 185. If this rule 
correctly indicates the proportionate numbers that may effectively administer a good 
and efficient government, certainly that branch of the Bite in this jurisdiction needs 
no further accession. Should the membership be 100,000 instead of 10,000, which is 
about its number, the present numerical strength of the Supreme Council would be 
ample to meet effectively any demand upon its administrative functions. There 
is scarcely a member of the Supreme Council, either active or honorary, who has given 
the subject any thought, but will concede that one-third of the present active member- 
b ip would be a sufficient number to assure a wise and salutary government. Although 
t s may be the case it is not to be understood, however, that the present number of 
fifty.three is too unwieldy or cumbersome for the safe and pleasant conduct of busi­
ness, and yet the number might be safely reduced.”

There is in the United States a dispo­
sition to question authority in some quarters, but there is little doubt this will end 
in adherence to principle and to obligation If submission to lawful Masonic 
authority cannot be learned from lawful Masonic associations, where can it be 
learned In some of the countries of the world, the Supreme Councils are 
practically subordinate to the Grand Orients of which they form a part This is 
not well ; but when this system exists it should not be destroyed by revolution, 
but the rulers of the craft should labor to educate their Brothers to adopt that 
system which will give the three craft degrees perfect self-government, leaving to 
the Supreme Councils control of the degrees which legitimately and properly 
belong to them. Hu' we must recognize existing systems, never failing, however 
to recommend to others that which we find best for ourselves.
