Prince of Wales and Lord Rob­

erts Start Out in Torpedo 

Boat to Find Belated Visitors 

—Party Landed This After­

noon.

FREDERICTON, N. B., Nov. 11—(Spe- 
cial)—A delegation of prominent citizens 
waited upon Hon. Mr. Graham, minister 
of railways, in Traffic Manager Tiffin’s 
private car here this morning and present­
ed Fredericton's claims for improved ter­
minal facilities. They also protested 
against the arbitrary rate on freight 
shipped to this city from points west of 
Toronto and asked for the extension of 
the suburban train service from Marys­
ville to Cross Creek. The delegation was 
headed by Geo. Y. Dibblee, president of 
the board of trade, and the others who 
accompanied him -were Senator Thompson, 
W. T. Whitehead, M . P. P., Edward 
Moore, C. Fred Chestnut, J. D. Phinney, 
L. C. McNutt, J. W.McCready and Judge 
Barr>'. J. W. McCready, who acted as 
spokesman for the delegation, presented 
the city’s claims for better terminal facil­
ities in a concise manner 
with the arbitrary freight rate and told 
of unsuccessful efforts ma<Je by the btsird 
of trade in 1904 to have the matter dealt 
with by the railway commission. He 
said that the rate was from 2 to 12 cents 
per hundred in excess of the rate to St. 
John, St. Stephen and St. Andrews on 
freight coming from west of Montreal, 
and in closing he called attention t-o the 
dangerous crossings here and asked that 
they be protected.

The minister replying in diplomatic 
language made a very favorable impres­
sion on the delegation. He admitted at 
the outset that Fredericton had a strong 
claim for a better railway station, but he 
thought it would be well for the govern­
ment not to act too hastily in the matter 
The Transcontinental would shortly be 
crossing the 1. C. R. tracks near Boies- 
town and this wduld be certain to bring 
increased traffic. In large centres of pop­
ulation entered by two railways the pol­
icy Was to have union stations and he 
was hopeful tha*. arrangements of that 
kind might be made with the C. P. R. for 
Fredericton. /

In regard to arbitrary freight rates that 
was a technical matter and he assured the 
delegation that it would receive his atten­
tion. The Intercolonial, he said, wants 
all the business it can get. It is no longer 
being run as a complement to other roads 
but* as a straight business proposition.

PORTSMOUTH, Eng. Nov. 11-Owing 
to a chilling, impenetrable fog, which 
made a passage from the Isle of Wight, 
impossible, the German imperial yacht 
JHohenzollem having on board Emperor 
William, the empress and other members 
of the party, who are to visit King Ed­
ward and Queen Alexandra, was unable 
to cross the harbor bar here on the early 
tide, and did not reach the jetty until 
three hours after the appointed time this 
ifternoon.

The Hohenzollem, with the escorting 
fleet anchored last night off Chelsea HiU 
lor the night, not having been able to en­
ter Sandown Bay, Isle of Wight, accord­
ing to programme. The German emper­
or’s faith in the healing qualities of the 
climate of the Isle of Wight have receiv­
ed a rude shock, as owing to the thick 
fog.^even the precise position of the im­
perial yacht was not known until nearly 
noon, when it was discovered that she had 
felt her way through the gloom to the 
Nab lightship and had anchored there, 
pending a sufficient lifting of the pall to 
enable the imperial party to land at Great 
Britain’s premier dockyard. As it was 
then too late to catch the tide and enter 
the harbor, the reception party ashore 
waited patiently until the Hohenzollem 
succeeded in finding her way into Ports­
mouth and making fast to the naval jet­
ty, used as a landing place for important 
personages.

The Prince of Wales, however, who had 
been delegated by King Edward to wel­
come personally the German emperor and 
impress, had in the meanwhile boarded 
a torpedo boat, accompanied by Field 
Marshal ix>rd Roberts, gone out in the 
darkness to find the imperial yacht and 
succeeded in getting on board just as the 
fog lifted sufficiently to enable the Hohen­
zollem to proceed to Portsmouth.

Boston, Nov. 9—The export grain busi­
ness from the port of Boston has increased 
to such proportions in the past fewiyeeka 
that the lines running to this port rnay 
find it necessary to increase their tonnage 
to transport the vast amount of freight 
which lias been booked for future ship­
ments. Engagements have been made tor 
fully 4,000,000 bushels of grain within the 
past three weeks, and during the past 
week tonnage has been engaged for more 
than 1,000,000 bushels of grain. Flour and 
other commodities will also, be shipped in 
large quantities.

The immense amount of cereal will go 
forward on steamers leaving here between 
now and Jan. 1. The large increase is duo 
to the fact that Montreal has discontinued 
booking grain, diverting shipments from 
the Canadian port to Boston. Shippers 
are mostly concerned with the possibility 
of the railroads being able to do their 
share to forward the freight to the 
wharves. Exporters declare that the con­
ditions for an immense tonnage are more 
promising than they have been for years, 
and if the roads can be relied on, every 
steamer leaving here will leave filled to 
its dullest capacity.

The grain exports during the past week 
amounted to 305,190 bushels.

Inspector Hughes has addressed a cir­
cular letter to the members of the board 
of education, criticizing the “ verdict of 
a New York doctor in regard to the To­
ronto schools, and saying:

“Dr. Sheard and the medical gentle­
men on the board of education agree in 
regard to the plan recommended by the 
committee. They surely know more about 
the conditions and requirements of To­
ronto than any man in New York.

“The plan recommended by the manage­
ment committee is not an experiment. 
It is the plan that is in use in the schools 
of Chicago, and, in my judgment, it is in 
efery way better adapted to our condi­
tions-than the New York plan.

“The New Yôrk plan is very expensive. 
The New York doctor says we would 
need seven or eight doctors and seven or 
eight nurses in Toronto. The Chicago 
plan is as inexpensive as possible.

“The teachers who see their pupils for 
hours every day should be the most cer­
tain to detect physical defects in the pu­
pils, when the symptoms and methods of 
testing have been explained to them. It 
would be a great mistake not to use the 
services of trained and intelligent obser­
vers such as our teachers.

“No teacher or principal is to do more 1 
than direct the attention of parents to 
the condition of the teeth, eyes, noses, 
•throats, etc., of the children who may re­
quire attention, so that they may be taken 
for examination to their regular family 
physician.”

Dr. Sheard has already given three lec­
tures to city teachers. The first lecture 
dealt with defects of eyes, the second 
with diseases of the nose, and yesterday 
we took up pediculosis and certain com­
mon diseases of the skin, with points a$ to 
how such conditions existing among child­
ren could be readily recognized.

“In coming lectures we shall deal with 
tuberculosis and mental conditions of 
school children,” said the doctor yester­
day. “The latter will include considering 
points about the homework question and 
how nervous children should be dealt 
with.

“The teachers are enthusiastic about 
the work, and feel that it will be a ben­
efit to them, no matter what is ultimat­
ely resolved upon as to the carrying out 
of the details of the plan.

“So far we are studying the ground to 
see to what extent physical defects exist, 
so as later to see what is necessary to 
thoroughly meet the situation.

“Several school inspectors from outside 
the city are attending the lectures to see 
what is being done.”

“Many, perhaps most people,”, continu­
ed Rev. Dr. Symonds, in discussing this 
question, would say: “ ‘Unless you assent 
to the articles of the Nice ne Creed, or 
some other system of Christian dogma, 
you are not a Christian.” I cannot agree 
with that. I would say to such a one: 
“In so far as you strive to act up to any 
one cardinal point in the teaching of 
Christ, so far you are a follower of Christ. 
You are not a perfect Christian, it may 
be, but then, who is?” Now this, which 
sounds strange and dangerous to some peo­
ple is simply the attitude of Christ. He 
was continually denouncing the Pharisees 
and scribes, who were 
sound, because they loved neither God 
nor man. But we find him highly com­
mending the Roman centurians, poor hea­
then women, Samaritan heretics and the 

j like, when they displayed the right spirit 
in any one point. JesUs rebuked His dis­
ciples when they forbade men to do good 
works because he would not follow them. 
It was this attitude of Jesus which, more 
than any other, provoked the authorities 
of His day to opposition.

“The germ of Christianity, then,” said 
Rev. Dr. Symonds, “out of which the 
mighty tree has sprung, contains these 
three things: x(l), The love of God; (2), 
the love of man, and faith (i. e., living, 
trust and confidence), in Christ as the 
manifestation of God, and as Him who 
brings light and eternal life to the world.

“But I must repeat that a man who 
cannot even accept these three things in 

' their entirety, is not forthwith to be de­
nied the title of Christian. A man who 
is morally imperfect is not of necessity de­
nied the name of Christian. If he were, 
where would the Christian be? Where 
then one who is intellectually imperfect? 
It is here that it se^ms to me the Church 
has gone astray just as the Jewish people 
of our Lords day went astray. It has 
admitted men and women whose ideals of 
life are low, and it has cast off men whose 
ideals of life are high. This utterly un- 
Christian way of looking at things springs 
out of fhat fundamental fallacy so elo­
quently expounded by Dr. McPhail.”

Rev. Dr. Symonds chose three texts for 
his sermon, St. John viii., 12, St. John 
x., 10, St. Matthew 22, 35 ff.

“There are many religions in the 
world,” he said, “but they are not all of 
equal value. The religion of the Western 
world is Christianity. But there are many

440, and the P. E. Island railway $215,434.

The gross working expenses were $6,- 
328,895, leaving a net surplus of $218,139.

There was a profit of $30,000 on the 
Windsor branch, and a deficit of $67,713 on 
the P. E. Island railway.
