Washington, April 11.—Without for-
ally announcing sbandonment of their
meutrality, two more Latin-American re-
publics—Argentina and Costa Rica—
have given assurances of their moral
support for the United States in the war
against Germany. :

Argentina, choosing a middle course
between those of Brazil and Chile, her
sister” nations in the influential A.B.C.
trio, has notified the state department
that she “recognizes the justice” of this
country’s stand against German aggres-
gion. The communication contains no
intimation, however, that the Argentine
authorities contemplate an actual break
with Berlin and it is assumed here that
for the present, at least, neutrality will
be observed. 5

Amsterdam, via London, April 12.—
The American army is held up to . ri-
dicule by Major Moraht, writing in the
Deutsche Tages Zeitung, who jeers at
the idea that the United States can give
any effective military aid to the allies.
He says:

“The American navy is no danger to
Germany. The Civil war cost half a
million lives because neither side had a
trained army. Now Wilson, forgettful
of history, is trying the same thing, but
it will be shown once more that the
braggadocio of his countrymen is im
inverse ratio to their fighting value.”

Major Moraht concludes with a sneer
at “shoddy American war material” con-
cerning which, he says, the Russiane
could tell a tale.

PCTROGRAD CHEERS THE
GRANDNOTHER OF REVOLUTION

The Power Company

The first business was the presenta-
tion by the commissioner of public
works of a report on a communication
from the N. B. Power Company, as fol-
lows: .

“Regarding the letter of 10th inst,
from the N. B. Power Company on the
question of the raising of the tracks ¢n
Union street, St. John West, your com-
missioner begs leave to report that, af-
ter carcful consideration of the company’s
proposal to raise the tracks when re-
newing the rails two years hence if the
‘city would postpone the paving until
that time, he is not able to recommend
delaying the laying of the paving.

“Further, your commissioner is now of
the opinion that the company can and
should raise the tracks at the present
time, at least in part, without waiting
for new rails and he hopes that the
company will decide to do so.

“T'he suggestion from the company
that the roadway be narrowed and the
tracks moved westward has been con-
sidered by the road engineer and your
commissioner, and a “conclusion reached
that the roadway is none too wide as it

HOW NEWS OF WAR
APPROACH AFFECTED
THEM N INDANAPL

The way the approach of war affected
a distant part of the United States is
shown by the columns of The News of
Indianapolis, Indiana, copies of which,
for April 2 and 8 have been received in
St. John.

“Spirit of patriotism grows stronger
daily,” is the way the story is told in
the headlines of an article Treporting
ceremonial flag raisings with patriotic
addresses at industrial plants and com-
mercial houses. The anxiety of the citi-
zens to display their nation’s flag at the
time of crisis was so great that the local
supply had become exhausted. Patri-
otic sermons were delivered in the
churches and the support of some of the
churches pledged to the president. The
local dental college, with 250 students,

| had announced that the senior class

would complete their course at special
summer sessions in order to be ready as
soon as possible for the army dental
corps. Already a Red Cross depot had
been opened and a large number of
women enlisted for this branch of war
work,

Recruiting was receivig attention and
preparations were under way to enlist
the 20,000 men who would be the state’s
quota of the first army of 500,000. Al-
though an inland state, Indiana is ex-
pected to do her duty by the navy and
orders had been issued to enlist 800 men
for the naval service.

While the papers. are filled with ref-
erences to the patriotic activities of the
people the other side of the problem is
indicated by the publication of a quar-
ter-page advertisement on behalf of
“American Union Against Militarism,”
which makes a frantic plea against the
entry of the United States into the war.

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THE WAR SITUATION

Britain will send Balfour and France
Viviani to an international war council
in: Washington. Premier Ivoff of Rus-
sia says the greatest need of his coun-
try is war material, i'ails and rolling
and that by supplying these,
with engi:;éers and experts and
quick American methods, the United

States can give the most practical and
valuable aid. Spain has protested to
Germany because a Spanish steamer has
been torpedoed without warning. Spain
is also disturbed over the possible ef-
fect upon her trade of the entry of
South American republics into the war
against " Germany. Fewer vessels were
sunk by German submarines during the
week ending April 8 than in the pre-
ceding week.- On all the battle-fronts
{hé advantage remains with the Allies,
and the British on the western front
are still pressing the Germans back and
consolidating new positions. On the
castern frontsthe Russians have success-
fully repulsed German attacks, and on
the ltalian fx_-dnt the Austrians have had
the worst of recent fighting. There is
no news from the Macedonian front, nor
any further news concerning the strug-
gle of the British and Russians with the
'Turks in the farther east. Last night’s
cables ~ éstimate Canadian ‘casualties ‘at
Vimy, Ridge .at 89 officers_and about 1,-
500 men, but later fighting would in-
crease these totals. Fuller information
will be awaited with intense anxiety,
since it is, not known what Canadian
units were in the attack.” The joy over
the great victory won, and the news and
glorious chapter written of the exploits
of , Canhda’t sons in this. war, brings
with it. the grie_f,whir.h all. must share,

- .DURATION OF WAR.

Mr; Frank H. Simonds. expresses the
view that a negotiated peace will not be
possible for another eighteen months,
unless a German revolution changes the
face of thingé. He admits the possibility
that Germany may -surrender, but does
not think it probable for a long time
vet; because of the severity of the terms
the. Allies will impose. Those verms
would send Germany back to the fron-
tiers of 1870. Her new empire must be
utterly ‘destroyed. Mr. Simonds points
out that she has created a solid block of
territor; extending from the Baltic to
Asia Minor, from the Elbe to the Tig-
ris,~and from the Vistula and the Lower
Danube to the Channel. Not only must
her colonies be kept from her, but she
must be compelled to give up the terri-
tory gained during this war. Alsace-
Lorraine must go back to France, a Pol-
ish state must be erected between Ger-
many and Russia, and a great Slav state
must be established in the south to de-
stroy the German dream of eastern em-
pire. We quote one paragraph which
summarises this part of Mr. Simonds’
statement of the policy of the Entente
Allies:— : |

“To erect a new Poland, a new Ser-
bia, a new Bohemia, to expand Rou-
mania by including within its frontiers
millions of Roumanians now subject to
Austria and Hungary, to unite with
Russia some millions of Slavs between
the Carpathians and the Bug and Dnies-
ter, to put Russia at the Golden Horn
ac afinal barrier to Teutonic ambitions
us Prussia was put on. guard at the
Rhine against France a century ago, to
remove that Austrian sovereign at Sofia
who has used his Bulgarian throne to
serve German ends, and probably to dis-
pose of the Greek royalty which has led
(reece to the verge of ruin, thus remov-
ing two tools of Berlin—these are. the
major purposes ‘of ‘Allied ‘policy now.”

When to ‘this is added the.loss of Al-
sate-Lorraine, it will be seen that the
_programme is one the Germans will re-
sist as long as there is any hope of se-
curing better terms. When the war is over
there will still be 60,000,000 German peo-
ple, whose power of recovery may be
very much greater than ‘the world now
anticipates.

It may be taken for granted that the
Germans will continue to profess .a de-
sirc for peace negotiations, and they will
use every effort to make a separate
peace with one or another of their en-
emies. While we rejoice at the great
success which has attended the British
army during the last week, we must re-
member how much French, Belgian, Rus-
dian and Serbian territory is still under
Germun rule. The fact that Germany
itself is still entirely free from invasion
and from any early prospect of invas-
ioa1, enables us to understand and ap-
preciate more clearly the viewpoint of
Mr. Simonds, even if we hope that he
is wrong in his views of the duration of
war. ’

While it is felt that the Hohenzollern
dynasty must be eliminated, the view is
more and more strongly held in London
and in Paris that the German people

Two Important Portofolios In
The New Government

Bathurst Paper's Article on the
Selection of These Two Able

(Nonthern Light, Bathurst.),

After nearly twenty-five years lapse
of time, Gloucester county secures a no-
table distinction in having two of its
recently elected members of the legisla-
ture appointed to important posts in the
cabinet of the province.

G. Ryan from the position of minister of
public works, almost twenty-five years
ago, has a representative of this large
and important county been honored with
a position in the executive council of this
province. During that time the county
has not failed to secure distinction for
any lack of good cabinet material, for
on many occasions the representatives
of this county were among the most able
in the house, but more pushing and more
ambitious constituencies were always
able to assert their claims to preferment
with greater influence and force.

The recognition, by Premier Foster,
of the outstanding abilities of two of
Gloucester’s new members not only con-
stitutes a tribute to the personal quali-
fications of the two members selected,
but also draws province-wide attention
to the importance of the progressive con-
stituency which they represent as well
as to the long period of time during
which Gloucester has been kept in the
background.

Now that Gloucester has been given
a place in the sun, and a most important
pldce, it only remains for the new min-

}|isters to show to the rest of the prov-

ince that the confidence placed in.them
is well merited, and of that fact the peo-
ple of this county have not the slightest
misgiving.

Hon, Mr; Veniot,

up the responsibility of administering
the most important spending department
of the government, was born at Richi-
bucto in 1868. His paremts moved to
Pictou, N. S., while he was still a boy,
and it was at the renowmed Pictou
Academy sometimes called the “cradle
of college presidents,” that he secured
the education that fitted him for the
active part he has always taken since in
the affairs of the country. After grad-
uating from this institution, he took up
the newspaper business, and after some
years experience, came to Bathurst,
where he occupied the position of editor
of “Le Courier” from 1894 to 1900.

Early in life he’ became interested in
politics, and from 1894 to 1900 he was
one of the representatives of Gloucester
County in the local house. In the Jatter
year he was severely injured while work-
dng at a fire in his capacity as fireman,
and <on mﬁvice of his physician, he
retired f e ‘streriuous ‘political and
commercial activities in which he had
been engaged, and accepted the compar-
atively quiet occupation of collector of
customs for the port of Bathurst.

His political influence continued to be
a great factor in the life of this county
and even the security and calm of his
position as an official of the government
were not sufficient to curb his passion
for organization and leadership, so that
when the Laurier government went out
of power in 1911° his resignation was
asked for and promptly handed in.
From that time on he has taken an in-
creasingly prominent part in the organ-
ization and direction of the campaigns
of the Liberal party in the French sec-
tions of the province, while he occupied
himself with insurance and brokerage
pursuits as a means of livelihood. He
was an unsuccesful candidate in the local
elections of 1912, but since that year his
name has become very widely known
as one of the chief figures in the dis-
closures from which the disgrace and
retirement of former Premier Flemming
resulted. Later he very successfully act-
ed the part of Sherlock Holmes in trac-
ing other irregularities of the govern-
ment party, and it is not too much to
say that his part in work of this nature
had a great deal to do with the with-
drawal of the confidence of a majority
of the people of the province from the
members of the late government. i

Mr. Veniot has achieved distinctive
leadership in other directions and well.
He has long _been recognized as one of
the most. influential Acadians in che
maritime provinces, and always takes a
leading part in every activity in which
the people of his nationality are inter-
ested.

Fraternal organizations have always
occupied a prominent part also in the
life of the new minister of public
works. For years he has been promin-
ently identified with the C. M. B. A,
the Knights of Columbus, Les Artisans
Canadiens-Francais, L’Assomption So-

Lieut. Dennis

Copies of Letters in Which Gallant
Young Halifax Officer Was Three
Times Recommended for Military
Cross

On all sides since news of the death
of Captain Eric Dennis in action was
received have been heard expressions of
keen regret, these coming especially
from the officers and men of the 68rd
Regiment Halifax Rifles, as weil as from
many who had known the young officer
well and followed his career. The fact
that he was thrice recommended for the
Military Cross speaks for itself of the
quality of his courage. Scarcely more
than a boy in years, he has left a rec-
ord which richly justifies the pride of
His friends—he was prompt to offer
for the defence of the empire; served
faithfully and gallantly and gallantly
died.

1t'elt‘ihe following are copies of the three
letters in which he was recommended
by his commanding officer for the Mili-
tary Cross. The documents speak for
themselves:

First Recommendation for Military Cross
Forwarded July 30, 1936,

Lieut. Eric Reginald Dennis
Lieutenant Eric Reginald Dennis on
several occasions displayed great gal-
lantry -and resource, notably at Hill 60
when. his battalion was in the trenches
and at Pozieres.

On the 9th of Sept. Lieutenant Dennis
who was in command of the second
wave of his company during an attack
on an enemy trench N. E. of Pozieres
rendered very valuable assistance in
leading his party through a heavy bar-
rage and bringing up reinforcements
when they were most needed. His work
during the consolidation of the trench
and in warding off counter attacks was
of the very greatest value. I cannot re-
commend this officer too highly for his
gallant conduct and general devotion to
duty.

Cross,
Forwarded Sept. 13, 1916,

Licutenant Eric Reginald Dennis  (—

This officer is recommended for his
gallant conduct and splendid work on
the 9th and 10th Sept., 1916,  for the
very able manner in which he led his
platoon during the advance, and the
fine way he handled his men during the
time they were consolidating.

The splendid manner which this offi-
cer led his men was a great example to
all ranks. He was on duty continuously
for 26 hours, and at one time was the
only officer left with the company, all
others having been wounded or killed.
He superintended the digging of the
one communication trench under a heavy
shell fire and handled the matter very
admirably.

Third Recommendation for the Military
TOSS.
Forwarded October 19, 1916.
Lieut. Eric Reginald Dennis.

This officer is recommended for gal-
lant conduct and conspicuous bravery.
In trenches northeast of Pozieres at
about 10.20 o’clock on the morning of
the 14th October, 1916, two men were
killed -and seven buried during an in-
tense bombardment. This officer who
was close by immediately took action,
brought some men on the scene and re-
gardless of personal safety finally suc-
ceeded in rescuing those buried. His
prompt action undoubtedly saved the
lives of at least six of these men. Dur-
ing some very heavy artillery fire which
the enemy coqcentrated on our trenches,
this officer’s conduct was admirable.
Walking among his men with the ut-
most coolness, his bearing was very in-
spiring to the men under his command.

The conduct of this officer stands out
above all others and I cannot recom-
mend him too highly.*

THE CRATER FIGHT

Famous Charge of the “‘Fighting
26th” Described by Lord Beaver-
brook in His New Book.

The story of the crater fight has been
told many times, but that description of
it contained in the official records and
appearing in Lord Beaverbrook’s second
volume of “Canada in Flanders” is par-
ticularly interesting. That part of the
record referring to the crater fight is as
follows:

“The 26th New Brunswick, under
Lieutenant-Colonel McAvity, was order-
ed to make a reconnaissance on October
13, and the company commanded by
Major Brown held the post of honor. If
the mine crater could be occupied with
advantage, then it was to be held by the
attacking party; if, on the other hand,
it was useless to hang on there, the
crater was towbe abandoned. Imagine
the infantry, bombers and bayonet men
in four successive lines, straining on the
leash till the artillery had finished
pounding and the smoke bombs, which
had been prepared to cover the advance
from the sight of the German trenches,

had been let loose. Thrilling is the
moment when warriors climb their
trenches to the assault. The New

Brunswickers were untried. But before
dawn, at 4 o’clock out they came from
a saphead, dug in advance of their
trench, and raced for the crater over
forty yards of open ground. The
weight of a threefold decision lay upon
them. = Major Brown and Lieutenant
Fairweather, of the 26th, and Lieutenant
McPhee of the engineers, had to survey
the ground, determine whether to hold
on or retire, and guard against counter
and flank attacks. One party, at their
order, rushed to within throwing dis-
tance of the German side of the crater,
where the enemy occupied a saphead
from which noises of tapping had been
heard, and held off assault with bomb
and rifle. Shielded by their efforts our
officers examined the ground, while
Major Brown extended the supports
right and left of our saphead to ward
off a flank attack. Both advance sup-
port parties were met by high explosive
bombs and a heavy cross fire from the
enemy machine guns. In the words of
Captain MecMillan of the 26th, ‘In the
face of a shower of bombs from the
front, and enfiladed from both sides by
machine gun fire, the first and second
lines went forward and gained the crater.
After a careful reconnaissance made by
the officers in charge it was found inad-
visable to remain in the crater, and the
order to retire was given. Nor did that
order come a moment too soon. Just as
the officers and party cleared the crater,
a mine trap, whose existence had been
suspected, was fired by the Germans,
and the whole force barely escaped de-
struction. At this moment the ground
between the crater and our trenches was
covered with a hail of bullets from the
machine guns of the enemy and by fly-
ing shells and bursting bombs.” The ex-
plosion stunned everyone within reach.
Sergeant Ryer, a well known scout and
trapper in civil life, remained unshaken.
Instead of retiring at once he kept in the
open, using his rifle as opportunity
offered with good success, accounting—
it is believed—for eleven of the enemy.
After he had helped to cover his com-
rades, with an indifference to orders not
unlike Nelson at Copenhagen, Ryer

turned to the wounded. The losses of
the 26th had been severe. Imagine a

ground swept by machine gun fire with
a noise like a giant tearing calico, the
shattering crash of bombs, and the per-
petual spit fire rattle from the enemy.
To live in it seemed impossible. But
Sergeant Ryer his fancy shooting done,
tried to give assistance to Sergeant Cot-
ter, who had led the first line to the
German sap. Finding him beyond all
aid, he turned to Private D. Winchester,
who was badly wounded, unwound one
of the wounded man’s puttees, passed it
under Winchester’s armpits and around
his own shoulders, and crawled back to
the trench, struggling under the weight
of his comrade. Private Daly came to
his help, and between them they
dragged Winchester into safety.”

Cripples as Machine Gunaers.

The Germans no longer chain sound
men to machine guns, in order to en-
sure that the gun will earn its price be-
fore falling into enemy hands, man, of
course, according to the German reck-
oning before and in the early ‘period of
the war, being a worthless item. Men in
the German armies on the Russian front
(says the Petrograd correspondent of
the London Morning Post) are nowa-
days either few and far between or they
are lacking in training. Germany in
these circumstances evolved the heroic
idea of utilising men for machine gun
work who were not only fully trained,
but had already earned the warrior’s
repose by sufferings iy the field. Old
soldiers whose arms and trunk are
sound, but whose lower limbs are miss-
ing, have been collected for machine gun
work. They save the cost of chain and
pedlock, and are in any case worthless
iteras in the accounts of German Kul-
tur. The Russians found many such
dead at their guns in the recent push on
the Northern front. 5

Overseas Plan
Not__lfgr_ Canada

Britain's Ansouncement of Compul-
sory service for Subjects Abroad
Does Not Include Deminions

Washington, April 12—Great Britain's
plans for conscription of British born
citizens in many of her overseas domin-
ions do not include Canada or Australia.
From a reliable source it is learned that
at the direction of the War Office a
census of all British citizens of military
age in China, Japan, India and so far as
can be learned, in all neutral countries,
has been taken. Firms and corporations
have been directed to supply the names
of all such citizens to representatives of
the War Office and they have been noti-
fied that they be called to the colors at
any time.

If this course is being pursued in the
United States, the British Embassy is
not aware of it. It may be going on,
however, through other agencies than the
embassy. The embassy officially refuses
either to confirm or deny that any such
move is being made anywhere.

That it is not being done in Canada or
Australia, however, is made perfectly
clear. It is pointed out that this would
have to be done, not by the British gov-
ernment, but by the government of Can-
ada and Australia if done at all.

While opposition to President Wil-
son’s conscription plan is very strong in
Congress, so much so that in a stormy
interview between President Wilson and
Chairman Deat, of the House Military
commﬁtxe, Monday, Mr. Dent told the
president that even if his committee re-
ported the bill favorably, it would be
Deaten in the house, thus creating an un-
favorable impression in Europe, there is
no doubt that the president, by forcing
the fighting can put his plan through
Congress.

'I'he majority- of the members of the
lower house are violently opposed to con-
scription, but the president has over-
come some larger majorities against his
wishes in the last two years half a dozen
times, notably in the Panama Canal tolls
fizht, the fight over the McLemore reso-
lution warning Americans off armed
ships and the war resolution itself.

CUARDING AGANST
IPLRS FOM EXGNY

As a precaution against enemy goods
finding their way into Canada, the:at-
tention of all collectors of customs has
been called to goods shipped to Canada
from Norway, Sweden, Denmark, Hoi-
land and Switzerland. Such goods are
not to be admitted to entry at customs
unless there is produced at the time of
entry a certificate of origin and interest
covering the goods, and issued by a Brit-
ish consular officer in the country whence
the goods were exported.

The regulation, in question, was adopt-
ed with a view to prevent goods of ene-
my origin being imported into Canada |
from neutral countries in Europe, but
the certificates of origin are not to be
regarded as absolute proof that the
goods are not of enemy origin. The fol-
lowing statement is stamped on each
certificate: “The present certificate is
not to be regarded as an absolute guar-
antee of the origin- of the goods, which
remain liable to seizure, if they should

Lunenburg, April 5, 1917,
My Dear Mrs. Chesley:—

The National Equal Franchise Union
sends its warmest conggatulations to the
women of Nova Scotia, upon the recent
unanimous passage of the second read-
ing of a bill conferring upon them the
full provincial franchise. We are also
delighted that a bill providing for the
admission of women as barristers and
solicitors was adopted on its second
reading. The newspaper despatches in-
dicate that the final passage of both
these bills is assured, as “their support-
ers are the leaders of thought through-
out the province.”

When the news came, on the morning
of the 22nd, I cabled the International
Womaun Suffrage Alliance, on behalf of
the N. E. F. U.

1916 was a banner year for woman|{"

suffrage, but 1917 will unquestionably
surpass it. Already - presidential  suff-
rage has been conferred in Ohio, North
Dakota and “Indiana, and primary suff-
rage in Arkansas, while the legislatures
of New York, Maine and South Dakota
have all granted referenda on the ques-
tion. In Ontario the women are con-
sidered to be enfranchised, although ihe
bill has not yet received its third read-
ing. The government has promised to
put it through, and the opposition sup-
ports it. Already women are being in-
vited to all political meetings, and us-
ually to speak upon the platform as
well, while there is a distinct desire evi-
dent upon the part of the legislators to
find out what kind of measures the wo-
men will favor. 3

To Nova Scotia, however, above all
other countries and states, whose women
have in recent years received the fran-
chise, unquestionably belongs the palm.
In the other cases the victory was the
result of years of “strenuous effort on
the: part of comparatively few women,
always aided, of course, by some gener-
ous and right-minded men. In Nova
Scotia there was no. such arduous strug-
gle.

the government here questions connected
with the conduct of the war. In addi-
tion to the foreign minister the commis-
sion will include Admiral Dechair, of the
British navy; General Bridges, of the
army and the governor of the Bank of
England, attended by a number of their
staff.

This was as far as the announcément
made by the state department goes, but
it was learned authoritatively that a

French commission, composed of officials
and officers equally distinguished as
the British™ representatives, also will be
in Washington about the same time.

Fiank Movefnenf Took Enemy
By Surprise

London, April 11—Reuter’s correspon-
dent at army headquarters in France
describes Monchy-Le-Preux as one of the
key positions between the Scarpe and the
Sensee rivers, which the Germans had
strongly organized. The town had as
its approaches four sunken roads, which
were full of snipers and machine gun
tesms.  As a frontal attack would have
been costly, it was resolved to turg the

. position, and this operation was executed
"vithout, the Germans observing the ex-

tent of direction of thé “turning‘'move-
ment.

The attack was pushed in artillery
formation along the north bank of the
Scarpe, which river was crossed in the
neighborhood of Roeux. Then as the
advance deployed southwards the
Monchy garrison began a stubborn re-
sistance. Fighting was continued until
after dark Tuesday, but during the night
the main body of the Germans evacuated
Monchy, and when in the morning the
attack was renewed it was continued
successfully. down to Labergere and
across the main Arras-Cambrai road to
(tuemappe, which, it is reported, has al-
so been occupied. )

This success is considered of great im-
portance as it gives the British domin-
ation of the high ground.

The correspondent says that Wednes-
day was devoted largely to consolidating
the gains and moving the artillery for-
ward, although there was considerable
fighting between Croisilles and St. Quen-
tin. Prisoners, he adds, are continually
arriving and apparently hunger induced
many to surrender.

It is believed that the severe wintry
weather has affected. the German morale.
They are reported as still fighting hard,

but as lacking the spirit displayed in thei

Somme battle. .

London, April 11—The operations
along the Arras-Lens line were greatly
impeded by snow storms. According to
the official report from British headquar-
ters tonight, the Germans delivered two
counter-attacks against the British posi-
tions in the neighborhood of Monchy-
Le-Preux, but these failed.

The text of the statement reads:

“Snow has fallen heavily and continu-
ously throughout the day, rendering ob-
servation impossible, and greatly imped-
ing the 6perations of our troops.

“This morning two German counter-
attacks on our new positions in the di-
rection of Monchy-Le-Preux were suc-
cessfully beaten off. Prisoners taken in
Monchy-Le-Preux state that they had
orders to hold the village at all costs.

“}Further south bodies of our troops
succeeded in penetrating a German posi-
tion in the neighborhood of Bullecourt,
and secured a number of prisoners. At
midday they were counter-attacked by
Jarge forces of the enemy, and forced
back to their own lines. The enemy at-
tacking troops were effectively engaged
by our artillery and suffered heavy losses.

“Qur airplanes were active again yes-
terday, and in spite of a strong westerly
gale and frequent snow storms, perform-

e

ed valuable work In co-operation with
our infantry.

“Few hostile machines were seen. All
our airplanes returned safely.”

There have been several engagements
between the Russians and the Teutonic
allies on the Russain front, but no im-
portant changes in positions have result-
ed. North of Rojitche the Germans oc-
cupied Russian first line trenches, but
later were expelled from them. Likewise
near Terechkovez the Teutons invaded
Russian trenches, but were unable to
maintain their gains.

The Austrians on the western portion
of the Austro-Italian theatre are actively
bombarding the Italians in the Lake
Garda and Lagarina Valley sectors, and
the Italian guns are shelling the Aus-
trian lines near Arco and Rovereto.

On the Carso plateau, in the east, the
Ttalians have pushed back the Austrians
at various points.

The Brazilian government has handed
the German minister his passports. This
action was due to the recent destruction
of the Brazilian steamer Parana by a
German submarine. General rejoicing
on the part of the public of the people
of Rio Janeiro followed the announce-
ment of the break with Germany.

Herbert C. Hoover, chairman of the
American' commission fqr relief in Bel-
gium, has accepted the chairmanship of
the new food board in the United States.

Told Truth

Official Statement Attempts to Create
Impression That British_Attacks
Failed—Berlin Press Also Deceives.

Berlin, April 11, via London—The eve-
ning official communication issued by the
war office follows:

“Near Fampoux (east of Arras) Eng-
lish infantry attacks and several cavalry
attacks near Roeux failed with heavy
enemy losses.

“On the southern bank of the Scarpe,
near Monchy and Rancourt, there have
been engagements throughout the day
which developed favorably for us.

“East of Bullecourt (west of Cam-
brai and near Hardecourt) northwest of
St. Quentin, a thousand English prison-
ers, together with twenty-five machine
guns, were captured. From Soissons to
as far as Rheims there have been most
violent artillery duels.”

Hun Press Comment,

Amsterdam, April 11, via London—
German press comment on the Arras
battle is characterized by insistence on
the fact that the British failed to. break
through the Germar lines. -The Kol-
nische Zeitung says since the British ad-
vance, at its farthest point, was only five
kilometres deep the attempt was a fail-

ure.

The. Frankfurter Zeitung says: “We
may be sure that Hindenburg and Lud-
endorff had good grounds for not with-
drawing also from the Arras front to
new positions which were fortified, at
their full leisure.

More than 600 men from Canada have
joined the ranks of the Royal Flying
Corps since thig branch of the Imperial
service commenced recruiting in Feb-
ruary. Members of the corps are leav-
ing the recruits depot in old Givens
street school on Shaw street almost
every day for Camp Borden, Long
Branch, and for another camp at Dese-
ronto. Camp Borden, so far as the
Royal Flying Corps is concerned, is in
full swing. There are a number of ma-
chines in action every day. At Long
Branch there is a detachment of 100
men, and aviators are flying over the
surrounding country cvery day. |

Maay Instructors.

More than 150 non-commissioned. of-
ficers in addition to the headquarters
staff, came over from England ' as in-
structors, and they all belong to the im-
perial army. Among them are aviat-
ors, artificers, mechanicians, and all
kinds of skilled artisans in , connection
with the business of flying. The size of
tliis branch of the Imperial army in
Canada is only to be regulated by the
number of men who join its ranks. The
officers have no idea of the limit, and,
the strength of the corps in Canada, pro-
viding the men can be obtained, will
reach 5,000 before next fall. This sum-
mer it is probable that 800 aeroplanes
will be in service in Canada under the
direction of the Royal Flying Corps.

On January 25 this year, Lieut. Col
C. Hoare, with a party of officers, fifty
trained air mechanics and several aero-
planes, arrived in Toronto. It was an-
nounced that, following the appropria-
tion by the Imperial government of $10,-
000,000 for aviation purposes, a branch
of the Royal Flying Corps would com-
mence organization in Canada. The Im-
perial Munitions Board was entrusted by
the British government with the spend-
ing of the money for camp sites, build-
ings, machines, etc., connected with the
enterprise, and Frank Baillie was ap-
pointed director of aviation for the avia-
tion branch of the board. Other non-
commissioned officers were brought over
from Great Britain, and developments on
a big scale were foreshadowed in Canada
for this branch of. the service.

Offices were established in the Imper-

ial Life Building, both by the Aviation

Department .of the Imperial Munitions

Board and the officers of the Royal Fly-
ing Corps. Almost immediately the
Munitions: Board made arrangements
with the Militia. Department to use
Camp Borden and Long Branch as avia-
tion schools. Later quarters were obtain-
ed in the Mining Building of the Uni-
versity of Toronto for a training school
during the winter months. The imper-
ial officers were very reticent as to their
business, but this evidently did not mean
that there was inactivity. On February
11 a public recruiting campaign was
launched, and old Givens street school
was obtained as a barracks for the re-
cruits' until the summer camps opened
ard for a depot afterwards.

It is just two months since the staff
officers arrived here. Up to date, over
600 men from Canada have joined the
corps, eighty-five during one day alone
this week.

Hive of Industry.

Machines are in operation‘at Camp
Borden and Long Branch, the recruits
depot at old Givens street school is a
hive of industry, and the staff officers
have taken larger quarters in the Im-
periol’ Oil" Building. on Church street,
and the aviation branch of the Imperial
Munitions Board is located near them
in the same building.

The purpose of the British government
is expressed officially by the officers as
follows: “The aim and object of engag-
ing mechanics for the Royal Flying
Corps in Canada is to provide the neces-
sary personnel for the upkeep of a num-
ber of reserve squadrons, which will be
used to train pilots in Canada for serv-
ice with the Royal Flying Corps in the
field at the different squadron headquart-
ers.!’

“It is called “a new wing of National
Service in the Dominion.”

It is evidently an attempt to make
the various flying units in Canada self-
supporting as far as mechanics are con-
cerned. The number of mechanics need-
ed for a squadron of machines illus-
trates the importance of the skilled me-
chanic in connection with this branch
of the service. There are, according to
the present organization, about 150 men
in a squadron. About thirty of these are

destined to be aviators. The men who
are to be trained as aviators and who,
when qualified, are given the rank of
second flight-lieutenant, are known dur-
ing the training as cadets. The cadets
wear a distinctive white badge around

their cap. These arc the aviators in
training. Others who have not this
badge are mechanics of the various

grades.
Five Mechanics, One Awviator.

Judging from the present organization,
t:e proportion is about five mechanics
to one aviator. A great factory for the
is nearing
completion on Dufferin street by the
Canadian Aeroplanes Co., and under the
direction of the Imperial Munitions
Board machines are being built in To-
ronto now, and others have been import-
ed from-the United States to keep pace
with the present training requirements.
All kinds of mechanics are needed—
blacksmiths, carpenters, copper-smiths,
motoreycle fitters, electricians, engine fit-
ters, millwrights, machinists, tinsmiths,
cabinet-makers, sailmakers, metal turn-
ers, painters, vulcanizers, and almost
every skilled mechanic .imaginable. A
flying machine and its parts may be
visualized from the. list of mechanics
needed. The pay varies from $1.10 for
third - class mechanics, to $2.80 a day for
a warrant officer. Separation allowances
are provided at Canadian rates, and the
families of the men are entitled to Pat-
riotic Fund allowances.

As one of the foremost officers in the
corps said: “it is a splendid opportun-
ity at good pay for a mechanic to make
himself an expert in this line of work.”

The after-war utility of this service
will depend on the Canadian government.
There ,will be a great number .of Cana-
dian aviators, with all the various crafts-
men desired for the business, at the dis-
posal of the government, if they make
the service attractive enough, either for
military of commercial purposes.

Lieut-Col. C. Hoare is the command-
ing officer, with headquarters staff of-
ficers Major D. A. Allan, Major M. D.
Methven, and Capt. J. S. Scott. Capt.
G. H. Bonnell has charge of the recruit-
ing depot at Givens street school. They
are all imperial officers.

ON ENTRY OF UNITED

Gives Final Stamp and Seal to the

London, April 12.—Addressing the
American Club luncheon today Premier
Lloyd George said the advent of the
United States into the war had given
the final stamp and seal to the character
of the conflict, which was a struggle
against military autocracy.

The premier said he was not surpris-
ed that the United States had taken
time to make up her mind as to the|
character of the struggle, having regard!
to the fact that most of the great wars|
in Europe in the past had been waged|
for dynasty aggrandizement and con-|
quest.

Early in the war, Mr. Lloyd George |
continued, the United States did not:
comprehend what had been endured in
Europe for years from the military caste
in Prussia. Saying that Prussia was
not a democracy but that Emperor Wil-

war, he added: “I think the Kaiser is
right.” S

The luncheon, held to celeprate the
entrance of the United States into the
war, brought together the most Jis-
tinguished gathering in the history of
the club. The guests included Chancel-
lor Bonar Law, Colonel Winston Spen-
cer Churchill, Lord- Reading, - General
Smuts, Lord Derby, Lord Bryce, Wal-
ter Hume Long, the Italian ambassador,
Marquis Imperiali Di Francavilla and
the Cuban minister, Garcia Y. Velez.

Premier Lloyd George, the guest of
honor, delivered the principal speech,
after a brief introduction by Ambas-
sador Page,

When shipbuilding plans for St. John
are discussed, one of the difficulties rais-
ed is the lack of workmen and the

there are now no St. John men who are
 familiar with the trade that once made
| St. John famous. The older generation
{ of shipbuilders has pretty well died out
{ and those who are left of the men who
i formerly helped to build the clipper
i ships - which' sailed to every port on
every sea are mow past active service. i

That is one side of the situation, but
there is another. A gentleman who is
familiar with the situation remarked the
other day that there are plenty of St.
John men who are thoroughly skilled
shipbuilders and who might be available
to ald in reestablishing the industry
here. In explanation of his statement
he added that they are to be found in
the shipyards of Maine. For the most
part they are the sons of men who had
worked in the old shipyards of this city.
