Petrograd, May 17—Complete victory for the Ruseiahs in south­
eastern Galicia and Bukowina is announced by the .War Office in an 
official statement today. It states that the Austrians have been 
routed along the entire Dniester front of 100 mile*. The Russians 
have taken 20,000 prisoners.

_ Petrograd, May 17—For ten days there has been severe fighting along the 
Dniester front, where the Russians have been assailing the Austrians' right 
wing, after checking its attempts to advance and strike at the lines of com­
munications upon Which the Russians depend for sending supplies and reinforce­
ments to the troops who have been withdrawing before the Auatro-Germen as­
saults in the Carpathians and in Western Galada.

The Austrians have been driven from their positions along the south bank 
of the Dniester River, and have been compelled to cross thePruth, Madwoma, 
twenty-two miles south of Stanlslau, has been recaptured by the Russians.

Ottawa, May 17—The honor list now reaches the enormous total of 4.751 
and the end of the casualties from the battle of Langmarcke is not yet in sight. 
The total is made tip as follows:-—

Wounded, 3,206; killed, 678, and missing, 867.
The Canadians saved the day in those fearful four days fighting, but it 

took a terrible toll. The week end casualty lists contained 634 more 131
tilled 251 wounded and 252 missing. Half the missing, or 127, were from the 
22nd battalion raised in eastern Ontario. Thirty-three names of missing from 
the 3rd battalion, which contain Toronto units, were also reported!- The gal- 
lant 74th, which lost its commander, CoL McHarg, has reported thirty-five 
missing.

This total of 4,751 composes the casualties from April 22, the day on 
which the big battle opened.

Senator Casgraine, Here Today, 
Reviews Conditions Through­
out Canada

“If an election were called this year, 
I think there can be no doubt that the 
Liberals would be returned to power,” 
said Senator J. P. B. Casgrain of Mon­
treal, who is at the Royal.

Though there had 
been some .severe fighting, “hideous in 
its nature,” all his men and himself had 
come through safely, except Lou Le- 
Lacheur, who had been wounded.

Powers, but she has well established rea­
sons tor looking upon it as an apprecia­
tive token from the trenches tor, neatly 
folded In its pages, was a piece of valu­
able lace which the major had purchased 
at a town in France. He had placed it 
In his pocket, and it came through the 
famous battle of Langemarck with him. 
For eight days it remained in his uni­
form, and at the end of that time when 
he had a chance to write he enclosed it 
with his letter ana his wife now has it 
as a valuable souvenir from the scene of 
action.

With the exception of 
boughs, used for house-banking, the 
teams will collect nothing that is placed 
in the street and only refuse in recept­
acles will be taken up.

“Owing to the expected influx of tour­
ists and automobiliste into Maine this 
year,” said a member of the chamber 
of commerce committee “we are espec­
ially anxious to m^ke even a better re­
cord at cleaning up than a year ago 
JWhen a surprisingly large number of 
wagonloads of rubbish were carted to 
the dumps. Not only is clean-up week a 
big advantage from the viewpoint of im­
proving the city’s appearance but the 
cleaning out of sheds, attics, wards and 
alleyways means'-the conferringvof prac­
tical benefit as well as what might be 
called an aesthetic benefit.

"In Budapest you see no men in the 

streets except those who are wounded. 
A day on the great railroad station of 
Zsolna is a sight to make your soul 
«ick. I saw fifty or sixty trainloads of 
wounded soldiers go through in one day. 
Scoores of men whose legs had been 
amputated at the knees because they 
had been frozen in the snows of the Car­
pathians, were carried from one train 
to another.

“In Zsolna I «aw one of the most de­
pressing sights of my life. They buried 
the dead in the middle of the night so 
that the people would not know what 
was going on. The first night I watched 
there were eighteen men buried, and I 
am told by townspeople that the buried 
averaged from forty to fifty a night. 
There are 180 barracks in the town. 
Many Russian prisoners are concentrated 
here, but the wounded outnumber every­
thing else.

“It is the same in Budapest. Here all 
the schools, the public buildings, and all 
available office buildings have been con­
verted into hospitals. To make way for 
the wounded in the schools the regular 
sessions have been discontinued, and 

the children come together at two
