When the responses and-prayers are 
done, the principals in the ceremony 
will go to the Edward the Confessor 
Chapel to sign the register on a huge 
table of ancient oak under the Confes­
sor's tomb. Without further delay, the 

' wedding party will drive back to, Buck­
ingham Palace, the King and Queen 
going first, so as formally to greet the 
bride and bridegroom at the head of 
the grand staircase.

Court by George E. Berry of Lynn for 
annulment of his marriage to Zelda 
Berry of 182 Grove street, Chelsea, on 
the ground of deceit and fraud in with­
holding from him the fact that she had 
negro blood.

In his petition, which was filed 
through his counsel, Attorney Arthur 
E. Reimer of Boston, Berry alleges that 
he married her October 26, 1919, and 
they lived together as husband and 
wife until January 24, 1923, on which 
date, he says, he discovered she had 
negro blood, being the child qf a negro 
mother and white father. He further 
sAs he took measures to ascertain the 
truth of this information and learned 
the same was true. Refusing to re­
main with her, he says he then desert­
ed her and that they have lived sepa­
rately since.

Berry further alleges in his petition 
that his wife gave him no information 
with reference to her negro parentage 
at the time of the marriage, and that 
there was complete absence of any 
physical traits, manner or speech that 
would indicate such parentage. The 
petition also states that in the appli­
cation form for the marriage license, 
obtained at the office of the Chelsea 
registrar, she stated she was white.
Berry claims that this constitutes de­
ceit and fraud, and that the tnarriage, 
while right in form, was really null and 
void, as he would not have been a con­
tracting party had he known the facts.

When a reporter called at the Grove 
street house in Chelsea, he was in­
formed that Mrs. Berry was not at 
home, but was “away consulting her 
lawyer.” The informant was a negro 
named Abner Gay, who said he was 
Mrs. Berry’s father, but when told that 
her husband’s petition claimed her as 
being the child of a negro mother and
white father, he said th^re must be cousin, with whom he made his home,

I Ixmdon, April 20—The London press 
displays prominently the U. S. gov­
ernment’s action against sugar specu­
lation which is said here to be mainly 
responsible for the high and contimi- 
ally increasing retail price for that 
staple.

The British public is facing the pros­
pect of a further sugar price increase. 
Crushed sugar rose a shilling a hun­
dred weight on yesterday’s market, and 
the increase of a penny a pound to the 
consumer is accompanied by a threat 
„f a corresponding boost in the price of 
candies and sweetmeats. Many dealers 
increased the price of jams and confec­
tionery yesterday, and the prediction is 
made that sugar, which npw sells at 
about seven pence a pound retail, will 
reach nine pence or even a shilling, by 
the end of the year.

The traders repudiate the charge of 
profiteering, saying that the rise in 
price is a matter of sheer necessity. 
They say that they are paying twenty 
shillings more a hundred weight than 
they were about two months ago, anO 
that the increase in the cost to the 
6umer will recompense them by less 
'than half of that amount._______

Newspaper Career.

(Yorkshire Post.)
Only one part of the stevedore’s 

work has ever appealed to me—that 
part where he takes up a stout stick, 
very like a policeman's trünchcon, and 
hits the rope that holds together, say, 
a bundle of sacks a good sound thwack. 
Anybody could be a stevedore were he 
limited to such a job as that. Unfor­
tunately for him, it is doubtful if there 
is any'llmitation.

He is always pinching and scraping 
to save an inch1 of space here, a foot 
there, and so on. He has to pack his 
vessel so that everything lies nicely to 
hand when the time comes for dis­
charging. For consider: A tramp 
steamer, as her name implies, is given 
to wandering from those beaten tracks 
that liners follow. In one voyage alone 
she will visit probably three or four 
ports—and she leaves cargo at each.

Obviously the cargo for the first j 
port of all must be nearest reach. But j 
suppose that cargo is very heavy. Use­
less to load It at the top of the hold. 
So the stevedore has to consider quite 
a lot and dispose it in the safest and 
handiest manner possible.

At that same port the ship may take' 
in some cargo. Here again the steve­
dore must stow it so that it does not 
interfere with the discharging of the 
other cargo.

A ship is a very delicate thing after 
all. Put too much weight in her bot­
tom and she will roll like a log; put 
too little weight, and the chances are 
that she will list so badly in a heavy 
wind that she will turn over on her 
beam. Of course, a ship carries bBl­
ast in the ordinary run of things, and 
>er cargo must be placed so as not to 
outbalance the ballast.

If you will look at a steamer ready 
oaded to sail on the next tide, you 
■ill notice that she is on an even 

keel, there is no deviation either to one
de or the other. There may be a 

slight tilt towards her stern, but that 
's preferred by ships captains. She al­
ways'draws a few more inches of water 
there. And this equality, this pre­
cision of balance, Is all brought about 
by the stevedore.

Yes, loading a ship Is a fine art. When
» holds are battened down all in 

readiness for the ship to sail you may 
safely guess that her cargo is packed 
almost according to rules drawn up by 
some master mathematican.

Th<n he went to Chicago and in due 
time reached New York with much 
ambition and $200 in his pocket and 
many letters of introduction. He has 
been climbing so fast since that the 
story would make the reader dizzy did 
Mr. Cobb tell it with much modify 
and with many diversions by way of 
anecdotes about famous people whom 
he has met along the route.

CRIMES AND EDUCATION. BAN THE RECKLESS DRIVER
(Bangor Commercial.)

The fact disclosed by statistics which 
have just been issued by Sing Sing 
prison that among 1,467 criminals 
committed to that penitentiary last 
year there was not a single profession­
al man is merely a rather striking 
proof that education tends to diminish 
crime. Of course it has to be taken 
into consideration that laborers, chauf­
feurs and clerks, who head the list, in 
the order named, are more numerous 
than physicians, lawyers, clergymen, 
journalists and engineers, ^who are 
classed as professional men.

Naturally, therefore, it was to be 
expected that, regardless of education 
more of the former classes than of the 
latter would run afoul of the law. But

The Monday headlines told the tra­

gic tale of the reckless motorist who 
plowed through a little groi^ of per­
sons waiting for a trolley in West 
Pittsfield, killing two and injuring two 
more, and hurrying off in the dark­
ness. The Monday evening papers re­
lated the sad case of a Philadelphia 
banker sentenced to serve a long term 
in the penitentiary for killing three 
persons while drunk and driving a car. 
And Monday’s mail brought an analy­
sis of the automobile fatalities of 1922 
prepared by the National Bureau of 
Casualty and Surety Underwriters.

This report is full of strong state­
ments which seem justified by the 
statistics. They confirm the general 
impression that the main responsibil­
ity for the appalling death rate from 
automobile accidents must rest on the 
reckless driver, but that pedestrians 
need the education which the safety 
campaigns throughout the country are 
designed to give.

Last year 14,000 lives lost in motor 
accidents, an increase of 1600 over the 
total for 1921. For 60 cities scattered 

the country; -ranging in size from 
26,000 up and having an aggregate 
population of more than 18,000,000, an 
automobile death rate for 1922 higher 
by 12 per cent, than the 1921 rate for 
the same cities. The automobile death 
total almost reached 10,000 in 1919, it

The automobile death rate based on 
population has been steadily increas­
ing.

fans has led an enterprising hairdresser 
to delve into ancient {looks for a sure, 
safe remedy for bleaching and dyeing 
hair. The result of these researches has 
led him to adopt some of the recipes 
used four centuries before Christ.

Beauties of that day obtained a clear 
golden tint by applying a certain hair 
wash and then sitting in the sun until 
the right shade was obtained. In the 
time of Menandro the women of 
Athens were reproved for spending 
their day on the housetops changing 
the tint of their hair. In Athens they 
greased the hair with a certain emol­
lient made from oil and essence of 
herbs. They often were compelled to 
sit in the sun for several days, only 
returning to the house for their meals.

When this system of bleaching, 
which in Italy had been abandoned 
after the coming of Christianity, was 
reintroduced from Greece the preach­
ers bf that time warned the women 
'against its use, but in some districts, 
in Siena especially, these warnings 
were not listened to.

The well-known preacher Fra Fil­
ippo, a practical man, pointed out these 
everlasting sittings in the sunlight 
might result in sunstroke and illness. 
But even this was not _c< t-dered a 
good reason for the - abandoning of a 
method which added to beauty. Lio- 
nella was famed for her golden hair, 

v the result of many days spent bleach- 
f ing it on her rooftop.

But If the women of the thirteenth 
and fourteenth centuries were keen on 
this method, those of the sixteenth 
were no less interested, and it is _said 
that the beauties in Venice during that 
decade were beautifully blond, owing 
tb a secret method brought over from 
the Orient. This consisted of moisten­
ing the hair with.a lotion made of 
Tullio centauri, white soap and alum, 
in certain quantities, boiled together, 
strained and carefully rubbed on the 
the hair, while the would-be blonde 
sat in the sun. When the sun dried out 
the moisture more was added. Whei^ 
the required tint had been obtained the 
hair was brushed and carefully rolled 
up in coiffure.

The modern hairdresser says that 
what the women of early centuries did 
can be done today, providing a sun 
parlor is obtainable, and he points to 
the fact that cowherds or shepherd girls 
in Italy who spend the entire summer 
out of doors always have their hair 
bleached on top. In examining the lo­
tion handed down from beauty parlors 
of centuries ago he found that Tullio 
centauri is a herb which is found in 
profusion in the Roman Campagna, 
and from which certain monks make a 
hair-growing tonic. The alum and the 
white soap form an effusion which at­
tracts the rays of the sun to each par­
ticular hair. . , ,

Probably were a sure hair dye found, 
quite harmless in its effects but quite 
efficacious in bleaching the hair a gen­
uine gold, Rome would become a 
mecca for thousands who have sought 
in vain for a safe road to golden 
tresses. Many have tried henna, but a 
pure golden has never been obtained 
from the shrub 'which in Arabic is 
called A1 Khama, though it is said 
that Mahomet had a very spttial way, 
of dyeing his beard golden. The caliphs 
who followed in his steps have never 
achieved this special tint, as the be­
lievers say that it was the Prophet 
alone who could have such a beard.

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STATESMAN
AND PRIEST ARE 
ACCORDED HONOR

Two Vacancies in Ranks of 
“Immortals” in Paris are 
Filled.

Paris, April V.—Two vacancies in 
the ranks of the forty “immortals" 
were filled yesterday, the successful 
candidates being Charles C. A. Jon- 
nart and Rev, Henri Bremon. Sena­
tor Jonnart was elected on the fourth 
ballot and Father Bremond on the se­
cond.

Chrles C. A. Jonnart, long a member 
of the senate and member of numer- 

cabinets, now French ambassador 
at the Vatican, was bom in the the 
department of Pas-de-Calais, in 1857, 
and has had a distinguished career as 
a statesman and diplomat, achieving 
fame in those lines of activity rather 
than as a literary man.

Father Bremond, priest of the dio­
cese of Aix-En-Provence, was bom in 
Aix-En-Pmvence, and is best known 
as the author of “A Literary History 
of French Religious Tendencies from 
the End of the War of Religions until 
1908." His entire literary output deals 
with religious topics.

According to the opinion expressed 
by P. B. Yates, manager pf the St. 
Catharines Municipal Hydro System, 
the City of St. John is practically 
virgin territory, so far as the sale of*- 
electric light and power is concerned. 
Mr. Yates says that the reported con­
sumption of 4,000,000 k. w. hours, for 
a community of nearly 60,000 citizens, 
is almost too small to be believed, and 
is a direct result of prohibitive rates.

Mr. Yates was born and bred in the 
electrical business. A graduate of the 
Union College, New York, he entered 
tlie employ of the General Electric 
Company, in the department of instal­
lation work. After serving some time 
in this department, he underwent 
training in the test'room department, 
and following this spent some years in 
switchboard and station designing.

After spending a number of years 
with the General Electric Company, he 
became associated with Sargent & 
Lundy, consulting engineers of Chi­
cago, taking charge of station layouts. 
I.ater, he became associated with the 
well-known firm of Stone & Webster, 
Boston, in the engineering department, 
carrying out the same work.

In 1908, before the Hydro Electric 
Power Commission of Ontario 
formed, Mr. Yates was associated with 
the formative period, an<} had charge 
of the municipality department, deal­
ing with the various municipalities 
desirous of acquiring hydro power. 
The first town in Ontario to have the 
hydro current turned on was Kitchener, 
at that time named Berlin.

Mr. Yates states that in 1910 his 
department connected up with the fol­
lowing towns and cities: Toronto, 
Guelph, Preston, Galt, Hespeler, Kitch­
ener, New Hamburg, Stratford, Dun- 
das, St. Mary’s, London, St. Thomas, 
Ingersoll and Woodstock. These 
towns and cities had been, notified that 
power would be available, and in the

meantime had prepared for it. Many 
of the towns built new systems in 
competition with existing plants; 
others already operated a municipal 
system, and in some cases it had been 
possible to purchase the existing plants. 
Mr. Yates acted as an advisory engi­
neer to these many towns, and person­
ally visited them during their period 
of hydro construction. He acted in 
this capacity for six years, and in 1914, 
when St. Catharines decided to go in 
for municipal distribution of hydro 
current, he became their engineer and 
general manager.

In 1914, St. Catharines did not have 
a single customer for hydro, and a 
local power company in the field, with 
2,200 customers. In nine months time 
the municipality had nine hundred cus­
tomers. St. John starts in the field 
with nearly two thousand. At the 
present time the municipality of St. 
Catharines has 4,900 customers, and 
during the month of March, 1923, pur­
chased 1,750,000 k. w. hours.

Speaking of the St. John situation, 
Mr. Yates says that at St. Catharines 
the situation was worse from the 
standpoint of poles, as tKe/e were two 
sets of poles on fhe streets, one for 
street cars and,, one for power. Also 
there were two telegraph companies 
and a telephone company. However, 
in spite of • all opposition and draw­
backs, St. Catharines has handled the 
proposition in a most successful man­
ner.

Sir,—This is to notify the ptiblic 

that the Government considers the 
usefulness of the Fuel Administration 
to have ended with the winter, there­
fore, the office is closed.

I think St. John fared better than 
most places as to coal supply and 
price.

Many times during my trips away 
I was asked if we used substitutes, 
how the people came to use them and 
how we got along. My answer was— 

comfortable position was due to 
the loyal co-operation of the citizens, 
for which I wish to thank them.

We «ill owe our thanks to those deal­
ers who sold American Anthracite at 
$17 or good substitutes at that figure 
or less and who spared no expense in 
making deliveries of half ton or ton 
lots that they might serve as many 
people and spread their coal as far as 
possible. I never called upon them to 
relieve an urgent case that they did 
not respond.

I am glad to note the drop of $1 per 
ton in the price of Scotch coal. Many 
people prefer it. May we hope that 
this is a forerunner of a .drop in 
American and Welsh coals.

The price of the Old Line Company 
mines permits of a very substantial 
reduction in price of American An­
thracite. The problem to be solved is 
—can we get sufficient supply from 
this source without going to the New 
York and Montreal wholesale dealers 
whose price is what they can get.

I advise the people to be patient 
till the situation clears up with warm­
er weather and not to be stampeded 
into early buying for next winter.

In closing I would like to reiterate 
what I have said in regard to the 
economy obtained by the use of buck­
wheat size Anthracite, jointly with 
egg or stove sizes in furnaces. One 
gentleman that I know, with a large 
house, used five tons from January 9 
till middle of April and says he 
would not be without it. Another 
gentleman is putting in seventeen tons. 
He had not used it before, but this 
winter he convinced himself of its 
usefulness and economy.

London,'March 80.—(By mail.)—The 
nearest approach to a Soviet Republic 
which Germany has yet permitted her­
self has been established in the former, 
correspondent of The London Morning 
Post." Saxony, even when a king­
dom, was very red, and since the rev­
olution It has been a hotbed of extreme 
radicalism. This radicalism has com­
pelled the united Socialist parties to 
accept the collaboration of the Com­
munist*, snd, owing to some exteht to 
the fact that the bourgeois parties 
could not agree among themselves, a 
government has been formed by ad­
vanced Socialists practically under the 
patronage of Communists.

With the support of the Communist 
members’, the Socialists In the Parlia­
ment have elected Dr. Zeigner Minis­
ter-President, and he has formed a 
Cabinet of Socialist members, which 
meets with Communist approval. Dr 
Zeigner is thirty-seven, and studied 
political economy and law at Leipzig 
University. Although he commenced 
his legal career only in 1918, he be­
came Saxon Minister of Justice in
------ . Since then he has appointed
many new and young men to important 
posts, and Introduced a new spirit into 
the administration of justice. The new 
spirit is, naturally, of a strongly Re­
publican nature, and, with Dr. Zeigner 
as Minister-President, it will certainly 
permeate other domains.

Dr. Zeigner has to work with Com­
munists, however, aand some features 
of the Communist programme are an 
amnesty and pardon in full measure, 
the establishment of a chamber of 
workers, the combating of Fadsm by 

Hhe formation of prelariat defence or­
ganizations and the influencing of the 
administration of Justice.

rule Saxony. The executive of the 
German Socialist party in Berlin 
strongly disapproves the action and 
policy of the Saxon group. The leader 
of the Communist party in the Saxon 
Parliament declared after the election 
of the Minister-President that the fact 
that the election was carried out with 
Communist assistance in no way af­
fects the attitude of the Communist 
party, which is that the working class 
can attain political power only by 
means of a dictatorship of the pro­
letariat.

The Communist leader stated that 
the formation ofia new Socialist min­
ority Government was the result of 
the active collaboration of the work­
ing classes outside Parliament, and 
that this will compel the execution of 
the Commpnist programme.

The formation of a Proletaria De­
fence Corps, mentioned in the Saxon 
Communists* programme, is attracting 
attention in other parts of the Reich. 
There is probably no danger of the 
creation of a Red army, as conjured 
up by various sections of the com­
munity, but, on the other hand, the 
possibility of the formation of these 
corps is advanced by Nationalists as 
an excuse for maintaining armed 
bands of what the Communists de­
scribe as Fascists.

The Central Government will have 
difficulty in coping with the two op­
posed forces.

"TFolIowing on the heels of the Clydes- 
n.-fn who passed through Montreal this 
week destined for points in Ontario, 
a large party of crofters from the He­
brides will reach Canda at the end of 
tuis month. The party will number 
506 or more, largely recruited from 
the Island of Lewis. They will travel 
by the liner Metagama, of the Cana­
dian Pacific service, which is due to 
leave Stornoway on April 21 and reach 
Quebec on April 28. For this special 
purpose the Metagama will sail 
through The Minch, the channel be­
tween Lewis and the Isle of Skye, 
anchor off Stornoway, and there re­
ceive the men and women who will 
leave their native land.

Economic conditions in the Heb­
rides are driving these people to seek 
homes in Canada,1 and the exodus is 
regarded in the light of a tragedy. Re­
cently a journalist visited the island, 
and after his stay wrote:

“The history of the romantic islands 
never held a more suggestive date than 
April 21, 1923. The broken circle of 
the Bay of Stornoway, over which the 

’White gulls eternally wheel, with their 
■plaintive calls, will witness on that 
/April morning the spectacle of a hu­
man drama more tremendous In its 
setting and emotional appeal than any 
since the first Norseman coveted 
Lewis.

“But that is only part of the story, 
hundreds of Lewismen in the years 
Jf/ore the war have left the island 
by the mail steamer for Glasgow, al­
though the occasions have never justi­
fied the special call of an Atlantic 
liner.

“This year, however, even the new 
adventure, with all its scope, is not- 
adequate to meet the impulse for emi­
gration which has swept over the Heb­
rides. Apart from the scheme many 
Lewismen—hundreds I am told—are 
contracting privately for being taken to

I the Colonies.
“And away down in South Uist and 

Barra, the continuation of the island 
group, forty families are selling out, 
lock, stock and barrel, and changing 
their home to an islanders’ colony in 
the greater west.

. “The prime mover in this migration 
is Father Macdonnell, a Roman Catho­
lic priest, who has engineered 
than one large movement of crofters 

Un the islands in recent years. Forty 
'families, as I have said, have taken the 
step, and more are now contemplating 
the giving up of their crofts.

Hon. Mr. Kinley referred to what 
the people of Switserland, California,
Western Canada, and Maine had done 
to attract tourists. There were 
ions methods of dealing with this ques­
tion in Nova Scotia, and one of the 
first was to create an interest among 
the people of the Province in the de­
velopment of the tourist traffic. Com-* 
fortable and suitable means of trans­
portation should be provided and the 
tourists must be well cared for when 
they come. We must have good roads 
and we should see that the systems of 
transportation from one section to an- 
other is developed. Natural scenery is 
of no value If it is not easily accessible.

Speaking of the good roads side of 
the question, the speaker said that a 
great deal of money had been spent 
on the roads and he considered .con­
siderable progress had been made in 
this direction. A great drawback at 
present was that the Province had not 
the assurance of Federal aid fore the 
Nova Scotia roads this year. Good 
roads were more important than public 
buildings and breakwaters.

Turning to the hotel question, Mr.
Kinley said that he believed the hôte s 
are now looked upon as a public util­
ity, and a medium for extending hos­
pitality to our visitors. The hotels are 
public institutions which should _ re­
ceive the support and co-operation of 
the people of the Province.

Referring to the work of -the Com­
mittee of which he is chairman, he 
stated that they had decided that the 
Government should take the lead, and 
therefore were asking for a grant of 
$10,000 to establish a tourist bureau 
and form an organization represents 
tive men. The developing of the tour­
ist trade must be done along scientific 
lines, and the tourist must be given 
value for his money.

DIVORCE CASES DROP
IN ENGLAND AND WALES

Decline of 33 Per Cent in 192$ From 
$920 Is Hailed as Encouraging Sign.

KING OF ITALY 
ATTENDS DERBY 

IN OWN COUNTRY 9
(Canadian Prees Despatch.')

Rome, April 19—The Royal Derby 
carrying a purse of 100,000 lire, was 
won today over the Pariolo race course 
by Cima Da Congeliano, of the Testio 
stable. Domino of the Hadana stable, 
was second. King Victor Emmanuel 
and Crown Prince Humbert witnessed 
the race.

London, April 20.—Domestic felic­
ity is steadily gaming strength in Eng­
land and Wales if recently published 
statistics regarding divorce may be 
taken as a criterion. During 1921 the 
number of divorces in these countries 
declined by thirty-three per cent. This 
is regarded as a most encouraging 
showing as compared with the pre­
vious year, when the matrimonial suits 
brought into court showed an increase 
of 365 per cent, over the pre-war 
totals.

In recent years additional legal facil­
ities have been accorded to poor per­
sons seeking divorce in England, and 
this has brought a large increase in the 
number of divorces. During the last 
nine years 24,209 matrimonial suits 
were filed. Of the 3,461 suits entered 
in 1921, 1,702 petitions were filed by 
husbands and 1,759 by wives. In 
ninety-five per cent, of the cases the 
petitioners were successful.

Of the parties concerned in the total 
number of suits for the year under 
survey, 3,282 were bachelors and 3,331 
were spinsters at the date of the mar­
riage, but by faf the greater propor­
tion were married at ages between 
twenty-one and thirty. The propor­
tion of childless marriages was high, 
reaching a total of nearly 2,000.

Professional men head the list in the 
number of divorces, with 1,148 cases, 
while the clergy is at the bottom of the 
table, with only six. Army officers, 
soldiers and sailors figured in 341 cases, 
actors in 105, physicians in 79, school­
masters in 18, and journalists in 15.

London, April 1—(By Mail).—The 
following is quoted by “The London 
Times” from a letter written by a 
former Russian landowner who is now 
leading the life of a peasant with his 
father and brother on an allotment 
forming part of the family estate:

“I would like to describe to you in 
detail our life and occupations, so'as 
to give you an idea of how so many 
educated and cultured people live In 
Russia nowadays.

“As you know, when the Revolu­
tion came, my father, my three broth­
ers, and I managed to receive the per­
mission of the Government to stay in 
the country upon our estate (although 
it is not ours any more). We were 
giveit a standard allotment from our 
former land on condition that we 
worked it ourselves, and we settled 
down to the new life.

“Of work there was plenty and at 
first it was hard to give up old habits 
and tastes and to live like peasants; 
besides our little piece of land, through 
our want of skill, refused in the be­
ginning to yield enough to make both 
ends meet. Gradually, however, we be­
gan to get accustomed to the new lab­
or and things began to improve.

“Work is distributed in this way. 
Father is our shepherd. Each morning 
he takes the Bible, a copy of Pascal, 
and a small piece of bread, and goes

He is the sower as well, so that 
when sowing time comes one of us 
has to take his place and mind our 
little herd. One of my brothers keeps 
house, attends to the vegetable gar­
dens, of which we have twd, milks the 
cows and feeds the chickens; another 
looks after our two burses, and the 
third and myself do all the rough work 
in the fields.

“This division of labor is observed 
until the hay harvest, when all of us, 
except father, have to work from dawn 
to dark, for we have no hired laborers, 
and have to rely on ourselves to have 
all the hay stored away hy the har­

vest time. Then the hardest time be­
gins. At sunrise we are already in the 
fields, reaping till sunset, with only a 
few minutes at midday to swallow 
the bread and milk we bring with us, 
for nobody has time for lunch. When 
night comes there is not much rest 
either, for the peasants let their horses 
loose, and we have to patrol our fields 
in turns, chasing them away. Just be­
fore dawn we go heme for breakfast, 
and come back immediately after.

“When all the harvest is cleared 
from the fields, thrashed and stored, I 
usually take with me the one thrash­
ing machine we have left and go to 
work in villages as a hired laborer. The
