No Declaration Yet and Despatch

London, Oct. 31—A despatch to the Central News from Petr©- 
grad says that up to a late hour on Friday no declaration of war ha-d 
been received from Turkey. Neither the Russian ambassador 
the Turkish ambassador have left their posts. The despatch 
continues :

“Consternation prevails in Constantinople and the Turkish min­
istry is sitting continuously. The secretary of the Turkish «rnihanay 
in Petrograd says that he hopes the misunderstanding will soon be 
cleared up. The head of Moslems in Russia condemns the folly of 
Turkey and declares that his followers are loyal to the Russian 
Emperor. ’ ’

London, Oct. 31—The Athens cotre s pondent of the Daily Telegraph 
firms the report that the Russian ambassador to Turkey has left Constantinople.

London, Oct. 31—A Reuter dispatch says that the Russian authorities 
have suspended all steamship traffic to and from Odessa.

NO WAR DECLARATION YET
London, Oct, 31—No declaration of war has yet been made by either Tur­

key or Russia and from various sources comes the suggestion that the German 
commanders of the cruisers Goeben and Breslau may have forced the situation 
without the authority of the Turkish government owing to Germany's chagrin 
at the defeat on the Vistula.

According to one report the entire Turkish fleet left Turkish waters undo- 
fended and the ships are now cruising about on the Turkish coast.

The Petrograd correspondents remark that the Turkish army Is not alto­
gether to be despised, especially as it is entirely under the command of Geo­
man officers of the highest rank.

The Times' correspondent say there are 1,000 German officers in Turkey at 
present. The commander of the straits, Colonel Dever, Is a German, while Gen­
eral Liman Von Sanders commands tht Ottaman troops.

The Daily Mail correspondent says that the Ottoman charge d'affaires fe 
still there and professes to have no Information regarding the action of his gov­
ernment. He also declares tha{ the Russian ambassador at Constantinople has 
not been handed his passports by the Porte. It is assumed, this correspondent 
concludes, that Germany has found some means to force Turkey into the war,

Paris, Oct. 31—The French War Office tills afternoon gave out an offi­
cial announcement as follows i

The day of yesterday was marked by an attempt at a general offensive 
movement on the part of the Germans along the entire front from Nfeuport to 
Arras and by violent attacks delivered at other points of the line of battle. From 
Nieuport to the canal of Labassee there were alternate movements of advance 
and retirement. 1
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n gFor an off year the amount of build­
ing being undertaken in St.- John is well 
up to the average. There are no very 
large buildings planned at present, but 
a fair amount of construction of moder­
ate and small sized places is going pn. 
For the month of October the value of 
the permits issued totalled $82,660. This 
hardly compares with October of* last 
year, as that month included the new 
sugar refinery and the Infirmary, bring­
ing the total up to $886,000.

He 
told me that the army physician had 
told the truth, and as he fondly em­
braced me, bidding me a fond farewell, 
tears stood in his honest old gray eyes.
Instead of beiim deeply affected 
emotional way, however, the sight 
emotion made me angry, and I went to 
Indianapolis to consult a specialist. I’ll 
admit that I was discouraged when the 
Indianapolis physician said I might live 
at the outside only a few months, and 
that If I should absolutely live out in 
the open X would prolong my life a 
while. He said the end would not come 
immediately.

“So, downcast, I went home tor Fair- 
mount I was penniless and had no 
money with which to take the outdoor 
treatment, but through the influence of 
friends in Washington I obtained a pen­
sion of $12 a month.1 The first $12 I 
invested in logs and began the construc­
tion of a one-room log cabin on the rear 
of my father’s lot. I intended to make 
it a model outdoor living cdbin.

“Well, I bought an ax add waded into 
those logs, swinging the ax and ham­
mer and guiding the saw from daylight 
to dark every day. Now here is where 
the hard luck comes in. Do you know 
after I had spent four months building 
that one-room cabin in order that I 
might prolong my life, I found out that 
I was well and didn’t need it?”—In­
dianapolis News.

pork and beef, evaporated fruit, condens­
ed milk, coffee, tea, sugar, beans, bacon, 
five carloads of lumber, and other ar­
ticles of value in the Belgian hour of 
need. Included in the shipment were 
many contributions from New Bruns­
wick.

Washington, Oct. 80—Viewing credit 
loans to belligerent countries as p,ivute 
transactions, the Washington adminis­
tration will not attempt to interpose its 
influence against such transactions on the 
part of American bankers.

This was learned on the highest auth­
ority today after it became known that 
German financiers were contemplating 
the establishment 6f a credit loan in this 
country similar to the $10,000,000 credit 
fund negotiated by the National City 
Bank of New York and other bankers 
for the French government.

The decision of the Washington ad­
ministration may lead to the purchase in 
the United States of about $60,000,000 
worth of supplies by Russia, and an 
equal if not a greater amount by Ger­
many.

Jock Frost isn’t here yet, but lie is 
on his way and Mrs. Goodmothcr is not 
going to wait until he comes along nip­
ping every ones nose and toes until she 
gets the flannels and woolens ready for 
the little folks to wear. While the wea­
ther is still mild she will unpack the 
flannels and the woolen frocks, wash 
them and mend them ready for cold 
ther wear.'

Washing woolens is not the easiest 
thing that comes in the Way of the 
housekeeping woman, for unless they 
are washed in exactly the right way 
they are sure to shrink, and the gar­
ment must then be made over or dis­
carded. On this important subject of 
washing woolens Miss Annebel Turner 
has written an article for the benefit of 
the Times housekeeper readers.

An even temperature throughout both 
the washing and drying process is more 
important than any particular tempera­
ture In washing woolens. Tepid or l'1*6" 
warm water is recommended as. that 
temperature can be most conveniently 
retained while .drying. Woolens should

never be dried close to a fire as the 
steam formed will cause the material 
to shrink.

Avoid rubbing soup on the fabris. 
Many prefer ammonia or borax to soap 
and others liée one or the other with 
soap. Borax or ammonia are especially 
valuable if the clothes are badly soiled 
or if the water is hard. Punch and knead 
the garment to Idosen the dirt, but do 
not rub. Use as many waters as neces­
sary being careful to have the tempera­
tures as nearly the same as possible. 
Put through a wringer which has been 
loosened, or squeeze the water out with 
the hands- Avoid twisting as that also 
causes shrinkage.

The Germans seis­
ed large quantities of oil fuel here, but 
sent it back to Germany. Apparently 
they are now unable to secure a return 
of this oil.

Already the Canadian contin­
gent has received from the minister of 
the interior, Doctor Roche, a neat little 
anthology of patriotic poems, and songs, 
beginning with “The Maple Leaf For­
ever,” and ending with Kipling’s “Re­
cessional.”
