Loxfdon, Feb. 10—The Terra Nova, which
sailed on June 1, 1010, for New Zealand
and the South Pole, was not joined by Cap-
tain Robert Scott until a few days later
at Cardiff. The expedition consisted of
28 officers and scientists in addition to
@ crew of 23 picked men from the British
royal mavy, ?

The principal members of the expedition,
begides Captain Scott, were:—Lieut.

erra Nova sailed for the Antarctic on

“December 13, 1912, to bring back the
Scott party, that some of the members
of the relief expedition had expressed
grave doubts as to whether Captain Scott
and his fellow explorers would ever re-
turn. No reason was given for these
doubts, but they were freely bruited
abroad. .

Mrs. Scott left London five weeks ago
for New Zealand to meet her husband
there.

Was Well Equipped

The last direct word received from Cap-
tain Scott himself was brought by the
commander of the Terra Nova from the
sbuthern ice regions, when she returned
to Akaroa, New Zealand on March 31,
last year. The brief message was in Cap-
tain Scott’s own handwriting, and said:

“I am remaining in the Antarctic for an-
other winter in order to continue and to
complete my. work.” .

Captain Scott had a little before sent
back a report to his base at McMurdo
sound, showing that on January 3, 1912,
he had reached a point 150 miles from the
pole, and was advancing toward his destin-

,ation. :

on Janvary 18, 1912,

The despatch from Oamara this morn-
ing shows thaf in fifteen days he covered
the remaining 150 miles, having travelled
at the rate of ten miles a day,

It was on his return that he and his
party were overwhelmed by ome of the
bterrific blizzards, so prevalent in the An-
tarctic region.

The expedition under Captain Scott was

the best equipped that had ever been
gathered together for such an adventure.
It sailed from Port Chalmers, near Christ-
church New Zealand, on November 29,
1010. The Terra Nova.made direct south
into Ross Sea. Early in January, 1911,
she forced her way into McMurdo Sound,
where winter quarters were established
on Cape Evans,

The members of the expedition had a
very hard task in putting their stores on
shore and the work took a week. They,
however, - were able to make themselves
comfortable there, in a house which they
had brought with them in separate por-
tions to be placed together on their ar-
rival, and they at once started their scien-
tific' observations. Provisions for a three
days’ stay in the ice regions had been tak-
en on board the Terra Nova, and these
were placed on shore. ;

Captain Scott had with him twenty Si-
berian ponies, thirty dogs, and two motor
sleds. The ponies, dogs and motor sleds
were to be used alternately for transporta-
tion between the. landing place and the
pole, about 1,500 miles. ;

It was arranged to cover ten miles on
an average day, and it is apparent that
this scheme was carried out up to Janu-
ary 18, when they reached the gouth pole,
from which they were fated never to re-
turn. |

One Month After Amundsen

The date of Captain Scott’s atteinment
of the south pole, January 18, 1912, shows
that he reached the goal of his expedi-
tion almost exactly one month after Capt.
Roald Amundsen, the Norwegian explor-
er, had been there. Captain Amundsen’s
report sent to King Heakon of Norway
read:

“Pole attained 14th-17th December, 1911.
All well.” :

The report of Captain Scott was destin-
ed not to be received by the waiting world
until’ after his death. @ No details had
come to hand this morning as to how the
records of Captain Scott were found, but
that he arrived at the pole on the date
mentioned was known. :

The total number of deaths involved in
the calamity is hot exactly known but it
is believed that sixty-six scientists and
sailors lost their lives. .

The disaster came as an utter surprise
to London and cast a gloom over the com-
munity, which has been unequalled since
the death of King Edward.

Such a tragic outcome of a polar expedi-

MEXICO'S NEW TROUBLE

Rebellion Reported to Have Ex-
tended to Monterey — General
Blanquet Said to Have Deserted
Madero

Mexico City, Reb. 10—Uncertainty as to
what developments would follow the re-
volt of the army, by which General Felix
Diaz practically captured the Mexican capi-
tal yesterday, prevailed in Mexico City
early today. The residents of the city
spent a quiet but sleepless night, expect-
ing to see more fighting in the streets
today. In yesterday’s revolt more than
200 persons were killed.

The populace did not know early today
whether or not President Madero had fled
from the capital. With a following of
loyel troops, said to number 1,000 men, he
took refuge in the national palace yester-
day,

It was reported early today that under |
cover of night he had fled toward the east-
ern ‘coast, taking his family with him. It
was also reported that all the members of
his cabinet had resigned.

The report of his flight was given cre-
dence, although it was without confirma-
tion. His decision to flee the capital, it
was faid, was due to General Blanquet’s
refusal to stand by him. General Blanquet
arrived last night with a small portion of
his forces supposedly loyal to Madero, 'but
he refused to fight against General Felix
Diaz. 8ince the arrival of nquet’s
force, the bridges between the capital and
Loluca bave been burned. 3

It is recalled that during the Orozeo
would “‘purswe if* the national capital was
captured.

The speeches made by Admiral
Von Tirpitz, German minister of marine,
and Herr Von Jagow, (Glerman secretary
for foreign affairs, show that Germany has
no desire to contest British supremacy &t
and is satisfied to accept the ratio
laid down by Mr. Winston Churchill as
. | the proper ratio between the British and
German fleets. Even the jingo press of
T.ondon has completely changed its tone
as & result of the statements made by
the German setatesmen. It is now discov-
ered that the relations between Britain
and Germany have been steadily improv-
ing gince the two countries began to work
(together in the interests of European
peace, which was menaced by the Balk-
an war. The London Times says:—

“The growth of friendly relations be-
tween ue which the cordial co-operation
between the two governments within the

For each
egg put one tablespoonful of well season-
ed tomato sauce in an egg cocotte dish—
a small, flat earthenware dish for cooking
eggs in an oven. Drop the eggs carefully
in the dish and sprinkle with salt and pep-
r. Spread a little cream over them,
about half a teaspoonful for each egg, and
set them in the oven for six minutes.
Serve piping hot in the cocotte dishes.

in a bowl, and add half a gill of milk, one
and one-half ounces of grated Parmesan
and one ounce of Swiss cheese, a tea-
spoonful of salt and white pepper to taste.

Heat one tablespoon of butter
in an omelette pad, pour in the mixture,
and stir it well until it thickens.

largely owing to the change that has ta-
ken place in schooner traffic, and yet the
expenditures for repairs will probably in-
. crease—as the property is more or less
dilapidated; $1,000 was provided late in
the summer for much needed work on the
understructure of South wharf and we
shall have to spend -considerable this
year on the North. There is so much
trafic on these two wharves, not in the
!least connected with the shipping, that
your commissioner is acain prompted to
suggest, that at least half the expenditure
should be charged to the street depart-
ment.

North Rodney wharf has been only a
source of expense as the revenue was
practically nil, while a new sidewalk was
laid from the ferry toll house to Union
street, and the end of the wharf was re-
planked.
| Pettingill wharf: — Revenue excgeded

RAFFLES IN REAL
LIFE N LONDON

“Bolton” Calmly Sells
House Furniture

A GENTLEMAN CRACKSMAN

Gets Into House. Summons Art|
Dealers and Disposes of An-!
tiques—Peckets the Money and
Quietly Gets Away

Out

(London Express).

“Raflles’ has come to life again. A gen-
tlemanly-looking cracksman, with the easy |
manners of a West End clubman, calmly
took possession of the residence of Mr.

J. Gordon-Woodhouse, in Park-place, St.
Jamesstreet, S.W., on Saturday, in « the

absence of the owner at Stratford-on-Avon. |
and sold a collection-of antique furniture .
and china to ywo represeftatives of a firm
of art dealers he had invited to the house, !
while posing as the private secretary of
Mr. Gordin-Woodhouse. He gave the name |
of “Bolton” before he bolted. |

From first to last this smooth-mannered
swindler made himself at home in thel!
house, and entertained the art dealers as
though he was the owner of the residence.
He chatted, and smoked Mr. Gordon-
Woodhouse’s cigarettes with them after
showing them over the house, and was
paid £302 in motes and gold—£2 more
than he had asked—for which he gave a
reeeipt on notepaper taken from the own-
er’s secretaire,

The imposture is made all the more dar-
ing by the fact that a young woman houge-
keeper was in charge of the house, which
is to be let furnished, but she believed
that he was a prospective tenant sent by
a West End firm of house agents, and
knew nothing of the impudent sale of
her master's art treasures until after the
polite imposter had left with the purchase
money, and arrangements were being made
by the purchagers {0 remove the furniture
and china.

To the Continent

By that time “Raffles,” who™ left the
art dealers in the house soon after he was,
paid, had an excellent start, and before
a telegrom was received from Mr. Gordon-
Woodhouse declaring him to be an im-
poster he had the opportunity to change
the bank-notes and to catch, if he wished,
the afternoon boat-train to the continent
from Charing Cross.

The firm of art dealers which was victim-
ized was that of Mr. J. Rochelle Thomas,
of the Georgian Gallery, King-street, St.
}Jnmes', whose two sons were received by
“Bolton” in Gorden-Woodhouse’s residence
in Park-place.

“It is as clever .a swindle as I have
known,” said Rochelle Thomas to an “Ex-
press” representative. ‘“There has been
nothing quite like it since the ‘D. S. Win-
dell’ frauds on the London and South-
Western Bank,, and for coolness and im-
pudence it certainly ranks with that. It
was so artfully done that we are almost
reconciled to the loss of the £302 which,
of course, falls on us, unless the man is
traced and the money recovered.

“The scheme must have been carefully
worked out two days at least before the
fraud by the swindler, who gave us the
name of ‘Mr. H. Bolton, and said he
was private secretary to Gordon-Wood-
house.

“He called on Thursday at West End

i

Park-place house, and obtain permission
to view. The houseketper saw him then
and, of course, thought he was a pros-
pective tenant.

“On Saturday morning he telephoned to
the house, and in an assumed voice gave

housekeeper that ‘the same gentleman is
coming again,” and that valuers would call
to check the furniture inventory for him.

“S bad no suspicion whatever,.and
when he called again he was allowed to
enter the house. He had, it seemed, first
made arrangements with another firm of
antique dealers to purchase some furniture,
but in the absence of their principal the
business was referred to us.

Lisbon, Feb. 9—Advices from Mozam-
bique, Africa, say that the notorious na-
tive chief Napana recently - raided: the
Nampula district of Mozambique, massa-
cring ‘a large number of Europeon set-
tlers. .

YOUTHS ARE SENT 10
HIGHER COURT FOR TRIAL

McNally Tells of North Ead
Robbery--Today's Police Court

Harry McNally, aged 16 and George
Watson, charged with breaking and enter-
ing the store of Maurice Jacobson in Main
street and stealing two watches and some
money, and the former also charged with
mﬁbing Mre. Edward Chase of a handbag
containing $2 and some papers, were both
committed for trial by Magistrate Ritchie
in the police court this morning.

McNally pleaded guilty to both charges
He wes placed on the witness stand to
give evidence in the ‘case against Watson,
who was alleged to have accompanied him
in entering Jacohson’s place. He said
that he and Wateon met in a pool room
in Main etreet on the night the place was
entered. They had no intention then of
committing the crime. About nine o’clock
as they walked along Main street, they
happened to stand in the doorway of Ja-
cobeon’s setore. Adcording %o the witness,
it was then that the plan was formulated.

He said they looked to see that no ome
wae around and then the witness entered
the store while Watson stood outside. He
}ook_ed to find a till or drawer with money
in it, but after epending some while be-
hind the counter was unsuccessful. He
then came to the door and at Watson’s
suggestion, they both went in. They
-searched everywhere and Watson found a
cigar box with some money in it. He told
the witness that it amounted to only
thirty-five cents.

In a show case the witness found two
gold watches, which he put in pocket.
They left the store and at the Corner of
High and Acadia street divided their spoils.
The.witness kept eighteen cents and Wat-
son seventeen. They spent this in a restau-
rant, About midnight the witness went
home.
