Thaw was seized in his quarters by im-
migration officers at eight o'dock‘this
morning and rushed, shrieking and fight-
ing, to a waiting automobile, which bore
him away to the Vermont border.

On his way to the automobile, Thaw
shouted at the top of his lungs that he
was being kidnapped, and immigration

ances that such was not the case. Not-
withstanding, he fought like 2 madman
and smashed a window with a bottle as
the officers dragged him down the stairs.

The suddenness of the manoeuvre
took both Thaw and his counsel entire-
Iy by surprise, and literally carried them
off their feet. It was reported here,
though not confirmed, that the immi-
gration officers acted under instructions
of the minister of the intérior.

The destination of the automobile,
save that it was some place in Vermont,
just over the border, was unknown to
any persons except its passengers. It
was reported that Thaw would be tak-
en to Norton Mills, Hector Verrett, of
counsel representing New York State in
the fight to have Thaw brought back
to the Matteawan, said that he did not
think that William T. Jerome, com-
mander-in-chief of the New Yotk state
legal forces, was at Norton Mills. Mr,
Verrett added that nobody knew that

Montreal, éﬁf I@—T e members of
LThaw’s family and his lawyers here
were dumbfounded when they learned
that the immigration authorities had
deported Thaw.

“lI am simply paralyzed,” said J. N.
Greenshields, K. C., the leader of Thaw’s
band of lawyers. “I cannot understand
it. With a writ of prohibition and hab-
eas corpus out, it seems to me to be
utterly impossible to believe. It is a
disgrace to the country and to our ad-
ministration of law. All we can do, if
Thaw has_been forced across the line,
is to bring Robertson, the assistant su-
perintendent of the immigration depart-
ment, before the Court of King’s Bench,
but what good will that do us ?”

Averill, Vt., Sept. 10—Harry K. Thaw
arrived here a little after nine o’clock
this morning, an absolutely free man.
He was in an automobile with several
newspaper correspondents. When the
Canadian immigration officers left Thaw
at Norton Mills, Vermont, they told
him, as he stepped from the automo-
bile, that he was free to go wherever
he liked. The newspapermen’s car was
racing after that containing the immi-
gration officers, and Thaw climbed into
it.

“My departure from Coaticook was
an absolute surprise to me,” said Thaw,
“as it was to everybody else. My plans
are indefinite. I do not know what I
shall do, or where I shall go.” No
American immigration officers were
waiting at Norton Mills, and there was
not a sign of them at Averill. Ex-dis-
trict attorney Jerome, who has been in
Albany, N. Y., for the last day or so,
left that city for Vermont early this
morning. He is believed to be on
TRaw’s trail. |

LEAGUE IN ANNUAL SESSION

Birthday Anniversary of Henry

Gathering Representing Eastern
Canada — Experiences in The
West

(Toronto Paper.)

There ran through the proceedings
of the fourth annusl convention of the
Tax Reform League of Eastern Canada,
held in St. James’ parish hall, Septem-
ber 2, one striking, dominant note. It
was this: = that the church and tax re-
form have got to get closer together.
Neither one can accomplish its purposes
without the aid to the other, it was de-
clared, and without the co-operation of
both this wor{l will never see in prac-
tice the true brotherhood of man. Ap-
peals to politicians having produced no-
thing, it was decided to refer the mat-
ter back to the people. = Taking the
question of tax reform as far as possible
out of the realm of politics, the associ-
ation now plans to make it a religious
fight, on the principle of social justice.

It was a hopeful, - optimistic body
of men and women that gathered on the
birthday anniversary of Henry George,
to discuss plans for the effecting of his
great reform — the taxation of land
wvalues and not land improvements. The
many speeches rang with an enthusiasm
that showed the movement to be in.a
healthy state in eastern Canada. -In the
afternoon - the delegates met and ex-
changed opinions on the - question of
campaign work, and in the evening the
parish school room was filled to the
doors with an interested -audience that
listened closely to informative speeches
on equity in the levying of taxes.

Success in the West

W. W. Buchanan told of the success
the removing of the tax n improve-
ments has had in the enterprising west-
ern municipalities that have given it a
trial. He said the reform was working
out :particularly well in Winnipegj
where only two-thirds of the value of
the buildings is taxed. The city is for-
tunate in having a sympathetic asess-
sor, he declared, and last year’s $20,-
000,000 increase in building values was
assessed at only $10,000,000. Real.-es-
tate activity continues brisk in Win-
nipeg in spite of the cry of hard times,
said Mr. Buchanan, the $29,000,000 in-
crease in real estate assessment of a
year ago having been exceeded this year
by $8,000,000.

The speaker said western tax reform
organizations now lay their hope large-
ly in the growing favor of the direct
legislation agitation. He declared :the
greatest obstacle in the way of tax’ re-
form today is the fact that a few bosses,
whom the people do not choose to gov-
ern them, hold full control of all public
affairs. .

On the Wrong Tugk»

James R. Brown occupied his - time
in showing the close connection which
.should exist between tax reformers and
church worers. He said he believed
the churches were awakening to the fact
that “handing out grub they don’t want
to eat and old clothes they wounld not
wear” is not doing the real work  of
philanthropy the poor and downtrodden
classes must have to raise them high-
er.up. . »

Julian Sale, a past president of the
association, presided at the evening
meeting, and short addresses were also
delivered by Messrs. W. C. Good, B.A,,
master of the Dominion Grange, and
-A. B. Farmer, secretary of the associ-
ation.

At the conclusion of the meeting a
resolution moved by W. A. Douglass
and seconded by Dr. H. J. Farmer, was
passed endorsing the stand taken by the
Trades and Labor Council and the: So-
cialists for free speech im “T'oronto.

ed to the discussion, and all voiced the
opinion that efforts will be better spent
during the coming fall and winter in
endeavoring to reach the people and
leaving the politicians alone for the time
being.

W. C. Good, B.A., of Brantford, mas-
ter of the Dominion Grange, said that
unfortunately “our Canadian politicians
possess those characteristics that make
them invulnerable to such appeals as
we have to make.”

President J. J. Carroll, of the Single
Tax Association, also had an opinion to
express on politicians as logicians. He
instanced Sir James Whitney. “The
only way in which his brain is pene-
trable is by forcing him to see that the
people want tax reform,” he said. “Sir
James does not’ appear to want to be
the Ieader of the people. He will only
follow.”

The meeting, which was presided over
by J. W. Bengough and was an en-
thusiastic one, applauded the proposal to
turn back to the people and proceed
with the work of education.

Field in the Church

Rev. Vin. Laughland of Mt. Dennis
believed the cause should be removed
from the field of politics while the edu-
cation campaign was being conducted.
He declared he had sensed among
church people a stromg desire to learn
more of and to line up in favor of move-
nients that make for the solution of
great " social problems. Tax reform' is
a qilestion well ‘within the field of the
¢hurch, he declared, and’ without the
sympathy and support of church peo-
ple it’ can never hope to gain adoption.
He suggested that lecturers be sent to
address young people’s clubs ‘and bro-
therhoods connected with the various
churches, in this way to awaken the
members to a sense of their duty in
the movement.

Mr. Good of the Dominion Grange
said he knew it for a fact that farm-
¢érd’ genérally' ‘are ‘tax reformers. "What
is needed -is an active campaign of edu-
cdtion that will draw them out in open
confession. He suggested ' that ‘all
farmers’ organizations, farmers’ clubs
more particularly, should be visited and
lectured on the subject.

Would Address Clubs

W. H. Orr of Toronto was in favor
of sending speakers to luncheons held
by the. Canadian, Empire and similar
clubs, the Municipal Reform League
and all organizations in the city that
attract to them the most intelligent and
most influential citizens.

Mr. Bengough emphesized the point
that obtaining an audience was half the
battle in conducting a lecture campaign.
Recently if Chicago he delivered a lec-
ture from the advertised subject, “Tene-
ment Tommy Wants a Square Deal”
The Auditorium was filled, he said, and
it might not have been had he just call-
ed it a “Lecture on. Tax Reform.”
Other subjects that have drawn good
crowds for Mr. Bengough are: “Why
{s This Thus?” and “Out of Darkest
Africa” James R. Brown suggested
that the subject, “Sir James Whitney
Will Not Be There,” might alse be
appropriate and have good effect.

George J. Bryan, chairman of the
Lecture Bureau Committee, announced
that Messrs. James R. Brown, A. B.
Farmer, W. A. Douglass and J. W.
Bengough, besides a number of others,
will speak often on tax reform during
the coming campaign season.

Ottawa, Sept. 9—The body of Charles”
Robinson, of Brooklyn (N. Y.), an em-

ploye of Nathan Shapiro, a bookmaker,
of St. Louis (Mo., was found in the
cellar of a vacant building on Somerset
street late this aftermoon, under a pile
of coke, while nearby was a blood-
stained trunk in which the ramains had
evidently been brought to the plape.
Robinson was last seen the night of
Thursday, Aug. 28, last, and his em-
ployers notified the Ottawa police of his
disappearance from his rooms and work
at Connaught Park race meet the fol-
lowing' day. - The body -was badly de-
composed, but that Robinson was mur-
dered the police have no doubt. ;
Ottawa, Sept. 9—A story from two
sources, differing only as to minor detail
reached Ottawa today announcing the
death at the hands of an Eskimo band
in the far north of Canada last summer
,of two explorers, George Street, of Ot
tawa and H. V. Radford, an American
with whom the Ottawa man left for a.
Journey into the Arctic Circle two years
ago. 1
The first story, received by mail
steamer via the Hudson .Bay route,
ds to the effect that the two men left
Chesterfield Inlet on Hudson Bay, with
a party of Eskimo traders, and joined

Schultz Lake, intending to proceed to
Vathurst Inlet on the Arctic ocean.
Shortly afterwards an altercation oceur-
red between Radford and one of the
tribe and the latter drove his spear
through the white man’s heart. Street
attempted to go to the rescue of his
companion but met death in like manner.
The story was kept secret by the Es-
kimos for several months but finally
reached the
at Chesterfield two months ago, and a
special detail has been sent in to in-
vestigate the story. ~

From Commissioner Perry, of the
Mounted Police at Regina today a mes-
sage was received by Street’s relatives,
stating that the commissioner had re-
ceived word from the superintendent. at
Chesterfield giving another account:ef
the tragedy. According to this version,
brought to Chesterfield by an Eskimo, it
would appear that the murder had oc-
curred not at Schultz Lake, but after
the party had reached their temporary
destination at Vathurst Inlet and were
proceeding to Fort MacPherson en route
to the Yukon. The Eskimo whose name
is Akulak, stated that the fight took
place near Vathurst on
that. both Radford and Street were kill-
ed in the manner already detailed.

While regarding the story of “the Es-
kimo as apparently authentic because of
its circumstantial character, the Mount-
¢d Police authorities are not inclined to
give it complete credence as natives
stories are frequently magnified and dis-
torted in the telling, travelling as they
do from one band to another in the
course of their chance meetings. What
gives hope that the men may be alive is
the fact that on July 22 last Howard Al-
lan, a traveller from' the Arctic reported
in. Edmonton that he had heard that
Radford was alive and well at Herschel
Island, but no mention of Street was,
however, made.

Street is a son of C. F. Street, of this
city. He played football on the Ottawa
College team which won the intercolleg-
iate championship in 1907,

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ARE CANADIANS INFERIOR?®

The Montreal Star continues to tell
fts readers that the right course for
Canada to pursue is to send three
Dreadnoughts to ' the Admiralty, and
not to expend the money in beginning
the establishment of a Canadian navy.
The Star is still convinced that the
fighting is to be done in the North Sea
or the Mediterranean, and it apparent-
ly believes that the over-sea dominions
should adopt and continue the policy of
paying ship-money, to build ships to be
manned and maintained by the British
tax-payer. It is somewhat strange that
the Star is unable to pex:ceive that the
policy which it advocates would be a
confession of inferiority, and a practical
sdmission that the people and the
statesmen of the mother country are in-
finitely superior to those of the over-
sea dominions. The people of \Australia
declined to accept the brand of infer-
fority, and they are proceeding with the
utmost vigor to provide a navy of their
own. The people of Canada would be
pursuing a similar course today but for
the unfortunate fact that the real Im-
perialists and the real Canadians were
defeated by the flag-flappers and the
Nationalists. When, however, Mr. Bor-
den goes to the people with a policy
that would virtually place upon them
the stamp of inferiority, he will learn
how ill-qualified he is to judge the char-
acter of Canadians.

THE PLAYGROUNDS

The Playgrounds Association made a
great deal of satisfactory progress with
its work this year. The number of su-
pervised playgrounds was doubled, the
number now being six, and a much
larger amount of money was spent on
capital account for the provision of new
and permanent apparatus than was re-
ceived by the association from the city
treasury. One citizen when asked to give
eome assistance in connection with the
work of the playgrounds asked why he
should give anything of the sort when
he was taxed to keep up the  play-
grounds. He did not know that the
amount given by the city represents lit-
tle more than a third of the’amount ex-
pended for playground equipment, ma-
terial and salaries. The association is
giving attention to the question of drain-
ing and converting the Rockwood area
into a large athletic field, and has. se-
cured- some plans and estimates which
are now under consideration. Definite
work to develop this playground should
be possible early next spring. The as
gociation deserves hearty public sup-
port. It has contributed to the health,
efficiency and happiness of many thc{us-
anids of children. )

! gratifying. It is an inspiration to the
| Republican party. Its influence will be
nation wide. Viewed as an expression
of the voters in James G. Blaine’s old
district upon the pending Democratic
bill, it is of great significance. The
_campaign was conducted upon the tariff
“issue. While Mr. Peters’ plurality was
;less than 1,000, yet it should be noted
! that the entire anti-Democratic vote on
' the tariff issue was about 21,000, in a
total vote of less than 86,000.”

On the other hand the Democratic
candidate asserts that his defeat was
due to treachery in the ranks. He says:

“The result should not be construed
as a rebuke to the national administra-
tion. It is wholly to be attributed to
Democratic treachery. Because certain
men failed of success in the primaries
they deliberately sacrificed the party in
this election. The Democracy of Maine
is loyal to President Wilson and will
present a united front in next year’s
campaign.”

There can be no doubt at all that the
objection of the farmers and lumbermen
of Maine to a reduction in the tariff|
on their products had a powerful in-|
fiuence in the campaign. The Republi-
can speakers told their audiences that
lowering the tariff to admit Canadian
products on more favorable terms would
be injuriou%to the interests of the state
of Maine. Apparently a good many be-
lieved the story, just as many New
Brunswick voters in the last Dominion
elections allowed themselves to be per-
suaded that they would be injured if
they got freer access to the American
market. President Wilson will not be
greatly concerned over the result in this
Maine district, even if he did personal-
ly endorse the Democratic candidate and
send Mr. Bryan down to take a hand in
the campaign. The senate has passed
the tariff bill, and that is the really im-
portant matter in American politics at
the present time. Once the revised tariff
is fairly in operation, the Republicans
will be surprised that they ever pre-
dicted evil results to the country from
the revision. It will be noted that the
Progressive candidate got a very small
vote in this Maine election, the real
struggle ‘being between the two old

WHEAT CROP
THE LARGEST
EVER PRODUCED

Washington, Sept. 9—An enormous
loss in the prospective production of
corn, and indications of the biggest
wheat crop ever produced, were the fea-
tures of the government September crop
report issued this afternoon.

Hot weather and dorught in & num-
ber of the principal corn growing states
during the month ending September 1,

.| caused a deterioation of corn, which ex-

perts calculate has resulted in the loss
iof 321,000,000 bushels, reducing corn es-
{timates to 2,871,000,000 bushels. This
destructive weather caused a loss -of
about 300,000,000 bushels during July
and August and brought the total up to
621,000,000 bushels since the first esti-
mates of corn crop prospects were made
by the government.

Never before in the history of the

country has there been such a bountiful
wheat harvest as has been gathered this
year. This was due principally to the
bumper crop of winter wheat. Today’s
government estimate of the spring wheat
crop showed increased prospects for that
crop, meaking total production 243,000,
000 bushels, or an increase of 4.3 per
i eent. over the -August estimate. This
increase  brought the estimate of total
[ wheat ¢rop of the country to 754,000,000
bushels, ‘ar‘six million bushels more than
the great. record crop of 1901.
' -Oat ¢rop prospects, too, showed an in-
crease of 3.7 per cent. as a result of the
condjtions existing during August and
the crop now is estimated at 1,066,000,~
000 bushels, or 88,000,000 bushels more
than predicted in August.

The basket work was taught twice a

The aver-
age number . attending Mr. Howard’s
morning work was about sixty-five, and
in the  afterfioon- -about ‘126..: On. the
other playgrounds the average was
somewhat less.

On Tuesday and Friday mornings - he
took boys“from all.the playgrounds to
the Y. M. C. A. to learn to swim, and
there was -an average of about forty
in this class. Mr. Howard reported
that he had no trouble with the boys
on any of the playgrounds, and found

Kennebunk, Sept. 10=—That aeroplanes
may be wused next by Maine saloon
keepers to get a supply of liquor into
the state now that the automobiles and
power boats have not proven wholly
satisfactory, is the belief of the Rev.
William F. Berry, of Waterville, super-
intendent of the Maine Civic league, who
has been through the western part of
the state, studying the conditions.

Since the Webb law went into effect

it had been quite a problem for the
rum-sellers to get their $1.10 brand of
whiskey into the old Pine Tree state,
where the prohibitory law. has been in
force more than half a century. In:fact,
th dealers acknowledge that they are at
their wits’ end to get enough liquor to
supply the' demand since the automo-
biles have been rounded up and the

power bodts went on the rocks off Port-|

land.

The red automobile, however, has
been pulled off temporarily, it is said,
since the accident here, when the load
of liquor was seized by the sheriffs and
the chauffeur arrested and| fined $100
and costs.

Two automobiles, one red and the
other gray, have been smuggling liquor
into Maine from Massachusetts for sev-
eral weeks past and they have had many
picturesque escapes. Sheriffs and their
deputies have chased the men -in high-
powered cars over the rough country
roads at a speed of 50 miles an hour,
at the peril of their liyes, and on every
occasion the big red machine; with its
hundreds of gallohs of whiskey has

made a getaway. The driver of this|

car is one of the most skilled and reck-
less in Maine. He knows no fear and
races along the byways and highways
at midnight at a 60-mile-an-hour gait.

Since the auto rum .express has be-
gan to make regular-trips, the farmers
in the York county towns are awaken-
ed at night by the whizzing of auto-
mobiles going over the rough rock roads,
oftentimes at the rate of 70 miles an
) The sheriffs cannot utterly put
a stop to the.smuggling, because the
greater the danger to the smuggler, and
the less supply of prohibition booze in:
the cities and towns, the bigger the pro-
fit in' smuggling. As high as $2 a
quart is paid in Maine cities for the
rankest kind of whiskey.

Lately, pretty yvoung girls have been
engaged to go to New Hampshire after
the liquor by the pocket venders. The
maids, they are invariably good look-
ing, start out with a couple of dress suit
cases. They go to Dover, Salmon Falls
or Portsmouth, get a supply of whis-
key of the $1 a gallon brand and re-
turn.. The officers have not y&t learned
the names of the girls, as they have not
suspected that they have been pressed
in the carrier service to- blind the of-
ficers. ;

‘New ’i’ork, Sept. 7—Richard W. Mar-

guard, like most left-handers in a long
list of note, is known as “Rube,” al-
though off the field he resembles the
model about whom that little essay,
which appears in the theatre program-
me, entitled “What the Well Dressed
Man' Should" Wear,” was writtén. Mar-
quard i8 8o excessively left-handed that
he won nineteen ‘games in \succession
back in 1912, and then took two months
getting over it.

For two years, Richard W. Marquard
(no one has ever discovered what the
“W.” stands for, not-even “Rube,” him-
self) but, as we were saying, for two
vears Richard W. Marquard was known
as the *“$11,000 lemon.” It distinctly
proves he is not a piker at heart be-
cause he was no cheap lemon. The ex-
planation of this title can be found in
the following paragraph.

When McGraw waggshy of pitchers in
1908, he went searching for a star and
came across Richard W. Marquard out
in Indianapolis, where he had been fool-
ing a whole lot of batters.

All the
folks who had been calling him the
“§11,000 lemon” and urging, that he be
traded for a bat bag, rapidly ducked be-
hind the scenes to change their makeups
and came back greeting him as Mr.
Richard W. Marquard. He has been
pitching good baseball ever since.

Marquard says he is of French ex-
traction, but this is doubted by some
because he was born in Cleveland, Ohio.
However, he is doing his best to conceal
that fact now by Wearihg silk shirts
with his monogram on the cuffs like a
régular big town boy. Richard is what
i$ known as a metriculous dresser both
“on and off” (stage term) and goes
around the country with a wardrobe
trunk.
~ Mr. Marquard is built like the crack
between a pair of folding doors when
they are closed, with. the exception that
he has a slight list to starboard because
he once pulled a ligament in his neck
while playving football. It was never
restored. He depends: for his success on
his speed, having a-fast one with the
desired “hop” on it,

“Rube” spends his winters as a vaude-
ville actor, at which job he has been
fairly successful, but it is thought by
some that this is due inore to the fact
that he won nineteen straight games
than on. account of any ability.. “Rube”
denies this, but then he is only twenty-
four vears old. He¢ threatened to stick
to the stage and leave the Giants prac-
tically prone last spring so taken was he
with his art, but MeGraw sent a scout
to the Pacific coast after him and
brought him back.

Richard W. Marquard is famous for
his repartee, having roomed with “Josh”
Devere in the early days of his career

on the diamond and having gotten sev-
eral decisions gver “JosK’ on points.

in Calgary

Y

Briefly the basis of the electoral
franchise is to be a test of the would-be
voter's knowledge of the English langu-
age as expressed by his ability to read
any portion of the second grade read-
er used in the Calgary public schools.

The exact wording of the charter am-
endment is as follows: “That the elect-
tve franchise be extended to all per-
sons, twenty one years of age or over, of
twelve month’s residence in- the city,
British subjects, and able to read any
portion of the second reader in use in
the Calgary schools.”

This test will be applied when the
voter' goes to have his or her name put

voting rights as men.

‘son, one vote.”
