R. to the West Side docks.

He had been informed that it was
the intention of the Geovernment to
place a large sum in the supplementary
estimates for the port of Saint John,
and he had also been -assured that if
the port committee would ask that this
amount be spent on the West Side
their request would be granted. The
amount ' which should be asked for
should, in his estimation, be not less
than $1,000,000, and if it was asked for
he believed it would be given.

Mayor 'Potts interjected that he
thought this could hardly be correct,
as the delegation from the city was not
given any such' information.

Mr. MacLeod said the association
felt the West Side terminals should be
completed before any were undertaken
in Courtenay Bay and they wanted to
see that this was done and felt sure it
would be done if the port committee
asked for it.

Commissioner Wigmore said the port
‘committee was in accord with the As-
sociation on the importance of extend-
ing the breakwater and had already
made recommendations te the Govern-
ment slong that line.

MR. SCULLY HEARD,

W. E- Scully, M. L. A, said he had
always been interested in the harbor
and at one time had been active in the
move to have a bridge built across to
connect the east and west side. While
in Ottawa recently he had urged on the
federal government that the Valley
Railway be taken over by them and
that the line be extended from West-

- field and down to Sand Point to give
the C. N. R. access to the west side
docks. .. He felt the tri-partite agree-
ment should either be carried out er
else forgotten and harbor commission
adopted. The association had talked
matters over and had decided to ask
for the conference with the port com-
mittee to place its views before that
body. The harbor bridge had been
almost built at one time, but then it
had goten into politics and that had
killed it. The same was true of harbor
commission. He was not opposed to
the development of Courtenay Bay, but
he did think that the first work to
be undertaken was the extension of the
breakwater,

The heritage of the citizens has been
enriched beyond measure by the sac-
rifice of the sons and daughters whe
placed duty and patriotism before life
Hself.

FRANCE AND SECURITY.

The British Prime Minister, in reply
o a question in the House of Com-
mons yesterday, said that no security

‘pact had been concluded with France,

and that none would be concluded
without Parliament being given an
opportunity for full discussion. Mr."
Baldwin explained tha* the position to
date is that the British and French
Governments, “after careful considera-
tion of German proposals, have reached
v coinplete agreement on certain basic

principles, to which a settlement must
conform, and to which there is every
reason to expect the adhesion of Bel-
gium and Italy.” In order to prevent
a further public misapprehension he
stated that the contemplated settlement
would not be one-sided, as had possibly
been inferred from some of the reports
printed. As to the next step, he ex-
plained that the Allied reply to
Germany’s security proposals has yet
to be forwarded and that when this
had been done he expected, with the
consent of the French Government, to
place the whole matter before Parlia-
ment.

The principal features of at least a

tentative agreement between the Britisi
and French Government have been
made known, and these in effect con-
template membership by Germany in
the League of Nations and the pro-
tection of France against German
aggression in the West. It seems
altogether llkely now that such an
agreement will be perfected after
further negotiations and possibly some
modifications.
' James W. Gerard, former United
States ambassador to Germany, said
on returning from Europe a day or two
ago:

“The keystone of all European poli-
cles, financial, political, and economical,
is security for France. If that is guar-
anteed all other problems are easily
solved.”

This appears to express the view
which has prevailed in British Gov-
ernment circles for some time past,
and ‘while Britain has hesitated to un-
dertake the responsibility of underwrit-
ing French security, she is apparently
going to do that, substantially, in the
near future, provided Germany becomes
a member of the League, and gives
satisfactory evidence that she will
undertake all of the responsibilities
and obligations involved in that mem-
bership and live up to them. Any
such agreement on the part of Britain
and France Will be subsidiary to the
League of Natfons, to which is left the
question of the Eastern frontiers.

GARNET WHEAT,

The West ig discussing with interest
and no little enthusiasm the prospect
that Garnet wheat may soon displace
the famous Marquis s the leading
wheat of the Prairie Provinces. It
will not be in general use for some
time, but what is already known of it
appears to justify some of the very
aptimistic predictions made. Marquis
wheat was worth untold ‘millions to
Canada both because of its larger yield
and jts early ripening qualities. Mr.
L. H. Newman, Dominion cerealist,
recently told the Agricultural Com-

instances had been known under dry
conditions in which Garnet wheat
yielded twice as many bushels to the
acre as Marquis. The Cavléary Herald
says of its

“Its capabilities of high production
in seasons of drought, and of earlier
ripening than Marquis, even in wet
weather, thereby escaping the possi-
bilities of rust and frost, are valuahle
factors in its favor.

“Experiments are still being con-
ducted by the Dominion Experimental
Farmg with a view to establishing the
value of Garnet wheat among farmers.
“The hope is held with confidence
that Garnet wheat will extend the
L-wheat-growing area many miles farther
north, and that it will go far to re-
move the chief existing menaces to
wheat crop production.”

If events jutsify these estimates the
new wheat will be a factor of tremen-
dous value to Canada.

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“No Defence Against Air
Attack” '

(Toronto Star.)

Sir Hugh Trenchard, chief of the
British air staff, in a recent address at
Cambridge, stated that notwithstand-
ing the usefulness of the aeroplane to
mankind in peace times it will be so
destructive in war that if the casting

vote rested with him he would “abol-
ish the air.” In other words, this great-
est executive in war flying is so im-
pressed by the menace of the aeroplane
that he would willingly see flying—one
of the greatest achievements of man—
abandoned altogether.

All that flying can do for us in peace
times is as nothing to what it could
do against us in the event of war. It
is solely as a destructive agent that the
aeroplane has been developed by the
different nations. It is terrible in at-
tack, almost futile for defence.

Sir Hugly Trenchard believes that
more bombs coiild now be dropped on
London in one day than were dropped
on it in the four years of the great
war, and they would be far more dead-
ly and destructive than bombs of which
we have had any experience, Not only
50, but these air'raids could not be
prevented.

Colonel Lockwood Marsh in the Eng-
lish Review says that there are three
possible kinds of attempted defence
against air attack, none of them effec-
tive. There is the anti-aircraft gun, the
balloon apron and the fighting aero-
plane. The first can do no more than
cause the raiders inconvenience; the
second can never be built so high and
be so encircling as to meet the needs
of the case, while the third, of sending
up machines to fight machines, will
only succeed at times and partially.
Talk of a death ray and of rendering
machines helpless high in the air is all
rubbish. “There is,” concludes Colonel
March, “no effective defence against
well-organized air attack properly
pushed home by determined men.” Sir
Hugh Trenchard says: “While the
aeroplane is the most offensive weapon
that has ever been Invented, it is a
sheckingly bad weapon of defence
against the aeroplane.”

What the experts foresee is that de-
fence would be so futile that it would
scarcely be attempted at all. In case
of war each nation ‘'would abandon the
thotight of defence and send every ma-
chine it possessed in attack on the
populous cities of the enemy, dealing
out death and destruction in so whole-
sale a way with bombs, poison and in-
cendiarism that the enemy country
would collapse. Each nation would seek
to pound and pulverize the other into
immediate surrender, enduring in th?'
meantime its own similar disasters. *

What a prospect this is for the civi-
lized nations of the twentieth century
to contemplate! And yet, shutting their
eyes to the actualities of it all, public
men and public journals continue to
talk of war as if it is a thing inevitable,
as if the nations codld not get along
without it, and as if the statesmen who
are seeking by way of the League of
Nations to make war preventible are
but.visionaries and lacking in the man-
ly qualities of their ancestors who
fought at Clontarf, Bannockburn and
Hastings. Nothing can be more sure
than this, that if the intelligence of the
world proves unequal to grasping the
fact that war becomes impossible the
nations will drift into a demonstration
that will be terrible in the thorough-

ness.

French’s Tribute To Canadian Troops.

(Toronto Globe.)

Earl French’s connection with Can-
ada has received little mention in the
sketches published since his death. He
came in 1910, and made a speedy in-
spection of the Canadian defence forces,
traveling from Halifax to Calgary. His
report contained many suggestions for
improvement, and it is probable that
it had no small part in preparing the
Canadian militia for the sudden call
which came in 1914. It is of interest
to note that while French was in Can-
ada, Lord Kitchener was in Australia
and New Zealand on a similar mission,
both actions likely stimulated by the
belief in inner circles that a great war
was- in the not distant future, Sir
John French commended the volunteer
system as probably the best for Can-
ada, but asked for greater efficiency-
During hig brief visit to Toronto on
May 24 that year he unveiled the
splendid monument to the heroes of the
South African war.

When he came again, in May, 1022,
Earl French had been through the
Great War, and had had a contact with
the Canadian troops which made his
presence still more welcome. He was
given a banquet, when he said lLe
always experienced an extraordinary
feeling when visiting Canada. “It is as
though 1 encountered a refreshing
breeze of loyalty,” he said. .His trib
ute to the service of the Canadian
troops was brief and heartfelt:

“Gentlemen, the part played by your
soldiers is beyond my poor powers to

praise. How vividly I recall that fate-
ful day of April 25, 1925! For four
or five miles the French line was

broken. The English army was in the
air—the left flank uncovered. The
story is well known. 1In the point of
danger the Canadians stood like the
brigade of Stonewall Jackson, and my
heart will never cease to bear grati-
tude for the magnificent service they
rendered me at that time. I could not
leave the earth before coming over to
Canada to express that gratitude.”

Meantime He’s In Jail,

(Boston Post.)
A beautiful illustration of the pecu-
liarities so often entering into legal

decisions is furnished by the case of a
Lawrence man who is now in jail for

debt, although he is perfectly willing
to take the poor debtor’s oath,

The man some time ago bought a
$3,000 motor truck on the installment
plan. He paid all but $300 on his note,
and then couldn’t pay any more. The
trust company that held the note re-
fused to take the truck and sued for
the $300. A superior court judge per-
mitted him to take the poor debtor’s
oath, whereupon the trust company
carried the case to the supreme court,
which decided that the buyer could not
take the poor debtor’s oath, since he
had the truck which is worth more
than $20. Meantime another creditor
has seized .the truck—and the man in
jail certainly is not possessed of it
now. But he must remain in durance
as long as the trust company pays his
board or until he pays the $300

CANADAGLAIM
10 RRTIG LAND
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Minister of Interior Explains
Right to Northern
Islands

PERMISSION NEEDED
FOR ENTERING AREA

Foreign Expeditons Should
Obtain Permits, He De-
clares in House.

OTTAWA, June 10—Canada’s

claim to the Northern Archi-
pelago was again asserted in
the House of Commons today
by Hon. Charles Stewart, Min-
ister of the Interior.

Tabling a large map, Mr. Stewart
said that the Canadian claim was o
islands lying north of the Canadian
mainland up to the North Pole. The
limits of Canada’s claim as indicated
on the map, formed a great triangle
with the mainland as the base and the
North Pole as the apex. The western
boundary was a continuation of the
boundary between Canada and Alaska;
the eastern took a line up David Straits
between Canada and Greenland and
then followed longitude 60 west to the
pole. Mr, Stewart roughly defined the

territory claimed by Canada as that|

lying north of Canada, west of Green-
land, between 60 and 142.

ASKS ABOUT NORTH POLE.

W. G. McQuarrie, Conservative, New
Westminster, drew Mr. Stewart’s at-
tention to claims of the United States
as set forth in news despatches.

Mr. Stewart said he had no remark
to make about claims of the United
States. Canada claimed the islands
north of the Canadian coast between
60 and 142. He presumed that the
United States would claim any islands
north of Alaska, “We don’t claim the
North Pole. We claim up to it,” said
Mr. Stewart.

TO EXTEND WORK IN NORTH.

Mr. Stewart went on\to say that he
was anxious to extend the work-in the
north because he did not want to let
people from other countries go jn and
establish any claim. If expeditions
from other countries wished to go to
the northern islands, the least they
could do was to take out permits be-
fore crossing territory which certainly
belonged to Canada.

OTTAWA, June 10—“There is no
doubt that the trade between Canada
and the West Indies is worthy of close
study as the development of a greater
volume of traffic appears possible,” says
the second report of the Committee on
Natioral Railways and Shipping which
was submitted to the House this after-
noon by its chairman, W. D. Euler,
North Waterloo. s

“Canada is in a position to stpply
practically all the requirements of thig
West Indian trade and they, in turn,
are able to supply Canada with: tropi-
cal products. If modern vessels with
cool air and cold storage facilities were
provided for the carrying of bananas
and other fruit, this could be marketed
in ,Canada through direct importation,

via Canadian ports, rather than through
United States ports.”

WILLING TO CONFER.

It is also pointed out in the report
that the committee notes the willing-
ness of Sir Henry Thornton, president
of the Canadian Government Merchant
Marine, to consult with/other shipping
companies plying between Canada and
the United Kingdom in an endeavor to

arrive at a rate to be charged for the!

carriage of dressed meat, and other!
farm and fishery products requiring!
refrigeration.

Attention is drawn to the improve-

Dr. Mackinnon Says Coﬁntry
Now Stands on Verge of
New Venture

TOTAL MEMBERSHIP
REPORTED AS 692,338

Ministers Number 4,467—
108,000 Stay Out as
Non-Concurrents.

TORONTO, June $0.—“Today we
stand on the threshold of a new
epoch in our Canadian life,” declared
Rev. Dr. Clarence MacKinnon, of Hali-
fax, former Presbyterian moderator, in
addressing the first General Council of
the United Church in Canada, this af-
‘ernoon,
“our re-
ligious institutions have been largely
borrowed from other lands. Until now
there has been formed no distinctly
Canadian church. But now we stand
on the verge of a new venture.

SPIRIT FRAMES NEW THEME.

“The spirit of our Dominion, with-
out cutting adrift from its old moor-
ings, with undiminished venerativn
for the future, has framed for itself a
new ecclesiastic theme through its
voung, energetic. life will find more
ready expression, retaining all that is
most glorious’ in our common Chris-
tian heritage, but free, we trust, from
those formalities and fetters that are
the property of a bygone age.

QUALITIES ARE FUSED

“What a living institution this unit-
ed church is going to be when there
are harnessed together the strong and
sturdy qualities of the Puritan with
the fervid evangelism of the Methodist.
Furnished with splendid qualities
from each of its historic factors, the
United Church goes forth to its ap-
pointed task, not to make for herself a
glorious name, but to serve the life of
our Dominion.”

700,000 MARCH IN:

Seven hundred thousand strong,
Methodists, Presbyterians and Congre-
gationlists today marched into the
United Church of Canada and demon-
strated their unity - in three sessions
of devotion and address, each of them
attended by between 7,000 and 8,000
persons,

“This has been the greatest day
in the history of Toronto and of
Canada, an din some respects of ‘the
Christian world,” said Rev. Dr. James
Endicott, secretary for Foreign Mis-
sions of the Methodist Church, in ad-
dressing the gathering this afternoon.
The speakers were Dr. Endicott, Rev.
Dr. D. L. Ritchie, principal of the
Congregational College at Montreal,
and Rev. Dr. Clarence MacKinnon,
ex-moderator of the Presbyterian
Church in Canada.

DEDICATION FINISHED.

The sesslon at the Arena in the
morning saw the new church dedi-
cated at censtituted a ceremony
which was completed in the after
noon, whe nthe 350 delegates to the
first general council filed onto the
platform and affixed their signa-
tures to the basis of Union which
the heads of the denominations al-
ready had signed. The chairman
during the afternoon was Rev. Dr. G.
C. Pidgeon, Presbyterian moderator,
and it was agreed that until perman-
ent officials are elected the modera-
tor, the Methodist General Superin-
tendent and the Congregational Gen-
eral Chairman should preside over
the sessions as they agree. Tonight
a third huge crowd gathered to hear
representatives of the overseas
churches with which the uniting de-
nominations have had affiliations.

Dr. Endicott aroused great enthusi-
asm in his address when he referred
to the leaders of the Presbyterian
Unionists, mentioning by name Rev.
Dr. Pidgeon and Rev. Dr. Gandier,
principal of Knox College. “In the
bitterest combat the church .in Can-
ada ever has known,” he said, “the
leaders @#tood together and pressed
forward ‘That anolause,” he added a
moment later, “should go across
Canada.”

Dr. Eendicott said he believed the
United Church could not do better than
allow the principles which had brought
about the union. There was the prin-
ciple of Christian aspiration, of strong
purpose, of vision and unity. If unity
were the great principle to bring them
together, it also was the principle which
would enable them to live in harmony.

CALL FOR UNITY GREATEST.

There were tremendous difficulties in
denominationalism, and whatever might
have been necesspry in the past, man
now needed a peculiar type of mind
if he prayed for divigions. The call for
unity transcended not merely denom-
inationalism but nationalism. If it were
right for Knox to organize his church
for the sake of Scotland, it could not
be wrong for them today to organize
the United Church for the sake of Can-
ada, but at the same time he wished
to point out the danger of over-em-
phasis in nationalism.

CREEDS TRANSCENDED.

“Today we have transcended the
creeds,” continued Dr. Endicott. How-
evet good the old Westminster Con-
fession might have been, for instance,
it was better today in the basis of
union than ever before. They had not
taken out a single thing which ought
to be in. If they had to choose be-
tween the past and the future, they al-
ways would choocse the future. Their
fathers were not a bit more important
than their children.

Principal D. L. Ritchie declared that
“today Canada gives leadership to di-
vided Protestantism all the world
over.”

SAYS KEEP ABOVE WORLD.

Local congregations of the uniting
denominations may retain their local
names—such as Metropolitan Metho-
dist Church, Bloor Street Presbyterian
and Bond Street Congregational—in
the opinion of the legal committee, of
which N. W. Rowell, K.C, is the
chaiirman, which will go to the Coun-
cil. “Your committee,” says the report,
“is of the opinion that local churches
huve the right to retain their existing
nomes, if they so desire to do so. Your
committee expresses no opinion on the
questior: of policy involved in the con-
tinued use of such local names.”

STRENGTH REPORTED ON

TORONTO, June 10—Reports on
the strength of Continuing Presby-
terians in the Ontario Presbyteries
were received at the afternoon ses-
sion of the Continuing Presbyterians
at Cooke’s church. This session com-
pletes the business session of the
congress and tomorrow the assembly
of the Continuing church commence.
It was announce dthat a telegram
had been received from the govern-
ment at Ottawa that the Federal
Commission for the division of the
general property of the Presbyterian
Church would be appointed on June

Fortunately, the wind blew toward the
Nashwaaksis River and not toward
houses or timber. It was believed that
the fire moved across the river.

One of the most
recent portfolios was made by the
“Health Promoters” of Wapske, in Car-
leton county, and will go to Belgium.
In New Brunswick, Belgium has been
a popular cholce as a place to send
portfolios to.

The portfolio made by the “Health
Promoters” branch has just been re-
ceived by Miss Jessie Lawson, Junior
Red Cross supervisor. It has a spec-
ially attractive cover, is fastened with
ribbons of the British and Belglan colors

with a clever ribbon device to niake
the volume open easily. The articles
are well worded and nicely written and
the illustrations very pleasing.

This portfolio has the following in-
teresting account of how Wapske got
its name.

“Years ago Wapske was a Maliseet
Indian village, its site being at the
mouth of the Wapskehegan stream,
which derives its name from a high
bank at its mouth. Therefore Wapske-
hegan means “Bank at the mouth.”

About 385 years ago the Wapske-
hegan stream was blocked with ice and
so packed was the ice that the stream’s
course was changed for about a quar-
ter of a mile above its mouth and it
now flows about 200 rods below the
former course. There is still a high
bank ‘at its present mouth. What was
formerly the old mouth is now a bogan,
known as Old Wapske.

About 70 years ago Wapske was put
under cultivation and the men who
ploughed the soil found the land had
formerly been laid off in lots by the
Indians and was marked with rocks as
we would now fence our lots.”

R. T. Hayes, M.L.A., chairman of
the memorial committee spoke as fol-
lows:

“We meet this evening to unveil the
Memorial erected in honor of the men

ARCH FIRST THOUGHT OF.

“The first thought was to erect an
arch at the head of King street where
the old bell tower stood, which was
destroyed in the fire of 1877, but on
further consideration it was decided
to.ask for competitive designs, limiting
the price to twenty thousand dollars.
Forty or more designs were submitted
and after full consideration the prize
was awarded to Mr. Alfred Howell, a
Canadian sculptor. A contract was
later entered into with Mr. Howell, and
the erection now before you is the re-
sult. The stone used is Spoon Island
granite. The stonework fvas done by
Messrs. Meating & Epps, of St- George,
N. B.

TO SYMBOLIZE VICTORY.

“The general scheme of the design is
to symbolize the triumph of victory
through sacrifice, and is depicted by
means of a winged bronze figure hold-
ing in her left hand a figure of victory
and in her right band a cross. Stand-
ing on a globe she thus suggests the
universal victory for which the sac-
rifice was made.

“The figure stands on a granite ped-
estal of simple dignity, the height from
ground to top of cross being about
thirty-four feet; the figure itself being
eleven feet from top of globe to head.

-|.At the base of pedestal on a projecting

plinth is a bronze figure standing, heav-
ily draped, and resting her arms on a
sword; at her feet is a soldier’s helmet
with laurel leaves, symboli¢ of  glory.
This figure is larger than life size, and
serves to draw attention to the solemn
purpose of the memorial, contrasting
strongly with the triumphant attitude
of the crowning figure.

Stone Hammer Discovered
on Thos. Nagle’s Property
at Loch Lomend

Thought to Antedate Indians of |

New Brunswick—Presented
to N. H. S. Museum

A stone ‘hammer, possibly 1,000
years old and in all probability a
relic of the Eskimo inhabitants of
New Brunswick, was found on the
property of Thomas Nagle at the
head of Loch Lomond, and by Mr.
Nagle has been presented tq the
Natural History museum. Dr. Wil
liam Mclntoih. curator of the mu-
seum, said yeésterday that while the
Natural History Society possesses a
famed collection of stone implements
of the Indian occupation and among
them are many stone hammers, it
has no specimen exactly like the one
which Mr. Nagle has presented. The
hammer is of the mallet type, having
flattened oval ends, differing from

the other hammers in the museum

was fi snugly into the crotch,
then the two branches forming the
croteh were twisted gradually back-
wards till they met on the original
trunk. The branches' were then
bound securely to the trunk with
rawhide and as the rawhide driéd
out it contracted, forming a very
strong band holding . the branches
and trunk as in a vice. Since this
handle of trunk and branches was
more breakable than the stone ham-
mer the weillders of the weapon put
less pressure on the handle and gave
a widely ewinging blow so that the
full force would come on the stone.
Unconsciously they used the princi-
ples of physics and obtained greater
force by being careful of the handle
of their weapon.

Hammers such as the latest gift to
the museum, Dr. Mc¢Intosh says, were
used to drive stakes or to break ice
in peaceful occupations, and they
may also have been used to club an
enemy upon occasion, although they
are not long distance weapons and
the enemy would have to be at close
quarters before he could be hammer-
ed out o fexistence. As a missile the

AGTIVE AGAIN
INSMUGGLING

Rings Renew Efforts to Get
Aliens Into United
States

Few Officials to Oppose, But
They Question 750,000 Trav-
elers in Year.

Assoclated Press Despatch.
NEWPORT, Vermont, June 11—

tive return from smuggling aliens and
undesirable into the United States have
renewed their activity along the inter-
national boundary bétween Vermont,
New - Hampshire and Canada. Officials
say that thousands of persons who on
account of quota restrictions have failed
to enter the United States or who have
been rejected by immigration authori-
ties will try this year to slip across
the boundary.

ATTACK AND DEFENCE

Groups of liquor and narcotic smug-
glers who have an extensive organiza-
tion on the border and in Canada will
undertake for a consideration to carry
any alien past United States border
officials. One powerful organization
specializes largely in Chinese according
to ltorder officials, .who declare that
various Chinese merchants’ associations
in the United States make a practice
of paying from $500 to $1,000 for every
man brought In. .

Mobilized to check this influx ‘Elong

ful of immigration inspectors and
patrol officers whose exploits rival the

west Motnted Police.

QUESTION 750,000

Yet behind this apparent lack of ac-
tivity a very real struggle between offi-
cial and smuggler is in progress. The
officers of the Newport sub-district,
where Inspector J. C. Ford is in
charge, examine a greater number of
travelers annually than pass through
Ellis Island. Last year 600,000 persons
traveling in trains and in 150,000 auto-
mobiles were examined in the Newport
district. Every year between 7,000 and
10,000 persons are deported from this
point alone.

With Newport as his headquarters A.
H. Fuller, patrol inspector-in-charge,
commanding 11 men, is assigned the
task ' of patrolling almost the entire
Vermont-New Hampshire international
border. As the result of the work of
these inspectors and of fellow officers
the jails of Newport and surrounding
towns are kept almost continually filled
to overflowing with smugglers, the per-
sons who hired them and other aliens
who tried to enter alone.

St. - Albans has a sub-district office
where train entries are examined by
Inspector-in-charge E. H. Twohey.
Two patrol inspectors, part of Fuller’s
command, work in Swanton. Another
patrol inspector operates in Alburg.
Seventy-thousand persons are examined
annually in this Western Vermont sec-
tion and two per cent. are turned back.
Other outposts are at Island Pond,
Norton Mills and Beecher Falls.

The ranks of alien-smugglers contain
“the worst kind of criminals,” accord-
ing to Patrol Inspector Fuller. They
have repeatedly broken jail by sawing
their way out or by beating down the

Jailer.
HOW IT WORKS.,

The system employed by the Chinese
is to give the smuggler a comparatively
small amount of money, from $25 to
$100, and a blank receipt. This is done
in the headquarters at Montreal by
agents of the merchants’ associations.
The smiggler loads from four to eight
Chinese in his car, puts up the side cur-
tains, chooses a dark night and a fav-
orable spot on the border and starts
south with the cargo which should
bring him from $2,000 to $8,000.

With the safe delivery of the Chi-
nese in Boston or some other centre he
has his blank receipt signed in Chinese
characters and returns to Montreal. He
can obtain the money contracted for
only by presenting his receipt upon
his return.

We were proud of them, as
we were proud of all who freely volun-
teered in the greatest conflict of nations
the world has ever seen. The wonder
of it all will never pass away. They
were altogether unacquainted with the
arts of war.

From the
banks and the offices and the ware-
houses, as well as from the fields, the
forests and the rivers, came the great
volunteer army of cilizen soldiers, And
to the surprise of the whole world they
held their ground against the most
efficient and best equipped fighting ma-
chine that had éver been brought into
existerice.

‘Some of us today are thinking of
comrades with whom it was our lot to
serve:. Our minds have gone back to
the days of hurried training, the period
of waiting in England, the horrid
nights in France; to the sounds and
sights of war. We have been again for
a moment at Ypres, or Passchendaele;
or Vimy, or on the Somme. We have
seen once more the little crosses among
the poppies in Flanders fields.

“These are ‘memories that bless and
burn, This * generation has lived
through perhaps the most horrid period
in all history. Let us-thank God that
there are at least some features of that
awful trial that we are glad to remem-
ber. It was a period rich in self-denial
and in sacrifice. Humanity
heights almost sublime.

MAYOR SPEAKS OF SADNESS.

DIED IN CHRISTIAN LIBERTY.

PRAISES MONUMENT BODY.

Mayor Potts declared those who had
had charge of the erection of the monu-
ment were deserving ot great credit
and he made the announcement that
the city would be responsible for any
indebtedness on the memorial if the
full sum had not been raised within
the time limit of 30 days.

The Mayor ther turned to address
the Scouts, Cadets and Girl Guides.
He spoke to them as the men and
women of the future, urging them to
look on the monument and recall the
deeds of those it commemorated, em-
ulating them in self-sacrifice. His
Worship hoped that they might never
be called upon to serve in another
war. He spoke of his great respect
for the work of the three organiza-
tions and commended them to the
public support.

He closed his address by accent

ing the monument on behalf of the
city, giving assurance that it would
be safeguarded always and the rec-
ord of the gift be duly recorded in
the Council’'s session.

The hearty singing of God Save the
King closed the ceremonies.

FLORAL TRIBUTES OFFERED.

Then from all sides representatives
of organizations and private citizens
pressed forward to place
wreaths and floral tokens upon the
monument. Among those who thus
paid tribute to the dead were little
children who could, not recall the
father that they HNonored, mothers
with glistening eye bright with tears
and the comrades of the fallen who
thought earnestly of the pal that had
gone.

POLICE WORK EFFICIENT.

After the ceremony General Mac-
donell went down to the Armoury ta
address the Guard of Honor. He ex-
pressed himself as very glad to see his
old comrades and congratulated them
on having carried on so well during the
ceremony. He considered their bearing
had been remarkably good, considering
the length of time they had been in
uniform and he had been surprised and
pleased to see so many decorations.
He shook hands with each member of
Guard of Honor and quickly recog-
niged about 20 who had served under
him in France, He then conducted an
inspection of the cadets and addressed .
a few congratulatory remarks to them.
He asked them to remember that they
were Canadians and the future guardi-
ans of the race and he gave them spe-
cial praise for their smart appearance.

NEW YORK, June 10—Canada wel-
comes to the Dominion settlers capable
of fulfilling four simple specifications
and these are that they must arrive
under such conditions as will preclude
their becoming a public charge, that is
to say they must have sufficient funds
to pull their weight in the boat from
the start; they must be sound in body
and mind; they must be of the Cau-
casian race, for Canada wants no race
problems in the Dominion; and lastly,
they must be individuals willing to live
in tranquility under Canadian laws and
under the Canadian scheme of society.
The Dominion wants no such disturb-
ers of society as Bolshevists and Com-
munists.

OUTLINES REQUIREMENTS.

In these words, Sir Henry Worth
Thornton, president of the Canadian
National Railways, outlined to the
members of the New York Board of
Trade and Transportation at their
monthly meeting today the require-
ments demanded by Canada of those
who desire to make their home within
her borders.

Sir Henry confined himself for the
most part to a discussion of the trans-
portation within the Dominion and ex-
plained the problem which confronted
his country with respect to its public
ownership of the vast national rail-
roads. The important point to remem-
ber, said Sir Henry, was that that rail-
way system became a state-owned rail-
way not because the people of Canada
were enamored with the theory of state-
ownership and had embraced it, but
because financial circumstances forced
the government of the day to set up a
state-owned line in the interests of the
people of Canada.

FANS THE COST
OF OPERATIONS

Much Money Needed
To Finance The

. Teams

According to an official the baseball
collection hat passed around at the
City Amateur League games picks up
ome queer-looking coins at times, a

vorite being smooth-faced ones that,
have no value. He explained there
are two ways of looking at this, one
that is bound to raise a smile, and*an-
other that is worth mentioning. Hs
asks how many’ of the fans realize
what a sum is required to operate and
equip a team? Some idea, he said, may
be gleaned from the fact that only
recently-a bill for equipment was re-
ceived by one of the City League
teams this year and it amounted to over
$300. Pile on top of that a hundred
dollars more for baseballs for that
one club alone for the season and you
have the respectable sum of nearly $400.
It is somewhere around this mark for
each team—the heavy item being suits,
they costing about $15 each.

THE TEAM'S_PERCENTAGE.

Under the ariangements with the two

per cent. on the South End, with a
proportion of the balls paid for by the
grounds, and 33 per cent. on the North
End, after umpires, scorers and ticket
sellers, in addition’ to baseball boys,
are paid for at each grounds. Even if
a hundred dollars is taken in—and it
is only under exceptional circumstances
taht this amount is realized—by the
time the necessary expenses are paid,
there is not more than $25 left for each
team. This is only at games that draw
well, the average being about $15 for
the season and dropping as low some-
times as $5.

Under the league schedule each team
plays 24 games. Placing $16 as the
average, it would mean about $360 in
total receipts for the season. Every
team will not get this, as there are
some that draw better than others, but
it goes to show that each business man-
ager counts on every cent taken in at
the office or placed in the boex by the
fans who stand on the sidelines, the
great majority of whom, he said, wit-
ness the games free of .charge.

MONEY FOR EQUIPMENT.

In addition to this, he said, the
league executive alone has 'paid out
this year for a sanction anfmcnt of
umpire’s equipment and .score books
over $60—each team standing its share
of this. ‘All this information, he said,
is given the fans because it is felt that
if they understand what the teams are
up against in the way of finances they
will more readily help the boys along
and not play crude jokes on them by
putting spurious coin in the boxes.

UPKEEP OF GROUNDS.

This, he said, concerns the view-
point of the teams, but, he asks,
How about the grounds, where hun-
dreds of dollars have been expended in
getting the diamonds in shape for the
games? They need every cent, he said,
in order to give the public what it
wants—clean, fast baseball by boys who
are neatly dressed and have the pro-
per equipment on a well-kept dia-
mond. They want a roomy grand-
stand, and at both grounds they have
it, at a considerable cost to the grounds
management,

ASKS FANS TO HELP.

And yet, he explained, there are
some who stand on the sidelines night
after night and do not contribute a
cent to the upkeep of the league. He
felt it is probably because they take
it for granted that it costs next to
nothing to run a team, The boys, he
said, want to play baseball because
they love the game, and they want as
many as possible to see them play,
because they are only human and the
applause of the fans is sweet music in
their ears. In return for their best
efforts, he points out, all they ask is
a fair deal from the fans who watch
the game from the sidelines. :

lion gallons of water per day without its surface being materially low-
ered. Consider the pressure there must be below and behind the spring or

The pool in question supplies the
four towns of St. Stephen, Calais, Mill-
town,. Me., and Milltown, New Bruns-
wick. Not only that, but the quality
of the water, when analyzed, is shown
to be almost identical with that of Po-
land Springs.

I feel there is sufficient au-
thority for us to proceed with the in-
vestigation under your direction, as
inspector of this board.

“I would therefore ask you to fix
a date for the investigation to proceed
and to notify me when you can be
here, and I will have both the City
Hydro Commission and the N. B. Pow-
er Company informed as to the time
and place you will meet them. The
investigation must preceed in the in-
terest” of the public safety.
