The;mexpediency of holding annnal "Convente General" 
foreahadowed for some time -paat, and they are now virtually 
tnraed; the faet ia, eaoh of the nationalitiea had been too long accus- 
tomed to complete eupremacy to adopt easily a anbordinate or oo-sub- 
ordmate position; it therefore beoame evident that the suggestions 
made by the Great Sub-Prior of England, in 1877, should be adopted 
to mamtain even the semblance of a nnion, viz: “That eaoh na- 
tionality should have fuU power to frame ita own regulatione m 
nary uay bnt atill remain under H. B. H. the Prinoe of Wales, who ' 
might h«d trienmal “Conventa General," where eubjeeta previou.- 
ly agreed upon by the three Great Prioriea would be formally passed

TieehMbeoomeapparent, and it has been taoitly adopted. lam in a
position to say that this propoaal met,with the approval of H. B. H.
™e Prince ot W,a<>e. who will continue as Grand Master under the 
new regime. The baaia of our union, eaoh' aa that union ia, has 
been sufficiently aettied by the general atatutea, and by not varying 
these statutes, ereept on pre-arranged points, there is no douM it will 
be thoroughly Consolidated and lasting, and eaoh nationality may in 
time be mduoed voluntarily to take a eommon view on moat aubjeets.

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4tam<i Officers, etc., etc., would no donbt give general satiefaction 
and make it deservedly populär.

We must remember the Order is now a part of the Masonio body, 
and we cannot in the present day pretend adhere to all the restrio- 
tions of our great chivalrio original, however muoh we may endeavor 
to conform to its doctrine and usages, nor canw,e pretend to divide the 
Order into Knights, Chaplains, Squires, Pages, and Serving Brethren, 
with the understanding that many of the three latter classes will 

'Dover be able to attain the “accolade” or the highest Office; and each 
nationality in its details is entitled to adopt their own views without 
interfering with the general Rules and Regulations of the Association

“Convent General,” being no longer a United body, is virlually 
broken up, and the homogenity provided for in the third artide of * 
union, is, de facto, abolished, leaving us further from the object 
sought to be obtained than ever.

The United States Templars had proposed a treaty with Convent 
General which had been referrld to the Arch Ghanoellor, hut there 
is no hopé of its being carried ont now, or indeed at any time, except- 
ing as a mere form, from the dissimilarity of the two systems.

This want of unanimity is greatly to be regretted, as it cannot be 
denied the union had muoh to recommend it, and was oalculated to 
eleva te, ennoble, and digmfy the Order, with something of the 
rtalily of a chivalrio body, making its titles valuable and aooept- 
able by reviving the spirit and distinctive prinéiplés of the ancient 
Order; but as at present constituted and engrafted on Freemasonry, 
it does not appear possible to induce the members to agree on this 
point, which seems to me could only be brought about in the British 
Domjnions if Templary could be suddenly reduced in numbers and 
tben made by foto, like the higher degrees of Masonry in Sweden, a 
genuine order of the State. This is quite feasible, having so many 
-°f the Roy al family members interested in the Order, and may in­
deed have been the original intention and meaning of the union. 
It would then have the redlity which it never oan otherwise, as it is, 
not being recognized by the govemment or civil anthorities as any- 
tlung more than an association of Freemaaons under the name of 
Knights Templar; however mal it may be in this sen se it oan have 
no reality as true Templary, or as a military and chivalrio Ordar;

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LEGI8LATI0N.

The agenda paper will have informed you of the several subjects. 
to be brought forward for consideration. The matter of the Scottish 
Encampments a t New Brunswick, has been again mooted, no action 
to affiliate with us having taken place since our last assembling; 
and although I still agree with the liberal Masonic doctrine respecting 
private bodies that existed previous to the formation of another 
governing power than the one from which they derived their exiat- 
ence, viz: “Grand Lodge cannot take away Masonic life from a pri­
vate Lodge which it did not give, without the consent of that Lodge," 
still, circumatances may arise to require the necessity of asserting the 
power of the governing body to exclusive jurisdiction. It has been 
reported to me that in New Brunswick the fees of the two Scottish 
Encampments there are absolutely nothing as compared to ours; from 
this, and other reasons assigned, the progress of our Preceptory, the 
“Union de Molay," at St. John, since the great fire in June 1877, 
when the Preceptory totally lost property to the amount of $2,000, 
has been materially impeded, and its success retarded; in a word, 
that an unfortunate rivalry has been allowed to gain strength pre- 
judicial to the order—the Scottish Encampments at St. John and 
neighboring town of St. Stephens assuming the ascendancy, and 
endeavoring, virtually, to suppress all attempts to advacce the in­
ternet of the Preceptory holding allegiance to this Great Priory; in 

v» this case it becomes neoessary for Great Priory to pro teet herself 
and subordinates. No advapees have been made by the Chapter 
General of the Templar Order in Scotland to eultivate any fratemal 
intercourse, and I find on reference to the Scottish Masonic C alen- 
dar for this year, that but nine subordinate bodies are on the roll and 
aot under Chapter General, viz:—four in Scotland, one in India, one 
in New South Wales, one in New Zealand, and two in New Brunswick.
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he “ANNUAL MBETINGS OF GBBAT PBIORY.”

With respeot to rescinding the resolution of Great Priory to hold 
its annual assembly at the City of Montreal, on the ground of ita 
being a direot violation of the Statutes, Seo. 7, page 7,—I do not 
agree with this opinion, as it is no more illegal than any other 
change made in them by competent authoiity, viz:—“The Great 
Priory at its annual meetings, ‘ there is no law existing to prevent 
such change being made when ccnsidered advisable, but, to prevent 
any further misunderstanding on this point, it is proposed to add a 
olause to the Statutes, ‘that no aiteration or amendment be made 
to them until after due notice has been given in writing at a pre­
vious annual assembly,’ " thus giving mn
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wth ,uBt as much propriety be caUed by the name of any other

It may not 
be generally known that until a few years back, this Templar uni­
form was unheard of; for in September, 1859, the Grand Enoamp- 
ment of the United States enaeted that the white tunio and mantle 
with red cross be wom as the distinguishing costume. Previous to 
that, a black Masonio apron and sash, <fco., were the Templar badges, 
but the passion for public display gaining the ascendency, principally 
amongst the yonnger members, the present change was determined 
upon to suit the taste or means of thé wearers, without any refer- 
ence to its applicability to the original source of the Order. We 
are all but children of a larger growth, easily pleased with jwhat 
catches the eye, losing sight of the sterling and hidden treasure. 
My own impression is that more harm lias already been done to 
Masonry by parading it bWore the world, and by Benseless show and 
parade and reckless expenditure of money, than ever can be remedied. 
Surely, our aim should be higher and more worthy of the noble 
Order we represent; I do not believe that pnblic procéssions and a 
mock military uniform is calculated to raise tht Order in the estima- 
tion of the world; and have never been an advocate for any indis- 
criminate increase of the Order, but if such unworthy motives as 
stated, is the only reason why admittance to our ranks is sought for, 
the fewer Preceptories and members we have the better. “A benefit 
bestoWed too chetf^ is often undervalued.” This is true in all 

, ciations, and in none more so than that of the Templars, hence the 
lack of internet that too often prevails, and the culpable negleot in 
the regularity of paying the trifling dues enjoined to keep it together. 
On this latter point I feel compelled to make some allusion.
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I haFINANCES OF GBEAT PBIORY.

The report in last year’s proceedingafrom the ex-Sub-Prior, J Fräter 
Harman, fully pointed out the financial diffieulties of Great Priory, 
and his suggestions for its liquidation; since then, the Grand Chan- 
cellor has fumished me with a detailed statement of our liabilities 
^•nd a list of Preceptories in arrear. The amount due is still very 
considerable, although greatly reduced by his zeal and perseverance 
in placing matters on a more satisfaetory basis, but I have still to ex­
press my regret at the failure of so many Preceptories to make their 
retums and remittances. He clearly shows that were all retums 
sent in, and amount due from each Preceptory paid up to the 81st 
of pecember, 1878, he would be enabled to clear off all outstanding 
claims nnavoidably ineurred.
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I teel aatiafied this~only requirea to be brought thna prominently 
forward to the notioe of the membera to inanre their attention and 
regolarity in payment of the annnal duea. The indifference hitherto 
evinced haa been moat dieheartening to the Grand Chanoellor and 
execntive offioera of the Chancery-ou whom all the onna falla, in not 
being able to find fnnda to meet liabilitiee. How ia it poaeible 

. Great Friory can contribnte to the Yelief of thoae who have a right 
to look to ub for it; and how
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can the Chancery carry on the buai- 
of Great Priory if this is neglected? No member can abaolve 

himaelf from thia or any other compact he voluntarily impoaed upon 
himaelf when he joined the Order, if able to diacharge it. It wonld 
be far better for membera who peraiatently excuae themaelvea from 
attending the regular meetinga and neglect to contribute to the sup­
port of the Aaaociation, at once to detach themaelvea altogether from 
it, than to continne to reap the benetita of membership when their 
zeal had died ont or dwindled into careless indifference.

The retuma required for fully completing the Register of Great 
Priory have been sent in bo exceedingly defective, that the Chan- 
cellor haa found the yery greatest difficnlty in preparing a complete 
and perfect record of “the names of every Templar who haa at any 
time been a member of the Order in Canada; in aome caaea he 
has been obliged to aend for and obtain the minute book from 
which to procure the information wanted, at a cost of much time and 
labor. It ia earnestly hoped that the Eminent Preceptora and Regis- 
trars will aid the Chancellorin thia moat necessary work, it being moat 
desirable to have the recorda of the Chancery complete, aa the Regis­
ter is, undoubtedly, the moat important of all our recorda.

THE RITUAL AND IT8 OHIVALRIC CHARACTER.

I have been much gratified to learn from different quartera, that, 
I had hoped and expected, the reviaed ritual adopted by Great 

Priory, last year, haa given great aatiafaction to all who have 
properly exemplified. There can be no doubt that
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aa a ritual of

th6 ancient ceremonies of the Templar Order, it haa great m 
and rituala fix the character of degreea. No change waa made in 
any of the eaaentiala or symbolism of the one previoualy in use, the 
alterationa being merely in the formula of the ceremonial, to cönform 
more correctly to the usages and practiaea of the old orders of Knight-

erit,

The Committee, I conaider, very properly rejected a aeparate cere- 
mony, for the office of “Chaplain” and “Berving Brother,” as being 
inapplioable to the present Masonic character of the Order. Objec-
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tions were raised to tbe repeated introduotion of the name of the 
Holy and Undivided 'Prmity, as tending to detraot faom th» 
solemnity of that saored myetery, and making the belief 
imperativa, tonohing too closely upon theological dootrine. 
“ The objeotion wonld be valid could the premises be 
provedthe saored name was always uaed by the Knighte 
of old in dubbing new Knighte, and afterwards dedicatin* 
and coneecrating them to the service of the Temple; it gives 
solemnity and impressiveness to the ceremony, and as long as the 
saored name is nsed reverently, as it ought always to be, there oan 
be no irreverence; besides, we use the word God freely in many 
parts of the ceremony, and for us Templars the word God really 
imphes the Trinity, and it seeme to me eminently proper to impress 
upon the mind of the oandidate, tho strictness with whioh the Order 
requires a belief in the Trinity from all its aspirants, and that it is 
only in the name of the goly Trinity that any one can become a 
Templar, thus strictly adhering to the dootrine of the Order we re- 
present. I am in possesslon of old Bnglish rituals in use long pre- 
vious to the one Srst introduced by me iuto Canada, known as the 
ritual of 1851, and can speak oonfidently, that hut little material 
ohange has been made, further than with a view to greater historical 
aoouracy, by following, as far as we know, the ceremonies of the 
Anoient Fraternity, and those practised by the existing Knightly 
Orders.

The great diffioulty experienced in England a few yeara back,, when 
the changes in the nomenclature took place, whioh threatenM a 
total disruption, has no doubt deterred the rulera there improving 
the ritual, as reoommended by Committee of Convent General, for 
to bring forward any point of value, wonld be but to throw down 
an apple of discord. This opposition is made by Brethren who 
persistently reject all reform, adducing arguments whioh clearly show 
they know nothing of the history of the Order. An instance of this 
kind took place lately, in whioh a Brotfier holding high offlcial Pro. 
vincial rank, expressed Ijis repugn ance to tho names Preceptor, Prior, 
Convent General (this he said soundod Boman Catholic!), Constablei 
Marshal, <kc., titles, the derivation and meaning of which he seemed 
totally ignorant, and quite ignored any reference to historical facts. 
Brothers of this kind, who usually make themselves agreéable at the 
sooial gathering, are, of course; populär, ond have a good following, 
but are by no means likely to prove mentors, or proinote the interest 
and advancement of the Order.

It has been argued that the ..“raison d’ etre” of the old order
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—and, although the Boyal Arch ig looked upon aa the olimax of the 
Craft, it has but little connection with it; and is an innovation of 
modern times, tlie Master Mason being pérfect in itself as a sym- 
bolic exposition of Birth, Life, Death, Resurrection, and Ascension, 
which are the Jive pointé, henoe, we hold that to be a Mason a man 
must believe in a Supreme Being and in a future^tato in some shape 
or the other, whereas a Templar must believe in the Trinity, which 
restricts the Order. There is no religion to be met with that has not 
a Trinity in some shape, though the analogy may not always be plain 
-even our Royal Arch degreo has its Triune teäching.

Much of the opposition by “ the Craft,” in England, to Christian 
Masonry, and Templary in particular, arises from the restrictions 
required, and the dislike, is no donbt inherited, from their late re- 
spected Grand Master, the Earl of Zetland, wlio was a “Unitarian,” 
and did not acknowled^e aa Masonry any rites at variance with 
the universality of the Craft, and of course could not approve of 
the Templar Order.
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ON TITLER.
1 cannoji lielp remurking how much it ia to he deprecatpd that any 

further attempt shouhl be made to add to the titles of the Order. 
I allude to the notiee in the Agenda papcr, to adopt the term “ Right 
Eminent,” a prefix used by the Chiefe of the Order in the United 
States. I am quite of opinion with 
R. W. Bro. Hughan, that there

our greftt Englisli authority, 
too many absurd and objeotion- 

able titles already in our Masonio Society, which it would be well to 
drop. The learned scholar, jurist, and Masonio autlior, Bro. Albert 
Pike, the Chief of the Higli örade System, Southern Jnrisdiotion, 
United States of America, lias made the first move in the right direo- 
tion, by eliminating many of tlie grandiloquent titles from the rite, 
as quite unnecessary and tending only to caU forth the sneers of the 
outside world.

I kerewith subjoin, for general information, oertain altera-
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tiona in our Stajkutes and Regulations, adopted by Great 
Priory, at its Annual Convooation, held on the llth Ootober 
last, in the City of Montreal, together with suggestions 
recommended by myself.

1st.—A change was made as to the time and place for holding the 
Annual Assembly of “Great Priory,” viz: for the future, at the City 
of Montreal, immediately after the 2nd Wednesday in Ootober of each 
year.

2nd.—The Ritual hitherto in use to be discontinued, and the ap. 
proved re vised one issuedby “ Convent General" immediately adopted, 
verified copies of which must be in the possession of evcry Preoeptory, 
the Grand Chancellor being authorized to issuethem, as also to suoh 
Preceptors as may be desirous of obtaining a copy, on application to 
him, for which paymeåt of a presoribed sum, to cover the expense 
paid to “ Convent General,” will be required.

Srd.—The profession of the doctrines of the “flV and U. Triiiity," 
the distinotive characteristic of the Templar Order being required 
fröm all candidates admitted to the Order in the British Dominions, 
but does not form part of the Templar system of the United States, 
it was recommended by the Grand Council, and adopted by Great 
Priory, that ALL visiting Knights from the jurisdiction of the United 
States be required to declare to this doctrine before being admitted to 
any Preceptory. Every Preoeptory must therefore insert in their 
“ Attendance Book ” a certificate to that effect, for the signature of 
such visitors.

4th.—The clerical error in the date of De Molai, the Martyr’s death, 
to be corrected from 13th to llth March, in the Statutes of “ Great 
Priory,” page 21, section 79.

5th— The clear and able report of the Ex-Great Sub-Prior JFra. 
Sami. B. Harman, on the Finances of Great Priory, with his valuable 
suggestions for the liquidation of the present heavy liabilities, having 
been considered by Great Priory, the course adopted by Great Prioiy 
with a view to providing funds, will be officially communicatéd to 
Preceptories. Provincial Priors' will be good enough to co-operate 
with the Presiding Preceptors in their Districts to give effect to the 
same, and to impress upon all members of the Order the necessity of 
usingthe most strenuous efforts to raise funds to clear oflf the debt 
unavoidably ineurred.
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6lh—The Revieed Ritaal thbooqhodt, uaing the term " Brother ” '
aeappKed to Knighte, in adcordtaoe with the anoient curtoms of the 
Order, the GreatPrior recommenäa ita being generaily adopted, anb- 
atituting " Brother Knight,” for Sir Knight.

7th. To diatingmah the clabb of offloera in “ Great Priory,” the 
Great Prior recommends tliat the “ Bub-Prior " and the ekote* Great 
Office» nae the prefix “ Oreat," the remaining appointed offloera 
“ Sran“ ’’~the latter term, from long nae having beoome familiar to 
the memhera of the Order to designate the offloera of the Supreme 
Qmtnmg body.

Sth, It having been bronght to the notioe of the Great Prior that 
it waa the general wieh of the Order in Canada ocoaaionally to wear 
the Templar inaignia in publio, prinoipaUy for the pmpoae of receiving 
the visita of the United States Templars, when they arrived as a body 
ip uniform, bnt that the regnlation Templar oostnme waa toooonspio- 
noua in whioh to appear out of doora, the Great Prior haa no objeotion 
to Provincial Priora uaing their diaoretion in granting permission to 
Preceptories in their diatriota diapensing with the White Mantle and 
Tunic onanch ocoaaions, and wearing with the ordinary oivilian dreaa 
(of a uniform pattem), the Templar badges aa anthorized by the 
atatntea of “ Convent General,” via: the aword and helt, the aash or 
baidriot, the atar and oroas, withgauntleta and auoh appropriate head- 
areaa aa may he detennined upon,-bat entirely dimpprme adopting 
the Sem MMtary uniform of the United States Templars. The 
modem military organisation and praotioes of their Templar system 
being quile distimt and different from that of the Canadian branch of 
the Order, does not admit of any imitation, and it is to be diétinctly 
understood that this permission must not be conaidered as uprecedenl 
for diaoontinmng the Mantle and Tunio at meetings of Preceptories, 
or of any other innovation whatever, on the presorifced regulationa.’
It is almost nnneoessary to remind memhera of the Order that they 
are all bound to maintain and uphold the atatntea and regulations of 
41 Convent General” and - Great Priory" of Canada, and that the 
Great Prior haa no authority to releaae them from this a B.

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APPENDIX B.
THE DOCTRINB OF THE HOLY TRINITY IN IT8 CONNECTION WITH THE 

KNIGHT8 TEMPLAR ORDKR—BY. C0L. MACLBOD-MOORE, OREAT PBIOR 

OF CANADA.

The action taken at the last meeting of the Great Priory of Canada, 
requiring that all visiting Knights Templar from the United States 
should certify their acceptance of the doctrine of the Holy Trinity, 
before being recoived into any of our Canadian Preceptories, having 
given rise to some discussion, I have deemed it advisable to explain I 
why it was considered necessary to apply such a test. The Freemmon'* 1 
Bepository, of Providence, R. I., alludes to it in a most Masonic spirit B 
but is wrong in saying that the test was decided upon at the recom- I 
mendation of the Great Prior; whlch is not the case, as will at once be ■ 

reference to the Proceedings of the last Great Priory, Uth I 
October, 1878, at pages,228 and 243, where the differences existing be- 1 
tween the Templar system of the United States and Canada are point- I 
ed out. So far from recommending the test to be applied to visiting I 
Knights Templar in good standing, I consider the legislation on this I 
point too hasty, requiring further consideration. For, if the Templar I 
organization of the United States is entitled to recognition by the I 
British Order, we have no right to demand from their members any ■ 
OB. or declaration that their own ruling power does not require of ■ 
them. To do so is uncourteous, if not unjust—the fact that their I 
Grand Body does not exclude “ tlnitariana” certainly affecté the whole I 
Association, according to our views, and deprives it of its chief Tem- I 
plar characteristie—but if we continue to acknowledge the Body to be I 
regular Templars then we should recognize as lawful members of it I 
any one whom it has seen fit to receive; in other words, we cannot B 
recognize the Association and yet claim the right to dictate to it whom I 
it shall receive. What might have been done by Great Priory was to I 
declare that the Order in the United States is not a Templar Order 1 
with which we can maintain communication, having discarded its most fl 
essential characteristie. B

As a Body, purporting to represent the Ancient Order of Knights 1 
Templar, we have a right to apply the test to all who seek affiliation i 
with ua, because it must be evident that it is as necessary for a Tem- B 
plar to believe in the Trinity as it is for a Craft Mason to believe in I 
God, still it looks like an assumption of intolerance to exact the test fl' 
from visiting Brethren of the United States, and it would be better to fl 
tako for granted that all Templars are and must be Trinitaj-ians, and i 
that the test from them, in consequence, is not required. I do not fl 
myself see how the United States Templar Body cannot Le Trinitarian, B
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the whole ritual under which they are created unmietakably tends that 
way. If the representation of the crucifixion and anacenaion, and the 
anthem aung at thelr receptiona, doei not eonvey Trinitarian helief and" 
doctrine nothing doea. It ia not my purpose to enter into any contro- 
veray aa to the neceaaity of a helief in thia aacred myatery, or why 
auch a requirement ia called for on the part of memhera of the Tem- 
plar Order, further than to remark that the Order of the Temple ia, 
and has alwaya been, from its organization, emphatically a Trinitarian 
Association, and ehonld any explanation be allowed ao as to permit 
Christian Masons who deny that dogma, to be admitted, it ceaaes to be 
The Templar Order, although continuing the name, just as the Rose 
Croix 18 of the A, and A. 8. Rite in aome juriadictions, which admit 
•Tews and Free Thinkere, &o., is not in reality the Rose Croix at all.
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It is to be regrettéd that when adopting the Templar Order in the 
United States, as one of the Masonic degrees, they should, from motives 
of expediency, have discarded its principal chttracteristics, to admit of 
those Christian Masons who deny the doctrine of the Trinity being 

compromise virtually cntting off the entire 
Order from forming a close alliance, or its memhers affiliating with 
other existing bodies of the Order. No one can for a moment doubt 
that there are numhers of Christian Masons who, although they deny 
the Trinity, are most estimable memhers of society and consistent ob­
servera of the virkes of Christianity; hut the objection still retnains, 
and they cannot properly be considered as true Templara. The society 
admitting none hut memhers of the Masonic body, and such only as 
profess themselves to be Trinitarian Christians, it will he at once seen 
that the organisation of the United States Templars is totally different 
from that of all other jurisdictions, which, until of late years, from the 
limited intercourse existing between them, was not generally known.

I fear thatoor present position is somewhat 
of a tentative character, espeoially as the Order of the Temple of 
Bcotland has hesitated to oo-operate with the Great Priories of 
England, of Ireland, and of Canada, in the working ont of our 
system, which recognizes that “The Head of the Order,” (in the 
British Empire) “is the Grand Master," and the Chief Government 
“ the Convent General." In common with the vast majority of Fratres 
throughout Canada, I rejoiced that the movement of 1867 and 1868 
for the estabiishment of a system which would consohdate the govem-’ 
ment of the Order of Knights Templar over the British Empire, had 
been ratified and confirmed by the high oontraoting parties ; it must 
however, I feel assured, be now admitted that the non-co-operation of 
the Order of the Temple of Scotland has most materially affected a 
movement from which we all expected much good and abiding 
resulta. *

The Union DeMolai Preceptory of this Jurisdiction has not yet 
fully recovered from the great loss which it sustained by the disaster 
of June, 1877.

Twice beföre, when the same pestilence attacked his city, he “ stood 
at his post and fought the fight.” In the terrible epidemic of 1873, he 
was ampng the foremost in his care for the sick and dying. In the 
middle of Angnst, he moved his family into the city from his former 
home, two miles away. When his friends remonstrated with him for 
thus exposing himself to the plague, he simply remarked, “ it is my 
duty and it shall be done.” “But your wife,” nrged his friend. ^He 
replied, “ My wife says it is her duty to come, too; that we must keep 
together and do all the good we can; and so we moved into town to- 
day.” He died at his post, and his noble wife is left, with their two 
little ones, to the care of his Brethren. Do you wonder that, among 
all the widows and orphans of our Brethren, I havy selected his as the 
recipients of the balance of your contributions?

When the refugees came to the city of his residence from the in- 
fected districts, he insisted upon their hospitable reception, ana even 
opposed a quarantine.
