Opera House Block

in the Coal-Steel Case at
Sydney, He Tells of an.
0ld Dispute—Thinks That
Ross is Not a Safe Man

SYDNEY, N. 8., July 30.—The first
shot’ in' the battle for supremacy be-
tween the coal and steel - companies
was fired this morning. Long betfore
the hour appointed for the opening, a
large number of interested spectators
gathered at the court room. These in-
cluded many ladies. There was a large
array of counsel present. Promptly at
ten o'clock Judge Longley took his
seat and the court was opened. The
judge stated it was a special session
to hear the case between the two com-
panies. He intimated readiness to pro-
ceed. Privilege of the bar was granted
Judge Nesbit and A. M. Stewart, cf
the Ontario bar and A. J, Brown of the
Quebec bar.

W. B. A. Ritchie opened the case for
the Steel Co., and dwelt briefly on the
statement of claims and explained the
contract between the two companies,
emphasising the quality of coal that
was stipulated, the price and the op-
tion which the steel company took on
the coal company, as laid down in the
contract. He said it would be proved
that the article sold by the coal com-
pany to the steel company, was not
coal in the commercial sense, and could
not be used by the company. Mr. Rit-
chie related how the friction began and
jncreased until the abrogation of the
contract. The principal cause of the
final difficulty was the opening of No.
6 seam.in 1904 which is outside of the
peninsula named. The judge asked
wihether No. 6 mine was on the Phelan
seam and was it not ecasily proved or
disproved.

Mr. Ritrhie said it was difficult to
prove, geoiogists Dbeing undble to say
with certainty. The Steel Co. had been
required- to tage .scventy-five tons No.
¢ coal, proviled “the halance was good
coal without prejudice to rights under
contract, August, September, October,
‘1906, are - months in which oc-
curred the incidents leading
to the present difficulty. The
Steel Co. complained not only of qual-
ity but of quantity. There was a con-
siderable shortage for some months
and the company has to buy coal from
outside at an increased price, and
work could not be run at the accustom-
ed capacity, which occasioned a heavy
loss. In Nyovember, 1906, it was simply
a questio'n of quality. Instead of giv-
ing 75 tons of No. 6 coal and 2,400 tons
of good coal, the matter was reversed.
No. 6 main they believe is not on the
Phelan seam and the coal is not fresh-
ly mined and free from stone, and is
not fit for the use of the Steel Com-
pany. After careful analysis, the coal
was refused. Coal has been refused be-
fore. The main issue will be, was the
Steel Company justified in refusing the
coal, and if so was the Coal Company
justified in breaking the contract. Mr.
Ritchie contended that the Coal Com-
pany was not justified, and that the
action entailed a *heavy loss on the
Steel Company.

Judge Nesbitt was of the same opin
jon. The contract was deposited ,with
the National Trust Company as secur-
ity for an issue of bonds and they
became a party to the eontract.

Sir William Van Horne, sworn, said
he was a director on both companies at
the time of the trouble when he resign-
ed from the Coal Company. The Steel
Company was formed to find a winter
.market for the Coal Company . and to
hold the men together. In 1897, when
it was decided to start the Steel Com-
pany, experts were secured to determine
on the necessary quality of coal (ob-
jected to) and a contract was entered
into. Then came the lease of the Coal
Company to the Steel Company, when
Mr. Ross was president of both com-
panies.

Cross-examined by Mr. Ritchie, he
said he came to Sydney to further the
interests of the Steel Company and to
give evidence. When he resigned he
had got his facts from Mr. Plummer as
to the nature of the trouble, but what
Plummer or Jones had told him had
nothing to do with his resignation. ki ¢
thought Ross’ action unwarranted. It
was done without consent or knowledge
of his directors and against their
wishes. “He (witness) was on the direc-
torate of the Coal Company at the sug-
gestion of Mr. Dimmock, who thought
he could best serve the interests of the
Steel Company by being there. When
he resigned Mr. Dimmock, representing
the Steel Company, expressed regret at
his leaving the coal board. I think I told
him it was too late. I did not g0 back.
Ross did not relish the idea of my being
on the board. My feelings against
Ross weree aused by an old business
transaction, though superficially I
would have been on friendly terms. 5 §
felt I had been cheated by Mr. Ross.
The merits were all on my side.” He
was willing to let the people judge be-
tween them. The trouble between them
dated back seven or eight years. He
was not angry when he did not get
back on the board. He has $100,000 in
the Steel Company. He did not know
whether he had received information
from the Coal Company on November
o9th and 10th. “I have been heart and
soul with the Coal Company.

In
the event of Deputy Speaker Mareil
succeeding Hon., R. F. Sutherland as
Speaker, Mr. Campbell will, in all pro-
bability, become deputy speaker. He
has had considerable experience as
chairman of the railway committee,
and has oflen had charge of the House
when in the committee stage.

Any more extended re-organization
of the cabinet than that outlined above,
is not likely to occur for the present,
the retirement of Sir Frederick Bor-
den, Sir Richard Cartwright, and pos-
sibly Hon. R. W. Scott and Hon. Wm.

HEARING IN THE CASE
AGAINST WM. BECKETT

TThrse. Witnesses - Were Ex

amined Today and the
- Prisoner Admitted to Ball
of $1,600

Constable Wm, Beckett, one of the
guards in charge of the jail prisoners,
who compose the chain gang, has been
charged before the Police Magistrate
with shooting John Cook, a prisoner.

The officer was in court this morn«
ing and a preliminary examination
into the case was commenced Dby
Magistrate Ritchie.

Guard Michael Collins gave evidence
that he and Beckett were in charge of
twelve prisoners whom they took from
the jail to the Rural Cemetery to work
at cutting down a piece of a hill. Af-
ter the handcuffs had been taken off
the prisoners they sat down to rest for
a few minutes Lefore going to their
work, Oné man walked towards a shed
and while the guards were looking af-
ter:him John Cook started to escape.
He jumped over a fence. Supt. Clayton
of the cemetery shouted that the man
was running away. Witness called out
to Cook to stop and Beckett jumped
over the fence and followed the pris-
oner into the woods. Beckett called for
help and Supt. Clayton went to his as-
sistance. While witness was looking
after other prisoners and directing
Mr. Clayton to where Beckett was,
Mike Cogswell took advantage and
ran away. Beckelt and Clayton then
came back with Cook, who refused to
allow the handcuffs to be placed on
%his wrists. Cook told witness if he

struck him with a baton he would kill

him. He broke clear and tried to hit
| Beckett on the head. He made the see=
| ond attempt to strike. Guard Beckett
stooped down and shot Cook on the
leg. Cook used very bad language. Af-
ter he was shot he fell down and was
handcuffed for a few minutes. Mr.
Clayton remained in the road and look-
ed after the other prisoners to prevent
an attaek on witness and Beckett while
they were handling Cook.

Supt. Clayton gave about the same
evidence as Collins. When he went to
Begkett’s assistance Cook said he weu'd
not return with Beckett. He said he
would go to jail but not to work and
he would return to jail on condition
that no handcuffs were placed on him.
While the two officers were working
on Cook the other prisoners assumed
a dangerous attitude, so witness took
a revolver from Collins and ordered
the prisoners to bunch together, stat-
ing that the first man who interfered
with the officers would be shot down.
The prisoners bunched and there was
no interference. The witness said that
the policemen have been too casy with
the priscners.

At 12.30 o’clock the magistrate, police
clerk Henderson, the guards with Mr.
Clayton and Jeremiah Donovan ad-
journed to the general public hospital
where the evidence of the injured pri-
soner was taken.

At the hospital the evidence of Cook
was taken but nothing new was glean-
ed from him further than has been said.
The evidence of the other two wit-
messes was read over and Beckett
was admitted to bail himself $800 and
two bondsmen Robert Clayton and
Jeremiah Donovan at $400 each.

CAUGHT A BIG
SALMON BY GHANGE

Woman's Experience With a
~Light Trout Rod.

A German Meeting With a Monster and
tlg nillglng Str_anger Who Tried to
Help and Broke the Red.

Ie————

GASPE BASIN, Canada, July 29—
The difficult feat of catching a twen-
ty-seven pound salmon on_a woman’'s
ten ounce wire wound cane rod was
performed here a few days ago. An
angler on one of the upper reaches of
the Grand -River had allowed his wife
to Kilt a salmon -on his heavy rod. The
fish was strong and wily and had to
be played with a long line, as his first
rush carried him down the rapids into
a second pool seventy feet further on.
The man’s heart,was on the jump all
the time the fight lasted, and It was a
relief to him when the fish was gaf-
fed to take over his tackle, doubly
precious in that remote place. His
4yife appeared to be quite confent af-
ter that exciting experience with the
sea trout in a little still water hole not
far from the next salmon pool.

She was sternly enjoined not to allow
her trout, which rank as vermin in &
salmon’ Hver, to maie their way inte
and disturb the pool. It was not easy
with her light apparatus, but she did
contrive to bring to land three or four
one or two pounders’ in good style.
Then a fiercg run warned her that she
had a bigger fish, and she was slightly
worried as to whether she could pre-
vent its splashing into the forbidden
water.

However, she put on all the strain
she dared, whereupon the water ‘bub-
bled and heaved, and out leaped 2
huge, glittering creature, which fell
back with a resounding crash.

«gaumon! Saumon!” cried the guide.

“Nonsense!” shouted the man from
his pool, “there could be no salmon in
that dark water. It's a big chub or 2
white trout. Xeep out of this pool.” '

The- quick: witted guide sprang into
the water between the still hole and
the sparkling salmon resort to drive
the fish up stream, and standing there
waist deep waited a chance to use his |
little_met. The. woman’s reel held tha |
usual 100 feet of light silk line, and
instructed by the guide she kept up A8y
steady a strain as the light rod would
allow.

For some time the fish dashed to and |
fro in a space about thirty feet
square. Then he went down and sulk-;
ed until a small stone the. guide threw
in stirred him up again. He next flur- |
yied about on top and made a rush
down stream full tilt for the partly
submerged man.

The. half breed remained perrecuy.
still when he saw the direction the fish i
was taking, and as it passed acmally!
between his legs he managed to grasp |
it with knees and hands. The useless |
Jittle net was discarded, and with one
hand under the gills, the other above |
the tail, he dragged the _struggling |
great fish safely to land. The trout
Tod stood the strain well, excepting at |
the joints two brass ferrules being
split and badly started.

“On the Aaensira River in Norway
we had just such another experience,”
said the jubilant woman at the club-
house that mnight. “The men went out
in a boat trolling behind for grilse
with two flies to a cast. An old trout
yod with spliced Jjoints and a huge
Nottingham reel was good enough for
poor me, and I was bidden to amuse’
myself with a small artificial minnow.
There were trout and certain pretty
little white scaled fish to be had, I was |
told.

“In that country the salmon  often
take spinning baits, and I was not
without a faint hope that T might
= chance to get hold of a grilse tod. *I
" certainly never imagined that I was
to make the catch of the season. How-

ever, while I was enviously watching
my brother play a. grilse. my reel ran
out at the liveliest kind of a rate. You
know there is no drag or clutch on a
Nottingham reel, and I at once pressed
my thumb bn the line. It was then I
got this. See?” And a white scar down
the centre of the thumb was pre-
sented in proof of the friction of a
rapidly running out line. “I had no
guide or gaff, or anything but just my
old rod and line. How I raced up and
down that bank, frantically reeling in
eyery.inch of slack!

““All-at once my fish stopped. There
was no movement, just a heavy weight,
and when I pulled steadily in he came
on his side in a nice gravelly place stone
dead. Curious, wasn't it? Jack said I
frightened him to death by shouting.
But a nice old Norwegian farmer, who
weighed him for me on his funny steel-
yards, told me that the hooks of the
grapple at the tail of my bait had
caught him by the head and that the
points had at last reached his brain.

“IHe was 3 monster; just four feet two
inches long, and he welghed forty-three
pounds. They toid us no one had ever
caught such a fine one in those varts.
Jack’s biggest fish was thirty-six
pounds, and he got him in the Tay
River in Scotland the next year after.
He has been dying to beat my salmon
ever since.

“I shall never forget my first salmon,”
said her companion, a bright little
American woman. “Jt was on the
Rhine, not very far from Basle, and
I was one of a party at a perfectly love-
ly old pla.vr'e there, close to the river.
Oned ay all the men went off fishing
and I ‘took up a handsome little rod I
found suspended on hooks on the rail-
ing of a footbridge ever a tiny brook
and fished a bit with a sort of swivel
fly which had a bright tin body.

#I -got one or two. short rises and
worked down to a little pool where my
stream joined the river. The banks
were high and I was dangling the bait
about a foot over the water before cast-
ing when like a flash of lightning a
great fish jumped for it and got it. In
a second he was off with the line, and
as the reel was very stiff, because 1
was holding down the drag without
knowing it, my rod bent dreadfully. I
shouldn’t wonder but I was screaming,
for I didn’'t a bit know what to do.
Imagine my surprise, for I

said, ‘If ze lady vill me bermeet’ and
a man’s hands took the rod right away
from me.

“Of course the drag was released and
the man, a perfect stranger to me, let
the fish take out a whole lot of line.
Then it sulked and the man reeled in
a bit. He seemed much interested,
though perfectly cool, and muttered, ‘I
vill now you good lady show how the
fish to quigly cash,’ and gave a vicious
jerk!

«“Of course the salmon was mad. He
raced off like anything, took out all the
line, snapped it at the spindle, smashed
both top joints and went away.

“The big German stood there with the

Then he laid the poor ruined rod on the
ground and slowly stamped on it, grind-
ing his teeth like nothing I ever heard
before. I simply sat down and cried
like a baby because I did ‘mot know
enough German to tell that man
what I thought of him.”

Maryland Mob of Whites ;nl B.Iaeks Ty te
Restrain the Lawless Element,

&SRISFIBLD, Md.,, July 29—Their
passion unsated by the kicking and
beating to death of the mnegro Reed,
who, on Saturday evening, without
provocation, shot and killed Police-
man Daugherty, who had Reed’s asso-

mob, at an early hour today, dug

Reed’s mutilated body from the rude y

grave in a swamp near town, into
which it had been thrown, riddled it
with bullets and then tossed it into &
bonfire and saw it reduced to ashes.

Lemuel Showers, the keeper of 2
billiard-room frequented by negroes,
who loaned Reed the revolver with
which he shot Daugherty, was captur-
ed today and lodged in the county jail
at Princess Anne.

Every train arriving at Crisfield was
searched in the hope that Showers
would be found on board. Had he been
he would very probably have been
lynched.

Hildred, whose arrest precipitated
the trouble, has not yet been captured.
There has been no adverse criticism of
the tréatment given Reed. Those who
put an end to his life did their work
throughout without attempt at con-
cealment. It was no party of masked
men, but a band of citizens whose pa
tiénce had been tried by the lawless
negroes of this locality. Even among
the colored race the work of the lyn-
chers met approval.

Today the town council was waited
upon by a delegation representing the
best colored element of the vicinity
and including all the local colored min-
isters and a colored physician. They
asked to be allowed to co-operate with
the white citizens in restoring order
and proper feeling between whites and
blacks.

They asked that the council close
all places of business and amusement
where the unruly element among the
blacks might congregate and foment
trouble. They offered to furnish infor-
mation upon which certain dives in the
negro section mright be closed. They
presented resolutions expressing re-
gret for the murder of Daugherty and
commending him; condemned Reed
and his kind and said that they would
have been willing to join the hunt for
him and in lynching him when he was
captured.

If William T. Stead werce anything
like as great 2 man as he believes him-
gelf to be, his words would carry far
more weight than they do at present.
Mr. Stead looks upon himself as the
arbiter, of all ‘maatters of intergational
concern, to him kinga;a.nd diplomats
are but pleces in the game of which
he is the master pIayer: But oddly
enough the world does not take exact-

‘. iy the same view; it refuses to accept

‘Willlam T. at his own estimate, and
regards him rather as an effervescent
&enius whose mind has been led into
unfrequentad paths, and whose efforts
@t social reform often tend to amus-
ing outbreaks Xence Mr. Stead’'s most
tecent denunciation of the British del-
egation to the Hague convention will
be read with only a passing interest
for his somewhat erratic but always
entertaining remarks are not received
with that seriousness which the speak-
er desires.' Yet when Mr. Stead states
that Britain is.not taking such a lead-
idng part as might have been expected,
he is not straying from the. pathway
of fact. It seems evident that the se-
lection of the British delegation, and
particularly its chairman, was uh-
fortunate, The men who represent the
empire, headed by Sir John Fry, have
‘clearly shown that they have no de-
sire to seek the friendship of other
powers, that they care little about the
settlement of propositions which are
regarded as momentous, by delegates
from other nations, They have failed
to take the lead in several of the prin-
cipal discussions, have introduced but
little of value, and have attached con-
ditions and reservations to other prop-
ositions which render the British sup-
port either undesirable or uncertain, It
is evident that this is not in strict
accordance with the instructions given
by the British government, for the
results cannot be otherwise than in-
Jurious, and must if continued, weak-
en the effect of King Edward’s diplo-
matic policy, Germany is ostentatious-
1y toadying to France and the United
States. Italy feels hurt over the cold-
ness with which her proposals have
teen received by = Britain. There is
general énmlty towards Japan; the
Jatter country is seeking revenge on
France and Germany for assistance
rendered the Russian fleet a few years
ago. Britain and Japan seemingly
stand alone, and the isolation of Ger-
n.any has not been rendered any more
absolute by the diplomatic manoeuvr-
ing of the past few weeks, It was to
be expected that intrigues would de-

THE POLICE.

The life of a policeman is not the
most pleasant at the best of times,
and in view of the services rendered,
the city might surely attend to such
minor details as would increase the
comfort of the men. At the same time
the members of the force are certainly
old enough and big enough to do things
for themselves and ought not, like a
lot of children, to be runﬁing to the
safety board for every little thing that
is needed. The heads of the department
have sufficient authority, and the men
themselves should have energy to at-
tend toalot of little matters tending
to their own comfort. At the same time
it must be admitted that the police
arrangements are much below the aver-
age. The lock-up system is obsolete,
yet in a city like St. John, if these
shacks were destroyed and a patrol
wagon substituted, the men would cer-
tainly make a request for rest houses
in which they might spend the lunch
hour.

A suggestion made by one of the alder-
men seems to be a good one. It is to
the effect that the vehicle now used as
an ambulance, but which is entirely un-
suited to this work, be transformed in-
to a patrol wagon, and a proper am-
bulance purchased. This would over-
come much of the present inconven-
fence in handling prisoners, and the
wagon would meet all ordinary require-
ments for a good many years.

BUILDING BATTLESHIPS
IN RECORD TIME

s

Britain is Increasing Her Nay at a
Remarkahle Rate—Ten New Mon-
sters on the Blocks,

e

LONDON, July 29.—At Portsmouth
Saturday, the second battleship of the
Dreadnought type was launched, and
afterwaids taken into one of the basins
of the dockyard to be completed. The
progress thus made in the construc-
tion of this vessel, aithough it does not
make a record, or indeed approach the
e€xample set in the case of the Dread-
nought, is nevertheless significant,

The Dreadnought was laid down in
“October, 1905, but a greal deal of work
‘had_ been previously done in the way
of collecting materials and ‘preparing
for their assembling, so that in this
nanner a compariseon may easily be
rendered misleading, The Dread-
nought was launched in a little more
than four months from the date of the
laying of her keel plate, ihile the
Bellerophon, which was 1,000 tons
heavier, when launched was Jjust double
that time. There is every reason to be-
lieve that this difference is the result
of a scheme or plan of action prepared
for in advance, and that Just as the
Dreadnought was finished in twelve
months to a day, so the Bellerophon
Will be completed in two years, accord-
ing to promise.

Now, the point to be marked in this
n.atter is that if there are good
grounds for this hypothesis it will mean
that the British Admiralty will have
a fleet of ten Dreadnoughts and Invin-
cibles ready to operate because they
will be finished In every respect before
any other power, ar indeed, any two
powers, can put such a’ fleet into line.
Both the Temeraire and the Superb,
sister ships of the Bellerophon, will be
launched, it is belfeved, within a few
weeks, and- the ships in the public
dock yards will certainly be occupied by
the new Droadnoughts very quickly,
and if the hoped for promise oP the
Hague Conference is not fulfillej—end
very few people can believe it will be—
the Superb, when she takes to the
water, will also be followed by another
Dreadnought.

It remains to indicate fn what way
the experience obtained with the Dread-
nought will be introduced in the de-
sign of the new sghips. The Bellero-
phon and her sisters will be of 700 tons
greater displacement than their proto-
type, and this 700 tons must mean im-
provement of some kind. Probably there
will Be an increase in the depth of the
armored belt, as this seems to follow
necessarily from the increased dis-
placement.

Then, also, the middle turret, which
has not as much command of fire as
might be wished, may be raised to the
level of that on the forecastle, which
would increase the are in which its
guns can bg trained on either beam and
also give em a right astern fire,
doubling the weight of metal thrown in
this direction.

Purther improvements, it is known,
will be made in the battery intended
for protection against attacks of tor-
redo craft. Instead of twelve pound-
ers 4-inch guns will be used for this
purpose, and they will be distributed
in a slightly different manner.

There are also improvements in the
hull and in the portions of the ship in
which are placed the machinery, but
nothing 1is known for certain about
these matters at present.

Altogether it may be assumed that
nothing will be done which will in any
way detract from the homogeneity of
the fleet of these vessels, which it i
manifest every effort will be made to
Rave in effective readiness before any
possible rival.

TRAGEDIES

PROVIDENCE, R. 1, July 28.—Only
one serious accjdent marred the opening
day of old Home Week. Though pro-
hibited by the police department, tor-
pedoes were the cause of fatal injury
to Stanislaus Barron, seven years old.
With his pockets full of these, the boy
stumbled and fell. The explosion tore
a large hole in his breast from which
he will probably die, and severely hurt
his three year old sister Flora.

PAWTUCKET, R. I, July 29.—Des-
pondent because of the loss of all his
savings, amounting t& about $2,000,
through the failure of a bank in Ire-
land, James Davidson, a weaver in
I.onsdale, committed suicide today by
cutting his throat. He was unmarried
and had been sending his savings for
the last twenty years to Ireland.

RUMFORD FALLS, Me., July 29, —
Martin Rasalto, a Pole, aged forty
years, was drowned today while bath-
ing in Swift River. He had been In
this country for ten days, having left
his wife and five children at his former
home,

PITTSFIELD, Mass., July 29.—An-
tonio Lantea, 48 years old, was arrested
by local police here tonight on the
charge of murdering his daughter in
Brooklyn, N. Y. April 1. He was
recognized on the street from a de-
scription which had been forwarded by
the New York police.

PHILADELPHIA, Pa., July 29.—John
Maxwell, mill operator and pioneer
manufacturer in machine-knit goods,
died here this evening aged 93 years.

PAWTAUCKET, T. I, July 29, —
Robert Milne, an electric lineman, was
killed by a powerful current this after-
roon while repairing wires on the top
of an electric light pole. He was 40
years old. A widow and two children
survive him.

NEW YORK, July 2).—A woman,
known only as Mrs, Davidson, was
found dead in a room in a boarding
house in West 22nd street tonight.
About a week ago she went to the
house with her husband and engaged a
rooom.

0.P.R.'S GREAT
WORKS

IRRIGATION
IN THE WEST.

S R R

CALGARY, Alta.,, July 20—The big-
gest thing seen by the British journal-

ists that are now touring Canada as'

guests of Sir Thos, Shaughnessy, was
the huge irrigation work of the Can-
adian Pacific near this flourishing city
which was visited today. The members
of the party were taken for a sixteen
mile ride along the great ditches to
one engineering camp where a regu-
lar camp luncheon was served. During
the stay in camp Mr. J. S. Dennis, as-
sistant to the second vice-president of
the C. P. R., gave a description of the
undertaking in which he expressed his
gratification with
showing the representatives of the
leading papers of Great Britain the
irrigation project of the Canadian Pa-
cific Railway Co., because it was one
of the big things of modern Canada.
He was justified in speaking of it in
that way because, compared with
other firrigation undertakings on this
continent, the Canadian I"acific Rail-
way Co.'s scheme is about four times
bigger than the next largest project
of a similar nature. The scheme em-
braces a solid block of three million
acres extending from Calgary east
about one hundred and fifty miles
along the main line with an average
width of about forty miles, Within this
vast block it is expected that ultimate-
ly from fifteen to sixteen hundred
thousand acres will be irrigated, the
remaining portion being devoted to
dairying grazing and the growth of
winter wheat which don’t require ir-

rigation. The block has been divided |

into the eastern, central and western
sections comprising about a million
acres each and the present construc-
tion of works is confined to the west-
ern section. In that section a main canal

heading in the Bow River has been

constructed with a bed width of sixty-
five feet, & width at the water line of
125 feet and a depth of ten feet. This
main canal, which is seventeen miles
in length transports the water east and
northeast to a large natural depression
which by the construction of the dam is
being utilized as a reservoir, the water
surface in this reservoir being about
three and a half miles in length and a
half mile wide, and water is stored there
to a depth of forty feet. From this re-
servoir the water is taken out in three
secondary canals having a combined
length of about one hundred and fifty
miles and from this secondary canal the

water is taken out in a system of dis-!

tributing ditches comprising some eight
hundred miles in length which bring the
water to each individual farm. It would,
therefore, be seen that in the western
section alone, the water way being con-
structed by the company comprises
about one thousand miles and with the
extension of the system in the eastern
and central district there will be an
eqhal mileage of waterway in each of
these districts making a grand total of
some three thousand miles of waterway
in the whole irrigation block. In c¢om-
pleting this work some 20,000,000 cubic
yvards of earth will be removed which
is one half of what is being moved in
the great Culebra Cut on the Panama
Canala, and a vast amount of timber
will be used in completing structures,
spillways, flumes, and other structures.
These figures, he said, would give a
general idea of the immensity of the
undertaking, and comparison with the
schemes which are being undertaken by
the federal government of the United
States south of the line, would also
serve to indicate the immensity of the
C. P. R. Co’'s undertaking. The Ameri-
can government has undertaken some
eighteen irrigation prospects extend-
ing from Montana to New Mexico.
They comprise in all a total of nineteen
hundred thousand acres of land or a
little more than one-half of the area
included in the Canadian Pacific Rail-
way Company’s project, and the larg-
est individual undertaking comprises
two hundred and fifty thousand acres.
The land of the Canadian Pacific Rail-
way's project is being colonized largely
from south of the line, but people
from Great Britain, Northern Europe.
Australia and New Zealand are alst
coming. The company is now coloniz-
ing it on the basis of a farm unit of
eighty acres and it will therefore be
seen, if it is able to extend this colon-
ization covering the whole block, we
will have in this project the most in-
tensely settled portion of western
Canada. The company felt that colon-
ists in the block may look forward to
the greatest possible measure of suc-
cess owing to the fact that our agri-
cultural developments will be along
the lines of diversified farming, and
while all the grain crops can be suc-
cessfully raised we expect to produce
alfalfa, timothy, sugar beet, and other
high priced ecrops which, with the
dairy produce, will bring about a set-
tlement largely devoted to diversified
farming, which naturally preduces the
greatest agricultural wealth, and from
the railroad standpoint the largest
amount of traffic. The company was
able to interest intending settlers from
practically all over the world in this
irrigation undertaking, because it of-
fers with the certainty of its water
title, and completeness of the system,
surety with regard to irrigation farm-

DENOUNGED THE SYSTEM
OF GONGO GOVERNNENT

Lord Monkswell and Archbishop of Canter-
bury Spoke Strongly in the
House of Lords.

R

LONDON, July 25—“The system of
government in the Congo Independent
State is one of unrestrained tyranny,
enforced by the lash and the bullet, by
cruelty and by murder.”

These words were spoken by Lord
Monkswell, who raised the Congo
question in the House of Lords today
and moved for the papers. The at-
tendance in the house was slight.

Continuing, Lord Monkswell said
the- Congo government was a powerful
engine of greed, which impudently and
insolently violated the limitations and
restrictions under which its rights over
this territory had been granted. The
speaker quoted authorities to support
his statements, and added that an
especial responsibility attached to
Great Britain because, except for her
determined action, the King of Portu-
gal and not the King of the Belgians,
would at this moment have been the
ruler of the Congo.

The Archbishop. of Canterbury de-
clared that the Congo was one of the
most disheartening and humiliating of
contemporary questions. He sald it
was a ghastly irony to read today the
words of the address presented to King
Lecopold by the city of London in 1884
congratulating his Majesty upon his
“bloodless victory.” He declared the
Pritish government should be remind-
ed of the sense of responsibility of all

Englishmen in this matter.

Next to the America comes the Nir-
vana which was owned by the Ilate
C)mmodore George G. Tyson, The Nir-
vana was first known as the Julia, and
she, like the America, was designed by
Georze Steers, The Nirvana is a
schooner, but as the Julia she was a
sloop and she slung a boom more than
ninety feet in length, which was a won-
derful spar in those days. She was
built in 1854 and won many a hard
fought race. The modern cup defend-
ers have booms very little longer than
that which was first put on the Julia.

The sloop Cynthia, owned by R. L.
Pond, Jr., of Boston, was also built in
1854. She has been known as the Mag-
net, Julia and Truant,-and is 44 feet
over all and 33 feet on the water line.
She has done some fine sailing in her
time and is still a good cruising boat.

F. Marion Crawford owns the
1 schooner Aldae. This yacht was once
the_pilot boat Ezra Nye and was
built at Greenport in 1858. Mr. Craw-
ford purchased her some years ago
and had the interior remodelled and
now uses her in Italian waters and for
cruiging in the Mediterranean.

They were fit only for the
junk heap, and there they went, Rules
have been changed frequently, and
yachts that won races under one rule
were put out of the class with the new
one, and, being unabhle to sell their
craft, owners broke them up rather
than pay for storage.

When yacht racing first began to
grow in popular favor yachts were well
built. Yachtsmen wanted good cruising
boats that were fast, but comfortable
craft were much in demand. Then the
craze for speed and lght construction
with scant quarters followed, and as
a result the lives of these vessels were
shert.

Now a good rule has been adopted. It
turns out a vessel of wholesome model
and a speedy one, too. The rule is &
good one, but it can be improved on,
and yacht clubs are now studying how
to improve .it. The question is all in
construction, and to get strong yachts
built scantlings have to be considered.
A committee is now at work on this
question, and when it makes its report
it is expected that the construction of
yachts will be so governed that the
days of the mere racing machine will
be passed. Yachts will be well built.
They will be stanch, wholesome
boats able to go to sea in any weather
and then when one hag been outbuilt
as far as speed is concerned it will still
be marketable because it will be a good
cruising craft. :

GULL LAKE, Sask., July 29—One of
the most remarkable features of the
development of Western Canada, and
especially of Saskatchewan, has been
the gradual shifting of population
westward into fine farming lands that
for many years had been given over to
the rancher or condemned as unfit for
cultivation,

In this manner a few years back saw
the beginning of the notable influx of
settlers into the Soo Line country,
which in less than a decade has be-
come one of the richest farming dis-
tricts in the whole west, the settle-
ment following resulfing in the driv-
ing back of the ranchers further afield
to where the land was reputed to be
not so fit for cultivation. Ten years ago
the Soo Line country was labelled as
too dry for wheat raising, and the cat-
tlemen were careful to maintain that
opinion as far as possible, in order to
preserve so rich a grazing country for
their herds. But a few intrepid set-
tlers made their way into those deso-
late fastnesses, experimented, proved
the suitability of the soil and climate
for grain growing, and spread the good
news among their friends.

Then the rush started. At that time
land was worth two or three dollars an
acre over most of the Soo Line coun-
try, and hard to sell at that. Today,
in the more thickly settled districts,
such as Yellow Grass and Weyburn, it
is worth from fifteen to as high as
forty dollars an acre, and it ‘is worth
that just because it has been proved
that it will produce fine and certain
crops. Last season the Soo Line coun-
try led the province in avcrage wheat |
production.

EM. MacConald Says James Ross Was
Willlng to Discuss Settlement for
the Sake of Public Interests

SYDNEY, N. S., July 20.—In view of
statements published in the press from
time to time that negotiations were on
foot looking to a settlement of the
dispute between the Dominion CoaF~
Company and the Dominion Iron and’
Steel Company out of court and the in-
{ference drawn in many quarters that
proposals of this nature emanated:
from the Dominion Coal Company, B
M. MacDonald, K. C., M. P, one of the
leading counsel for the Dominion Coal
Company, was asked by your corres=
pondent for a statement as to whether
or not any proposition looking to a set=
tlement had been made by the Coddii:
Company. .

Mr. MacDonald stated that it was
fncorrect to say that any proposal
looking to a settlement had come from
any one acting on behalf of the Coal
Company. He believed, however, that
acting in the public interest, Premier
Murray had approached both com=
panies and intimated to them that he
considered that apart from differences
to the opinion as to effect of the
contract, a settlement at this stage
was desirable in‘the interests of the
ghareholders of bot ompanies as well
as in the interests of the whole people
of Canada, who had done so much for
both.

These overtures for a peaceful ar-
rangement were favorably copsidered
by James Ross in behalf of the Coal’
Company, who recognizing the vast
public interests involved, authorized
W. B. Ross, K. C., to negotiate with
the representatives of the Steel Com-
pany. On the eve of the trial, Mr,
MacDonald states that so far, no ond
had appeared on behailf of the Steel
Company to confer with W. B. Ross,
who is. still here, and as a conse=
quence Mr. Murray’s good offices have
failed to bring the parties together.

“«Apparently,”’ said Mr. MacDonald,
“the steel company, regardess of pub-

lic interests has decided to proceed

with litigation which will to a certain
extent tend to further disturb the
financial conditions and cerate a feel~
ing of unrest and uncertainty general-
ly until the matters in dispute are-fin-
ally determined some years hence by
the privy council.”

As one of the counsel of the coal com=
pany, Mr. MacDonald stated that he
was impressed with the fact that
James Ross, while absolutely confident
of his position not only on account of

Eighteen Year 0ld Son of

Daniel Starkey Met Death
by Gapsizing of an Over-
loaded CGanoe — Second

The eighteen years old son of Daniel
Starkey, of Cody's, on the Washede-
moak, was drowned yesterday after-
noon.
