North Dakota Letter.
THE loss of the Narcmic, a freight 

steamer of the White Star Line, of 
which there to now no doubt, has at­
tracted a good deal of attention. The 
tinting of a steamer on the Atlantic to 
now comparatively a rare occurrence. 
Thia to in part owing to the improved 
oonstruotion of the vessels employed to 
the service, and in part to the great 
number of vessels now oontinually 
traversing the great ocean highway. So 
that if a vessel to able to keep afloat for 
any considerable time after meeting 
with disaster, the probabilities are that 
she will receive help from some pass­
ing steamer. If the lost steamer had 
been an old or poorly built vessel, little 
surprise would have been felt at her 
sudden disappearance. But she waa a 
new vessel, and it to said that there waa 
no better freight steamer on the Atlan­
tic. She had been built on the moat ap­
proved plan, with iron screws, water­
tight compartments and the beet life 
saving apparatus. What disaster could 
have occasioned her disappearance from 
the sea so suddenly that ahe was not 
seen in a disabled condition by any 
passing steamer to a mystery. Evidence, 
however, is not wanting that the Xaronic 
really went down at sea. On March 4, 
about twenty-one days after the Naronic 
left Liverpool for New York, two of her 
life boats were sighted by the steamer 
Coventry. The boats were floating keel 
upwards, with mast and oars 1 ashed and 
thrown out, evidently in a desperate 
struggle to keep the boats’ head to the 
wind to a dangerous sea. The position 
of the boats when discovered was south 
by west of Ssble Island, and ninety 
miles south of the western track of 
steamers plying between Liverpool snd 
New York. It to stated that the condi­
tion of the boats when found indicated 
that they had been recently occupied, 
and there to some ground for hope that 
their occupants were rescued by some 
passing steamer, though at time of writ­
ing this hope has not been confirmed. 
The Naronic beings freighter the loss of 
life will be small as compared with what 
it would have been had she been a pas­
se nger steamer. The number of persons 
on her to, we believé, stated to have been 
about fifty or sixty.

BILL to to be presented to the New 
Brunswick legislature with a view 

to secure the placing of temperance in­
struction upon the regular list of studies 
to the common schools. The ladies of 
the Woman’s Christian Temperance 
Union are actively engaged to the en­
deavor to secure the passage of the bill. 
Mrs. Hunt, the weU known lecturer, 
who has spent many years in temper­
ance work along this line, addressed the 
legislature last week in the interests of 
the proposed legislation, and also spoke 
on the same subject before a large au­
dience in City Hall, Fredericton, on 
Sunday evening last An act similar, 
we believe, to that which it to propoeed 
to pass to this province hss been placed 
upon the statute book in Nova Scotia. 
Such legislation also has been intro­
duced into most of the States of the 
American Union. We have previously 
expressed a favorable opinion as to the 
value of this work. A boy reared in a 
home where total abstinence principles 
are intelligently inculcated and firm­
ly maintained, does not as a rule depart 
from the way in which he has been 
trained. If tiie children of the public 
schools could receive such instruction 
as would give them intelligent ideas as 
to the nature of aloohol and its effects 
upon the human system, the evils and 
the perils of the drinking habit, so that 
there should be formed to all the schools 
of the land an intelligent sentiment 
against tbe use of strong drinks, the re­
sults in coming years could not fail to 
be in the highest degree beneficial. A 
prohibitory liquor law placed on oo 
statute books unsupported by a vigorous 
motel sentiment in favor of total ab­
stinence, would be a doubtful measure 
of reform. While therefore we work 
and hope for the one, we should no less 
ardently seek to promote the other.

records oi the "Morgues" or haunt the 
depths <J the rivers around oar cities 
would tell the same story. GambUng is 
the growing epidemic of the. day ! ll Is 
practiced—otten in a small way and for 
small sums of money—by tens of thou­
sands of young men (yes, and of older 
ones too) in all our large towns. It is 
carried on in the privacy of their own 
rooms as well as in the houses for pro 
femional play and in the accursed pool- 
rooms. Emu
parents little suspect—what 
deadly mischief is going on 
cover of secrecy. Many of the larcenies 
committed in counting-rooms and banks 
(some of which are hashed op to save 
reputations) are committed in order to 
cover up losses in pool rooms or at oard- 
tables.

The practice of gambling—so fatal to 
character and often destructive 
soul—commonly begins just as di 
ness begins. At the bottom of I 
glass of wine or other intoxicant lits the 
adder ; and underneath the first dollar 
staked on a game of chance, or a horse­
race, or a ball-match is concealed a 
serpent. When-a young man puts up 
his first wager at a card table or on any 
game or race, he puts a coal of fire into 
his bosom ; and such coals often kindle 
into conflagrations which "srill bum on­
to thé lowest hell!” Gambling for a 
dime is as essentially a sin as gambling 
for a thousand dollars. There Is always 
a first inch at the top of every predploe.

We do not declare that every one who 
plays a game of whist is a gambler, any 
more than that every one who drinks a 
glass of wine is a tippler. Yet cards are 
dangerous articles, just as wine-glasses 
are; and it fa the path of absolute safety 
to let both of them severely alone. Ail 
games of chance have a strange fascina­
tion. Archdeacon Farrar truly remarks 
that "there fa a gambling element in hu­
man nature," and it most be kept under 
watch in the same way as inborn sensual 
appetites are watched.

Card-tables and pool-rooms are not the 
only places where gambling is practiced. 
Tens of thousands are tempted to take a

It is the 
surrender which the human owes to 
the Divine, which man owes to his God 
and his Saviour, and which means the 
highest and most reasonable service of 
which men are .capable. Surrender of 
the human soul with alt its affections 
and all its interests is demanded by 
the man from Nazireth, not to His own 
name simply, but in the name of God 
who sent Him. He asked men to sur­
render not to a mere assumption of Di­
vine origin and authority, hut to the 
truth of God. Because He spoke the 
weeds, and did the works of God, He 
claimed from men submission to His 
Divine authority. And as it was in the 
days when He war in bodily presence 
upon the earth, so now, the surrender 
which Christ demands, and which is de­
manded in His name, is no unreasonable 
claim founded upon arbitrary assump­
tion. It is founded on His word and

Before leaving home he made a profes­
sion of religion and was baptised by 
Rev. Samuel Robinson and united with 
the First Baptist church on Germain St.
In his new home and business he dong 
to his faith and became such an active 
worker in the church that many sug­
gested to him the propriety of entering 
the ministry. He now originated the 
idea and worked up the organisation, to 
conjunction with J. ,W. В arse, Esq., of 
the North Baptist church, Halifax, in 
1847. This mission work wss fruitful 
and blessed to the good of all ooooerned.
The conviction grew upon him that he 
ought to give himself entirely to the 
work of the Lord, so he disposed of his 
business and arranged to go to Water- 
ville College, Maine. After spending 
one year there he changed to Rochester 
University, where he graduated, and 
afterwards completed the Rochester 
Seminary theological course to 1866.

In 1866 he received a call to the East 
Abingdon church, Ms* , where he was 
ordained. Here he married his first 
wife, Miss Greene, of Bandy Ш11, N. Y.
She lived leas than two years after their 
marriage, and died after he had removed 
to Williamsburg, N. Y. His next pas­
torate was at Albany, N. Y., and while 
there he married his second wife, Miss 
Millard, of Rochester, N. Y4 by whom 
he had two sons, one dying to infancy, 
and the other, Charles, who survives 
him. He next accepted a call from 
Chelsea, Maw., and after this he went 
west to Elgin, Illinois, and wss very 
successful in building up a strong 
church and erecting a large and finely 
appointed church edifice. In 1872 the 
Brussels St. church became pss tori ess 
and extended a call to him. He re­
sponded and became pss tor for some 
three years, preaching faithfully the 
gospel and receiving seals to his minis­
try. He spent also s brief term of 
service ss pastor of Zion's church. In 
1880 his wife died, and was buried 
in this dty. She was an estimable 
lady, possessed of good social qualities, 
and made a happy home. After her 
death, in 1881, he determined to go west 
again, and settled * pastor of the First 
Baptist church, Quincy, I1L Here he 
married his third wife, Mrs. C. M. Rogers, 
and after a prosperous pastorate accepted 
a call from Upper Alton, IlL, the seat of 
Shurtieff College. His labors here were 
highly appreciated by the church and 
the college ; but his health beginning to 
give way be determined to seek rest, 
and in the end purchased for himself a 
beautiful home In Elgin, IlL, the scene 
of bis most successful labors. Here he 
rested and preached as opportunity offer­
ed and health permitted, till the sum­
mons came, “ Come up hither." Gladly 
he responded, and exchanged the suffer­
ings of life for the glories of immortality.

William Everett was a man of well 
balanced mind, quick in his perceptions, 
strong in his grasp of a question, and 
pre-eminently practical. His early busi-

Clover in biennial, and dies out when 
it has accomplished its purpose of re­
producing itself by maturing seed.

The finish of carriage varnish is very 
high, and it has the hardest wear that 
any high finish ett^h, encounters. A 
year in daily use is, as long as a carriage 
ought to go if it is kept always new. If 
used only occasionally it may go much 
longer ; much depends where the car­
riage stands. When not in use, if the 
carriage-room adjoins the stable, and 
the partition between the two are not 
tight, or when the door is left open, 
ammonia from the manure will very 
qaicWy dull the varnish, and soon crack. 
It; these cracks, at first very minute, 
steadily deepen, if the conditions do not 
vary, and the job is spoiled. Carrisgds 
upon which toe damaging influence tA 
ammonia have but just begun may be 
rubbed down with pumloertone, and t*. 
varnished to look as good as new, 
When badly scratched it will be neces­
sary to sandpaper off everything to the
