RIPS BOSTON PREttiS
Has No Patience With Men 

Who Pose As Champions Of 
Christianity In Pulpit To 
Neglect Elemental Principles

exponents of Christianity in Boston 
pulpits," were criticized by Most Rev.

The archbishop in his address said 
in part:

1 would like to believe 
that every professed exponent of 
Christianity in Boston pulpits believed 
so. But I am forcnl to conclude that 
some do not.

"With 'Christians,’ such as those 
who arbitrarily cast out of the gospel 
of Christ whatever does not suit their 
passing fancy and then read into His 
character and into that of whom He 
taught, whatever accords with their 
present philosophical conceits, 
no word to say on miracles. I can 
have done.

“For we have no commun ground to 
stand upon; no more than have athe­
ists and unbelievers.

“I have no path nee whatsoever with 
those who ln pulpit or press, pose as 
the champions of the cause of Christ­
ianity. but false to their sacred trust, 
yield Its most cherished principles."

In spite of the fact that he

no more gov­
ernment legislation would be iutroduced this session.

This is a singular reason, because so long ago as 
last January Sir Wilfrid announced the policy of the 
government, and there was no reason why the legislation 
required should be postponed until April, and then held 
over because of an agreement witli Mr. Borden. No­
body supposed that Mr. Borden would object to de­
partmental legislation uf this sort.

Yesterday Mr. Borden rose in his place and declared 
that there was no agreement between Sir Wilfrid and 
himself in regard to this legislation or any other, 
government was absolutely free to deal with the case 
and Mr. Borden had no objection to the introduction of 
this measure or auy other that the government thought 
necessary lu the public interest.

Sir Wilfrid Laurier admitted that Mr. Borden’s 
statemeut was true. The premier stated flatly that 
there had b^en no agreement of the kind mentioned. 
He also said that he had not told the delegates that 
such a compact had been made. All that he told them 
was that he had privately informed Mr. Borden what 
further legislation was contemplated.

This means that Sir Wilfrid would not introduce 
the Valley Railway legislation because he had made up 
his miud not to do so. and had announced his intention. 
But Mr. Borden told the premier that this expression of 

. intention was not an agreement. If the premier had 
the slightest idea that liis statement of intention had 
the effect of an agreement. Mr. Borden assured him 
that he might consider himself perfectly free to go 
on with the necessary Valley Railway legislation.

Sir Wilfrid, however, made it clear that he would 
not legislate. Therefore the Dominion government can­
not make anything more than a provisional contract 
without legislative sanction.
