A VISITING CLEAGYMAN
SPEAKS OF RECIPROGITY

Rev. Dr. Grey Says Canadian
People Should Vote on, and

Assume Responsibility for,
Trade Pact.

r———

In conversation with The Standard,
Rev. Andrew Grey, D. D., of Illinois,
who Is. conducting services this
month in Trinity church, expressed
his opinion with regard to reciprocity.

“I am a nativé of Sussex, New
Brunswick, and lived in the province
for severa! years,” said Dr. Grey, "and
although I have resided in Boston and
vicinity for upwards of twenty years,
and for the last ten years in the State
of Illineis, I remain and expect to re-
uiin a British subject.- I have never
in any way lost my interest in Can-
ada and Canadian affairs, nor in the
British Empire,

“l1 have watched with great inter-
est the various public movements both
at home and in the colonies, from time
to time. [ was greatly interested
years ago in the question ‘of reciproc-
ity between the United States and
Canada, The United States govern-
ment then seemnd very unwilling to
grant it. Now the United States gov-
ernment seems quite inclined to in-
sist. upon it. In my judgment, if it
becomes a settled fact, the United
States will gain immensely more from
it than Canada will gain, There may
be an immediate gain in some respects
for Canada;, but will that gain not be
more than offset by the probable loss
of Imperial Federation in trade with
Canada?

“I had interviews three years ago
with leading statesnfen ofl the Union-
ist party in England, which party is
destined to come into power in the
near future, and If they succeed, as
I believe they will ere long, the policy
of Joseph Chamberlain unquestionably
is, as he frequently expressed it, to
establish a tariff and place a duty
upon imports from Germany, France,
United States and other countries,
but to leave an open market, with
preferential trade, to the colonies, In
this, I might say, he shows the hand
of a statesman, for by that trade he
will bind the colonies to the mother
land as by hoops-of steel.

If Canada believes reciprocity to
be the right thing, let it not be forc-
ed upon her by a few representatives,
but I would say, be cautious, give the
people the nefit of a referendum,
and if at the polls they say they want
reciprocity, then let them have it, and
they themselves will be responsible
for the resuits."” ,

Dr. Grey expressed his entire dis-ap-
probation of the present Asquith
movement in the matter of the veto
bill in the House of Lords. “It is very
unwise,” he 2ald, “it is unconstitu-
tional, it is not statesman-like, and
must sooner or later produce radical
ism, and radicalism and Socialism in
the end lead to Anarchy. Soclalism
is gaining ground today rapidly under
the present Asquith government. No
one who knows England could for a
moment deny that. The United
States, one of the freest and best Re-
publics on the face of the globe would
scorn the idea of abolishing the sec-
ond chamber, and yet it has come to
this, that an old conservative country
like England is being driven to have
o government less safe, less secure,
less conservative than the republic
of the United States.”

1 think we have done fairly well* he
sald yesterday. “If we had more mon-
ey for this service-we could do bet
ter. Some cities spend $4,000 or $5,000
per mile of street fof cleaning pur-
poses, and this s about five times
what we have to spend for all street
purposes, including repairs, interest
charges, and so forth.

“Money spent on removing the dust
and dirt from the streets is well spent
and I have hopes that the public will
see the commection between clean
streets and good health.

“At the next meeting of the board
of works, I intend to ask for & new
street cleaning machine, pne that
works on the same prineiple as a
carpet sweeper. This machine is in
use in other places and works well, It
is hauled around by a horse and cleans
off - the surface of the streets."

Asked whether he was satisfied with
the results of the experiment of us<
ing oil on the streets, the engineer
sald that the experiment had justified
his hopes, and expressed the opinion
that the citizens generally were sat-
isfied that the oil on the streets was
an improvement on the old system of
water sprinkling.

“The experiment was not made un-
der favorable conditions,' he added.
“There was too much dust on the
streets when the oil was laid, and dust
blew in from other streets after the
oll was put on. Then the streets were
very dry and one coating of oll was
not sufficient to form ury sort of
crust,

“Another car of oil has been ordered,
and I think the next sprinkling will
give more satisfactory results, though
we &re nhot able to sprinkle as many
streets ag we ought to. In other cities
where they use oll In preference to
water for street sprinkling, they give
practically all the streets two or more
coats of oil each summer,

“Oil not only keeps the streets freer
of dust, but it |8 a good antiseptic,
It is well known that oil is used ex-
tensively in fighting mosquitoes and
other pests. It serves the purpuse of
an insectide or germicide, and in that
way has an important influenee on the
health of the city.”

“But doesn’t it give the people an
‘olly eye? ”

“I have heard of ome city in the
United States where the people have
what they call the oily eye,” said the
engineer. “That is, they attribute the
trouble with their eyes to the oil on
the streets. But I think that that city
must have got some oil of a peculiar
quality if it affects the people's eyes
Sometimes people get bad eyes from
burning the midnight ofl, but I never
knew that oil, such as is used on the
streets, is bad for the eyes.”
