New York, Sept 28—The agree­
ment between the Anglo-French finan­
cial commission and the American 
bankers with whom they have been 
conferring over the proposed credit 
loan to Great Britain and France, has 
resulted In the formation of a definite 
plan, it was officially announced here 
tonight, for the establishment of a 
$600,000,000 loan issue of five year 
five per cent Joint British and French 
bonds, payable Jointly and severally 
by the two nations, upon which the 
big loan will be a first lien.

The bonds will. be issued to the pub­
lic at 98, thus yielding approximately 
five and one-half per cent, to the in­
vestor, and to the nation-wide syndi­
cate of tankers which will subscribe 
to the loan at 96. Formation of the 
syndicate has been left to J. P. Mor­

Taken by British. ITALIAN London, Sept. 98—"If Bulgarian mo­
bilization should result Ini Bulgaria as­
suming an aggressive attitude on the 
side of our enemies we are prepared 
to give our friends in the Balkans all 
the support in our power. In a manner 
that would be most welcome to them, 
in concert with our allies,” was the 
announcement made by Sir Edward 
Grey, the British foreign secretary in 
the House of Commons this afternoon.

Premier Asquith made an urgent 
appeal to all his hearers to abstain 
from raising questions regarding re­
cruiting for the national service.

"We are at a critical moment in the 
history of the war,” the Premier said. 
"We are watching with the most in­
tense sympathy and hope the gallant 
combined efforts of the Allied forces.

“I do not think a greater dls-servlce 
could he rendered this country and 
the cause of the Allies than that at 
this moment a suggestion should go 
forth to the world that there is any 
division of opinioni here.”

The speeches of Premier Asquith 
and Foreign Secretary Grey were fol­
lowed with the closest attention, as 
they dealt with phases of the war sit­
uation which are of particular interest 
in England at the present.

Austrian Ambassador Formal­

ly Recalled by His Govern­
ment—U. S. Arranging for 

His Safe Conduct.

London, Sept. 29.—An official communication, just 
made public, dealing with the operations in France Tues­
day, says that in the heavy fighting around Loos the British 
have taken exceptionally strong German lines of trenches and 
bomb-proof shelters several-hundred yards in extent. Hav­
ing taken the German second line, the statement says the Bri­
tish are now after the third line of trenches. In all, more than 
three thousand prisoners have been taken and twenty-one 
guns have been captured and others destroyed.

The statement says:
“The following has been received from Field Marshal Sir 

John French:
“Severe fighting has continued today around Loos and 

north ef that place. We now hold all the ground north 
No. TO WhichThe enemy re-took on the 26th.

4‘We have made further progress to the south of Loos 
and captured another gun. The total number of guns captur­
ed by us is now twenty-one. There are several more between 
us and the enemy which have been abandoned by him.

“Our number of prisoners now exceeds three thousand.
“The number of machine guns captured is forty. Many 

more have been destroyed by our bombardment.
“The enemy’s lines taken by us are exceptionally 

strong. They consist of a double front line, which included 
two large works, named by him the Hosenzoilern and Kaiser 
Wilhelm redoubts. These consisted of a network of trenches 
and bomb-proof shelters, several hundreds yards in extent.

The bonds will be re-payable 
at the end of five years, or converti­
ble, at the option of the holder, into 
four and one-half per cent, bonds of 
the two governments, re payable not 
earlier than fifteen years and not later 
than twenty-five years from the pres­
ent time by the 
jointly and severally.

“The bonds will be issued to the 
public at 98, yielding approximately 
6% per cent, to the Investor. The work 
of offering this loan will be carried 
out by a syndicate which Messrs. J. 
P. Morgan and Company and a large 
group of American bankers and fin­
ancial houses will at once set about 
to form. Such group *(111 includ 
présentât! ves throughout" the country, 
and all members of the syndicate will 
be on precisely the same footing. This 
syndicate, whose business it will be 
to arrange that every investor shall 
have an opportunity to subscribe to 
the issue, will contract to purchase the 
loan from the two governments at 96.

the Allies’ offensive movement is not 
being carried on with the same im­
petuosity that characterized the first 
two days of the operations.

Ottawa, Sept. 28—Major-General 
Sir Bam Hughes is evidently not a 
conscrlptionist, nor is he, apparently, 
much in sympathy with those who 
publlclf criticise others for not en­
listing.

Ottawa, Ont, Sept 28—The war of­

fice which has been purchasing in 
England from time to tiine various 
quantities of Canadian flour for the 
use of the army has recently asked 
the department of agriculture to un­
dertake the purchase of limited quan­
tities of flour in> Canada. The pur­
chasing agent who has been conduct­
ing this work in England for the war 
office has recently arrived in Canada 
and is taking the question up with 
the minister for the purpose of ar­
ranging details of the work during the 
next few months.

The report was circulated recently 
that the British authorities were send­
ing out an expert to consult with the 
government with regard to the pur­
chase of hay and oats. The purchase 
of these commodities has been in the 
hands of the minister of agriculture 
for some time past and the arrange­
ments which have been in existence 
still stand.

Berlin, Sept. 28. (By Wireless to 
Sayville—Germany has not yet reach­
ed the limit of her military efforts, 
while her foes are drawing near the 
end of their resources, declares Major 
Morahl, the military critic of the Ber­
liner Tageblatt, in a review of the 
present status of the belligerents. In 
his review, an abstract of which is 
given by the Overseas News Agency, 
he points out that Germany places the 
military age limit at 45, and has not 
even registered men younger than 
twenty, while France, he says, is pre­
paring to send to the front, in Decem­
ber, i!) year old boys, and is unable 
to relieve from service on the fight­
ing lines soldiers who 
than 45 years.

Company versus the City of St John 
In reference to paving in Main street 
was resumed before His Honor Jus­
tice Grimmer yesterday afternoon.
Affidavits by Fred R. Taylor and 
Frank L. Potts were submitted and the 
arguments of Mr. Taylor for the com­
pany and Hon. J. B. M. Baxter for the 
City of St. John were heard. The de­
cision! of the court will be made later.

Mr. Taylor, K. C. claimed that a 
clear case had been made out for the 
interference by the court by a man­
datory injunction. The city had an­
ticipated that the plaintiff would ap­
ply for an injunction, he said, and had 
rushed the work on. This under many 
authorities was sufficient ground for 
the granting of a mandatory injunc­
tion. The company had sustained Ir­
reparable injury by the loss of fares 
which It was Impossible to calculate, 
and by the disarrangement of Its time 
table and by the Impossibility of main 
taining its service.

The Attorney-General contended 
that In practically every case of Inter­
locutory mandatory Injunction there 
had been some contractual relations 
existing between the parties. He de 
nled that the city had rushed the work 
In anticipation of an injunction, and 
argued that the city after conducting 
correspondence since the previous 
September with reference to the grad­
ing of this street, had found that the 
company was unwilling to recognize 
the rights of the city as defined by a 
recent judgment of the Supreme 
Court.

The company was given an oppor­
tunity to raise Its rails to the grade 
before the city made Its street, but re­
fused to do so. The city had therefore 
constructed its str< ■ t and so far from 
the Injury being irreparable, it could 
be remedied In a day or two, by the 
plaintiff removing the concrete and 
bringing their tracks to the proper 
grade. There was no Instance of a 
mandatory Injunction because of past 
damage but only in cases of prospec­
tive Injury. In all the cases in which 
a mandatory Injunction had been 
granted the act required to be done 
was upono the def ndant’s property, 
where the plaintiff, If he entered 
would be committing trespass and 
therefore an Injunction was necessary.

The grades given by the city engi­
neer had not been given for the 
pose of wantonly changing grade* and 
were only made for the purpose of Im­
proving street grades. He further 
claimed that he had not violated the 
terms of the injunction, for the in­
junction order of the chief justice, 
while it applied to the intersection of 
Douglas Avenue and Main street did 
not apply to the portion of Main 
street where the tracks were taken up 
arid the concrete laid.

We think therefore you will see 
that It would not be advisable for us 
to try and raise this work at the pre­
sent time, as it might block all the 
section from the North End car sta­
bles, also throwing us out of the use 
of the North End sheds at a season 
of the year when it is necessary for 
us to run ploys and sweepers from 
both end of the city.

If this work ca/n be allowed to re­
main until Spring, we will have plans 
of new special work made, and ma 
terial ready to start as soon as con­
struction work can be proceeded with.

Newcastle, Sept, 28—Premier Clarke 

and Hon. J. A. Murray visited the 
Newcastle Board 6t Trade yesterday 
afternoon and listened to several re­
quests of the board. One for an agri­
cultural college on the North Shore, 
another for better facilities for young 
men to settle on the crowru land, and 
another that pulp companies have to 
pay no more atumpage on logs than 
have the saw mills.

Hon. Mr. Murray said a college 
would be built on the North Shore as 
soon as possible. It might have been 
built this year, only the director of 
vocational work and three other prom­
inent members of the staff had gone 
to the front. He hoped It could be 
built -BMlkiysBe. -

To Hem. D. Morrison, who spoke on 
the land question, Premier Clarke 
said It was the government's inten­
tion to have as soon as possible a sur­
vey and classification of the crown 
lands to avoid any trouble as to where 
mem can settle. They expected the 
lumber lands to be a permanent asset 
No timber lands would be sold, except 
In isolated cases. Land without lum­
ber might be acquired by bona fide 
farmers who had no wood for wood 
lots. Some trouble re settlement was 
caused by people squatting on land 
that could not be approved for settle­
ment But no complaint that had 
reached his department had beeni ne­
glected and no one who had compiled 
with all the condltlbns of the Labor 
Act had been denied a grant

Hon. Mr. Morrison said that when 
a grant had been applied for along 
came a lumberman and stripped the 
land not only of the nine-inch stuff he 
was entitled to, but away down to four 
and five inches.

The Premier said that in such a 
case there would be trespass. The 
lumberman would be charged double 
stumpage and extra.

Aid. H. H. Stuart asked if the dam­
ages collected from the trespasser 
would go to the grantee or the gov­
ernment. He cited an alleged case 
where the grantee’s lands are being 
stripped of everything.

The Premier replied that the pen­
alty went to the government. This 
seemed a hardship. It should go to 
the grantee. If the sufferer would 
complain to him he would have an In­
vestigation at onoe.

The Premier said that the.pulpwood 
question was being considered by the 
government.

Hon. Mr. Murray said that his de­
partment. and the government recog­
nized that education was at the base 
of agricultural success. The best 
wheat in New Brunswick had been 
grown in Northumberland county. 
The educational policy of the depart­
ment was working out well. He hop­
ed to be able soon to announce voca­
tional education. It was the desire of 
the government to rehabilitate the 
farms and bring New Brunswick up 
to the highest agricultural standard. 
The North Shore would not be ne­
glected. Any suggestion from the 
Board of Trade would be welcomed.

The ministers were given a hearty 
vote of thanks.

George W. Fowler, M. P„ who re­
turned from Ottawa yesterday, said 
he understood the work here would 
be started at once. He expected that 
Hon. Mr. Hazen and Hon. Mr. Rogers 
would both visit St John next week.

The following despatch came from 
Ottawa yesterday:

Ottawa,
past the Department of Marine and 
Fisheries and of the Naval Service 
have been giving special attention to 
the question of transportation durimg 
the winter season of munitions and 
supplies that will be required 
seas. Since ht# return to Ottawa last 
week the minister has been giving his 
almost undivided attention to this 
matter which is of such Importance to 
Canada as a whole and people of his 
constituency. Negotiations have taken 
place with the Department of Public 
Works and the Director of Overseas 
Transportation at Montreal with the 
result that Mr. Hazen authorizes the 
statement that arrangements have 
been satisfactorily completed, and It 
is practically assumed that the busi­
ness handled from the port of St. John 
during the coming winter season will 
exceed In bulk and value that of last 
year, when the exports through St 
John were $18,000,000 In excess of 
any previous year.

Tenders will be asked by the Public 
Works Department at once for the 
construction of additional sheds at 
berths 7, 14 and 15, and these will be 
ready for business during the coming 
season. They will be of similar con­
struction to the sheds erected at berth 
No. 15 last year.

In order to accommodate the larger 
vessels that will come as transports 
this year arrangements have been 
made for the dredging of berths 7, 14 
and 15 to a depth of 32 feet at extreme 
low tide.

John C. Chesley, agent of the Ma­
rine and Fisheries Department, return­
ed yesterday after an absence of about 
a week in Montreal and Ottawa, where 
he had a conference with Hon. J. D. 
Hazen, Minister of Marine and Fish­
eries, official of the Public Works De­
partment, and the Imperial Transpor­
tation Commissic-n. Mr. Chesley said 
there was no doubt there would be 
more shipping through the port of 
St. John this winter than ever before. 
The vessels coming to port would all 
be big liners, and the accommodation 
of the port would be taxed to the ut­
most to accommodate the vessels. Hon. 
Mr. Hazen has arranged to have large 
increases in the shipping; facilities here 
made in order to handle the traffic. 
The dredging is to commence immedi 
ately in the harbor, and docks 7, 14, 
15 and 16 are to be dredged to a depth 
of 3.2 feet at extreme low tide, -which 
will be sufficient to meet 
quiremeni. The Public Works Depart, 
ment has arranged to build a shed 
200 feet in length to the west of shed 
No. 15 and also a shed at berth 14 
about 220 by 90 feet and four feet 
higher than the present sheds. At No. 
7 a shed 155 feet by 70 feet is to be 
erected, and these sheds will give 
about 600 feet additional accommoda­
tion
