London, March 6.—The Germans are still adding to the 
number of their divisions on the western front, General F. 
B. Maurice, chief director of military operations at the war 
office, declared in his weekly talk with The Associated Press 
today. The Germans now have sixteen divisions more than 
the Allies in the west, he said, but this did not mean that they 
were in superior strength, as the Allied divisions were num­
erically larger.

Gen. Maurice said the Entente forces still held the super­
iority in rifles, guns and aircraft, but that this superiority was 
diminishing.

"I have said heretofore that a German offensive was im­
mediately likely, because the Germans required time to pre­
pare new troops," said General Maurice, "but these major 
preparations are now more or less complete and the enemy 
can attack whenever he completes his local preparations.

"It is now to these local preparations that we must look 
for indications of an approaching attack. These indications 
are not always easy to gauge. We have now reached a stage 
when you cannot prophesy. If the enemy wishes to attack 
there is nothing to prevent."

In Italy.
Washington, Mar. «.—Renewed pos­

sibilities of a new Austro-Hungarian 
stroke on the Italian front are indi­
cated in Italian official despatches re­
ceived here today. Important. move­
ments of enemy troops were effected 
during February. Formation by the 
enemy of a new tactical group similar 
to that adopted for the offensive of No­
vember last has been detected by the 
Italians.

Long columns of troops are still 
moving forward toward Valdastlco,
Laragino and Giudicaria and there is 
en increasing concentration back of 
the enemy lines of artillery from the 
Russian front.

Late reports from Russia indicate that the Bolshevik 
government probably will not keep its engagement with the 
Germans to ratify next Tuesday the peace compact agreed 
upon at Brest-Litovsk. The evacuation of Petrograd by the 
Bolshevik government and the populace already has begun 
and Trotzky, the foreign minister, has announced that the 
leaders of the revolution are prepared to fall back even to the 
Ural Mountains, which separate Great Russia from Siberia 
and proclaim a holy war in order to circumvent the plans of 
the Germans to make the revolution unsuccessful.

It seems evident that the Germans have not yet ceased 
their operations against the Russians, for Krylenko, the Bol­
shevik commander in chief, has sent a protest to the German 
commander asking whether all steps had been taken by him 
for a cessation of hostilities. A like message was despatch­
ed to the Austro-Hungarian commander. The reason for the 
latter communication, howevr, is not apparent for the forces 
of the dual monarchy are known to be bent on/flcaring Lit­
tle Russia of Bolsheviki in order to carry out the compact to 
aid the Ukrainians in establishing and administering their 
new formed republic.

As the result of an arrangement

John Valley railway will be taken over 
by the federal government.

break of the war was not enought to 
replace the losses by marine causes 
alone, leaving the losses by enemy 
action yet to be made up.

Norwegian Sunk.
London, Mar. 6—(Tuesday)—The 

Norwegian steamer Havna of 1,160 
tons gross, has been torpedoed with­
out warning. She sank in less than 
one minute. The crew of eighteen 
had no time to-launch a bpat and jump­
ed into the sea. The captain and five 
survivors were landed Monday night.

The captain of the Havna fears that 
the remainder of the crew were

would But the rail situation on the C. G. R. 
obtains also on the other railways in­
cluding the Canadian Pacific and a 
general policy of assistance has been 
decided upon by the government. As 
a first help the rails on the Hudson 
Bay railway are to be taken up and 
will replace worn rails on the Cana­
dian Northern and Grand Trunk.

This, however, will not take care of 
the whole trouble. New rails are 
badly wanted everywhere and none are 
being manufactured. The steel plants 
are busy manufacturing munitions and 
only an order from the Imperial Muni­
tions Board can turn them from muni­
tions to rails. The steel companies 
are understood to be not very anxious 
to make steel rails.

It is expected that the policy definite­
ly decided upon by the government 
will be to commandeer one or more of 
the Canadian steel plants for the pur­
pose of turning out the rails that are 
badly needed. The question is now un­
der consideration.

"Of all the large cities that I have 
been in, I think that Paris has been 
the easiest for me to find my way 
around In. I suppose it was because 
I had to get down to business and 
find out for myself. I inquired of 
civilians a few times, as to the cor­
rect direction, and I was always 
steered the opposite, so 
asking questions and took my own 
course and have been in almost

"On arrival In Paris I looked up 
the British Army and Navy Leave 
Club which la In the busy part of 
the city, part of Hotel "Moderne, 
which takes up a full block on the 
big square called Place de Repub­
lic, and there we found a home far 
away from home.

"This club does everything In the 
way of looking after the comfort and 
welfare of a soldier on leave to Paris. 
They provide rooms, baths, billiards, 
games, reading and writing, 
slonally htgh class entertainments 
during the week and meals served 
for a reasonably small sum. The 
serving and cooking is all handled 
by the Red Cross ladies who give 
their time and labor gratis, and they 
never seem to get tired 
God's blessing just to see the pleas­
ant faces. The cooking has 
one-time familiar taste about it that 
reminds you of what mother used to 
do for you. 
think of lining up at the cook house 
door, with an old mess tin for Trolly 
beef and hard tack.

There are plenty of sightseeing par­
ties in Paris, they are arranged every 
day, and the club provides a lady 
guide, who takes the boys out on what- 

trips they have booked tor, and 
shows them the places of Interest, also 
explaining tha history.

Paris Is a bmftful city and It takes 
time to get arouo/A it and see all the
places of Interest,

One trip, which is toe biggest part of 
a day, is to Versailes. about twelve 
miles out of the efty. You can go by 
train. It has the places where kings 
used to live. The new castle waj built 
by Louis XIV., remodelled by Louis 
XV. and used as a hunting club •* ? 
Louis XVI. I cannot go Into details 
about its splendors, for It would take 
too long, but I will Just give you sort 
of a rough outline of the different 
rooms of interest.

The coronation room, where the 
kings and queens were crowned ; 
chamber of battle 
yards long and shows paintings of all 
the old battles of olden days. Vernet, 
supposed to be the best artist of those 
days, has splendid shnwlnge of his art 
in this room. Then the tapes .y, dif­
ferent chambers used by royal fami­
lies. twenty sev en princes were borr. in 
ont, of these rooms, but hardly >y one 
mother.

Next is the chamber of peace, and 
I think it was in use at this time; 
chamber of war, and then the chamber

The King of Denmark was the last 
to be entertained In this room, that 
was only a few matt tbs before the war. 
The Kaiser’s grandfather, who was 
then King of Prussia was declared 
Emperor of all Genàany In this room. 
Then we go to the Billiard and Dining 
Rooms and also the 
grounds are one mass of fountains all 
built reaching up Jo places.

The trip takes V>u up'the classiest 
avenue in the world; its miles long. 
In this avenue are found the residence 
of President Polntcarq, the station for 
arrival of Royalty, the Hotel the 
Prince of Wales stops at when In the 
city; the large palace where all the 
Allied Conferences are held and then 
Into the large parks.

Washington, Mar. 6—Charged with 
the embezzlement of several million 
dollars from the French government in 
dealings with American motor truck 
manufacturers, Frank J. Goldsoll, a 
wealthy retired French soldier, Is held 
in jail here tonight awaiting extradi 
tion proceedings which will begin 
March 20.

Goldsoll is accused by the French 
embassy of having appropriated to his 
own use huge commissions on war 
contracts which he was sent to the 
United States to execute for his gov 
eroment. Preliminary arrangements 
for his release In the custody of a 
marshal were held up by order of 
United States Commltsioner Hitt, and 
Goldsoll was remanded to Jail.

Declines To Talk.
The prisoner declined to comment 

on the case, but his counsel talked 
freely asserting that his arrest was 
due to political antagonism. The 
French mlnistery, they said, looked 
with disfavor on Goldsoll's close affilia­
tions with Albert Thomas, former min­
ister of munitions, and that Thomas 
wan the real objective of the prosecu-

The Allan liner Calgarian was a 
vessel of 17,515 tons gross, 568 feet 
long, and 70 feet of beam. She was 
built in Glasgow in 1914.

There are no published records of 
the recent movements of the Calgar­
ian which for some time has been in 
the service of the British government. 
The last report given out concerning 
the liner was in April of 1916, when 
she sailed from Halifax for England 
with Canadian troops.

A most unusual circumstance in 
connection with the sinking of the 
Calgarian is the fact that she 
struck by four torpedoes. So far as 
published reports hâve shown, in no 
previous case has a 
been subjected to such a heavy at­
tack by submarine. Evidently the 
Germans concentrated U-boats to en­
sure the sinking of the liner.

King and Premier Shocked.

The news of the death of the Nation­
alist leader brought messages of sor­
row and regret from all sections of 
the community. King George, when 
he was Informed of the event, was 
deeply shocked and expressed his pro­
found regret. Premier Lloyd George 
was similarly moved when he learned 
the news. The premier will move an 
appropriate resolution In the House 
of Commons.

This will enable the premier and 
(former Premier Asquith, who have 
lVeen life-long supporters of home rule, 
iiwid other leaders to pay tribute to 
the memory of Mr. Redmond, who had 
himself during his long parliamentary 
career spoken on similar occasions 
most eloquently of departed political 
colleagues.

It is expected the funeral will take 
place in Dublin, with burial at Glas- 
nevln cemetery, 
solemn requiem mass will be cele­
brated in Westminster Cathedral.

French Front Feb. 25—(Correspond­
ence of The Associated Press)—Smart 
little brown men from Annam and 
other pails of Indo-China have reliev­
ed the French troops of the pick and 
shovel work which is, next to actual 
fighting, one of thé most Important 
duties of a modern army not only in 
the first-line positions but In the rear 
of the battle-fronts. At many points 
along the line these soldiers—for they 
are thoroughly trained fighting men, 
many of whom have taken a valorous 
part in colonial wars—may* be met 
cheerfully and willingly doing their 
hit in the great task of heating the 
Germans.

On one day, during* a recent offen­
sive, a battalion of Annamites trans­
ferred from an ammunition train to 
succeeding convoys of motor lorries

victory.

Since February. 1916, these Anna­
mites have been in France, or at least 
the first detachment of them, and soon 
after their a. rival they were found 
to be of such immense utility that 
their numbers have been greatly in­
creased. When volunteers were call­
ed for among the existing battalions 
In the Far East virtually every man 
In the service asked to be taken to 
Europe. It is regarded as an honor 
among the natl vos of the French col­
ony to serve lu the army and in the 
ranks of the native battalions are to 
be found men from the best families 
of the country, even princes of the 
royal blood taking service as privates.

Born in 1861, son of W. A. Redmond, 
member of the British parliament 
from Wexford, Ireland, John E. Red­
mond had sat almost continuously in 
the British House of Commons since 
1881. There his parliamentary fights 

' for home rule earned for him the so­
briquet of the "stormy petrel of the 
House."

Educated in Clongowes Wood Col­
lege, Kildare, and Trinity College, 
Dublin, Redmond was called to the 
ixmdon bar In 1886, and the Irish bar 
the following year, hut he never prac­
tised law. He devoted himself al­
most wholly to his parliamentary and 
political duties.

Redmond's eloquence and his grasp 
of parliamentary procedure won his 
early recognition In parliament, and 
when, In 1891, the Irish party was dis­
rupted. consequent on the Parnell 
scandals, he became the accredited 
leader of the Parnelites. In 1900 he 
succeeded in bringing about an amal­
gamation of the two leading National­
ist parties anjl made his position as 
Nationalist leader secure.

YESTERDAY'S CAMPAIGN. sociatlon. This company has an au­
thorized capital of one million dollars, 
of which, roughly, one-third each is 
subscribed by the Manitoba Govern­
ment, associated wholesalers, and re 
tall dealers In the smaller towns and 
villages. Ten per cent, of this capital 
is paid up, the remainder being sub­
ject to call as required. The plan of 
operation involves the establishment of 
a complete record, kept strictly up to 
date, of the condition of business with 
every retailer desiring to participate 
in the advantages of the association. 
These retailers forward to the associ­
ation their orders for different lines of 
goods. A committee passes on the re­
quests, and determines whether the re­
tailer. judged from the records of his 
turnover, is entitled to such quantities 
as are asked by him. Orders are thus 
kept within reason, and when passed 
are approved for credit, forwarded to 
the wholesaler designated, and credit 
extended to the merchant for the 
amount involved. The retailer is charg­
ed Interest on the amount of his order 
until payment is made, but the account 
is guaranteed to the wholesaler by the 
association and is paid within the cus­
tomary credit limit. Paid up capital 
is required only for ordinary operating 
expenses, for under government super­
vision a maximum credit of twenty 
million dollars has been arranged 
through the banks. This novel plan 
appears to be of advantage to all 
classes involved. It permits exten­
sions of business in the way of larger 
stocks and greater variety of lines 
among the -small merchants, thus 
bringing to the consumer many prod­
ucts nationally advertised and conse­
quently cheaper than might otherwise 
be had, and by eliminating the possi­
bility of losses through bad debts, en 
ables the wholesaler to keep prices 
down to the minimum, while at the 
same time enjoying the tree use of 
the capital invested in his business.

It seems to make little difference 
how often the appeals come, St. John 
men and women are always ready 
with generous responses to worthy ob­
jects. This has been Strikingly shown 
In campaigns carried on during the 
past year or two, and that the standard 
of giving is well maintained Is evi­
denced by the response met yesterday 
in the Y. M. C. A. appeal for funds. In 
matters such as this, the example of a 
few of those fortunate enough to pos­
sess a fair share of worldy goods has a 
marked effect on others of more moder­
ate means, and this city is certainly 
to be congratulated on numbering 
among its citizens a group of men who, 
whatever the demand may be, are al­
ways ready to exceed expectations and 
to give, not grudgingly but as though it 
were a pleasure. In lists of contribu­
tors the same names are found time 
and again and to the splendid example 
set by this comparatively small group 
is due much of the success achieved 
by those upon whom the duty of solicit­
ing contributions falls.

Yesterday's campaign was of purely 
local interest. It was not a national 
nor a patriotic undertaking excepting 
In so far as revenues of the local Y. M. 
C. A. have been adversely affected by 
world conditions. Hence it lacked the 
tremendous pulling force ordinarily at­
taching to patriotic propositions and 
its success is all the more remarkable 
on that account. Yet the Y. M. C. A. 
occupies a very large place In this 
city’s life, a place made all the more 
important because of the calibre and 
earnestness of the men who direct its 
policy. To this and to other institu­
tions of a similar character must fall 
the task of character building along 
these lines of mental, moral and physi­
cal development so necessary in sup­
plementing home training. It Is diffi­
cult to reach the highest efficiency 
when financial worries are always de­
manding attention, and it is sincerely 
to be hoped that by yesterday’s cam­
paign such a measure of relief will be 
obtained as will enable those in charge 
of this institution to go on in ever in­
creasing usefulness.

It is not generally recognized that 
the construction of wooden ships now 
being carried on under supervision of 
the Imperial Munitions Board is rather 
novel In St. John. In days gone by 
when the numerous yards surrounding 
this city were scenes of activity, ves-

The 
membership of the Y. M. C. A. does 
not consist wholly of those whose 
homes are elsewhere, but is most large­
ly composed of boys and men whose 
families live here. This city numbers 
among its residents many hundreds of 
young women belonging to other 
places who have come here to take 
positions and who of necessity live in 
boarding houses, 
houses—the class within reach of the 
ordinary working girl’s purse—are not 
always the most attractive places un­
der the sun, and there seems to be 
very little apart from the ordinary 
amusement houses to occupy the time 
of these girls in the evenings. They 
are as much entitled as are the boys 
to a good boarding house, such as the 
Y. M. C. A. provides, to a gymnasium, 
to a swimming tank, to recreation 
rooms, to classes of instruction in dif­
ferent subjects, to their own Biol a 
classes, their fireside talks, their soc 
ial gatherings, and the other desirablo 
features which go to make a success 
of the Y. M. C. A. An attempt was 
made a few years ago to conduct a 
Girls’ Club along some such plan here, 
but the effort was necessarily handi­
capped through lack of funds and 
eventually had to be abandoned be­
cause of the unsuitable nature of the 
building occupied, which building was 
tkt best that could be obtained for the 
MBotmt of money available. It is stat­
ed that some time ago, in recognition 
of the pressing demand for good board 
Ing houses for girls, a list of such 
homes was prepared for publication by 
a group of ladies Interested In this 
work. But so great was the demand 
that every room on the list was taken 
before the list was published.

If a Y. M. C. A. is recognized as a 
good thing for boys, why should it not 
be an equally good thing tor the girls? 
Smely the women of this country have 
in the past few years—even if they 
never had previously—earned the 
right to just as generous treatment as 
is accorded the men.

sels of eight, ten, and twelve hundred 
tons were turned out with neatness 
and despatch. Some may have been 
even larger, but nothing remotely ap­
proaching twenty-eight hundred tons 
was ever launched here, and a wooden 
vessel two hundred and fifty feet long 
would have been looked upon with a 
certain amount of surprise by the 
builders of those days. There is in 
the present construction another im­
portant difference, namely that the 
vessels now in progress are not to de­
pend on wind but are to be propelled 
bv turbines of the most modern design, 
driven by oil burners. This in itself 
necessitates very striking differences 
in the style of construction. Instead of 
timbers ordinarily handled by a small 
force of men, the standardized ships 
arc very heavily built indeed, being re­
inforced throughout with steel, and so 
made to withstand almost any strain 
that under ordinary circumstances 
would be imposed. They are being 
fashioned primarily as tramp freght- 
ers, the whole design being calculated 
to provide cargo space, but at the 
same time the accommodation for offi­
cers and crew are such as will guaran­
tee every comfort on the long voyages 
for which the vessels are Intended.

It Is not at all probable that after 
the completion of the two vessels now 
under contract anything further along 
the same lines will be authorized here. 
In fact such a statement has already 
been credited to the Munitions Board. 
It Is found that by reason of scarcity in 
the east of suitable timber, as compar­
ed with the plentiful supply at moder­
ate prices on the Pacific Coast, the 
costs here are much greater than had 
been anticipated. And by reason of 
the lack of competent help, construc­
tion is delayed. The chances are 
that when the present contracts are 
completed smaller vessels will be ask­
ed, to be constructed of materials 
more îeadlly available, and more easily 
handled.

Ottawa, Mar. 6—A signal honor has 
been conferred upon Mr. Y. Numano, 
who fqr the past fifteen months has 
occupied the important post of'con­
sul-general of Japan in Canada with 
headquarters at Ottawa. Advices from 
the foreign office enounce that Mr. 
^umano has been appointed consul- 
general of Japan in Tien Tain, China 
—one of the most important poets in 
the Japanese consular service. Mr 
Numano will leave for Yokohama at 
the latter part of next week.

No successor to Mr. Numano has 
been yet appointed but an interim 
Mr. Y. Iwate, at present attache at 
the Japanese Embassy in Washing­
ton, will come to Ottawa, and with 
the title of Vice-Consul, will assume 
charge of Japanese diplomatic and 
state affairs in Canada.

Proud of Canada.

In referring to Canada’s part in the 
war, in the course of an interview 
today, Mr. Numano was most enthus­
iastic.

“I go away much Impressed with 
the way that Canada is doing her full 
share in this great war of civilisation 
and humanity,” said 
those splendid men! 
them! Canada has responded nobly— 
nobly.

"Do you know Canada has sent in 
proportion, more soldiers to defend 
the empire than Japan did In the 
Japanese-Russian war? Approximate- 
ly 1-16 of your population is enrolled 
in the defence of the country ?. In 
Japan the proportion was about 1-40. 
Canada has earned the deep gratitude 
of all countries, and of the allies of 
Great Britain. Canada is wonderful.”

Before 
aranglng for the loan they had tried 
to buy from McGill University some 
St. John Railway bonds at 96, but the 
McGill authorities refused to sell at 
less than par. He considered the se­
curity given by Mr. Taylor more than 
sufficient.

In connection with the $10,000 to 
himself Mr. Hopper s^ld this jnatter 
had been talked of before 1914, hut In 
that year he wae voted $10,000 In 
bonds and they were placed in the 
hands of the trustees, he to receive 
the interest so long as he remained 
with the company, and in the event 
of his severing his connection with 
the company he was then to get the 
bonds. When the St. John Railway 
Company decided to sell out he was 
given the cash, as the New Brunswick 
Investment Company did not want to 
handle the bonde.

Mr. Powell then asked the witness 
a number of questions in regard to 
the gas division of the business.

The witness estimated the deficit 
for 1918 at the Increased price ot gas 
based on the 1917 consumption as 
$3,734.16 exclusive of dividends.

In answer to Mr. Connell the wit­
ness said the total interest bearing 
securities of the Power Co. were 
$1,750,000 5 per cent, bonds; $1,000,- 
000 1st preferred stock, 7 per cent, 
cumulative and $360,000 of 2nd pre­
ferred stock 7 per cent, mu-cumula­
tive.. This amount was paid by the 
present company for the assets of the 
old company and the water powers 
situated at Lepreaux and Magaguada- 
vic, but he had no idea what was 
allowed for these water powers.

Dr. Baxter then took up the cross- 
examination of the witness.

Dr. Baxter.—The St. John Railway 
Co. had $1.000,000 common stock and 
$1,057,600 of bonds, the stock paying 
6 per cent, and the bonds 5 per cent. ; 
for this was substituted $1,750,000 of 
bonds, $1,000.000 1st preferred and 
$350,000 2nd preferred stock, the 
bonds bearing 5 per cent, and the 
stock 7 per cent, interest; a differ­
ence of $1,042,400. Now can you 
show what there is to represent this 
Increase in capital liability?

Mr. Hopper—There is the physical 
value of the St. John Railway plant 
and the water powers.

Dr. Baxter—Can you place a value 
on the water powers?

Mr. Hopper—No.
Mr. Hopper contended that the 

physical value of the assets of the St. 
John Railway Company was much 
more than the securities issued 
against it, and said he considered the 
physical value was over $2,600,000. 
He considered that when the St. John 
Railway took over the property in 
1895 the value Instead of the $950,000 
shown was at least $500,000 more 
than that.

Dr. Baxter—There is a difference 
of $360,000 between the construction 
account and the securities—does this 
represent profits ?

Mr. Hoppen—No, this is accounted 
for by the low valuation placed on 
the property in 1895.

Dr. Baxter—Can you tell us why if 
this value was there stocks and bonds 
were not issued against.

Mr. Hopper—It was more or less a 
closed corporation.

Mr. Hopper then said all the com­
pany had to show for the $69,120 in­
crease in the interest charges was 
the undeveloped water powers.

Dr. Baxter then asked that a state­
ment showing an estimate of the 
operation of the electric light and 
railway departments for the year 
1918 based on 1917 business be pre­
pared as was done for the gas de­
partment.

Mr. Hopper said that would take 
two or three weeks, as the staff were 
very busy.

Mr. Baxter thoucht this might be 
gotten out as well as the gas. The 
great trouble was that the company 
wanted the gas considered as a sepa­
rate department, and he insisted on 
having all the departments consider­
ed together.

Mr. Hopper finally made up his 
mind that he could provide a reason­
ably correct statement in the time aak-

The witness said the cost of coal 
for the railway department for Janu­
ary, 1918, was $2,350 
January, 1917.

Mr. Baxter then took up the special 
deduction and depreciation accounts 
and asked the witness how he ac­
counted for the fact that in one place 
tho sum was $83,116.37, and on the 
next page $108,988.37.

Mr. Hopper said he knew what was

What “Bill" Says.W I received your welcome letter and 
was glad to hear that the boys are all 
well. I think it would be safe to say 
that you all voted for conscription, that 
is what all us fellows did. I was 
speaking to Lieut.

per was put on the stand and gave 
evidence in regard to the gas and 
Mr. Powell submitted a statement of 
the gas division for the months of 
December, 1917, and January, 1918.

Mr. Hopper said the deficit for De­
cember was $800 bigger than was 
estimated when the application was 
made to the commission, apd the act­
ual deficit for 1917 wa» $7,841.19. In 
January there was a loss of $2,074 on 
operating expenses alone. For light­
ing purposes, $1,17851 worth of gas 
was sold; coke sales totalled $4,113.- 
46 and tar sales totalled $290.00. 
1,364,000 pounds of coal was used; 
6,779,000 cubic feet of gas was pro­
duced in January, 1918; in January 
1917, 4,802,800 cubic feet of gas was 
produced.

Leakage some times ran as high as 
26 per cent., and this wa« due to the 
steam rollers on the street. Some 
of the pipes were laid on rock, but 
in renewals they were bedding the 
pipes and this helped to stop the 
leakage. The company was using 
steel pipes Instead of Iron and filling 
the joints with lead and oakum.

Mr. Hopper estimated the increase 
in wages for 1918 at $1,221.90; the 
Increase in bench coal based on the 
1917 consumption would be $24,402.08. 
The cost for 1917 was $25,802.42, and 
for this year would be $50,204^60. The 
increased revenue based on the 1917 
consumption at the 1918 price would 
be $577.40 on lighting gas, $19,924.10 
on heating gas, and $6,779.55 on coke.

In answer to Dr. Wallace Mr. Hop­
per said there wan no provision for 
discount thin year.

The unit price of gas was $1,346 
at the plant, and $1,716 delivered. 
This price was made up by taking 
the 1918 price of coal, Increased 
wages and data of other years.

Mr. Hopper said the company had 
ordered a "Booster” to improve sup­
ply conditions and were preparing 
to install a new condenser, to put in 
a large boiler to replace some small 
ones and rearrange the bencher. The 
company had sold gas at $1.00 to 
popularize it.

In answer to Mr. Connell the wit­
ness said the price of gas in Boston 
was 90 cents, but they had contract 
for coal at $1.00 per ton with the 
Dominion Coal Co.

In some districts fairly sat­
isfactory progress has oeen made. But 
taking the province as a whole, there 
is reason for disappointment. The 
provincial government has not reced­
ed from its position, 
secured the results that we had reason 
to expect by this time.

The explanation for this state of af­
fairs is that the French school trus­
tees have appealed to the courts and 
by doing so held in abeyance the en­
forcement of the regulation. It Is to 
be hoped that the government will find 
a means of compelling the observance 
of Its regulations by the recalcitrant 
trustees. It has been worked out ln 
Manitoba by the appointment of an of­
ficial trustee. It may be wise for this 
Grand Lodge to secure the prepara­
tion of legislation to assist the govern­
ment to solve this problem."

Miss Thomas began by saying that 
no matter what organization one work­
ed in It was the ideal of that society 
which it was necessary to understand.
She illustrated the spirit of the Y. W.
C. A. by telling the story of the forma­
tion by Mias Edgar of a club of work­
ing girls of the better class in Mon­
treal. The assembled girls were ask­
ed if they wanted to form a club and 
the reply was unanimous. Then Miss 
Edgar asked why they wanted a club? 
and after a moment s silence, one of 
the younger girls said: “To wear a 
badge and have a yell.”
