IMyS You «tote that you wore in conver­
sation with an expert, and that ho ad- 
vtoeo you that our system is rovtea 
It la not my intention to argue against 
this expert, but would like to point 
out that all the oitisens of St. John 
are not ignorant of the facts. It is 
true that we are doing nothing to'im­
prove our system, but I am in hopes 
that the New Health Act of tlvi Pro 
vince, our Commercial Club, Red 
Cross and other societies, who are 
endeavoring to improve conditions 
hero, will in time wake up to the 
fact that U le useless to try to save 
our children after disease has taken 
complete control. Now let me explain 
our system: The largest portion oi 
the milk sold ip St. John comes from 
Kings County. If we would investi­
gate starting at the source of the 
supply, we would find the milking is 
done in barns, sheds, etc. In the ma­
jority of the haras, it is impossible 
to keep the milk free of dust and 
dirt, and in some cases the milking 
is done in anything but a clean way. 
We will therefore say that the milk 
is not clean at milking .Now in some 
cases the milk is hauled four or five 
miles to the station, and heats consid­
erably enroule It is then loaded on 
the train and heats stills more until 
it finally reaches the city. This milk 
in some cases is delivered direct from 
the train to the consumer. Others 
keep it until the following morning. 
Milk which may have had a fairly low 
bacteria count at the start, will with 
the rise in temperature have the bac­
teria (germ life » increased thousands 
and thousands of times. 6o by the 
time we receive it, it is full of dirt, 
dust and disease germs. This is what 
we are forced to feed the baby and in 
cases where the child Is weak, they 
are easy prey for disease.

I have been greatly interested in 
the work of Dr Roberts, and his De­
partment of Public Health, also the 
Commercial Club, and believe it is 
their duty to have a change made in 
our system.

“Other cases of Improper marking 
are intentionally fraudulent,” con­
tinued Cuipt. Edwards, "such as the 
marking ot German manufacturers 
with English names, and the names 
of English cities, 
samples of German 
Instance, with the name "Sheffield 
on them, as if they càmffîrom the cele­
brated cutlery centre. That is the 
rankest of fraud, done deliberately to 
mislead buyers. At one time it w8e 
possible to detect the fraud, if one 
was acquainted with the appearance 
of German printing which, even in 
Roman type, is different to English; 
but some German printers have se­
cured fonts of English type, so that 
means of detection goes, and as they 
have learned the need of using good 
English translatera it is often not pos­
sible to see even from their catalogs 
where the goods were made.

He 
became a friend of the family, ana 
his engagement to Danielle was re­
cently announced. The wedding was 
fixed for August and despite the ZÔ 
years' difference in ages between her­
self and her prospective husband, 
Danielle seemed perfectly 'happy. On 
Thursday evening she i*ok dinner 
with her fiance and his mother at the 
apartment of Dr. Ecoffet and seemed, 
Mme. Ecoffet says, to be in good 
«spirits throughout the meal. After 
dinner Danielle accompanied Mme. 
Eooffet to her street "car, saying, as 
the elder woman kissed her good 
night: "Oh, I must go back to the 
apartment for a minute, 
something I forgot."

I not be switched on again until the 
operator of the car lias closed hia 
door by employment of the crank 
«bait controlling the mechanism. 
One closing the door by hand does 
not throw on the power.

In addition to the regular brake for 
the ordinary control of th« car, a 
brake, known ae the emergency, has 
been installed. It is operated much 
In the same way as a brake man on a 
«team oar would operate his brake 
if signalled in am emergency by the 
engineer. This is a powerful brake, 
and in the test yesterday brought the 
car to a *ull stop tu about a length 
and a half.

The revenue from the sales tax 
for April was $2,873,219, of which $2, 
L66.649 was obtained from the tax on 
domestic trade and the balance on Im­
ports. The revenue from this tax 
reached its peak in October last when 
it totalled $6,020,474 ; and with the 
exception of March it has been fail­
ing steadily since. The average figure 
for the ten months contained in the 
last fiscal year, which ended with 
March, was $3,802,616, so that the 
April returns are nearly a million be­
low the average. The returns for 
March were $3,404,571, and this, 
though It was on exception from a 
general decline, was considerably be 
low the average for the ten months 
during which the Sales Tax was in 
operation last year.
