We have now too many com-
missioners and supervisors and the money
for the roads passed through too many
hands. Let one man in each district be
résponsible for the expenditure on the
roads and we will have a better result.

1 also approve of the policy of requiring
companies that seek franchises in this
province to show their ability to carry
out the work they propose to undertake.
The franchises of this province belong to
the people and the people bave & right
to see that they are properly bestowed.

In following the member for Carleton,.
I do mot expeet to enter into every detail
that he has made, for he has given a
great deal of study to the question for
some weeks and I feel that I am p.aced
at a disadvantage in not having the op-
portunity of studying the figures he has
quoted. Still his speech reminds me of
the amewer given to the old clergyman
who asked one of his parishionere fhow he
liked his sermon of the day before, the
parishioner cheerfully seplied: “I always
liked that sermon,” and so we have heard
Mr. Flemming's speech so often that
some of us really begin to like it.

No Anxiety About the Public Debt.

‘I do not eee amy reason for anxiety on
account of the public debt. If we figure
it up we will find that it amounts to
about $10 per head for each inhabitant of
the province. Yet the member for Car-
leton, who sheds tears over this debt,
steadily supported a government in the
dominion which had a debt amounting to
$55 a head for each inhabitant of Canada.
Did he hold up his hands in holy horror

‘at the size of the debt? By no means. It

did not give him any COnCern, nor did he
think it a reasen for withdrawing hie
support.

I would also like to point out that the
debt ‘of St. John is almost $100 a head,
and the debt of Moncton $60 a head, yet
no one believes that these cities are like-

| ly to be ruined by their debte. Our pro-

vincial debt is very small in proportion
to our resources, although the opposition
have sought to minimize these resources.
I remember in 1839 the ridicule with
which two gentlemen spoke of the pros-
pects of getting oil and natural ‘gas in
New Brunswick. They said that the only
natural gas in the province was that
whica emanated from the government.
Yet now we see the resulte of the govern-
ment’s policy in the development wf the
magnificent oil field of that county.

Mr. Flemming Opposed to Everything.

The member for Carleton said he was
not opposed to permanent bridges, but he
seems, to be opposed to everything done
by the government.

Wilson denied having etated, as
alleged, that Frank Sullivan told him
Stratton aad paid Gemey money and he,
Sullivan, got part of it.

Frank Sullivan, the mext witness, ad-
mitted writing a letter to Gamey, in
which he said: “I have eeen our mam.”
He "said ke referred to his own father.
Phe letter was in connection with a deal
Gamey and he proposed to make for tim:
ber on MacGregor Isiand, which fell
through. Sullivan, om the request of
Gamey, introduced the latter . to Houn.
Mr. Stratton. Gamey told Stratton he
was elected to eupport the government.
Mr. Stratton laughed at this, but told
Gamey to geo and see Barrister Grant.
Gamey, however, eaw Aylesworth, end,
after signing a letter agreemg to support
the Ross government, told Aylesworth be
wanted a loan of seme money. :

Woman Gained Access to Her Hﬁsbﬁhd’s Private Office and
Abstracted Papers from the Safe, and Refused to
Return Them. - -

‘Washington, April 23—A most sensa”
tional development of the investigation
of post office department affairs occurred
just before the department closed today,
when Postmaster-General Payne an-
nounced the summary dismissal of James
H. Tyner, assistant attorney-general for
the post office department, coupling with
the anmouncement the startling charge
that all the papers and records in the safe
of the latters’ office had been dbstracted
by Mrs. Tyner, wife of the discharged
officer, with the assistance of others.

The postmaster-general stated that Mrs.
Tyner has refused the demand of the gov-
ernment for the return of the papers
taken and said the circumstances would
be submitted by him to the department
of ‘justice tomorrow.

Other sensational developments are ex-
peeted. The question of arrests is now
under consideration. :

HERE ARE THE CUSTOMS REGULATIONS

WHICH MADE THE

GERMAANS SO ANGRY,

Surtax Applies to Articles Produc& in the Kaiser's Country
or the Chief Value of Which is Produced There--Bay of
~ Fundy Fishery Commission Named.

Ottawa, April 23—(Special)—The cus-
toms department has prepared e circular
for importers, to be distributed by the
customs, containing full information re-
garding the regulation with reference to
the surtax on German goods. Two certi-
fieates are required from importfers, one
as follows: ;

Whereas, German goods are stbject to
& surtax in Canada I certify that nome of
the articles included in this consignment
were produced in Germany.

This is to be attached to goods emtered
under the British preferential tariff and
the other in the following language:

Whereas, German goods are subject to
surtax in Canada, “I certify that nome of
the articles contained in this package are
the production and manufacture of Ger
many, and that chief value of swch were
not produced in Germany” is to be placed
on invoices of all goods exported to Canm-
ada, except such as are admitted under the
preferential tariff.

Tt has been decided that this shall not
apply to goods actually purchased by Can-
adian importers before April 16, and which

are-imported on or before June 30, and

gll cases in which exemption is claimed
from this ruling, it must be established
that the order from the importer in Cam-~
ada for such goods was received and ac-
cepted by the exporters on or before April
16. Tt is particularly pointed out that
surtax’ applies not only to articles pro-
duced in Germary, but also to articles, the
chief value ifor which is produced in Ger-
many: although they have been improved
or advanced in value by the manufacturers
of another wountry. %ﬂn‘s applies to ar-
ticles manufactured in Great Britain, the
chief value of which wae produced in Ger-
iany, notwithstanding the provisions of
British preferential tariff.

Budget Speech:

Hon. Mr. Tweedie then proceeded to
deliver his budget speech. He said: This
is the seventh time I have rigen in my
place in this house to move that you
leave the chair for the house to go into
committee of eupply. On all these occa-
sions, while not able to satisfy every mem-
ber of the house, I have been happy en-
ough to be able to please a majority of them
and I congratulate myself that was the
result of the recent general election. The
country is also satisfied with my admin-
istration of public affairs. _

In dealing with the finances of the prov-
finces there is not much room for flights
of the imagination. Larger questions of
policy are dealt with by the federal gov-
ernment. Nor is there much novelty in
my setatement, for honorable gentlemen
have had the accounts before them and
they have also been published in the
Royal Gazette, under an act passed by
us two or three years ago. But in the re-
marks that I prpose to make I will go
over some ground that has been trodden
before because about one-third: of the
members of this house are mew members,
who have mot heard previous financial
statements.

I propose, therefore, to lay before you
88 concigely as possible the state of the
finances of the province. In doing so, I
rather approach it from the view of non-
party politice, It is simply a question
whether the government has administer-
ied its affaire prudently or not.

The first charge that is usually made
mgainst us is that we have increased the
bonded indebtedness, That etatement is
#rue. But what honorable gentleman will

has been increased should mot have been
ooked after.

I challenge the opposition to nmame a
service which they will say was improper-
y expended or an expenditure which
.hey opposed in the house. I think I may
airly congratulate this province, which it
thares with. the rest of Canada, in its
:reat and continued prosperity. Of course
v period 'of depression must come in the
ourse of time, some indeed think it -is

lue now. But I believe chat with the res-
ources we have we will pass over this
seriod when it does come better than al-
nost any other part of the world.

This province has progressed marvel-
ously in agriculture in recent years, and
wow that industry stands on a very satis-
actory footing. A few years ago, all the
<heese useG by our people was purchased
nutside the provinee. Last year we manu-
actured enough @ for our own & use
wnd  exported 1,210,000 pounds, hav-
ng manufactured a grand - - total
f 1,911,000 ' pounds, In. butter, we
nanufactured .- last - year, in cream-
'ries; 751, pounds, or a total value of
heese and buttter of $341,715.

Thie magnificent .result was mainly due
o the grand educational work carried on
wy. the department of agriculture through
he three dairy euperintendents, supple-
1ented by generous assistance in the
rection and: equipment of cheese and but-
er factories, But say our friends of the
pposition “a great deal of this money is
pént in salaries.” That ig true, but this
lucational work is necessary and these
1en -are educators. The superintendents,
[essrs, Mitchell, Tilley and Daigle, are
onetantly engaged in pushing this work,
hey mot only instruct in the crearmery

business, but they take charge and they

{ are constantly holding meetings, advocat-

ing the advantages of co-operative dairy-
ang and organizing chéese and buttter
companies.

Good Work of Dairy Superintendents.

Students from all over the province at-
tend the dairy school and disseminate use-
ful knowledge with: regard to dairying in
ever ypart of the province. Two of these
dairy superintendents have .received from
other provinces very flattering offers,much
'arger than anything we could afford to
give, yet they have remained with us,
preferring to continue the work in their
native province. As a proof of the good
work they are doing, I may compare our
dairy produects with those of Nova Scotia,
which offers the same assistance to dairy-
ing that we do, but has no dairy super
intendent. The output of butter and
cheese in that province is very much less
than our own and the difference is due
to the work done. by our dairy superin-
tendents. !

Every Industry Prosperous.

Every industry in this province is pros-
perous today. I might refer to the lum-
ber industry, which is now in a better
position than it has been in for many years,
paying higher wages by at least 15 per
cent, than it has for the past 30 years, but
I will postpone my remarks until a later
period when I will-announce the policy of
the government with reference to this in-
dustry.

Now, our mines are just beginning to
be developed. Never before has there
been such a boom in mining in thig prov-
ince as there is now. Years ago when the
government began to give facilities for
searching for oi1l,it was said that we were
creating monopolies. The idea ©of there
being oil in New Brunswick was laughed
at. Now, the result has proved the wis-
dom of our course. No one now doubts
that oil exists in this province in great
abundance,

In boring 25 oil wells in the counties of
Westmorland and Albert only two or

three were found to be dry. Experts have
visited “these wells and pronounced the oil
to be a first rate quality and abundant in
quantity. The company that has been en-
gaged in boring for oil now proposes to
build a refinery and there is no doubt that

Another Industry. I

Another mining industry iq the. elum-
inum: company whichi is- now 'seeking in-
corpdration. It is promoted: By local as
well “as foreign capitalists, one local capi-
talist . has interested ‘$40,000 in it. This
company proposes to: manufacture alum-
inum in Queens county. The: 'capital of
the company is $5,000,000, and it is evi-
dent -that they mean businéss and are
ready to make large expenditures.

Then thete ig the coal of Queens county,
which has been developed by the ploicy of
the government. The railway from Chip-
man to the mine, although’ somewhat de-
Jayed from unforseen causes, is now com-
pieted ‘and will be running in a few weeks.
The city of St. John will get the benefit
of ‘this improved means of transportation.

Not long ago a man from the south. vis-
ited the Queens county coal fields and pro-
posed to use a machine for the purpose of
mining the coal. He. said--that he could
place Grand Lake c¢oal in St. John of a
quality never seen before. This coal had
lost in character because it was not prop-
erly screened, but now coal will be sent
to market of the very best quality and in
large ‘quantities,

Kent County-Has Coal, Too.

But Queens county is mot the only
county that is developing its coal areas
under the policy of the government: M-
ing is going on also in the county of Kent,
and an outputi of 300 or 400 tons a weelk
will shortly :be realized in this mine. In
every direction we wsee the marks of
progress.

Bonded Indabtedness. .
_Let me now. give you briefly, a state-
ment of the bonded indebtedness of the
province.

Taking
up the liabilities in- the .order in which
they vecur we have first the bonded -debt,
which is' the 'largest item:to be consid-
ered. The bonds of the province are here
classified in relation to the rate of inter-
est which they bear, but at page 258 will
be found astatement showing the acts of
the' legislature under which the liability
was incurred as well as the public works
that they represent. :

The rate of interest ranges from 6 per
| cent to 3 per cent, the average rate being
about 4 per cent. .The ‘total bonded debt
on the 3lst of October last .was $3.636,846,
the increase during tthe year being $345,-

were issued on account of the smallpox
epidemic.

After the sale of bonds some years ago
the price of bonds fell and all kinds of
government securities were affected. Guilt-
edge securities, such as provincial bonds,
are only good when times are depressed.
At other times people use their money,
for securities that give a higher rate of
interest. Moday you cannot do anything
with your bonds compared with their
proper value, °

The Different lsiues of Bonds.

The smallpox bonds for $60,000 are re-
deemable in 20 years, $3,000 of them befhg
paid off each year and for that reason
they bear 4 per cent interest. There are
two issues of bonds in this account for
permanent bridges, aggregating $450,000 at
33 per cent; $200,000 of this was to réplace
a special bond for the same amount held
by the Bank of New Brunswick and
charged in the public accounts of 1901.

The whole issue bearing 3} per cent in-
terest and payable in 30 years was sold to
the Bank of New Brunswick at 99 in Oc-
tober last. Under the ecircumstances I

We all know that this province has been
visited by the smallpox and: that the muni-
cipalities have been put fo great expense
in fighting it.- Would the opposition have
left the whole burthen on them? We
thought it right that the province should
pay ome-half and this has been done. We
propose in the future that the boards of
health shall deal directly with municipali-
ties. Will it be contended that the policy
of the government in this matter hasbeen
wrong or that the .municipalities should
have received no assistance from us?

Necessity of Permanent Bridges.

As for the pérmanent bridges the neces-
sity for them i& admitted. They. have been
built’ under former acts of tne legislature
and the country approves of them. There
ig also an iseue of bonds to the extent of
$32,500 to the New Brunewick Coal and
Railway Company, this wae to assist in
building that line of railway and the act
authorizing the item met with the approv-
al of the leader of the opposition.

Then there is an issue of bonds on ac-
count of wharves an grain elevator at
St. John, $2,500. I was glad to see in the
paper today that St. John is likely soon
to have more wharves and to become a
great city. If the government could af-
ford it I would gladly give further aid
to wharf bulding in St. John. Not long
ago we were asked to give a steamship
subsidy to a steamer plying from St.
John to the southern peorts of Nova
Scotia. We have promised to do so and
we will stand. by, that promise. No one
can object to an expenditure which is in-
tended to build up the chief commercial
city of the proviace,

Lunatic Asylum Maiters, .

There is a balance debit of the lunatic
asyum account, $13,087, snowing a de-
crease of this lability ae compared with
last year. The lunatic asylum is every
year costing the province more owing to
the great increase in the number of pati-
ents. One paper complained that the per-
centage of cures is not so great as-it was
when the asylum wae established, but this
is one result of the increased number of
patiente,, In 1865 the asylum cost the
province $21,118, in- 1880, $29,675, in 1890,
$46,922, and 1902, $68,209. The expendi-
ture now can never:be less than $65,000
a year. . The asylum is am institution
which has given the government a great
deal of eoncern and which hase cost a great
deal of money. I ghould be glad if mem-
bers' of the opposition would visit it oc-
casionally and see for themselves how it
is maenaged. I believe that it will ' com-
pare favorably with amny eimilar institu-
tion, but we. should welcome any sugges-
tions from gentlemen on.the dther side of
the house .that would ‘tend to improve it
or lessen ite cost. :

It may be that -the medical .part of it
might be improved. I, think the day has
gone by when we ghould consider . the
position of medical superintendent. as one
for life. In other countnies we find changes
made every five or six years to the ad-
vantage of these inetitutions. With regard
to its cost I believe that the cost per
capita is smaller thaﬁ'_l that of any other
asyum in . 3
Seed Importation.

Under the heading “~“Imporfation of
seed” is the balanéd of a - suspense ac-
count opened in. 1898. Seeds were pur-
chased and distributed through the agri-
cultural department, the cost being charg-
ed to this account and all payments re-
ceived for these seeds were. duly credited
to the account. The' balance due upon
thig account. is shownl in' the,pubiic sc-
counts in the liability, statement for each
year. When all actounts are collected
there will stand a loss on the tramsaction
of $1,192, which will have to be tramsfer-
red to the current revenue account,
chargeable -to agriculture..

In a similar manner a suspense account
was opened with the Bank of British
North America for the importation of
horses. - At the saleof these horses in May
laat the amount realized fell short of the
cost of importation by $4,398. This lose
has been charged to agriculture. The
Hartland bridge liabilities is also a bal-
ance due by the province on a suspense
account, amounting at the end of the year
to $2,629. v !

Province's Assets.

Turning’ to' the assets the principal item
is the balance -t the credit of the prov-
ince: with - the . dominion government,
amounting to' $528,209. This amount bears
five per cent interest,’ which is paid half
yearly. It dates fiom' confederation and
there have been many transactions; the
balance being alternatély in favor of and
against the province. At the present time
and since 1884 the balance has been . in
favor of the province. This reminds me
that when we ate ‘accused of 'increasing
the bonded debt of the province we may
fairly challenge a comparison with the
work of our  predecessors. There are sev-
eral ways of. bonusing railways. One of
these which we have adopted is to give
$2,500 mile to a railway.

Another is that ‘adpoted by our pre-
decessors, who gave away 10,000 acres of
the best forest land in the province for
each 'mile of railway, a transaction which
was of the most improvident and even
ruinous character. Qur predecessore also,
if they did not increase the bonded in-
debtedness’ drew from the dominion gov-

egit very large sumg of momey for
railydly subsidies, which was bearing five

ey cent interest, between 1868 and 1884
fley drew from:' the-funds of the province
In the hands of the dominion government

f no less than $2,305,564 for railway sub-

sidies alone, while all that hae been drawn
trom that source since has been $182,000
I think that our system of bonusing rail-
ways and issuing bonds at three and one-
half per cent is much more economical
than that of our prede¢essors.

At this point the premier moved the
adjournment of the debate, stating that
he would resume his speech tomorrow.

Hon. Mr. Tweedie Resumes Budget.

The order of the day being called, Hon.
Mr. Tweedie resumed his speech. He
eaid: “When I closed my remarks last
evening I was speaking with regard to
the bonded indebtedness of the province
and giving some reason why it had been
increased. I was also showing the house
the difference between our method of as
sisting railways by direct subsidies for
which bonds were issued and the methods
of our predecessors who withdrew money
that waes in the hands of the dominion
government on interest at five per cent.,
or gave away 10,000 acres of our best for
est land for each mile of railway, I think
I can appeal with confidence to the judg-
ment of the people of this province as to
which policy was the correct one.

“Last evening I showed the large in-
crease that had taken place in the ex-
penditure on the lunatic asylum eince the
year 1865. This expenditure having ricen
from $21,118 in that year to $68,209 in
1902. This is the result of the increase
in the number of patients in that estab-
lishment. There has been a eimilar in-
crease in the cost of education. In 1885
the expenditure under this head wae
$122,045. In 1890 it wae $167,390 and iu
1902 it was $202,481, or almost double
what it wae in. 1865.

Haw Ex'pendituru Increase,

During the same period there has been
a large increase in the expenditure of pub-
lic worke. In 1865 the expenditure on
public works amounted to $125,666. In
1830 the expenditure was $186,521. In
1902 it was $194,350, and in addition to
this there wae an additional expenditure
of last year on public works, $444450.

‘““Homorable members can see from these
figures that if thé bonded indebtedness
of the country has been increased it wae
because the meeds of the country have in
creased. The people demand better roade
than they were content with formerly and
while we may think that the old timer
were the best we have to recognize the
demands of the new. I have no hesita-
tion in eaying that the public services in
connection with our roads and bridges are-
better ‘attended to now than they ever
were_ before. . ; -

“But the chief commisisoner has 4,000
miles under his charge and it is imposs
ible that he can repair them all at once
I know that his heart is nearly broken a!
times by the demands that are made up
on him which he cdannot meet. He ie
subject to constant pressure for more
money for the roade and bridges, not by
the members of the government, but by
the ‘members of the house and by the
people who wonder why their demands
cannot be met.

“There are of course certain exigencies
which muet be faced, an old bridge which
needs repairing may wait for a year or
two, but where a bridge is swept away
by a freshet it must be replaced. What
would the people say to us if we refused
to repair the injuries done by the freshets.
Certainly we could not excuse ourselves
for such neglect, and yet it is made a
charge againet us that the debt is ‘n
creasing by reason of this expenditure.
When we are able to show that this in
debtedness had been caused by circum-
etances beyond human contro! we must
stand justified before the people.

The Attorney General's Duties.

_ “The firet item in the expenditure of the
past year is for.the administration of jus:
tice, $18,937. The details of this expendi-
ture will be found in the public accounts.
Some complaints are made with regard to
the attorney-general not personally ap
pearing in court on the trial of criminal
cases. My friends on the other side of
the house are very fond of quoting the
example of Nova Scotia, which they seem
to think is much better governed than
this province. Now, Mr. Longley has
been attorney-general of that province for
about 18 years, and I doubt whether in
that time he has attended at the trial of
balf a dozen criminal cases.

“The attorney-general has many duties
to perform, which cannot be negleated.
besides attending the courts. He is con-
stantly called upon to give his advice to
public officials, as I can testify from hav-
ing acted for a short time as attorney-
general in the year 1900 I was kept so
busy with matters appertaining to that
office that I had to neglect my own busi-
ness altogether.

Complaints against the attorney-gen-
eral formed quite a feature of the recent
election’ ca , ope member fron
Northumberland fairly wept while anothe:
prayed on account of his charges on the
Eastern Extension claim. They are stiil
talking about it. But let me ask the two
members for Charlotte, who are members
of the bar, whether if they had collected
a debt of $275000 from a private indi-
vidual they would have thought $6,000
tog much to charge for doing it? -

I do not believe that any honest busi-
ness man would say that the charge is too
highyfor it must be remembered that the
wount charged was not all fees, but in-
t;ed traveling expenses. Ti i
again we had to go to Ottawa to press
this claim, and the expenses on this ac-
cox_m-t _were necessarily heavy. I really
think it is time that this cry was given up,
for it is certainly a dead issue.

Money Spent on Agriculture.

“The next item of expenditure is agri-
culture and the details will be found in
the public accounts. We are continually
pressed for grants to exhibitions, and we
gave St. John $5,000 for its exhibition last
year; I do not think that exhibitions
should be held in any one place every
year. Once in two years or even in three
years is often enough. York is now de-
manding a grant for an exhibition. The
one they held in 1901 was very successful,
and they were able to pay their expenses.
I presume, however, that the members for
Northumberland will oppose any grant to
York for exhibitions, for they have prom-
ised to oppose everything. A building is
now being erected in Chatham for exhibi-
ton purposes, and they will be wanting
a grant of $2,000 or so for that, which my
colleagues will, of course, oppose. How-
ever, I will have to do the best I can
under the  circumstances; perhaps their
views will be modified by. the locality. I
do not believe they would dare to oppose

Expenses of Agent General in London,

“There is an item of §1,000 for the
agent-general in London, who is admitted
to be the best agent-general that any
province of Canada has. His services to
this province have been most valuable,
and $2,000 would not repay him for what
he has done and expended on our account.
A large part of the work which was claim-
ed by Mr. Hickman was done by Mr.
Miller.

“The contingencies amounted to the
sum of $16,621, the details will be found
in the auditor-general’s report.
been complained that the province pays
for the telephones which'are in the hauses
of the deputy heads of the departments,
but these are meeded for the purpose of
communicating with them after office
hours, persons arrive in the city from the
rural districts after the public offices are
closed, and it would be a very great in-
convenience if they could mot communi-
cate with the deputy heads. For the
future, the contingencies will be charged
under the head of each department.

Prem'er's Coronation Expenses.

“The next item is $2,633, for my ex-
penses to England at the coronation. ILast
year the house very generously left e
iree with regard to the matter of expendi-
ture. I took my wife with me to England,
and the total cost of my trip was $4,100.
[ charged nothing to the province but
what was legitimate expenditure, and .I
believe the sum expended by me was less
than that of the premier of any other
province, except Mr. Murray, of Nova
Scotia. I did not include the cost of my
court dress among -the public expenditures,
although, perhaps, I might have dome so,
for it is of no use to me and I shall be
very happy to hand it over to the deacon,
my colleague from Northumberland, when
he wants to go to court.

Expenses of Education.

“The mext item is education, which in-
cludes the endowment of the university,
88,844'- I may say here, mot speaking as
premier, but as a member of this house,
that I should be glad to see the endow-
ment of the university’ increased. It has
been much improved in recent years,'and
is doing excellent work for science. If
this ‘institution could only get proper as-
sistance, I should look for great results
from it in the future, L
_“While speaking on this topic of educa-
tion, I must refer to the very unfortunate
occurrence. which took place last year
with reference to the school for the deaf
and dumb. The investigation of the affairs
of this school cost the province a iarge
sum of money, and when it was over, it
was felt that the usefulness of the institu-
tion was gone. Now the deaf and dumb
children are left on our hands to be pro-
vided for. My impression is that it
would be better until some other arrange-
ments can be made, to send the deaf and
dumb children to Halifax. Honorable
gentlemen Wwill agree with ine that, under
our common school system, we are bound
to provide both for the education of the
blind and of the deaf and dumb. The
government will take the best means in its
power to give these children a good edu-
cation.

Fighery Expenditure.

“The sum for fisheries is $1,340. This
amount included the salary of the com-
massioner, D. G. Smith, $800, and $400 for
protection as well as $140 for stocking
Loch Lomond.: In connection with the
fisheries, a grant of $200 was paid in aid
of the fish fair at Campobello. >

“There was a sum of $1.799 paid out
under the free grant act.- The expendi-
ture is distributed by the surveyor-gen-
eral’s department, and will be found in
the publie accounts. It is given to the
poor districts to help them with their
roads, and I think that a great deal of
good is done with this grant.

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“A“STRIKE AND:ITS CAUSE:

Mr. Robert Barbour, ‘the painter, has a
strike on his hands. He has in his employ
an apprentice who is more than twenty-
one years old. He employs union men.
These men told him the rules of their
union prohibited the employment of any)
apprentice who was old enough to vote,
.and demanded that the young man be
discharged. Mr. Barbour refused, saying
their complaint was wnot welligrounded.
The men went out.

They were satisfied with the wages. They
‘had steady work. They simply desired to
force Mr. Barbour to observe not only the
principal ules, but all the rules of their
organization, He maintained that they
were attempting to interfere with his
rights as an employer of labor.- Now he
thinks he can get along by hiring non-§i
union men and the strikers must ‘hunt
elsewhere for work.

This appears to be a.strike without good
cause and The Telegraph cannot see how
the cause of organized labor will be ad-
vanced by it. IUnions.are mot formed for
the purpose of dictating ungust terms to
employers. They are not intended to keep
union men idle or to prevent the carrying
on of important work simply because the
letter of a byelaw bhas been violated.
Whenever any wunion strikes to prevent
tyranny its members.have the public sym-
pathy, for the feeling is that the working-
man has a right to organize against op-
pression. But so has the employer. And
if @ union suspends work for a trifling
ca.use and stops important operations wihen
no wital prineiple is involved, the public
will not countenance the proceeding. If,
as The Telegraph is informed by both Mr.
‘Barbour and some of the strikers, ‘the
sole cause of the trouble was the refusal
to discharge an apprentice ‘over 21 at the
‘union’s hi&d{ng, it appears that the éﬁiske,
'small as if is, establishes a pernicious pre-
‘cedent and is not calculated to do the
union“cause a bit . of good. Urganized
labor is now a power in this commaunity.
The men who, direct its policy will .serve

aim to preserve the harmonious relations
now existing so generally between men
and employers. There is every reason to

That need will
grow. The question asked by this news-
paper, after it had placed the facts before
the public, was whether the provinqg
should buy the land for say $1-60 an acre
before May 1 or run the chance that by J
not doing so this vast domain may be
alienated from the people for all time. We'
asked the people, and the government, to
weigh the proposal to purchase at some
such price as has been named, against the
facts that the land is surely incressing in
value, and that later on there may be no
chance for the province to buy it.

It was pointed out, too, that one of our
correspondents advanced the theory that
the men who now hold an option on the
property, which option expires on May 1
unless the purchase price be then forth-
coming, may be acting in-concert with the
capitalists behind the Fort Kent Dam
scheme, which, if successful, will, as our
correspondent suggested, convert the Up-
per St. John into a mill-pond for the bene-
fit of Maine.

The Telegraph, having thus directed
public attention to the matter invited a
discussion of the question. In response
to that invitation several letters bave
been received, two of which appear omn
another page of this issue. The first is
from J. Fletcher Tweeddale, M. P. P,
whose judgment in a matter of this kind
is well calculated to challenge respectful
consideration. Mr. Tweeddale points out
that if the lands are worth fifty cents an
acre more now ‘than they were ten years
ago and as they will continue to increase
in value, the wisdom of their purchase
row by the government is self-evident.
The revenue from stumpage alone,  he
thinks, would pay the interest on. the in-
vestment. In addition to the return from
stumpage there would be the increase in
the, growth of timber, which, under proper
regulations, would be very eonsiderable.
The demand :for lumber of all kinds. in-
éreases, he points out. -Hardwoods®which
were of little value ten years ago are
marketable today.

A TRIUMPH FOR JUSTICE.

Thomas Malcolm, ‘of Edmundston, the
 sontrastor who is building the Restigouche
& Western railway, from Campbellton: to
Bdmundston, was in the city Wednesday.
He said everything was in readiness to
proceed with the grading and general con-
struction work. At present there was
about 2% feet of snow on that portion of
the road already graded, and about three
feet in the woods. Only the engineers,
timber and tie men were working at pres-
ent, but Mr. Malcolm eéxpected “to put
about 1,800 men or more ot the line.

Tt has been clearly proven that by spray
ing potatoes with the Bordeaux mixture
blight and rot can be prevented, and that
the bug can be effectively checked by using
paris green with the Bordeaux. Wormy
apples, the black spot on apples, the moth
that cats the apple buds, the tent cater-
pillar and the bark louse could all be pre-
vented by wusing suitable applications at
the proper time. :

lilistrating ths Methods.

It was to give a practical demonstration
of how to mix and apply the remediés for
these evils liat these meetings were design®
ed. /He: then made the Bordeaux mixtuzre,
taking. from a 10 gallon keg ip which 10
Ibs. of bluestone had been dissolved, one
gallon of the mixture. This wvas diluted
lyy adding fourghllons of water, then. from
another 10 gallon;keg in which.

desirable condition. <A pressure of more
than 60 lbs. to the square inch ghould be
maintained on the pump.

“Do mnot,” said Mr. McNeil, “make the
trees so wet that they will drip. Cover
them with a fog so that all parts will be
moistened and then pass on to the next
tree.”

It is important that a good pump with
strong connedtions ibel fvged: (A Theavy
pressure is- essential fto thorough work.
All the parts exposed to the action of the
spray mixture should be of brass and this
meant that from $15 to $40 must be in-
vested to get a good outfit.

$50 Per Acre Gained by Spraying

In an orchard that he knew of there had
been a gain in the sales of the crop of $30
jper acre by careful spraying, over the out-
put of the orchand before spraying was
started.

Mr. Vroom then took up ‘the question of
pruning and; surrounded by an interested
audience, climbed into a tree, and went to
work. Mwo good rules in pruning were, he
said: To remove all dead wood and to re-
move one of any bwo pranches that were
mibbing ~against “each  other. ‘An orghard
ghoiuld be-gently pruned every year,. June
was the best time to prune, as wounds
then healed wery quickly, but prusing could
be dome 'to advantagé atany ‘time there
was leisure ‘to -attend . to it.- Jle preferred
a-sharp fine-tootied saw to - other in-
strument;- for very small brauches clippets
could be used. When any limb of any
size was Temoved the wound should be
covered -with paint, shellac.or something
to keep out the weather.

Grafting.

Illustrations were then given of cleft
grafting and tongue grafting, and explan-
ations on how to cut the scions and
how to prepare grafting wax were fully
given in answer to questions.

One good recipe for wax was: One part
tallow, two parts beeswax and four parts
resin, melted together and cooled under
water, then pulled until tough and plastic.

For large wounds made in trees by
scraping with the whiffletrees or otherwise
an application of cow dung and clay mixed
in equal parts and bound mpon the injured
place was recommended.

There were many interesting discussions
on questions raised by those present and
much useful informetion smpaited by the
speakers.

Mr. Buskin's Annual Visit.

George Baskin, of the International Col-
portage Mission of Algoma and the north-
west, is making his annual visit to- St.
John in behalf of its 20th year’s work in
disserninating the Holy Scriptures and
scriptural literature. = The past year’s
work was more extensive than any for-
mer year, he says; 3.700 copies of scrip-
tural books were supplied in seven lan-

peal was made to the country on this
question in 1899, and that the result was
the return of 41 supporters of the govern-
ment and only five opposition members.
The bridge charges were renewed at
the session of 1900, but the result of the
investigation was a report from the com-
mittee that there was mothing wrong in
regard to the bridges, and the man who
moved the adoption.of this report in a
two hours’ speech, was Mr. Mott, who
has become a supporter of the opposi-
tion. Surely if there had been anything
wrong, Mr. Mott must have known it.
A good deal has been said in regard, to
the issue of bonds to pay the expenses of
the smallpox outbreak.
Westmorland in February last one of. the
candidates stated on the hustings at Dor
chester that the government had borrow-
ed $60,000 on account .of fthe smallpox,
that they had expended $18,000 and stplen
the other $42,000. That was the kind of
political food that was dealt with by the
opposition in my county. The aet which
duthorized - the issue of these: bonds on
account of smallpox was passed last fyear-
It stated that it was to provide for “‘pay-
ments made and to be made,” and it was
not opposed by the member for Carleton.
He was dumb on that oecasion.
He also referred to the amounts that
are taken from the city of 8t. John for
liquor licenses; but the people of St. John
seem to approve of that policy, for they
returned four members to support the
government.

He also referred to the items for hospi-
tals, and complained that it is a blind,
because the expenses of the St. John hos-
pital commission ‘are charged to hospital
accounts. Will the member for Carleton
say that this investigation should not
heve been held, and being held, to what
other account could it have been charged?

The member for Carleton seems to have
changed his views with regard to the gov-
ernment’s agricultural policy. Last year
he approved of it; mow ‘he thinks they
are not doing as much as he expects, be-
cause only two flour mills were bonused
last year. Does he expect us to bonus
flour mills over and over again every
year? The time must Soon come when
there will be enough of these mills to
answer the needs of, the conntry, and the
necessity for bonusing. them will cease.

No Stronger Policy Ever Enunciated.

I have no hesitation in saying that no
stronger policy was ever :enunciated than
the government’s agricultural policy. It
was the policy that won the support of
the people. The member for Carleton did
not have time to leok over the agricul-
tural repont for 1902- He was wise in this
for if he had done so he nwould have seen
that there was.a very large increase in
the amount of butter and cheese made in
this province,.in creameries and factories
last year, as compared with previous

years., ;

This gentleman also complains . of the
cost of executive gowernment, and ex-
presses a great admiration for the man-
agement of affairs in Nova Scotia, yet in
that province the salaries of - the three
heads of the 'departments in the govern-
ment amount to $10,000, while we obtain
the services of six heads of depantments
for $10,500.

He also complains of the cost of crimi-
nal prosecutions. The attorney-general of
Nova -Scotia' gets $3,200 a year, and still
he conducts no criminal prosecutions. - I
hold in my hand a return of the province
of Nova Scotia, giving the details of the
criminal prosecutions for last year, which
shows that the cost was about $15,000, in-
dependently of the salary of the a‘.torney-
general. Yet this is the province that the
opposition. wants usto copy.

I find under the head of the executive
government in the estimates for the cur-
rent year in Nova Scotia, ‘the sum- of $18,-
700 is put down to the public works de-
partment, $27,000 to the department of
mines, $21,025 for salaries generally, and
320,000 for the expenses of the provincial
engineer’s department—a total of $86,725
for executive government, or a great deal
more than double the sum expended for
the same services in this province.

Petty Charges of Mr. Flemmirg.

The member for Carleton complains of
the cost of telegrams and postage. What
is the objeat of this? It is for the pur-
pose of insinuating that the .groceries of
the employes of the government are paid
for in postage stamps. That statement
was made in the county of ‘Westmorland.
Knowing the employes as I do, I de-
nounce it as false. It is not fair to make
such charges-

It is not fair to figure up the number
of letters that this postage would repre-
sent, for it covers the cost of the post-
age of numerous packages, plans and pa-
pers that go out from the public depart-
ments. It is absurd to accuse the gov-
ernment of trumping up an account for
telegrams, and it is beneath the dignity
of the member to make such charges. Let
him take mup large questions of public
po.cy and discuss them, and not deal
with such petty matters.

The member for «Carleton complains
that the emergency account of the board
of works contains small items and charges
for the repairg of bridges and culverts.
Well, if the culverts are damaged by
the freshets and it costs $8 to repair, why
should it not be charged to that account,
just as much as if it cost $800°?

The expenses of the engineer fall within
the same rule, for they were incurred in
making journeys for the purpose of look-
ing after bridges injured by the ‘freshet.
He complains, too, that all the bridges
are not permanent which are charged in
{he account. I call a covered wooden
bridge a permanent bridge.

Hon. Mr. Tweedie—A covered wooden
bridge, the engineer tells me, will last as
long as a steel bridge.

Mr. Hazen—Wil! you say then that steel
bridges are a mistake? 8
Hon. Mr. Tweedie—I say that a cover-
ed wooden bridge is clarsed as a perman-
ent bridge.

Government Printing Price Too Low fer One
Printer

Mr. Copp—I feared that the member for
Qarleton was going to forget his usual
complaint about the public printing. He
now complains because the government re-
ferred the matter of printing to a person
who is a supporter of the administration.

“The surveyor-general intends to pro-
pose an alteration in the work of his de-
partment. Heretofore the ' scalersshad
beén paid five cents a thousand on all the
logs they scaled. By the proposed change
we will put these men on salaries, so as
toimake them game, fish and fire wardens
all: the year round. I think that we can
thus reduce the cost of game protection
and collection by $5,000 or $6,000. It is
almost impossible to give full protection
in a forest country like this, but we are
doing the best we can to make the protec-
tion effective.

Public Health Ex enditures.

‘‘For public health the expenditure dur-
ing the year reached the sum of $28,060.
This amount included the grants for hos-
pitals. The ithree past years have shown
a very large increase in the outlay for pub-
lic health.  This is certainly due to the
smallpox epidemic whieh has prevailed
over a large portion of the province. Dur-
ing the three years ending with the close
of 1902, the expenditure in suppressing the
epidemic amounted to $53,584, and since
then $2,208 has been expended, making a
total paid -of $65,743. A large amount is
still outstanding - awaiting adjustment.
Under the authority of the act of last
session $60,000 worth of bonds were issued
and the proceeds placed to the credit of
the revenue, to replace the charges that
had been made in previous years, and the
year last closed as well as the current year
and the outstanding account. The present
outlook indicates that the loan will fall
considerably short of the:demands upon
the prowince in relation to these uncon-
trolable expenditures, and probably a fuar-
ther loan will be required.

“We gave last year $7,165 to hospitals.
All over the province there is a desire fior
hodpitals, and this is an outcome of our
higher civilization. - A mew hospital has
just been completed in KCarleton county-
The city of Moncton has built a beautiful
hogpital building, and no doubt every
county will in time have its -own hospital
and demand assistance from ms, which we
cannot refuse to give.

I have mo fear of the future
of New Brunswiek, or that our revenue
will prove insufficient for our needs. We
have claims on the dominion government,
which must be met, and which will im-
prove the financial position of this prov-
ince.

“The policy of the government for the
future will be, as far as possible, to keep
the expenditures wnthin the revenue.
Smiall items added ‘tcgether make up the
large amounlts in the -aggregate, and we
shall endeavor to avoid all needless ex-
penditures. It is the poliey of the gov-
ernment, as far as po:sible, to cut off any
expenditures that can be avoided. I in-
vite the criticism of the opppsition in re-
gard to our proposed expenditures. We
do not ¢laim to be perfect, but we do claim
that we are doing the best we can to ad-
vance the interests of the province, and
we ask the views of the hiouse in regamd
to our conduct.
