American Traders Told Not to

Recognize Canada’s Juris-
diction.

WASHINGTONS  ADVICE

American Government Evidently In-
tends to Dispute Control of the
Dominion.

[Special to The Advertiser.]

Dttawa, June 29.—It is reported here
that the United States has instructed
whalers and traders sailing under the
American flag to Hudson Bay to dis-
regard the authority of Canadian of-
ficials in Arctic waters, and to refuse
to pay the license fee required by
Canada for fishing in Hudson Bay. It
is understood the United States dis-
putes Canada’s jurisdiction over some
of the islands in the Arctic, and will
not admit that Canada has the right
to insist upon regarding Hudson's Bay
as Canadian water, and, therefore, a
closed sea.

Though the American craft carried
such instructions last year none of
them ventured to dispute the author-
ity of Canada. Capt. Crom, master of
the A. T. Gifford, which sailed re-
cently from New Bedford, and who
was in Ottawa obtaining his license
Jbefore leaving for Hudson Bay, ad-
mitted that American traders and
whalers had been informed from
Washington that they should not rec-
ognize Canada’s jurisdiction, How-
ever, he said, he had no intention to
dispute the authority of Canada for
the purpose of obliging Washington,
as co-operation was better than con-
flict in the north and benefits received
from the presence of Canada’s au-
thority in the north was well worth
the cost of the license. However, it
is evident that the United States in-
tends to dispute Canada’s jurisdiction
in Hudson Bay.

RUSS AND JAP GRAB
MANCHURIAN LINES

St Petersburg and Tokio Have
Convention to Control All
the Railways.

[Associated Press Cable.]

St. Petersburg, June 29—A Russo-
Japanese convention, dealing 1')!'im“i-
pally with the railroad situation in
Manchuria, will be signed at the end
of the present week in St. Petersburg
by Milswolsky, minister of foreign af-
f.iirs, and Dr. Motono, the Japanese
ambassador. The contents of the
documents will be communicated, be-
fore the signing of the convention, to
Great Britain and France.

Negotiations between Russia and
Japan were begun shortly after Sec-
retary of State Knox's neutralization
proposals. They were conducted in St.
Petersburg between M. Iswolsky and
Dr, Motono, but were interrupted for
a month during the foreign minister’s
absence abroad, being resumed shortly
after his return, and concluded re-
cently.

To Run the Railways.

The convention will consist, first, of
a brief general statement with refer-
ence to the determination of the two
governments to maintain the status
quo in Manchuria, both territorial and
administrative, and to co-cordinate the
railroad interests there; second, a de-
tailed technical agreement between the
East Chinese railway corporation and
the South Manchurian railroad corpor-
ation, regulating the direction and di-
vision of the traffic between Vladivo-
stok and Dalny, and establishing
advantageous through rates on the
railroads, Russia and Japan to adjust
several pending questions.

The traffic agreement is designed to
enable the railroads to exploit the
territory more profitably, subordinat-
ing local developments to the general
plan. Vladivostok will thereby gain a
sghare in the export of the grain and
bean crops to Japan. It is intended
lo operate lines, which will later be
constructed, as feeders to the existing
trunk lines.

The effect of the general convention
Is to secure co-operation on all ques-
tions arising in Manchuria, particu-
larly in connection with existing and
projected railroads.

This
below the estimate of newspaper
writers, who have generally agreed on
40 to 50 per cent as the average ad-
vance. It is explained that part of the
discrepancy may be due to a greater
proportionate increase in retail than
fn wholesale prices, because of increas-

Millers Advance Price of Flour

Toronto, June 28. — The big milling
companies raised the price of flour 10
cents per barrel. Carload lots are now
quoted at $5 40; second quality, $4 90,

and strong bakers, $4 70.

This advance may affect the price
of bread, when the bakers change the
‘weights on Monday, when the Nickle
bread bill goes into force throughout

Ontario. Under the new regulations the
16 and 20 ounce loaf is done away
with, and loaves of 24 and 48 ounce
weights will take their place.

The bakers had pretty generally
agreed to sell the new 24-ounce loaf
at the price of the old 20-ounce one,
but this advance in the price of flour
may have the effect of increasing the
rate a cent a loaf to the consumer.

YOUNG CRIMINAL
CLEVERLY OUTWITTED

His Attempt to Sell a Horse and
Buggy for $30 Speedily Got
Him Into Trouble.

Ingersoll, June 28.—Jehn Riley, an
Englishman, 17 years of age, who has
been in Canada but three weeks, was
cleverly balked in a daring attempt

to steal a horse and buggy belonging
to Mr. E. Law, a liveryman of this
town, by Chief Chilton. Young Riley
went to Law’'s livery stable yesterday
morning and engaged an outfit saying
he wanted to go to a place one mile
north of Beachville,

About 3:30 p.m. Chief Chilton re-
ceived a message from Piper's Cor-
ners that a young man was attempt-
ing to sell a horse and buggy for $30
which transaction looked suspicious.
Chief Chilton ascertained where the
outfit had been secured and immed-
iately notified other towns. It was
soon learned that young Riley had
passed through Woodstock. At Hick-
son he disposed of the rig and har-
ness for $14 and a watch, leaving the
horse with the man to whom he sold
them until his return. Riley pur-
chased a ticket for Niagara Falls and

started for that destination. Wood-

‘stock authorities had been notified,

however, of his movements by the
chief who had followed him to Hick-
son and, on his alighting from the
train at Woodstock, the lad was taken
into custody. The prisoner was after-
wards brought to Ingersoll. He was
remanded for sentence.

PRACTICAL BATHING SUITS.

Conspicuous and freakish bathing
eostumes are always in bad taste, and
extreme styles are as absurd as they
are unpractical. Suitability for its pur-
pose is unquestionably the chief requi-
site of a bathing costume, at the same
time it must be neat, and should be
pretty and becoming. The majority
of bathing suits are dark blue in color,
and a fine quality of mohair is a fav-
orite material. Black silk makes some
handsome suits, but less durable than
the mohair.

Some very pretty suits in black and
white, blue and white, and brown and
white checks are shown this year. The
black and white tcheck waterproof
taffetas make uncommonly pretty bath-
ing suits. Any bright color may be
used sparingly on the collar. or the
shield of such a suit to relieve the
sombre tone, but many women prefer
to trim their suits merely with bands
of plain black silk and buttons covered
with black silk.

A costume in one of the plain, dark
mohairs may be brightened by various
gay touches of color in the way of
pipings or soutaching. A collar of
white, red or pale blue will brighten
up a suit of black or navy blue; or
the collar may be of white, with em-
broidery or braiding in color and a
colored scarf. Many of the new suits
follow the prevailing collarless fash-
fon, and are cut round, square or V
shaped. When a collarless neck is un-
becoming, the wise woman has her
bathing suit finished with a soft turn-
down collar on a moderately high band.
This must be loose enough for com-
fort, but a little scarf may be knotted
under it, and it will be found more
becoming to many women than the
low-cut neck of any shape.

In making a suit material and trim-
ming must be carefully and thorough-
ly shrunk and pressed. Neglect of
this detail is disastrous.

Reduce the Meat Bill But Get the Best.

CLARK'S MEATS are equal in
Quality to the best butcher's meats, as
mothing but the very best meat is used
by CLARK.

It surprised and disappointed me to
see Jeff pass up his work today, for he
is getting so close to the finish, and
that I cannot understand how he
would be willing to let up. He did
do a little road work, but it was not
as hard as the preparation we give
college football players.

Needs Hard Bouts,

The white man is undoubtedly in
8ood shape, but I truthfully think he
has not boxed enough. Jumping the
rope, shadow boxing, punching the
bag, and the use of chest weights are
all right, but they do not compare for
_@ctual benefit with hard boxing bouts
“where the punching is real, and where
2 man has a chance to test his actual
condition under fire. I have told Jef-
fries this, amd so have many of his
other friends, but one might as well
fry to move a mountain as change the
fellow’s opinions.

Jeffries needs a master. So does
fohnson. Jeffries has shown an amaz-
mg ability to recuperate after six
rears’ retirement and Johnson de-
serves credit for being willing to box
it any old time and against the
strongest and roughest fellows who
*an be found, but neither of them
lave worked as hard as they should

Trainers Think Different.

I told Jeffries and his trainers that
f little more violence in the work
would be a good thing and they told
me that it was not required.

They may be right. But there is
one fact to be remembered. We train

a football player for sheer grit and
ability tc withstand a terrific and
maintaining ordeal, one in which he
does not get one minute’s rest in
every four as the fighters do.

And we succeed. Take a football
player. Wateh the pounding and
smashing he gets, and see him pleeq—
ing, cut and tired, but still jumping in
for more.

1 think a little more of that kind of
spirit in the training of fighters would
bring a much greater assurance of
victory.

Neither Has Mark to Show.

In his preparation, the football
player takes some awful clouts. Jef-
fries and Johnson haven't a mark to
show for the boxing they have done.
Jeffries has some clever men around
him, but not one with enough hit-
ting ability to hurt him.

Johnson has two good men in Kauf-
man and Cotton, but in his bouts with
these the champion is always taking
it easy, a thing he wiil not be able
to do with Jeffries. He just stands
easy and lets them hit him, depeqdmg
on those wonderful arms of his to
keep them off, a thing he will not
dare to do with Jeffries. It will take
more than his guarding arms to save
him from the body smashes of the
white man.

Moreover, in this boxing, neither man
is under a strain. In the bout they
will be, and this in itself, is the most
tiring of all things on the wind.

Each Trains Himself.

Each man has trained himself. Yet
what both have lacked has been a
strong man to rout them out of bed
when he willed and curse and force
them into the kind of work planned

yout by the master mind, the expert.

Such a trainer when Jeffries wanted
to lay off would compel him to g0
through the hardest day’s training he
ever did, just as a matter of discipline.
He would drive Jeffries till he could
hardly stand, hardly eat, and have him
punched in the ring till he was sick of
it. Every day it would be a real bat-
tle.

There are those who say that Jef-
fries and Johnson could not stand
this, but thousands of boys do it every
fall and come out of 1t great athletes.

Neither Knows How.

I don’t thing that either Jeffries or
Johnson have trained In a right man-
ner, for the simple reason that neither
of tem knew how, and neither had a
man who would tell them and force
obedience.

But in this respect they are equal.
And as far as conditlon goes, I cannot
see a shade of difference. Jeffries, de-
spite his greater years, is in flawless
shape. The only question that arises
is what effect the fast going and hard
punching will have on their endurance.
Jeffries looks all rizht on the outside,
but no one can tell what he is like in-
side until he has gone through half
a dozen rounds of the fight.

In their boxing both men are guard-
ing against one punch. Johnson let
Kaufman act Jeffries and strives Lo
catch him in the body, with a left
smash. Johnson and his boxers try
to land on him with a right uppercat.

Johnson Maligned.

These two blows, a left to the body
and right uppercut, are the Dbest
punches of Jeffries and Johnson re-
spectively.

By the way, I think Johnson has
been somewhat maligned in the stor-
ies that depict him as a bad man.
He seems a harmless, good-natured
sort of a mnegro in camp. He drinks
nothing and seems to ask no better
pleasure than music, which he revels
in, and some lively conversation. I
have never seen him under conditions
to tryv his temper, when, for instance,
he was up against newspapermen who
have panned him, but barring a pro-
test that they were not treating him
right, he Kkeeps his temper admir-
ably.

The camp is filling up with celebri-
ties. Battling Nelson got in today, and
T had a talk with him. He looks fine
and is trying to get in shape for ar-
other go with Wolgast.

Everybody is satisfied that the high
altitude will not hurt either man a bit.

TEX HOKMAD NOT WORRYING
OVER THE 408 OF REFEREE

Says That He Understands the Game Perfectly and Does Not
Expect to Have Any Trouble With the Big
Fellows on July Fourth.

[Associated Press.]

Reno, June 29. — Promoier “Tex”
Rickard is greatly concerned over the
momentous role he is to play on the
afternoon of July 4, and he asserts

with convincing earnestness that he
has no misgivings regarding his ability
to referee the big fight.

“Why, I have not given the subject
a single thought,” he told a group of
newspapermen. “The job will be a
snap. With seasoned fighters like
Jeftries and Johnson to deal with, it
willl be the easiest thing in the world
to take care of the referee’'s end. I
have been assured by botlr men that
they are entirely satisfied to have me
in the ring, and will do everything they
can to smooth my way.”

Someone asked him if he ever had
presided over a big ring event before.
He Knows the Game.

“Notlring very hig,” the promoter
answered, “but don’t think for a min-
ute that I'm not wise to every angle of
prize-fighting. I've followed it practi-
cally all my life, and if there is any-
body that knows any more about the
ins and outs of the game I'd like to
have him named. People come to me
and say I'm foolish to take on this
job, because I''ve not had much prac-
tice. Well, they don’t know what they
are talking about. If a man knows
fighting as well as I know it, there is
no reason why he can’t jump in and
take charge of a big fightk even if he
has not had much actual training.”

Preparations for the fight are near-
ing completion, and by the end of the
week probably nothing essential will
remain to be done. Remarkable prog-
ress made on the construction of the
arena has silenced the doleful predic-
tions of pessimistic fans, who were
fearful that the huge structure would
not be finished in time. Great care is
being exercised by the contractors
against the danger of flre, and three
night watchmen were appointed at the
beginning of the work principally for
the purpose of guarding against any
tramps, whose carelessness witlr light-
ed matches might prove disastrous.

This fear of a conflagration has
weighed heavily on Rickard, and last
night he made a trip to the site, and
discharged the three watchmen, whom

-he found asleep.

The Gloves.

The gloves to be worn by the fighters
are expected to arrive on the evening
train from San Francisco. Two pairs
have been made and placed to the
order of each contestant, careful
measurements of the hands and wrists
of the men having been taken.

There was much rejoicing at Jack
Johnson's camp as a result of the
champion’s splendid workout in the
afternoon., The presence of Governor

platform.

Contrary to the usual sparring sys-
tem employed during the last several
weeks, the champion did not place
himself wholly on the defensive yes-
terday, but forced the work himself,
much to the dismay of his opponents.
At the conclusion of the twelve fast
rounds that constituted the workout,
the negro was still breathing lightly,
and though he was perspiring freely
there was no indication of fatigue,
and he was in the best of humor.

Johnson shows vast appreciation of
the governer’'s favorable commens on
his condition, and was plainly highly
flattered when the state’s chief execu-
tive visited him in his room.

It was gossiped about town that the
governor would make another trip to
Moana Springs today in the hope of
seeing Jeffries in action.
