SHOULD BE BROUGHT
TO ALL THE CLASSES

Trustees of Rockefeller Foun-
dation Ignore Lessons of
History,

SAYS MAJOR T. J. MURPHY

Who OCites Examples From
Various Countries of
the World.

To the Editor of The Advertiser:

The trustees of the Rockefeller Foun-
dation in granting $1,000,000 to Toronto
University for medical education and
nothing to the University of Western
Ontario have ignored the lesso of
history.

The disciples of Hippocrates estab-
lished the first university at Salerno in
Italy at the beginning of the ninth
century, and here was centred the
medical knowledge of Europe. So great
was the fame of this medical school
that ‘students flocked there from all

parts of Europe, This school practiced
as well as taught the science of medi-
cine. William of Normandy, after-
wards the conqueror, was one- of its
patients. It evidently put iron in his
blood. In the course of time, as the
population of Europe increased, Salerno
became overcrowded. Its efficiency
deereased. Students found it both in-
convenient and expensive to attend
there. Smaller schools were gradually
established at more convenient centres
where the students could attend nearer
home and at less expense. Small uni-
versities produced better resuits, and
finally in the early years of the nine-
teenth century, after an existence of
over one thousand years, the once
famous university closed itg doors.
The same policy of centralization
rroduced the same results in Frince.
Under the successors of Charlemagne,
Paris had over thirty flourishing col-
leges. In the year 1200, Philip Augustus
conceived and carried out the idea of
combln!nf all these colleges into one
great university, From that time the
great university of Paris began to de-
cline, and finally closed its doors be-
fore the end of the eighteenth century.
For hundreds of years England tried
the centralization policy of university
education at Oxford and Cambridge, but
it failed to weet the needg of the
people, and now, following the example
of Germany, England is dotted with
universities. The University of Liver-
rool was established in 1903, and ih

G. T. R. TO CONSTRUCT
LARGER TURNTABLE IN
THE LOCAL YARDS

New Table Will Be 20 Feet Longer Than
Present One.

Because the turn-table now in use
at the G, T. R. roundhouse can handle
the huge Pacific type locomotive now
used on practically all through trains
on this division with only the greatest
difficulty, a new turn-table must be
installed, it was announced today by
Superintendent C. F, Forrester of the
Jocal division. It is expected that the
work will be started in December.

The new turn-table will be 90 feet
in length.

GITY AND COUNTY
MAGISTRATES DIFFER
OVER 0.T. A. FINES

Magistrate Graydon Does Not
Agree With Squire Hunt’s
Ruling.

Magistrate A, H. M. Graydon does not
agree with County Magistrate Hunt.of
St, Thomas, that the fines for ordin-
ary drunks should be increased to $40.
Magistrate Hunt recently fined a Port
Stanley fisherman, for drunkenness,
$40, instead of the usual $15. Mr. Hunt
claimed that he increased the amount
because of the high cost of living.

In the opinion of Magistrate Gray-
don fines are imposed not for the pur-
pose of making money for the state.
but to inflict a fair punishment on
those who would break the law. He be.
lieves that fines fixed by the O.T.A.
are high enough. Mr. Graydon fixes his
fines for ordinary drunks at $10, al-
though he said the law allows a maxi-
mum penalty of $50.

Mr. Graydon does not say that he
would not impose a heavier fine if the
case warranted it. If he could prevent
a man from getting drunk again by
imposing the maximum he would do it
for the man’s own good, he said. Tf a
man appeared charged with drunken-
ness, and In the opinion of the magis-
trate he would go out and get drunk
again as soon as he paid the fine of
$10, Magistrate Graydon said that he
believed a more stringent fine would be
permissible, even though it means gseven
days in jail for the accused.

TAXES FOR NEXT
YEAR'S EXPENSES

Much the Best.

SAY COUNTY OFFICIALS

Middlesex Finances Never in
Better Condition.

In reply to agitation in some cireles
for a ‘‘pay-as-you-go'’ policy of financ-
ing county and other municipal admin-
istrations, officials of Middlesex County
state that even if the county council
was convinced that this would be a good
plan (which the county council does not
think), it would not be legal under ex- |
isting statutes of provincial legisiation.

County councils and other municipal
bodies, it is pointed out, are not author-
ized to levy any taxes this year for next
year's expenses. The county council
has no option in the matter, it {is
claimed, and each year’s county council
at the June sessions strikes the esti-
mates for the current year's expendi-
ture. The rate is struck and the countv
revenue is collected late in the year. It
is the only way that it can be done,
state county officials, among them
County Clerk Stuart and Ingineer
Charles Talbot, under whom -consider-
able county money is expended for road
irgprovements,

Objection is taken to any supposition
that the county of Middlesex is loaded
down with a heavy debt. The total de-
benture debt of the county is only about
$140,000, the county officials state. No
debentures have been sold since 1912,
when the last debentures were sold for
court house improvements. The amount
of debentures issied then was $25,000.

The county deh Ntures which are now
being paid do not mature until 1927, and
could not be bought in, even if the
county had the money lying in the bank
for the purpose. ASs compared with the
city of London, which has only a slight-
ly larger total assessment than Middle-
sex County, the county finances are
really in excellent shape, it is stated.
The city of London, in fact, owes the
county between $60,000 and $75,000, a
balance arising out of the court house
and jail Improvements and maintenance
account, and the city’s unpaid propor-
tion of suburban and county road im-
provements. For the«past three years
the city has paid nothing on its ac-
count, and a board of arbitrators is now
awaiting the final preparation of cases
for beth sides. An amicable settlement
is confidently counted upon. As soon as
both the city and county have their
cases finally prepared, the board of ar-
bitration will meet and arrive at a deci-
sion.

The overdraft, which annually arises
in the county’s bank account on to-
wards the end of December is nothing
of serious moment, the county officials
state.

After December 20, the townships and
other municipalities are charged six per
cent interest on unpaid county revenue,
and the county borrows the money re-
quired for five and a half per cent.

On occasions the county may issue
debentures and hold them as available
security for money required, but no de-
bentures have been offered for sale
since 1912,

It is said that the township of Lobo |
got into deep water this past year by !
trying to raise more money than was |
actuglly required for the current year’s |
expenditure. It is pointed out that the |
plan of raising revenue thig year for |
next vear's expenditure might work out |
all right if every ratepayer agreed to|
it, but it could not be legally collected,
and any attempt to legally collect it
would result in the county losing the
taxes of objectimg ratepayers altogether |
for the year in which illegal collection !
was attempted.

It is not regarded as likely that any
attempt to change the provincial stat-
utes governing the collection of
municipal revenue will be attempted. It
would be unfair, it is pointed out, to
ask the holder of a rented farm to pay
taxes for next year’'s improvements at
which time he might not be occupying
the land.

Some years ago the question of flnanc-
ing ahead or ‘“paying-as-you-go”’ was
mooted in the county council, but re-
celved scant support. Because farmers
usually have little money in the early
summer, it would not be feasible to col-
lect their taxes at that period of the
yvear, and it would not be legal to col-
lect the taxes a year ahead.

Besides, Engineer Talbot points out
that the biggest bulk of money expend-
ed in his department for road improve-
ments is not actually paid out until
near the end of the year, after most of
the work is completed. Interest on this
money only has to be paid by the
county for a short time. While it mighj
be desirable to have the money lying
in the county’s safe deposit vaults all
summer or drawing bank interest, th&
county ratepayer naturally feels that!
the money is worth something to him, !
and would deeply resent having to pay |
it over and personally borrow and pay |
interest on money he might require rm~§
his own financing during that period |
when the couniy really does not need !
the money very badly.

UNTIL JANUARY 25

Ninety Days Must Elapse To
Avoid Legal Attack.

[Special to The Advertiser]

OTTAWA, Nov. 30.—A period of at
least 90 days from the date of the tak-
ing of the vote on October 25 will
elapse before Manitoba, Saskatchewan,
Alberta and Nova Scotia can go bone
dry under the amended Scott act, for
the prohibitive provisions of which these

provinces have declared themselves.

In other words importation will not
ceaste until January 25 at the earliest.
Thig is the opinion in official circles
here. Whatever may be the desire of
the Government to implement the ex-
pressed wishes of the electorate it is
desireq that the final proclamation shall
be proof against legal attack.

There is some dispute on the matter
of vending licenses held. in the various
provinces affected. If these are licenses
under the meaning of the act prohibition
cannot become effective until after the
licenses have expired. In the opinion
of the officlals here vendors are not
licensees in the meaning of the act.

The total voting returns are not yet
in. After they have been gathered a
period of 60 days must elapse before the
proclamation which will follow can be-
come effective.

The recommendation for the insti-
tution of all-round British preferential
tariff is supported by the argument that
such a measure would result in the
immediate great growth of Canada’s
industrial growth. If such a tariff were
in force American industries would be
practically forced to establish Canadian
plants, with the result that the Do-
minion would make great forward
strides in the world of commerce. It
is argued that such a preference would
be of more value to Canada than to
any other dominion or colony of the
British Empire.

FOR A COMMUNITY THEATRE.

One thing badly needed by London is a com-i

modious theatre in which the several local
organizations can hold meetings, entertainments

and various functigns. To some extent a few
of the beautiful mew schools can supply thls'

peed; but their accommodation is :.aot great
in each case, nor have they any sufficient stage
for a large musical or dramatic performance.
We have no theatre in which some of the
Musical Art entertainments that have del?ghted
London citizens in the last few years can be
produced, except with a prospect of financial
loss in the enterprise.

As for amateur theatricals ambitious to ap-
' pear before a large blic, often in aid of
worthy civic causes, they see ahead of them
@ perfect mountain of expense to be climbed
over, and doubtless many are discouraged from
the attempt. It is principally the high‘rental
of the theatrical building that sicklies o'er the
native ‘hue of resolution with a pale cast of
anxious thought. Thus a very natural, healthy
and useful activity of our young people 1s

atrophied, and our social and artistic life is that ] o

'he
Amateur acting should be encouraged as | He

much poorer.

much as amateur sport and athletics. It is not
good for a nation to take either its sport or its
drama merely sitting and looking on, especially
es some of he professional sport and of the pro-
fessional érama is apt to be of a dubious qual-
ity. A community theatre rented at cost to
amateur performers, or for expensive musical
productions, or for drama and other entertain-
ment of too refined quality to be altogether
popular, would be a great help to the cultu_ral
progress of the city and vicinity. .

The day has gone by when education was
thought of as something only for children, and
in books alone. We have all come to believe
also in adult education alomg various lines,
physical, artistic and intellectual. The commun-
fty must interest itself in providing education
for all the lifetime of its citizens. Labor seems
to be lost if boys and girls leave school at a
certain stage of development, and are then
allowed to recede into vulgar machines toiling
for bread and oiled with a cheap, low-grade
deadening brand of amusement. Their whole
intellectual and artistic education should have
just begun in school-days, the community a‘ee-
ing to it that they go on growing and being
happy ever after.

One of the most important parts of a life’s
education is the artistic, and in that the dra-
matic impulse is all-powerful, when well direct-
ed, for good. If the community doe§ not en-
courage the better drama and the better music,
the people catch at any poor straw. Even the
great Puritan poet, Milton, knew that we must
have our “unreproved pleasures free,” and our
“wellt¢rod stage,” or else there will be another
sort of pleasure and  an illtrod
Milton was just as strong or stronger for music.
In some more southern climes the open air is
free for performance of the two great, universal
arts of music and drama, but in Canada and
all the other civilized lands of the north, a
building is needed for public entertainments dur-
ing most of the year.

In London we do not perhaps require as
yet a Massey Hall, but a theatre to hold 2,500
or 3,000 people seems a mnecessity for many
purposes, if some of our social energies are not
to be paralyzed. In the Technical School there
is space for an auditorium accommodating 1,000
persons to be built. The Government will pay
part ofthe cost. Such a hall, with a modern
theatrical equipment, would at least go a long

way towards satisfying the local needs, though '
the larger community theatre to hold 2,500

should be also an objective. The London Drama
League, organized last spring, intends holding

@ large meeting very shortly for a thorough dis-"

cussion of the subject. It is expected that other
organizations, such as the Canadian Clubs,
Chamber of Commerce, Mothers’ Clubs, and all
the lovers of good drama, music, oratory and
intellectual culture will heartily co-operate with
the Drama League.

SIR HENRY DRAYTON’S ADDRESS.

The address delivered Monday to the
Rotary Club by Sir Henry Drayton was good,
sound, common sense, and very intergsting.
He lived up to his reputation, that of being a
very approachable man, one who puts on no side
or airs. He explained the object of the com-
mission. He knew Canada, all of it, in his for-
mer position as chairman of the railway com-
mission, but it was a different knowledge he

was acquiring, going from place to place, secur-:

ing the opinions of men in every place at which
the tariff commission sat. Canada, while it
owed a lot of money on its war obligations, was
not as hard hit as Great Britain or any of the
_ countries involved in the war, or even as some
" of the cotntries not actually in it.
Canada had responded to the call of the
-+ war,-and he believed it would respond to the
« call for taxation to pay for the war. The spirit
of Canada would be not “how little can I pay,

LABOR LEAVING THE FARMS.

[Monthly Letter of National City Bank of New York.]

The most serious feature of the agricultural
situation is the continued ‘loss of labor from the
farms. The department of agriculture on the basis
of peforts from all sections of the country estimateg
a reduction of 12 per cemt in hired labor from a
year ago, ang that the amount of hired labor is only
72 per cent of what it was before the war. The
rise of wages and the shorter hours of labor in the
town industries are accountable for this constant
drain. .

It does not require an argument to convince any
thoughntful person that this drift away from agricul-
ture to the town industries is the result of artificial
conditions and fundamentally wrong. Men are not
worth so much more to society in the town industries
than upon the farms as to justify this situation in
the present state of world affairs.

If the crops are shdrt ang prices go higher, pre-
sumably the wage-earnerg of the cities will want
further increases of pay to compensate them, and
this will raise industrial costs still higher. Perhaps
by that time, also, the demands for a 44 or 40-hour
week will be due, and another instaliment of farmers
will move to town, where the living conditions are
so attractive. Then, with still higher prices for
farm products, wages in the towns will have to be
lifted again, until the last farmer has been convinced
of the folly of resisting the movement, and wages
for everybody in town are finally high enough to
enable them to live without any crops!

The farm demonstrator of the department of
agriculture located at the State Agricultural College |
of New Hampshire says that this year practically
completes the elimination of hired labor for "the
farms of New Hampshire. The next effect, he says:

“Will be the elimination of small farmers and
of men working with restricted capital. Such men
simply sell off their stock and hire out by the day
at the nearest mill or job that pays wages. After
making fairly careful estimates in six Jeading coun-
ties, it is my opinion that this year Wwill see the
elimination of at least 1,000 farmers in New Hamp-

above all Willlam Morris as their prac-
tical exponents, preached the beauty of
use. Morris’'s dictum was:

“Have nothing in your house that you
do not know to be useful, or believe to
be beautiful.”

Hand work, original design, individual
taste and feeling in all the arts and
crafts were restored to their place in
the conception of the beautiful. Crafts-
man furniture is a development of this
jdea of home-made things. It is solid
and piain. Gewgaws and knick-knacks
have no place with it. Not dalnty, nor
delicate, but simple, honest, comfort-
able, more ¥n a man's way than a
woman's, Craftsman furniture is ap-
propriate for libraries, dens and living-
rooms. Brass, copper, plain walls,
straight-edged cushions, dark-toned
rugs and many
rooms—nothing French, nothing Geor-
gian, however lovely in itself. .

Our own Canadian Mission furniture
ig an outgrowth of the Craftsman ideas,
and, if it is not exaggeratedly large and
heavy, is very good in the kind of room
for which it 1s meant.

PROBLENS OF WAR
SOLVED BY EDISON

Evolved a Whole String of
Valuable Inventions and
Devices.

NEW YORK, Nov. 29.—'‘What
t.dison do in the war?’ is a question
inswered by Captain  Liloyd N. Scott,
iiaison officer, in an official history of
ne work of the naval consulting board.

A whole string of valuable inventions
ang devices was evolved by Mr. Edison
imsclf as head of the naval consulting

d. In fact, Mr. Edison took the

residency of the board on the organi-
zation work, but should be free to
zmploy his time in working out inven-
tions. He tackled the problem of de-

x

ecting submarines by sound, and spent |

months working on the prouiem.

His idea was that if a device could be
perfected whereby a ship could hear the
sound of 2 torpedo as soon as it was
tired from a submarine, and then quickly
alter its course, it would be as effective
a8 destroying the submarine. At that
time listening devices on moving ships
nhad failed, largely because they werc
towed astern, where the rush of water
and the noige of the ship’'s propellers
interfered with other sounds.

Listening Device Success.

Mr. Edison constructed a listening
device that projected twenty feet in
'ront of the bow of the ship. It was
found to work satisfactorily in a rough
sea, wWith a ship going at its full speed

f fourteen knots.

With this device there would be mno
difficulty whatever in hearing a torpedo
more than 1,400 yards away, and thig is
far beyond the effective distance at
which a torpedo can be launched from
a submarine.

The noise from a torpedo is very
piercing and peculiarly distinctive, 8o
much so that in the course of some of
Mr. Edison'g experiments at Sag Har-
bor, Long Island, where practice tor-
pedoes were launched, the telephone

:onnected with the detecting apparatus
‘could be lald on the deck, and the noise
of the torpedo could be plainly heard.

In addition to working out schemes
for distribution of shipping so es to
give U-boats more ground to cover, Mr.

f2dison experimented with collision mats |

to stuff the holes caused in the side of

a ship by the explosion of a torpedo,

ang he also devised a system of con-

veying a merchant ship out of a mined

harbor.

Perhaps his most original contrlbu-“
iion to the subject of protecting the |

coast from the submarine attack was a
plan to patro! the coast from Nova
Scotia to Florida with a chain of sub-
marine buoys, 50 to 100 miles out at
sea. These buoys were to be used as
lookout or reporting stations. Each
would be manned by three men. The
buoy could remain on the surface or
s@bmerge, and was to be equipped with
sound-detecting apparatus as well as
wireless.

On detecting a submarine or enemy
ship the buoy would flash the word
to the nearest destroyer or coast patrol
ship, and in this way prevent the in-
vader from getting in close to shore.

Another of Edison’'s inventions was
a specfal sailing light for convoys. It
was 80 constructed as to be visible to
the lookout men in the masthead of
other ships in the fleet, but invisible to

the submarine on the surfage of the_

sea.
¢ Underwater Searchlights.

An ingenioug afplication of the smoke
screen was also worked out by Mr.
Ildison. This was a plan for smudging
the skyline three or four miles behind a
fleet in action, so that the enemy war-
ships would have no clear background
for their gunnery. In other words, the
skyline smudge would produce a state
of low visibility for the enemy, but
would not bother our own ships, as it
would not be between them and the
enemy.

Experiments by Mr. Edison with
underwater gearchlights did not progress
very far, but he did invent a light
which penetrated sea water for 60 feet
and enabled persons to read print at

that distance. He also worked on a type |

of oleum cloud shell to blind an enemy
at sea, perfecting a projectile which
would penetrate water—without ricoch-
eting—and invented an underwater vane
or fln operated automatically to over-

come the roll of a ship, this to facilitate ,

gun pointing at sea in rough weather.

Among other things to which Mr.
Edison devoted his attention were the
means of obtaining nitrogen from the
air, a hydrogen gas detector for sub-
marines, masks to protect masthead
observers from the fumes of the smoke-
stack of a ship, a turbine head for pro-
jectiles, a plan for mining Zeebrugge
*harbor, @ mirror signal system for war-
ships, a direction finder for aeroplanes,
a sound ranger for detecting concealed
enemy guns, an extension ladder for
the lookout man on shipboard, and a
. reacting shell, otherwise a ‘non-
duddable’ shell.

GANNOT APPEAL CASE

Income Tax Prosecutions

OTTAWA, Nov. 30.—There is no ap-
peal from the finding of Judge Gunn
of the division court, in the appeal
of Dr. Booth, an Ottawa physician,
against a fine imposed by the local
magistrate for alleged offences against
the income tax act during the years
1917, 1918 and 1919.

T0 HELP SECURE
JOBS FOR ILE

Ottawa Raises Requirements
—Hopes To Alleviate
Unemployment.

ARTISAN NEEDS $250

Order Does Not Apply To
Tourists, Travellers or Re-
turning Canadians.

OTTAWA, Nov. 30.—(By Canadian
Press.)—Action by the Government to
restrict immigration of certain classes
in order to alleviate the condition of
!unemploymem now prevailing in vari-
ous parts of the Dominion was taken
by the passage of an order-in-council
raising the money test of immigrants

the mechanic, artisan and laborer
classes from $50 to $250.

The new order-in-council provides for
the suspension of paragraphs one to
three of the former order applicable to
these classes of immigration, and the
substitution of four other paragraphs.
The first provides that ‘“no immigrant
of the mechanic, artisan or laborer
classes, whether skilled or unskilled,
:shall be allowed to land in Canada un-
less he possesses in his own right,
money to the amount of $250, and in
addition transportation to his destina-
(tion in Canada.’” °

The second paragraph provides that
{if an immigrant belonging to the classes
named is accompanied by his family,
e must possess in addition to trans-

tion for the members of the fam-

to their destination, a further sum

of money equivalent to $125 for every

member aged 18 years or upward, and

$50 for each child of 5 years and under
18 years.

The new regulations come into effect
along the international boundary on the
16th of December next, and at ocean
ports on January 1. They do not apply
to other classes of immigrants than
those specifically set forth, nor to
tourists, travellers or returning Cana-
dians. The order states in opening that
a considerable amount of unemploy-
ment prevails in parts of Canada and
that the prospects for employment are
not likely to improve during the next
few months.

Cana-
dian poHce officers bring them to the
border to turn over to the United States
authorities, and in the last two weeks
§0 allens esc:® 1 their guards.

Do ot Interfere.

“Canadian police do not interfere with
Chinese who desire te leave Canada
for the United States. Orders were is-
sued to the Canadian police not to in-
terfere as each Chinaman in Canada
has to pay $500 and a head tax to stay
there. There are now 40,000 Chinese in
Canada, I was informed by the Chinese
consul-general at Ottawa.

‘“Last Sunday three Chinese being
emuggled into the United States from
Cnandda were captured and held in $5,-
000 each for action by a grand Jjury.
Chinese merchants arriving in Canada
on their way to this country to do
business have had to wait several weeks
in Ottawa and Toronto for permission
from Washifigton.

KINGSTON, Nov. 30.—That he was
alive and well, was the glad news that
was received here this morning con-
cerning Sapper W. D. Smith, a well-
known young Kingstonian, who had
been missing for two years. The in-
formation came from Smith himself,
who stateg that he was taken prisoner
by the Bolshevik troops. He was re-
cently released and is now in England,
on his way home to Kingston.

Sad news awaited Smith in England,
as relatives there had to tell him of
the death of his wife. She passed
away in Kingston on May 29 last, and
at the time her husband could not be
located. A baby is being cared for by
relatives here. His wife was formerly
Miss Gladys Pollitt and a popular
yourg Kingston lady. Sapper Smith
was captured by the Russian revolu-
tionary party over eightes months
ago and had been kept a prisoner un-
til Jjust recently. He suffered great
hardships on account of lack of food
angd clothing. The information received
here from England states that a Lleut.
Burkett of Toronto also arrived there
with Sapper Smith.

Sapper Smith enlisted in Canada in
1916 with the 5th Company, Canadian
Ingineers, went to Brockville and later
to Ottawa, where he transferred to
the Canadian Signallers. He went to
‘Russla with the Canadian expedition-
ary force and remained with that unit
until it was withdrawn. He then trans-
ferred to the DBritish railroand mission,
with which he was serving when cap-
tured with the rest of the train party
by Bolshevik troops.

PLOWING MATGH IS
KEENLY CONTESTED

Feature of Competition Was
Work Done by the Younger
Men.

MORAVIANTOWNSs Nov. 30. — The
plowing match which was postponed
owing to the recent wintry weather
was held on the farm of Daniel Hill
and was one of the most successful
that has ever taken place in this dis-
trict. It was generally conceded that
much better work wag done than in
last year's match, and in a much bet-
ter field.

There were eleven teams and men
entered in competition, and a very
noticeable feature in connection with
the match was that several of the
veteran prize-winners were beaten by
youngsters who had never taken a
prize in plowing before.

Tariff Commissioners Hold a
Sitting in Toronto.

Toronto, Dec. 1.—*In presenting our
views on the Canadian customs tariff
to this commission, we respectfully
point out that the province of Ontario
manufactures 48 per cent of the total
amount of goods made in Canada; that
the population of Ontario is about one-
third that of the Dominion, and that
the area of this province is three times
as great as that of the United Kingdom,
and almost twice as great as either
France or Germany.

When the last fact is considered In
connection with a comparison of popu-
lation, it is evident that the province is
still capable of great degree of in-
dustrial and agricultural expansion.”

This was the opening paragraph of the
statement presented today by John R.
Shaw, chairman of the Ontario division
of the Canadian Manufacturers’ Asso-
ciation, to the Dominion tariff commis-
i sion, which opened a sitting here today,
under the chairmanship of Sir Henry
i Drayton, minister of finance.

Geographlical Position.

Discussing the question of Ontario’'s
peculiar geographical position, in con-
nection with the United States and the
reasons why the provingé had attained
such remarkable degree of industrial
development, practically without native
resources of coal or developed iron, Mr.
Shaw submitted that the reasons were
three in number: First, the Canadian
eustoms tariff, by aesuring a home
market, had enabled Ontario manufac-
turers to produce in large quantities
and to ship their products east and
west; second, the waterpowers available
in the province, which had attained a
creditahle measure of development:
and, third, the extent and value of
natural resources, including those of
agriculture, which had furnished a con-
siderable proportion of the raw mater-
fal for manufacturing purposes. ‘‘We
submit, further,” said Mr. Shaw, ‘that
the tariff has been the most effective
of the three because, without it, there
would have been neither the opportunity
nor the necessity for so great a meas-
ure of development of electric energy
from waterpower, and, moreover, a
great part of the natural products of
Onfario now manufactured within the
province, would have been exported in
the raw state.”

Dependent On One Another.

It is sometimes stated, said Mr. Shaw,
that the industrial development of On-
tario had been achieved to some extent
at the expense of agriculture. It would
be unfortunate if this were true, because
agriculture and manufacturing are so
dependent on each other that they
should progress together,

He declared that agriculture in On-
‘ario had made remarkable strides, and
in. support of that statement he quoted
the minister of agriculture’'s figures
showing the gigantie productions of the
province in grain, fruit, vegetables and
stock.

The official information issued by tha
department of agriculture furnished
adequate proof that agriculture in On-

GARBAGE DEPT. SIGN

standing On Part of Irate
Citizens.

After thorough consideration f{rom
all possible angles No. 2 committee of
the city council has finally decided
to take an important step to heighten
city hall efficiency.

Years ago when the garbage depart-
ment was in "its infancy it occupied
a small office on the ground floor of
the city hall. Those were prosperous
days, bhefore the war started or the
high cost of living was ever thought
of, and the city fathers of that day
recklessly expended several dollars on
a wire screen for the large window.
Theis served the double purpose of
protecting those within from too-curi-
ous eyes and also by ineans of large
gilt letters informed passers-by that
it was the headquarters of the system
which occasionally calleq for the ashes
and other materia! collected in their
back yards.

The garvage businesg grew and the
head office was moved to more com-
modious quarters on the second floor.
But the screen and the gilt letters
remained. Recently the small office
was alloted to Plur ing Inspector
James Young. With a desk and chair
and filing cabinet it began to look like
a real office once more, so people be-
gan to drop in to make remarks about
the garbage collection. Mr. Young
was syvmpathetic, but all he could do
for them wag to direct them up the
stairs to the proper place, Sometimes
when he was out on an inspection job,
irate citizens would wait half an hour
At the end of that time they would
be told that the office they wanted
was one flight up and that they could
have saved considerable time by going
there half an hour ago.

Sladden, Dominion Apiarist, Ottawa.

With the arrival of 25 head of dairy
cattle today the influx of live stock to
the Winter Fair has commenced, and
from now on for the balance of this
week there will be a steady stream of
exhibits pouring into the big buildings.

PRESIDENT WILSON
AGCEPTS OFFER OF
ARMENIAN MEDIATOR

Will Act in Effort To Put End
To Hostilities.

S

Washington, Nov. 30.—President Wil-
son, in response to an invitation from
the League of Nations council, has
agreed to use his good offices anc to
proffer  his “personal mediation,”’
through a representative he may
designate, ‘‘to end the hostilities that
are now being waged against the Ar-
menian people.”

In accepting the league’s invitation,
Mr. Wilson, writing to President Paul
Hymans, says he makes his offer upon
assurances of ‘“the moral and diplo-
matic support of the principal powers,’
and relies upon the league council to
suggest to him the avenues through
which his proffer should be conveyed,
and the parties to whom it should be
addressed.

Mr. Wilson says he is without author-
ization ‘‘to offer or employ the military
forces of the United States in any pro-
ject for the relief of Armenia,” and that
‘“‘any material contribution would re-
quire the authorization of congress,
which is not now in session, and whose
action I could not foresee.”
