Washington, July 12.—In an open

address teeming with gensational
utterance, President Wilson last

night served notice on mine oper-
ators, manufacturers and shipping
interests that the Government in-

tended to fix prices of their products
during the war period and that the
public must be served on the same
basis as the Governmental agencies.
Those who sought to avoid the rul-
ing. of the Government, he said,
would be held guilty of an act favor-
able to the cause of the enemy. The
price fixed, he said, must, of course,
be a just one.

‘“We must make the prices to the
public the same as the prices to the
Government,” the President stated.
“Prices’ mean the same thing every-
where now. They mean the ef-
ficiency or the inefficiency of the
nation, whether it is the Government
that pays them or not. They mean
victory or defeat. They mean that
Ameriea will win her place once for
all among the foremost free nations
of the world, or that she shall 'sink
to defeat and become a secend-rat>
power alike in thought or action.

Havre, June 20— (Correspondence
of the Associated Press)—The Bel-
gian Government has received from
various sources evidence which -aec-
cords in every detail, proving that
deported Belgian civilians are sub-
jected systematically to mistreatment
to bring them to forced labor for the
German army. '

This ‘evidence exposes insufficient
nourishment, cruel punishment, brut.
al intimidation and hard conditions
of labor, under which a great many
of the deported civilians succumb
while a larger proportion return so
reduced and weakened that they are
incapable of physical effort.

This is the regime of the camp of
Soltau described by one of the men
who had been interned there and who
succeeded in escaping.

in the morning "a third of a litre
of beverage resembling coffee, -but
seeming to have been made from a-
corns, at noon a half litre = of soup,
generally made of beets, but some-
times of potatoes, in the evening a
fifth of a litre of porridge made of
cornmeal or barley; the ration of
bread is about a half pound per day.

NEWS OF NORFOLK

County Council in Special
Session

List of Roads Under Im-

proved System

A Resolution Regarding
The Press

Simeoe, July 12. (From our own
correspondent)—The County Council
was in session here both fore and af-
ternoon yesterday. The chief matter
which necessitated the special sess-
ion was the receiving and disposition
of the report of the committee ap-
pointed ‘to designate the roads for
the county good roads system, and
the appointment of a superintend-
ent. The first' of these was almost
completed in committee of the whole
at six o’clock. The committee will
report this morning. There were
three cther matters of less vital im-
port up yesterday.

On the request of the purchasers,
Ames and Co., a by-law was put
through authorizing the issue of the
county patriotic debentures in deno-
minations other than those mention-
€d in the original by-law, which call-
ed for fifteen. The alteration will
admit of selling in even thousands.

Healthier Tone in Public Press.

The following resolution, moved by
Jno. L. Buck, of Port Rowan, and
seconded by Dr. O. H. Duncombe, of
Waterford, is self explanatory. Tt
was passed without debate and un-
animously, and was another indica-
tion of what we have claimed since
the outbreak of the war—that in
Norfolk there is no considerable ele-
ment outside of those whose first con-
cern is to assist in bringing about a
victorious peace.

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Thursday, July 12th, 1917,
THE SITUATION.

Still the Russians continue their
irresistible offensive. According to
last night’s despatches they were be-
yond Halicz and in the foothills of
the Carpathian Mountains, and over
The Courier leased wire to-day comes
the word that they have taken Kal-
ucz, where the foe has made his
lieadquarters in Galicia.

The German success on the Bel-
gian coast reported last evening in
these columns, is not one of serious
proportions, but it constitutes an
cvidence of the continued alertness
and’ striking power of the foe.

The official report for last week
shows the submarine harvest to have
been the smallest for some time. The
total was fourteen ships of over
1,600 tons and three of less than
that figure. Port arrivals 2,898 and
sailings 2,798.

There are indications of renewed
activity on the Italian front.

The U. S. Steamer Kansan, carry-
ing fifty men and a valuable cargo
of foodstuffs and steel, was torpedoed
off the French coast. No word has
been received as to the fate of the
crew,

THE RESULT IN EAST CLARE

Reference has already been made
in this paper to the growing feeling
of rebellion in Ireland, and to the
fact that the Sinn Feiners have be-
come a very great and menacing pow-
er,

What they are after is an inde-
pendent nationality, and they make
no secret of the fact that they hope
Germany will be victorious in the
present struggle. Their hands are not
only against British rule, but are
also against the Nationalists, whom
they claim do not go far enough.

After - the last general elections,
Redmond’s followers in the House
numbered 84 out of a total repre-
sentation from the Emerald Isle of
103. Since then, the Sinn Fein can-
didates have beaten them in every
contest, and now there has come the
body blow of the loss of East Clare.
It has been a Nationalist stronghold
from time immemor‘ial, and W. H.
Redmond, brother of the leader, has
represented the constituency for a
long time unopposed, so helpless
was any opposition regarded. He
died at the front bravely fighting for
Britain’s cause, and now there has
been elected in his stead, by an en-
ormous majority, one of the leaders
of the new movement—a man who
adowedly would love fo see the dis-
memberment of the very empire
which Redmond shed his blood {o
help save.

It was generally recognized that
the result of yesterday's contest
would settle the fate or otherwise
of the Sinn Fein agitation, as Red-
mond’s influence was regarded as a
talisman there, but his man has been
beaten by the overwhelming major-
ity of 5,010 to 2,035, or over two to
one. :

Mr. T. P. O’Connor, now a visitor
in the States, recently spoke of the
Sinn Feiners as “lunaties,” and so
they undoubtedly are, as far as their
avowed aims are concerned, but this
does not alter the grave circum-
stance that their cause has clearly
taken hold. of the popular imagina-
tion. 3
An Irish republic could not, of
course, be allowed, and in any event
would reach an early smash. She
has for years becn a financial debtor
to England, that is to say, her re-
venues have fallen short of require-
ments some $10,000,000 per annum
and Old Albion has had to make up
the dili>rcnee. Since the war started
that balance has about been wiped
out, but it is more than likely that
after hostilities, the disparity will
again occur, Under such circum-
stances, financial collapse would
soon be in order, not to mention civ-
il war for the Ulsterites would ever
stand for separation.

Their dream, it will thus be seen,
is entirely Utopian, but at the same
time, the unpleasant fact must be
faced that a large majority of the
Irish people are rebellious.

And on top of this comes the
anomaly that they would be ready
to exchange Hun domination for a
system under which they have such
freedom that they traduce and de-
ride the authorities and send mem-
bers to Westminster,

Battle Now Extends to the Foot-
hills of the Carpathian Mount-

New York, July 11.—The Associa-
fed Press to-night issues the follow-
ing:—
Having broken the strong Austro-
German line in the vicinity of Haliez,
the Russians are pushing forward
from Halicz toward Lemberg, the
capital of Galicia, and from Stanis-
lau, south of Halicz, westward to-
ward the line of the Dniester.,
After the capture of Halicz, on the
front from Halicz to Zolotvin, about
thirty miles to the south, General
Korniloff forced the Austro-Germans
to continue their retreat. In their
advance from Halicz the Russians
forced the fleeting enemy across the
Lomnica and occupied two towns on
the western bank of the river. The
next natural barrier is the River
Stoka, about six miles west of the
Lomnica.

In Carpathian Foothills.
South and west of Stanislau the

Russians have reached the Posiecz-
Karmacz line, the central point of
which, Lesiuvka, is four miles west
of the River Bystritza. This line is
about seven miles east of Kalisz, the
nearest large town west of Stanislau,

and which is situated in a pend of{

the Stoka River. The extension of
the Russian fighting line to Zolotvin
brings the battle-ground into the
foothills of the Carpathians.

On Tuesday the Russians captur-
?d 2,000 more prisoners and 30
guns, bringing their total capturel
from July 8 to 10 to more than 10,-
officers apnd men, and 80 guns. A
large amount of machine guns and
war material also was taken. Berlin
gives no details of Tuesday’s fighting
in Galicia, merely saying that:
‘“‘Movements south of the Dniester
have been executed until now as
planned.”

The People of \-Toronto Re-
sorted To Other Con-
veyances

J itnéy’s Ruled Supreme Aid-
ed By Trucks and Bicycles

Toronto, July 12.—Toronto awoke
yvesterday to greet a city devoid of
the hum of car wheels and the clang-
ing of' motormen’s bells. To many
the hew order of things was not un-
expected. But' there were many who
had gone to sleep.feeling that.there
would - be no carmes’s striké;” and
that their chief source of transporta-
tion would be secure for them in the
morning. For the thus early uns
enlightened there was a great sur-
prise. Instead of the street cars
there were scores of jitneys awaiting
them ‘in every part of the city. Taken
altogether there was comparatively

Jlittle interruption of early morning

business in' the chief local centres
of activities. ;

The Eaton Company,,the Simpson
Company, and suclr like concerns, and
the large firms engaged in munition
contracts had each provided for the
strike by engaging conveyances in ad-
dition to their own to ‘bring their
workers from all parts of the city to
their respective centres of labor,
many according to printed schedule
so that there was comparatively little
dislocation of business, but, of course
there were the numerous thousands
who had to ‘foot it” both morning
and evening.

Never were more automobiles
seen .on the streets of Toronto dur-
ing any one day. Men who had a
car had their ‘“‘busses” out, if not
for their own personal use, to
place at the call of citizens at so
much per trip. In addition Hamilton
jitney owners deserted their own
city almost without exeeéption, and
came to” Toronto to reap a harvest
born of the carmen’s strike.

Bicycles in Evidence.

Also included in the stream of yes-
terday’s city traffic which was more
difficult for the police pointsmen to
control than Toronto traffic in nor-
mal - times, were countless bieycles,
some modern and others which had
been rescued from the 'scrap. heap.
Even messenger boys and apprentices
had resorted to roller skates, which
they had discarded, on getting into
long trousers. No matter the locomo-
tive power used Wy workers Toronto
yesterday found business prétty much
a8 usual at regular hours, though
there were hundreds of ‘‘late-timers.”

In short Toronto adapted itself to

Jitneys Were Supreme.

Jitneys were supreme. There were
all sorts of invitations to the public
in general to ride. A few carried the
real -estate sign, Nor Rent,” the ma-
jority -signalled that the tariff was
either 10, 15, or 25 cents per trip,
but one in particular advised the
people to ‘“Jump in quick and pay
what you like,” and another pro-

While most
jitney owners were considerate in
their. fees, others.charged extortion-
ate-rates, but now. that’ the number
of cars.on the streets have milti-
plied, the people can diseriminate.

During the day there were reports
of speeding by jitney drivers, as
the Police Commissioners suspended
the civic by-laws relating to traffic,
and offenders will be arrested and
prosecuted. There were also com-
plaints of overcharging, and while
the commissioners are considering a
fixed tariff the public is asked to give
along with complaints, the number
of the auto.

The city is mobilizing motor trucks
which will be provided with seats and
used to-day in carrying people to and

Quote Gen. Haig
Hon. Geo. P. Graham, Col. Taylor,
of New Westminster, and Messrs,
Nesbitt, Turriff, Morphy and Suther-
land strongly urged upon the Gov-
ernment the desirability of calling
out the first three classes together.
They all agreed that by calling out
class 1 too many youths of tender
years would be secured.
Mr. Meighen quoted the opinion
of Gen. Haig to the effect that the
most effective service given at the
front was rendered by young lads of
from 20 to 24.

Men for Ballast
Col. Taylor said that while he was
not disposed to dispute that state-
ment it was not desirable that a
regiment should be made up entire-
ly of boy soldiers. The young men,
he said, give steam to field -opera-
tions, but older men are required
for “ballast.”
Mr. Graham thought that the gov-
ernment should not hesitate to make
the change in view of the opinion
expressed by Col. Taylor, but Mr.
Meighen maintained that if the
three classes were all called out to-
gether the tribunals would be con-
gested and a large number of men
withdrawn from their occupations
at one time. He believed that the
three groups would be called out so
close together that they would all
be drawn upon for the 100,000 men
required.

Clause Passed

+The proposal that the three first
classes be called out together . was
held over by Mr. Meighen,
Acting upon a suggestion by Col.
J. D. Taylor, made earlier in the
discussion of the bill, that some
line should be drawn where the pen-
alties of this act ended and the Mil-
itia Act began, Mr. Meighen pro-
posed a substitute penalty clause for
section four; this amendment was
to the effect that any man who fail-
ed to report would be guilty of an
offense and liable to imprisonment
to a term not exceeding five years,
through summary conviction. ~ The
clause in the bill providing that a
man might also be tried by court-
jmartial was struck out. Mr. Meighen
"said that after -a man had been re-
ported and had been enrolled he
would be dealt with by the military
 authorities.
| Mr. D. D. MacKenzie raised the
i point that trial by summary con-
viction meant trial by magistrate.
He thought that in the case of such
a serious offense the trial should be
by county court judges or by sti-
pendary magistrates in cities or
towns.

Mr. Meighen agreed that it would
be much better to have all the trials
by judges. The danger might be too
long delayed. He consented to bring
the suggestion before his colleagues
and the clause was passed on the
understanding that it might be fur-
ther considered.

Good Progress Made.—Preliminary
Consideration of Bill is Com-
pleted |,

Ottawa, July 12—Despite obstruc-
tion from Hon. Frank Oliver, whom
Hon. Arthur Meighen said was ap-
parently suffering from ‘‘cerebreal
distemper,” good progress was made
with the military service bill yes-
terday. The preliminary considera-
tion of the bill. was completed, and

Oliver, who insisted that the aect
was drafted to bear lightly on Que-
bec and to furnish men for profiteer-
ing manufacturers, there was no at-
tempt to block and ecriticism was
pertinent.
Few Loopholes

Hon. Arthur Meighen, who is in
charge of the bill, has evidently
drafted it with extreme care, and the
laopholes which have been discover-
ed are few. In answer to questions
as to whether the exertions of Can-
ada would be .limited by the hun-
dred thousand named in the bill, the
Government said that this was not
the intention. If more were needed
a short act could be introduced in
Parliament, it was felt, though, par-
liament should be consulted.

Mr. Oliver urged that there should
be registration. He suggested that
this still be included in the measure.
Sir Robert Borden pointed out that
registration would \be only to dupli-
cate the work and would make it no
easier to round un men.

Seek Out Slackers

Mr. Oliver also insisted that if the

bill was to be fairly administered
with regard te services rendered pro-
vision should be made to requisition
a certain number of fighting men out
of a certain proportion of the popu-
lation. He said that it was not in-
tended that the bill should be fairly
administered.

Mr. Meighen said it was intended
to seek out the slacker whoever he
was and to make the levy according
to the proportion of available men
in each district.

Point of Nationality

Mr. Oliver drew attention to the
recruiting figures of Ontario. Out of
the 371,000 men available, he said
168,000 had enlisted, but of these
at least 30 per cent were from
amongst the British-born. The cas-
ualty lists would show them.

Col.. John A. Currie said it was
impossible to get data on this point
for at Valcartier many of the men
who were born in Canada gave the
nationality of their fathers. Thus
many men of Canadian birth were
officially described as Scotch, Eng-
lish, Irish, ete, :

Mr, Oliver contended that this was
a double purpose: bill and that pro-
visions had been put in it deliber-
ately in. order to exempt men to
work in‘the factories of friends of
the government.

To Enforce Law

Mr. Oliver, continuing, wanted to
know when a call was made for men
what steps’would be taken to insure
that everybody responded.

- Mr. Meighen pointed out that
there were penalty clauses in the
bill, ‘and a man was liable to either
court-martial or Summary conviction
before a magistrate. Mr. Meighen
declared that it was the intention of
the government to see that the law
was enforced. If ‘anyone failed in the
enforcement of the Aect it would not
be the government of Canada. :
Mr. Oliver replied that they had
apparently to depend on this govern-
ment of Canada for enforcement of
this act. He had no faith in the
good faith of the government in the
administration of the Act. The state-
ment had been made by a member of
the Government that special favor
was to be shown to a special pro-
vince.

Board of Selection

Mr. Meighen pointed out that the
tribunals were to be picked by a
board of selection, which was to
be chosen by a board representing
both sides of Parliament with equal
representation by the judges. The
appeal courts also were to be select-
ed by the judges. Yet Mr. Oliver
said the tribunals would be worth-
less, the judges worthless and the
Government worthless. If this were
all true then the bill would undoubt-
edly not be a success. As for himself
he had not yet lost faith in human
nature. He thought Mr. Oliver dur-
ing the past few days must be sifffer-
ing from a state of ‘“cerebral dis-
temper.” Mr. Meighen said he would
like to reaffirm that as far as they
were able the principles embodied in
this bill were principles which if act-
ed' upon by reasonable -men would
choose the most men. with the least

injury to agriculture and necessary
industries.
Tribunals to Decide

Mr. Oliver at this ‘point observed
that' Hon, Albert Sevigny, minister
of inland revenue, was in the House.
He asked him on what basis he had
made the statement in which he
fixed the probable distribution of the
men in the various provinces, men-
tioning 25,000 for Quebee, 25,000
for Ontario, and 10,000 for Alberta,
ete.

Mr. Sevigny replied that his ob-
Ject was just to show that it would
be easy to secure 100,000 men or
more in Canada. He added that the
tribunals would decide whether the
men would go to the front or be used
in industrial pursuits.

Ernest Lapointe, of Kamaraska,
said that the statement ‘made by Mr.
Sevigny was taken in Quebec as an
assurance of the Government’s pol-
icy.

25,000 In Quebec

Mr. Sevigny repeated that his only
object was to show that Quebec could
raise 25,000 men. No one at the -
ment knows, however, how many the
province will be called upon to raise.

Mr. Lapointe, St. Marys, Montreal,
asked the minister on what basis he
figured that Montreal should supply
10,000 men. :

Mr. Sevigny replied that about 50
prominent Montreal people had stat-
ed that Montreal could afford to
spare that number.

Mr. Mareil then asked the ininister
if he was in a position, since the Dor-
chester by-election, to judge of the
feeling of the people of Quebec in
regard to conscription.

Says Liberals Wrong

Mr. Sevigny told the House that
since he had made his speech in sup-
port of the bill he had received let-
ters from many French-Canadians
congratulating him on his stand.
Yesterday a young resident of Mon-
treal told him that he’d always been
a Liberal, but that he would suppo; t
the Government on its policy of con-
scription. He added that he thought
the Liberals were wrong in regard
to this question. 3
. Mr. Marcil observed that the chief
objection to the bill in Quebec was
because the Government had refus-
ed to consult the people, What was
the opinion of the minister in regard
to that?

Marcil’s Move

“I would advise the honorable
member to make his remarks to his
friends on the other side of the
House who did' not vote for a refer-
endum,” Mr. Sevigny replied.

Mr. Marcil expressed the hope that
the prime minister would give the
people an opportunity to pass judg-
ment by a general election. If con-
scription was approved it would
mean that.there would be unanimity
behind its enforcement,

Mr. Marcil inquired if any ar-
rangement regarding the proportion
of men to be supplied by each country
had been come to between the allies
and if Canada had been consulted by
the allies regarding the number of
men she could send.

Conntries Doing Utmost °
Sir Robert Borden gaid no such ar-
rangement had been made and each
country, was simply doing itg utmost.
France, perhaps more than any other
nation, had given most of national
strength. Every man has gone to
the front except those absolutely nec-
essary to carry on the work o the
nation.

Mr. Meighen, in reply to Mr. Dev-
lin, said that all men heretofore re-
Jected must appear again and claim
exemption if they so desired.

Sir Robert Borden, in answer to
Mr. Graham, said that no definite ar-
rangement had yet been made re-
ggrding Co-operation between the
United States and Canada as to Ca-
nadian subjects resident in the Unit-
ed States and United States subjects
resident in Canada. Of course, ar-
rangements had been made whereby
Canadian officers had been allowed
to go into the United States and Te-
cruit, but no definite scheme of co-
operation had been formulated.

Latest Act Of Craelty To

‘ Belgians X
Bratality Is Also Reported
sl From East Africa

—_—

London, July, 12—The Times says.
“A Belgian who has just come from.
Holland brought details of the arrest
of 28 notable citizens who have been
imprisoned in Gérmany as a reprisal
for so-called ill-treatment of Ger-
mans from Tabora. The Belgians
were arrested on Junme 29 and 30,
and taken in three groups to Solz-
minden, one of the worst of the Ger-
man civilian camps. They are all
men over 50. The oldest is 72. Sev-
eral are ill, particularly Comte Dur-
sel, ex-Senator, who suffers from
heart disease, and Comte John Doul-
tremey, Grand Marechal to the late
King Leopold. None of the prisoners
were informed of their destination.
They were given less than an hour
in which to prepare for the journey.
The witness was present at the de-
parture of these hostages.  One was
crippled with rheumatism, and could
hardly walk to the train. Most of
them had no time to provide proper
clothes or get provisions for the jour=
ney, which is one of 30 hours. None
had more than $20 in his possession.
Some carried nothing but walking-
sticks. On the day of their departure
the censored newspapers of Brussels
published articles anathematizing
the cruelty of the Belgian govern~
ment in throwing upon it the whole
'of the responmsibility for these wun-
avoidable reprisals which were forc-
ed on the Germans owing to the
way German civilians were treated
at Tabora, Afriea.

\‘A colonial authority who was
through the East African campaign
recites faets in refutation of the Ger-
man allegations.

German Brutality

“The initiative in imprisonment of
civilians in Africa was-taken by the
German government who in defiance
of the laws of war, arrested peace-
able travellers, Belgian, Italian and
English colonists, and kept them in
an internment eamp for more than
two years. There were women among
the interned, and aecording to thelr
testimony and the confession of Ger-
man officers and soldiers, themselves
now prisoners, the regime imposed
upon these white non-combatants
was odious, and all the worse, be-
cause it was imposed upon whites in
the sight of the :blacks.

‘“The Belgian Government would
have been justified in imposing sim-
ilar treatment upon German civilians
who remained at Tabora when the
town was taken by the Belgian
troops, but the Belgian military au-
thorities merely secured the persons
of the German colonists, so as to
avoid the danger of communication
with the enemy. Gen. Tombeur even
refused to occupy the house of the
German governor because the latter’s
wife was still residing there. It may
be remembered that the first thing
German generals did at Brussels in
August, 1914, was to seize the offi-
cial residences of Belgian ministers
and install themselves.

“It was by the request of the
German civilians, both men and wo-
men, that it was decided to bring
them #o Europe. During the voyage
all possible care was taken of the
prisoners. Their intermment in
France is an unavoidable conse-
quence of the state of war. To send
these 28 Belgian notables into a
reprisal camp only adds one more to
the interminable list of unjustifiable
actions by which the German war
policy has earned the scorn of the
civilized world, and swells the ac-
count for reparation to be presented
by Belgium when the day of settle-
ment arrives.”

Nationalist Proved Winner
in East Clare

New Member Just Out Of
Prison For Part In
Uprising

London, July 12.—Professor Ed-
ward De Valera, of Dublin Univer-
sity, a Sinn Feiner, has been elected
to Parliament from East Clare. He
received 5,010 votes against 2,035
for Patrick Lynch, the Nationalist
candidate.

De Valera is one of the Sinn Fein-
ers arrested at the time of the re-
volution last year and recently re-
leased from prison.

Scenes of wild excitement follow-
ed the announcemént of the result
of the election. Prof. de Valera, the
successful candidate, addressed the
crowd and said it could no longer be
alleged that the Irish people did not
want independence. The new mem-
ber headed a crowd of Sinn Feiners,
who marched through the town,
carrying republican flags. .

A Dublin despatch says: “It is be-
lieved here that the result of the
East Clare election will interfere
with the arrangements for the as-
sembling of the Irish convention, as
it is considered .to represent a feel-
ing of lack of confidence in the good
faith of the :Coalition Government
and a belief that the Irish party went
too far in .its consideration of the
Government’s war difficulties and re-

ceived no adequate recognition-of the
party’s reasonable attitude. The out-
come, howeyer, has not been taken to
mean any permanent estrangement
of -the parties.”

De Valera will hold the seat in
the House of Commons made vacant
by the death in action of Major Wil-
Ham Redmond, hrother of John Red-
mond, .and who was Nationalist M.P.
for 'East Clare since 1892.

De: Valera, who took part in the

memorable Easter week uprising in
Dublin, was sentenced to death, but
this was commuted to life imprison-
ment.  He was released recently
when all:those arrested for the Irish
revolt were freed in the expectation
of creating a better feeling in Ireland
for the coming National convention.
De Valera was nominated for the
bye-election. previous to his release,
and a Dublin special to the Times
faid that a' ‘mumber - of Catholic
priests attended the 'convention.
County Clare is on the , Atlantic
coast, separated from Limerick, to
the south, by the River ‘Shannon.
In May, ‘McGuinnes, Sinn Feiner,
won the bye-election in South Long-
ford, defeating a Nationalist by 37,
and in- February .Count Plunkett,
Sinn Feiner, won in North Roscom-
mon by 1,300 over the Nationalist.

Petrograd, July 13- Now thaf
Halicz is in Russian possession, the
eyes of General Korniloff’s cavaliy
cossacks are turned toward the rail
way cenfre of Styrj, a town of 30,009
inhabitants, a jupnction of the line
from Lemberg to Lawoczne and of a
branch line to Chodorow. Military
writers describing the defensive, say
its chief strength is on the north ana
northeast, but weaker on the south.
There is widespread expectation of
an important counter-attack oa the
northern front.

Financial Problems.

Petrograd, July 12.—The serious
financial problems confronting the
Russian Government were referred to
in a report read at a private meeting
of the duma yesterday by Deputy
Bublikoff, who said the nation’s gold
reserve of 1,711,000,000 rubles cov-
ered 13.6 per cent of the paper
mone¥ of the state now in circula-
tion. The debt, ‘which at the end of
1913 was 8,800,000,000 rubles at the
beginning of 1917, was 33,600,000,-
000. 1If the paper money issued dui-
ing the war were added, he said, the
total debt was brought up to about
45,000,000,000 rubles.

Of the total national expenditures
in 1917, between 12,000,000,000 and
14,000,000,000 rubles would be re-
presented by a deficit. The depuly
referred to the great deterioration in §
the purchasing value of the ruble and
said that to cover this deficit by tha |

issuance of morée paper would mean |

a further serious increase in prices.

‘Anaother unfavorable feature of
the general situation is a decrease of
30 per cent in thé production oi coal
in southern Russia.

40. per cent of.the country’s locomo-
tives and cars are in the shops await
ing repairs.

The financial problems, the deputy
said, in his opinion could not be socl-
ved by the imposition of fresh taxa
tion which would remove the stimu-
lus for productive labor.
