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THE

ALUMNI OF KING’S COLLEGE, WINDSOR.

At the General Meeting of the Society held at Windsor, in June, 
1851, the Act of Incorporation, Bye-Laws, Report of Committee, 
with List of Donors and Annual Subscribers, was ordered to be printed 
for distribution under the .direction of the Committee.

The usual grants to the Professor of Modem Languages, (£50 stg.) 
and to the Principal of the Academy towards procuring a second As­
sistant (£40 currency) were passed. And a further grant of £50 
sterling, in aid of the general Funds of the College and towards meet­
ing the deficiency occasioned by the repeal of the Provincial grant.

A gold medal is offered for the greatest proficiency among the 
students at College, in French and German, each alternate year. 
That for the Encaenia of 1852, will he for German.

The income of the Society npon interest on investments (exclusive 
of the Win. Cogswell Scholarship fund and the Academy Prize 
endowment) and from annual Subscriptions is about £200 per annum.

The Committee meet at the Secretary’s office on the first Wednes­
day of every month, at 3 o'clock, P. M., and all members of the So­
ciety who may visit Halifax at any of those periods are invited to 
attend.

Donations, cither of land or money, will be thankfully received by 
the Committee. In order to facilitate the benevolent intentions of any 
parties, who may feel disposed to assist the Society in their efforts to 
sustain the College, a form of bequest is given below :—“ I give, 
devise, and bequeath, to the Incorporated Society called and known as 
1 The Alumni of King's College, Windsor,' a.id to their successors
and assigns, the sum of-------(or my lot of land containing------- acres
at A. with the appurtenances) for the uses and objects of the said 
Society ; the receipt of the Treasurer for the time bring of such 
Society, to be a sufficient discharge to my executors."



An Act to Incorporate the Alumni of King's 
College, Windsor.

Paused, the 30/A day of March. 1847.

Preamble. Wlir.Ktxa, a number of persons have associated them­
selves under the name of The Alumni of King’s College, 
Windsor, for the promotion of Education, and have raised 
by private contribution, sums of money which they are 
desirous to expend in aid of the Funds of the said College, 
on the promotion of Education in the said College, and 
the Collegiate School at Windsor, connected therewith, 
in or towards the maintenance and support of the Teachers 
therein, or in such other way as may best conduce to the 
end which they have in view, and they arc desirous of ob­
taining assistance from the Legislature, by the passing of 
an Act of Incorporation for enabling them to hold property, 
and manage their aflairs with greater ease and convenience.

The I. Be it therefore enacted by the Lieutenant Governor, 
“cof Council and Assembly, That John T. Twining, James 1$. 
legrSvind- Uniacke, Henry Pryor, Hugh Hartshornc, and all and 
sor, incur- every such other person and persons as now arc members 
porated. or j„ |j,e Society, and their successors shall be, 

and are hereby appointed, a Body, Politic and Corporate, 
in deed and in name, by the name of “ The Alumni of 
King’s College, Windsor,” and by that name have suc­
cession and a common Seal, and by that name shall sue 
and be sued, plead and be impleaded at law and in equity, 
and in all Courts and places, and be able, and capable in 
Law to have, hold, purchase, get, receive, take, possess, 
and enjoy, Lands, Tenements, Hereditaments, and Rents, 
in fee simple or otherwise, and also Goods and Chattels, 
and all other things real, personal, and mixed, and also to 
give, grant, sell, let, assign, or convey the same or any 
part thereof, and to do and execute all other things in aud
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about the same as shall or may be thought necessary or 
proper ; -uid also shall have, from time to time mid at all 
times full power, authority, and license to constitute, make 
and establish such Bye-Laws, Rules, and Ordinances, as 
may be thought necessary for the rule and good manage­
ment of said Society, the establishing of the Officers proper 
for the management of its affairs, and declaring the extent, 
duration, and authority of the Offices and Officers of the 
Society, and their mode of appointment, and generally for 
promoting the objects of the Society : Provided such Bye- 
Laws, Rules and Ordinances, be not contrary or repugnant 
to the Laws and Statutes of this Province, or those in force 
within the same, or to the Laws and Statutes of King’s 
College, Windsor, respectively, at the time such Bye-Laws,
Rules, and Ordinances, may be constituted and established, 
or to the prov isions of this Act : And provided also that 
the said Society shall not hob at any time, Lands, Tene­
ments, Hereditaments, Goods, Chattels, Property, or 
Kffects, of greater value than Ten Thousand Pounds.

II. And be it enacted, That all persons paying an Annual 
Annual Subscription of Twenty Shillings or upwards, or ,jon to *be 
making at one time a Donation of Twenty Pounds or up- paid In­
wards, shall be entitled to be members of the said Society, Member», 
having been duly admitted pursuant to the Bye-Laws 
thereof: Provider! that such Annual Subscription or Proviso. 
Donation be actually paid into the Funds of the Society, 
and provided that no person now a member of the said 
Society, or who hereafter may become a member of the 
same, shall at any time hereafter continue a member of 
the same, unless he shall have heretofore par1., or shall 
hereafter pay at one time into the Funds of the said Society, 
a Donation of at least Twenty Pounds, or ahull hereafter 
annually, and from year to year, pay into the said Funds 
the sum of Twenty Shillings or upwards, and if such An­
nual Subscription, or payment of any such Annual Member, 
shall not be paid on the first day of May in each year, such 
Member shall thereupon cease to be a Member of the said 
Society, until such Annual Subscription or payment shall 
be actually paid, or until such person shall otherwise be­
come a member of the said Society, undvr come Bye-Law 
or Rule thereof

VII. And be it enacted, That the Secretary and Trea- Appoint- 
surer of the said Society, and such other Officers as may 
hereafter be required ibr the management of its affairs, Treasurer 
shall be appointed in such manner as shall be declared by
the Bye-Laws and Rules of the said Society, to be passed 
by virtue hereof.

VIII. And be it enacted, That all Donations to the said Investment 
Incorporated Society, to constitute Life Members or other- D°"ad11' 
wise, of not less than Twenty Pounds, shall be invested disposal of 
under the direction of the Executive Committee, as a per- r>md». 
manent Fund for the benefit of the said Society, and that
the Funds of the said Incorporated Society shall from time 
to time be laid out and applied by the Executive Committee, 
in such way and for such purpose only as any General 
Meeting of the said Society may direct or appoint, and that 
the Executive Committee shall be bound, and are hereby 
required annually to account to the Society for all their 
acts, receipts, expenditures, and doings whatsoever in the 
said office, and to make a report annually to the said So­
ciety, at its General Meeting, of the progress and state of 
the said Society, and of its affairs generally.

IX. And be it enacted, That a General Meeting of the 
said Society shall be held once, that is to say, sometime 
within the last ten days of the month of June in each year ; 
and as much oftener as may be directed by any Ride or 
Bye-Law of the said Society.

X. And be it enacted, That the Executive Committee Meeting of 
of the said Society shall meet and assemble as often as there Commune, 
may be occasion, and any three members shall form a quo­
rum.

BYE LAWS
OF THK

ALUMNI OF KING’S COLLEGE, WINDSOR.

Fasstd at General Meeting held at (he Halifax Htlcl, 27th June, 1848.

I. —Besides the Annual General Meeting of the Incorporated 
Society, it shall be competent for the Committee at any time, either 
of their own a<y rrd, or upon a requisition signed by at least ten of the 
members of the association, upon giving seven days notice in the 
public papers, to call a Special General Meeting of the Association, 
specifying the purposes for which it is called, and in which Meeting 
it shall be competent for the Association to transact any such business 
as may be required. Ten members shall be deemed a quorum for the 
transaction of business.

II. —That the Books, Accounts, and Papers of tho Association, 
shall be open at all times to the inspection of all the members, and 
the Secretary shall furnish an account of the afiairsofthe Association, 
whenever required by the Committee.

III. —That the Treasurer and Secretary and such Officers as shall 
lie requisite for the Incorporated Society, shall be annually appointed 
by the Executive Committee.

IV. —That at the Annual Meeting of the Association, the Presi­
dent and Vice President shall alternately go out of office, accompanied 
by three of the Committee, and that all or any of them on having a 
majority of votes, shall be eligible to be rc-clcctcd.
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V. —That at the election of Officers and Committee, the members 
out of Town may vote by proxy in writing, to be held by any other 
member.

VI. —That the Funds of the Association will be appropriated for 
the payment of one or more Professors, or Lecturers, and one or more 
Scholarships at the University of King’s College, or one or more 
Teachers or Exhibitions in the Collegiate School at Windsor, to be 
denominated The Alumni Professorships and Scholarships, respectively.

VII. —That the Association will scrupulously apply such Dona­
tions as may be made to them, to such specific objects in aid of King’s 
College, as may be directed by the Donors respectively.

VIE!.—That all Meetings of the Incorporated Society shall be 
opened with prayer.

IX.—(Passed at General Meeting of June 2lst, 1849.) That 
the elections for members of the Incorporation, shall be by ballot.



REPORT FOR THE YEAR 1850.51.

The Executive Committee have again the pleasure of meeting the 
members of the Alumni or Kino’s Collxo*, on this the 4th Annual 
General Meeting, since their Incorporation.

While the Committee have had much to encourage them in their 
efforts since the Annual Meeting, they have also had to struggle, as 
far as it was their province to do so, with a very heavy blow aimed at 
the existence of the College.

The Rev. J. C. Coqhran, A. M., having in fulfilment of his offer 
to advocate the claims of the Society in New Brunswick and this 
Province, proceeded on his Mission shortly after the last Encœnia, 
succeeded in obtaining a number of handsome donations amounting 
to £162 12s. (id., and in enrolling no less than 40 new Annual 
Subscribers—the greater part of which donations and subscriptions 
have been paid ; and what the Committee deem still more important, 
a branch Association has been formed in St John, which the Com­
mittee believe has drawn tc itself many friends and Alumni of the Col­
lege, and which must tend most powerfully to invigorate the labors of 
the Parent Society, and the Committee avail themselves of this oppor­
tunity to express their grateful sense of the valuable services of Mr. 
Cochran, in which they feel assured the members of the Society 
generally, will cordially unite.

The Committee have also the pleasure of informing the Society, 
that the Assistant Secretary of the Society of the Propagation of the 
Gospel in Foreign Parts, has stated in reply to a letter addressed to 
him by the President of this Society, that the sum of £1000 stg.. 
has been actually paid over and invested by the Society tor the Pro­
motion of Christian Knowledge, for the benefit of the College. This 
sum, it will be recollected, formed part of the amount undertaken to 
lie raised by the late bishop, and was granted by the Society for Pro­
moting Christian Knowledge, solely on the ground of £2000 having 
been raised by the friends of the College in this Province. The Com­
mittee, therefore, feel warranted in congratulating the Association on 
this addition to the resources of the College, as the fruit in a large 
measure, of their efforts on its behalf.
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Ou the other hand it must be but too well known, that during the 
last session of the Provincial Legislature, the long threatened repeal of 
the permanent grant to the College, was at length carried through all 
its branches. Your Committee used every effort in their power to 
avert this calamity ; and they deem it but an act of justice to record 
their sense of the able and eloquent opposition offered to the passage 
of the Bill, in the Lower House by one of their members, the Hon. 
Attorney General, and in the Upper House by the Treasurer of the 
Society, the Hon. Mr. Almon. Their efforts, however, having proved 
unavailing, your Committee drew up a petition to Her Majesty's 
Representative, strongly pleading tor the refusal of his assent to the 
Bill, which however, His Excellency stated, that he was advised 
he could not, on constitutional grounds, withhold. Your Committee 
then forwarded a memorial to llis Grace the Patron of the College, 
begging that his influenoo might be exerted to prevent the Boyal 
Assent being given to the Bill ; but hitherto they have received no 
intimation of the results, nor indeed do they indulge any sanguine 
hope of success.

The Committee trust that the members will see that the interests 
of the College have not been allowed to suffer, for any want of exertion 
on their part, but that while using every eff , which it became a bodÿ 
which is merely tuxiliary to the board of Governors, to use, they have 
been defeated by the exercise of superior power.

The charges against the income of the past year, are the grants to 
Dr. Mantovani of £50 stg. ; to the Kev. Mr. Mulholland towards a 
2nd Assistant, £40 currency, and a trifling sum for advertizing.

An account is submitted by the Treasurer, showing the amount in 
his hands, and how invested ; and also a statement showing the annual 
income of the Society, and the amount of funds which may bo con­
sidered available for the ensuing year, for the general purposes of the 
Society.

The President of the Society and three of the Committee now 
retire from office, viz. : Jas. C. Cogswell, Esq., A. M. T’niaeke, Esq., 
and Harry King, Esq., all of whom are, however, eligible tor rixiloetion.
