eaten, unless put in a silo, in which case it is eaten clean.
He also discussed the raising of the bacon hog, the ex-
ports of bacon having increased from half a million dol-
lars ten years ago to twelve million dollars last year,
and at a very remunerative price.

In a memorandum recently received from the United
States Bureau of Statistics, it is stated that American
commerce with China seems to have suffered more during
the disturbances of last year than that of other coun-
tries.  Imports into China from Great Britain in 1900
exceeded those of 1899 by more than 5,000,000 Haikwan
taels (average value in 1900, 3s 114d), those from Russia
inereased 1,000,000 Haikwan taels, those from Turkey in
Asia, Persia, Egypt, Algiers, ete., a considerable increase,
and those from Contiental Europe a slight increase; while
from the United States the imports fell from 21,288,745
Haikwan taels in 1899 to 16,724,493 in 1900. This was a
reduction in imports from the United States of about 25
per cent, while the United Kingdom showed an increase
of more than 25 per cent. the Asiatic countries above-
mentioned 40 per cent., and Continental Europe a slight
increase.—An examination of the details of the import
trade: with China in 1900 compared with that of preced-
ing yvears, also justifies the conelusion that American
trade suffered more than that of other countries during
the year 1900. Cotton goods and kerosene are the larg-
est imports into China from the United tSates, and they
come into competition with English, Dutch, and Japanese
cotton, and Russian and Sumatran kerosene.—The statis-
tics show that in cotton drills the imports of English
goods fell from '78.887 pieces in 1899 to 69,047 in 1900, ;, re-
duction of less than 10,000 pieces: the mmports of Dutch
rills increased from 40.170 pieces in 1899 to 44,624 in
1900:: but those of American drills fell from 1,626,107
pieces in 1899 to 805,892 in 1900-a reduction of more than
one-half in American goods: while those from England
showed a reduction of less than 15 per cent., and those
from the Netherlands an actual gain of more than 10 per
cent.

A public meeting is to be held at Cal-
cutta at which resolutions will be submitted urging the
Government of India strongly to oppose such a tax.

lies somewhere between his statements and those by a
gentleman now resident with a portion of his family in
Dawson City, whose letter dated on Christmas Day last,
is now before us.  The writer is an Imperial pensioner,
having recently retired from a life of activity in Lon-
don, England, extending over the last forty years. He
is yet what would be called in England a young man, as
is evident from his enjoyment of the climate. We re-
produce the greater portion of his letter:—

Dawson, Y.T., Xmas Day, 1901.
My Dear Mr. Foley— I have to acknow-
ledge the receipt of yours of the 25th ult., which came
to hand three days ago, that shows the irregularity and
uncertainty of our mail in this Arctic region. Only three
mails arrived since the 14th October last, which is pretty
slow—is it not?

We had the misfortune of being burnt out of house and
home here on the 1st November last. The Hotel McDon-
ald caught fire through the carelessness of the day-por-
ter in lighting a stove and leaving it leaning against the
wall;—one of the legs being defective it leaned on one
side, and the active porter was too indifferent to adjust
it properly, with the result that we were burnt out. The
damage is about $25,000, and the place cannot be rebuilt
before spring. Mr. and Mrs. Me are outside in New
York, they left here in September, and T stayed in to look
after affairs, and, you can guess my feeling when immedi-
ately they turned their backs, up goes the hotel in a blaze.
We are li.ving in the priest’s house, which he kindly placed
at our disposal immediately after the fire. ~We managed
to save sufficient of the furniture to furnish the priest’s
house, and altogether we are very comfortable. The
Weather is remarkably mild. For a week now the tem-
Perature has not been lower than zero; at this time last
year is was 50 degrees below zero. . . . .

Now about Klondike: Well, of course, my limited know-
ledge of mining bars me posing as an authority upon the
future prospects of the Klondike. I have a pecuniary in-
terest in the country, and that of, course, leads me to
take a little more trouble to inquire about things in gen-
eral. My opinion, as well as that of many others I know,
is that Klondike is not seratched yet, and that it is going
to last. The enclosed cuttings from one of our local pa-
pers convey my ideas exactly, although T had no more to
do with conception of the paragraphs than your office
boy. I know the writer of the prize essay, Constance
MeDonald, and her father, who is a man of importance
and reliability here. Be that as it may, you
can glean more information from the cuttings than I can
give from any personal knowledge

The greatest grievance here is the exorbitant charges
of the White Pass Railway. To give an illustration: I
had some goods consigned to a relative from Glasgow to
Dawson.  The consignment cost at Vancouver, including
freight and everything, $2,292, and the freight alone from
Vancouver to Dawson cost $1,433. This shows the enor-
mity of the charges. But we are told that the schedule
of rates is 1o be greatly reduced next summer, I hope so.

THE FUTURE OF DAWSON.

Recently an offer of twenty-five dollars was made by
a Dawson paper for the best essay written by a pupil in
the public schools. ~The title which heads this article
was assigned as the subject, and the successful essay is
published herewith: To speak of the future it is neces-
sary to have a retrospect of the past. Dawson has had
a remarkable one.  From a town of tents and cabins in
97 and 98, it has developed mnow into a well
planned city of business buildings and modern resi-
dences. The government, then crude and unorganized,
now with modern methods, systematized and partially
representative. Business has progressed in every line;
investments of a stable character are being made. In
early days the frozen ground of the mines was thawed
out by fires, and the pay dirt and gravel was hoisted to
the surface by hand. ~Now the ground is thawed out
by steam, and mining machinery of all kinds is used
with the result that the work is more rapidly and econ-
omically done, and more ground is covered in less time.
A railroad has been built between White horse and
Skagway—the most difficult entrance to the country. A
fleet of well equipped boats ply between Whitehorse and
Dawson and in winter a good, comfortable line of stages.
But should a railroad be built between Whitehorse and
Dawson it would make winter transportation a simple
matter and make our markets steadier.

To show their faith in the country the government
has lately built beautiful and substantial buildings,
which we hope will not be “monument’s to man’s folly,”
but tokens of his good faith. The Presbyterians have
built a large and commodious church—g great improve-
ment on the log structure of pioneer days. Many en-
terprising merchants have erected hoth brick and frame
stores and warehouses, and where one leads others will
follow.  Coal has been discovered and is being worked
in small quantities.  This wil] soon lessen the con-
sumption of wood, which is not of the best quality and
expensive.  The placer gold fields each year expand,
new creeks are heing prospected, new discoveries are
being made.  01d creeks and old discoveries are still
yielding profit.  But litttle ground has yet been work-
ed out, and there is an area almost boundless to cover.
One need not to he an optimist to say that Dawson will
be the premier placer mining camp of the world for half

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a century.  Diligent efforts are being made to discover
quartz in paying quantities and even the pessimist will
say: Find that quartz and Dawson will be doubly the
golden city of the north. The country looks well for
quartz, and some day soon it will come.  Then Dawson
will ‘be a city of tens of thousands. The population,
in place of a transient one has become more permanent
though few of those who dwell here expect to make it
more than a temporary home. An electric plant to
take the place of the candle is one of the chief improve-
ments. A water system that, considering the climate
is a good one for most people only in summer, is in use.
An iron foundry, saw mills and other industries are in
operation.

The matter of incorporation is at this period of great
importance to Dawson. The question is: Shall Daw-
son be governned by “An Elective Council” or an “Ap-
pointed Commission?” A great advance step is tele-
graphic communication with the outside, as also are
telephones, fire protection and administration of justice.
This has all been brought about by the golden wealth of
the country, and on its continuance does the “Future of
Dawson™ depend. Agriculture, it is true, may be car-
ried on to a limited extent; some fishing and some hunt-
ing. But let the gold decline or cease and Dawson will
rapidly fall away. If continued placer discoveries are
made and quartz found, then the successful future is
assured.

The following is from a recent issue of the Dawson
Nugget: “Regarding the outlook for quartz mining in
this country this paper is on record a hundred times ag
being committed to the conviction that an era of quartz
development will shortly open which will eclipse the
marvellous record which the camp has already made
when viewed from a placer standpoint.  We fail to un-
‘derstand, however, in what manner the interests of the
community—and it is the entire community which the
Nugget endeavours at all times to serve—can be ad-
vanced by the circulation of reports which upon investi-
gation are found to be without substantial foundation.
[t is within the memory of almost everyone in Dawson
that the interests of the territory suffered incalculable
damage during its earlier days by reason of the exagger-
ated reports which were given such widespread circula-
tion in the press of Canada and the United States. Hun--
dreds of people are still mourning the loss of money
they invested in speculative mining ventures during the
boom' of 1897-98, and the suspicions aroused in the
minds of capitalists at that time have not heen en.
tirely quieted even yet.

The retiring president of the Winnipeg Grain Ex-
change stated, in the course of his remarks, that the
wheat crop of the North-West would this year reach 65,-
000,000 bushels.  The Manitoban Government esti-
mate of the erop of that province is 50,502,035 bushels,
and to this we can fairly add 15,000,000 bushels for the
Territories.  Besides this the wheat area of the North-
West is steadily expanding and it now looks as if the
area capable of growing spring wheat stops not far short
of the Aretie circle.

In fact, just as the palm
of spring wheat passed from Iowa to Southern Minne-
sota and travelled north through the Dakotas into Mani-
toba, so is it now travelling north again from the Ter-
ritories into the Peace River district. One thing seems
certain.  The far northwestern sectionis of Canada are
destined to be the future granaries of the Empire.
‘Wheat is not the only cereal that is pushing its way
northward.  For the first time in years the settlers of
the North-West have been able to export oats and barley
at prices that may be considered fairly remunerative.
For this year these crops have commanded more money
at the farmer’s door than the average price paid on the
Chicago market during the past four years. Flax, too,
is becoming an important crop.  The yield in the Ter-
ritories this year amounted to 266,430 bushels, and there
is no doubt that the production of flax is destined to be
larger in the future than in the past' as the farmers who
are now crossing the border from Minnesota and the
Dakotas go in very largely for flax, which they consider
their money-making crop, while in the past years the
cultivation of this plant was left exclusively to the Men-
nonites.  In fact, so important has the flax crop be-
come that agitation has been begun to remove flax from
the free list and place upon it a protective tariff as i
the United States. Our oil-cloth makers would gladly
use Canadian linseed oil if they could procure it in ades
quate quantities, and its manufacture would soon be
increased were some addition made to the modest tariff
of 25 per cent. now levied upon -imported oil.
. As to the transportation problem, the North-West has
now nearly 4,500 miles of track to carry its crops t0
market.

by a door. It was explained that whenever electricity
was formed it threw off waves almost identical with
waves of light between which and waves of electricity
there are most remarkable analogies. Now, a wave of
electricity when discharged may be caught, as it were,
by a receiver, and its potential energy manifested there-
by.  The comparison is not scientic but near enough to
convey an idea of what wireless telegraphy is. Suppose
a sound is emitted opposite to a wall of a certain form,
the sound will be repeated.  So in wireless telegraphy,
a wave of electrical energy is set in motion and it is, as
it were, echoed, or repeated on an instrument called a
“Receiver.”  Or, take another comparison.  Musicians
and students of acoustics know that if two tuning forks
of exactly the same pitch are placed near each other and
one of them is struck, the other one sends out the same
note though it wasenot touched. So with the strings
of a piano, when it is strictly in tune—a very rare event
—when one note is struck there are sympathetic vibra-
tions set up in other strings. Now wireless telegraphy
is akin to these acoustic phenomena, it depends upon the
principle that electric waves are capable of exciting simi-
lar, or corresponding movements in apparatus prepared
for the purpose, which are little more than discs or
sheets of metal in contact with an electrical generator.

These waves of electricity pass freely through the
thickest walls’ of brick or masonry or wood-work. The
blackest fogs do not obstruct them, and their energy
may be increased to almost any extent, so that they will
reach a great distance before their power is dissipated,
and their character may be so controlled as to convey
messages, as is done by wires.

All this is beyond dispute, but, whether wireless tele-
graphy will come into general wuse is yet a problem.
There is at present no method of making messages se-
cret, or confining them to one receiving instrument or
station. A wireless message once sent out may be re-
ceived by several stations, and none of them the one
desired. ~No certainty can be said to exist that mes-
sages will ever be received by the person to whom they
are addressed. These difficulties unless overcome will
be fatally obstructive to the use of wireless messages for
commercial purposes. One who has g message to send
Lis English correspondent must know that it will be
sent direct, without fail, and without being read by
others. ~He may be a scientfiic enthusiast but will ob-
ject to a personal, private message wandering about the
sky, like a lost spirit, waiting for 5 guide to take it
home.  If Mr. Marconi can put something into mes-
sages that will guide them to thejr destination and keep
their contents secret while on thejr way, he will revolu-
tionize telegraphy, he will canse cables to become use-
less. But, there is much to be done, much discovered,
before wireless telegraph is a commercial success, or
anything beyond a marvel of science. . .

THE RAILROAD QUESTION.

The speech made by Mr. J. J. Hill, who is now en-
gaged in completing the great northern railway merger,
to the grain and cattle growers of the two Dakotas, will
tend to allay public apprehension to a considerable ex-
tent.  Naturally, when the news of the virtual consoli-
dation of the two great northern routes from the Lake re-
gion to the Pacific Coast was announced, shippers be-
came fearful that the abolition of competition would be
detrimental to their interests, and in several States suf-
ficient pressure was put upon the Executive to cause in-
junctions to issue against the merger. Accordingly
President Hill entered upon a campaign of education,
pointing out that although the community could not
afford to rely upon the intelligent selfishness of railroad
managers alone, yet the companies are subject to super-
vision and control by the public for the purpose of in-
suring their performance of their obligations to prevent
their infringing on public rights. This is, to a certain
extent, correct. But there is more comfort to he drawn
from the fact that there is a certain community of in-
terest between the producer of tonnage and the carrier.
Railroad men in the past have not always appreciated
this fact. Some railroads have been run for the maxi-
mum of profits regardless of the future. —Some have
been run in the interests of stock speculation. But
both classes are more and more passing into the hands
of great masters of finance and transportation who re-
cognise that the permanent prosperity of their lines is
bound up in that of the regions they traverse. Thus
these consolidations are not always detrimental to busi-
ness interests.  The essential points to the public aré
the facilities the railroads offer and the rates-they charge,
and not who owns them. Separate ownership does not
always involve low rates; nor does consolidation mean
higher ones.  For years there has been a steady reduc-
tion in rates while the principle of a common ownership
is daily more recognised.

With reference to the grain blockade and shortage of
cars, Mr. Hill pointed out that in eleven years the ton-
nage of the American roads had increased 120 per cent.,
while the mileage had grown only 18 per cent., and the
earnings less than 40 per cent. In his opinion the
business of this continent has outgrown the transpor-
tation facilities of most of the trunk lines, and new facili-
ties are needed to relieve the situation. The railroads
have not grown as fast as the country in many sections;
and hence friction and delay have resulted. But their
interests are undoutedly identical with those of the
business community, and, if the traffic managers do not
always recognise this fact, the great financiers who stand
behind the roads do. And thus as one device after an-
other for enforcing competition fails it is reassuring to
find that it is daily less necessary to appeal to the Gov-
ernment for the protection of the community against
injudicious railroad management.

~—The report that the British Government will impose
a duty on timber in the new budget is discredited in the
timber trade there. The Government has made no en-
quiry of the trade on this subject.

THE TREND TOWARDS PROTECTION.

The significant utterances of Sir Michael Hicks-
Beach,, a staunch defender of the policy of free-trade,
shows that the exigencies of the Exchequer are wearing
down the forces antagonizing the doctrine of a moderate
measure of protection for British trade, just as Lord
Kitchener is slowly grinding down the Boer comman-
does,  And that this change of policy upon the part
of Britain will involve the imposition of a duty upon
foreign foodstuffs which will not be exacted from the
Colonies seems to be generally agreed.

There are many influences working to this end. In the
first place there is a strong desire upon the part of Bri-
tain to show her appreciation of the loyalty of the Col-
And in no way could this
be done better than by a preferential tariff in their fa-
vour. In the second place some new sources of revenue
are absolutely necessary.  Even with the new sugar
duty, the export duty on coal, the increased income tax,
and the heavy war loans, the Chancellor of the Exche-
quer finds it difficult to make both ends meet. And

there is no other available source open at the moment

save the Customs. The war requires to be financed, s0
that the weight of taxation will not be so galling that it
can be made the basis of a propaganda upon the part of
the Government’s political opponents.  Any further
addition to the income tax, any increase of the coal ex-
port duty, might meet with serious opposition. And a
new war loan would rouse clamour.  So, beside the
pressure on present sources of revenue, Sir Michael
Hicks-Beach has political exigencies to consider in de-
vising new expedients to increase the revenue.
Another point that may influence him is the growing
desire upon the part of the British manufacturer for
some measure of protection against Continental compe-
tition. ~ Of late he has not been troubled much bY
American aggressiveness, as the domestic demand in the
United States has been so brisk that the export trade
has been neglected. But the constant stream of Ger-
man goods into the British market is effecting a strong
change in business opinion. The need of some line 0f
defence against the flood of cheap goods from the de-
pressed markets of the Continent is becoming so appar”
ent that the opinions of many advocates of free-trade
are veering round in favour of a tariff ; more espe(fi”'lly

In fact it is in the
Czar’s dominions that the chief movement in railway
construction has taken place and the railways under the
direction of the Government in that country now
amount to 31,815 miles; or more than the entire mile-
age of France.  Yet there is plenty of room for more
railways in Russia when social wealth promises profit-
able results from the outlay.

It is evident that it is to the undeveloped, or par-
tially developed, countries of the world that the atten-
tion of railway promoters must be directed in the fu-
ture. ~ And several ambitious projects for developing
the resources and linking together the limits of uncivil-
ized countries are now under weigh. Work on the great
Rhodes line from Cape Town to Cairo is progressing
quietly, and German capital is now being interested
in the line through Asia Minor to Bagdad which threat-
ens to counteract Russian influence hoth in Constanti-
nople and in Persia.  More will undoubtedly be heard
of these plans as the surveys are completed, and the
struggle of the nations for the control of competitive
markets, and for outlets for their surplus investment
funds, becomes more keen. China, too, offers an almost
limitless field for the railway, and, in spite of the conser-
vatism of the people and the speculative character of
many of the enterprises, it looks as if the steel rail were
destined to be a familiar sight in China before another
generation.  The Dowager Empress—that masterful
old woman—has recently shown that the events of the
past year have impressed upon her the power of Europe.
And if she relaxes her opposition the whistle of the lo-
comotive will soon be an ordinary sound in China, where
the people are by no means as unprogressive as they are
depicted to be.  The Chinese in this country t;dapt
themselves readily to European facilities and conditions.
And there is no reason why they should not do so in
their own.

The construction of these Asiatic and African rail-
ways offer one of the most important outlets for the
steel industry under existing conditions. Tt is not sur-

priging, therefore, that the Governments of Russia and
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Germany seek to bring political pressure to bear in aid
of financial enterprise in order to secure control of
these new projects. ~They are useful at once for win-
ning future trade, selling railway equipment, and fur-
nishing profitable investment for capital. —Hence the
struggle for commerce renders control of these railways
particularly valuable, and it is not unlikely in the fu-
ture that international quarrels will arise principally
over the possession of the lines of commercial communi-
cation.

THE TEACHING OF CIVIC DUTY.

(Continued from last week)

From these dreams of the future, 1 return to say a
concluding word on the main theme of this address—
the political aspects of the teacher’s function. The
teacher has charge of the future citizen at the time when
he is most impressionable; the only time, it may happen,
in his life when he is free enough from the pressing
cares of daily employment, to have leisure for thought
about the functions to which the Constitution calls
him, or to conceive a wish to understand the true bear-
ing of these functions. On many, probably on most
pupils; the teacher’s efforts will make no great impres-
sion. But those most susceptible to the influence which
stimulating teaching may exert, will be those likely in

future to stir and guide their fellows, and on their guid--

ance the beliefs and tendencies of their class will main-
ly depend. The dictum, Properties has its duties as
well as its rights, once received with surprise and even
disgust, has become a commonplace. We now need to
realize in the fulness of its application that other maxim,
which Mazzini was never tired of enforcing, that Liber-
ty also has its duties as well as its rights, and will begin
to be in danger if it forgets them. The tie of duty
to the State, though it cannot be as close as that which
binds us to family and friends, ought to be just as clear-
ly recognised to be a tie of absolute force, .

It is common to talk of ignorance as the chief peril
of democracies. That it is a peril no one denies, and
we are all, it is hoped, agreed that it has become more

than ever the duty of the State to insist not only on a
more penetrative and stimulative instruction, but upon
the inclusion of the elements of constitutional know-
ledge among the subjects to be taught in the higher
standards of our schools. But in an age in which the
newspaper has so much influence as an educator, postal
and other facilities for the freer interchange of periodi-
cals should be secondary only to a differential duty.
Democracy has, however, another foe not less perni-
cious.  This is indolence.  Indifference to public af-
fairs shows itself not merely in a neglect to study them
and fit one’s self to give a judicious vote, but in the
apathy which does not care to give a vote when the time
arrives. It is a serious evil already in some countries,
serious in London, very serious in Italy, serious enough
in the United States, not indeed at Presidential, but at
city and other local elections, for some reformer to have
proposed to punish with a fine the citizen who neglects
to vote, as in some old Greek city the law proclaimed
penalties against the citizen who, in a sedition stood
aloof, taking neither one side nor the other. For, un-
happily, it is the respectable, well-meaning, easy-going
citizen, as well as the merely ignorant citizen, who i
apt to be listless. Those who have their private ends
to serve, their axes to grind and logs to roll, are not in-
dolent.  Private interest spurs them on; and if the 0
called “good citizen,” who has no desire or aim except
that good government which benets him no more thanl
every one else, does not bestir himself, the public funds
may become the plunder, and the public interests the
sport of unscrupulous adventurers, ()f such evils which
have befallen some great communities, there are happily
no present signs among ourselves; though it is much t0
be w_ls.hed_ that here in Britain we could secure both 8t
municipal .fmd Parliamentary elections a much heavier
vote than is usually cast. More common in all classes
is that other kind of indolence which bestows so little
t¥mn and thf')llglnt upon current events and political ques”
tions, that it does not try to master their real signi-
?’l('unce, to o.xtvnd its knnwledge, and to base its opin”
ion upon solid grounds. We need, all of us, in all classes

SUGAR PRODUCTION.

Considerable interest is being awakened throughout
the several sugar-producing countries from a recent
Brussels cable announcing that Great Britain would im-
pose a countervailing duty on sugars providing the boun-
ties were not repealed. At this interesting period of
sugar production from various new sources, the possi-
bility of revolutions in the art of producing beet sugar
both in the U.S. and Canada, the gradually lessening
cost of refining, the opening up of the principal cane
producing centres and the ever decreasing cost of trans-
portation, it certainly looks as though this great staple
will shortly be brought down to a price at which the
poorest labourer cannot rebel.

But as there is a limit to profitable production in all

‘commodities it does not seem possible that millions of

capital can be held in this article, however staple, with
the price gradually dropping to a mark at which double
the quantity must be produced to show its value. Tt is
to be hoped for the sake of the large amount of capital
now being placed in beet sugar production in Canada
that no changes may occur to reduce still more the cost
of refined sugar here, until those immediately interested
have at least got well under way and have found the
economical and more profitable mode of manufacture,
the natural outecome of experience. ’

Sugar interests in New York are greatly interested in
the news from the Brussels conference tHat the British
delegatés had definitely announced Great Britain’s in-
tention to impose a countervailing duty on bounty-paid
As Great

P
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Britain is, perhaps, the chief market for the bounty-
paid sugars, her decision is regarded as tantamount to
the formal removal of the bounties. Sugar interests are
therefore endeavouring to figure out how far the new
conditions will be reflected in the United States which,
in turn, will affect the Canadian market.

In this a most perplexing situation is brought out. It
is feared by refiners that the first result—especially if
the bounties be suddenly removed—will be a rush of
foreign sugars into the United States.  Even with the
addition of the countervailing duty offsetting the boun-
ty, foreign refined sugars have recently been making
steady progress in the American markets, and if the
countervailing duty be suddenly removed it will, it is ar-
gued, allow the entrance of sugars whose manufacture
had been prepared for under a belief tha t the bounty
would be paid.  This, it is argued, will result in a sur-
plus of foreign refined sugars, especially as the markets
of Great Britain can hardly be looked upon to immedi-
ately adjust themselves to the higher priced conditions.
A leading U.S. refiner argues that the consumer in Eng-
land would in the event of the removal of the bounty
or the imposition of a duty equivalent to the bounty,
have to pay more for his refined sugar, as he is largely
supplied by bounty countries. He also argued that
the produetion in Europe would be lessened on account
of the bounties being taken off and that the English
markets might become users of cane sugars and thus in
turn influence somewhat higher prices for refined su-
gars in America by their competition for the raw sugar.
Exports of the various British colonjes during 1901

were: Barbadoes, 60.000 tons; Jamaiea, #0.000; Trini-

dad, 50,000; Anfigua, 25,000; British India, 15,000 -

Queensland, 117,000; New South Wales. 19,000; Fijt
Islands, 23,000.

It is stated by some U.S. refiners that with a reduc-
tion in the duty on Cuban sugar, even 50 per cent., they
can beat the world. With proper trade relations Cuba;
with the increase in beet sugar that would occur in the
U.S. could supply all the sugar necessary. It has beeD
demonstrated before the Congressional Committee that
in Utah they can make beet sugar at a profit at 2 3"4
cents, as can also be done at the factories in Californid
and at some factories favourably located in Michigan-
The following letter to a U.S. refiner from a ]”-,,minellt
Cuban grower throws light on the subject as viewed
from that quarter: “We hope very soon to have a reduc
tion in duties and people here are therefore holding back
their cane. A tenant at present prices cannot make
any profit. He pays 40 cents for cutting and $1 for
hauling, or a total of $1.40, leaving but $1 out of 8
total of $2.40 received per 25,000 pounds for planting
and cultivating the first year. This costs him $2, 80
besides that he has to figure something for rent for the
land’s use.”

A representative of prominent beet and cane sugdt
interests said in speaking of the operation of hounties:

Some years agone, the late P. G. Hamerton in his
book French and English mentioned the increase of
drinking in France, and it is seen French drink-con-
sumption per head is now greater than British consump-
tion.  The French drink more spirits, more wine, and
Lave a larger total consumption per head than any of
these three other nations.

The most striking fact in the above statement is the
low drink-consumption per head in the United States.
The American total per head is less than one-half of the
total consumption per head in any of the three other
countries. The superior sobriety of the American work-
man as compared with the Englishman has often been
noticed, and observation in social grades higher than
that of the artizan tends to show that American superi-
ority in this Trespect is a  general superi-
ority mot confined to workmen only. The
developed  alertness and  prompt  energy of
the American may, it is quite likely, be due in some part
to this relative abstinence from aleoholic drink which is
now illustrated.

Looking back over the fifteen years, 1886 to 1900, for
the purpose of observing the increase or decrease in
drink-consumption per head of population, the follow-
ing table has been obtained:

the exception of the United States, there has been an
increase during each five-yearly period observed. Com-
paring the period 1896—1900 with the period 1886—
1890, it is seen that the percentage of increase per head

of population in drink-consumption was small-
er in the TUnited Kingdom than in any
of the three other countries. Germany and

France have had the largest relative increases per head
of population. In the United States, the increase of
20 per cent. in the drink-consumption per head of popu-
lation is due to an increase in beer-drinking—the con-
sumption per head of wine and spirits has declined. In
the United Kingdom, France and Germany, the increase
in drink-consumption per head of population is due to
the increased consumption of each kind of drink, but
mainly to an increased consumption of beer per head in
Germany and the United Kingdom, and to an increased
wine-consumption in France. :

As the results just shown are based upon the records
of three five-yearly periods, they are of more importance
than results based upon the facts of three isolated years,

Moreover, in comparing one country with an-
other, or the same country with itself at different g
riods, he allows all the factors of drink and of non-drink
tc come into the account. Certain factors should flOt
be eliminated when examining the drink oonsumptw‘;
per head of population, which is probably a more useft
examination than the ascertainment of drink consump:
tion by drink-consumers only, especially as the latter d¢-
pends largely upon estimate.

DATRY PRODUCE.

A private London éircular, date 10th instant, treating
of the dairy situation, says: Butter.—During the present
week the temperature has been moderately cool, and much
drier than last week. Yet there is no return to normal
January temperatures. The demand for Australian and
New Zealand butter continues to improve, although there
were,signs of weakness a day or two ago, but some of
the large agents remained firm and the tone recovered.
It would not surprise any one if a rise of 2s took place
next week. Values meantime remain unchanged since last
week, except in special cases 108s is made. In the North
of England New Zealand butter is closely approaching
Danish in price. Choicest Danish in Liverpool yesterday
was sold at 110s and 112s, choicest New Zealand 106s and
108s. Last year, for a fortnight, New Zealands made
equal prices with Danish in that city. The shipments
of Australian butter are very rapidly declining, the quan-
tities on the last four vessels being 20,274 boxes, 16,111
boxes, 11,190 boxes, and 9,623 boxes. As showing the
comparison with last year the Oroya, which left this week,
carries only 9,623 boxes against the vessel leaving the
same date last year which carried 32,564. During the
first 16 days of February last year, 90,844 boxes arrived
from Australia, this year the arrival will be 36,924. From
New Zealand for the same period the arrivals were last
year 28,638 boxes, this year they will be 37,400; the net
deficiency from Australia will thus be 45,158 boxes for the
first 16 days of February. The Copenhagen Committee
has left the Official Quotation unchanged and it remains
at 14s 6d below last year. On the spot Danish butter is
18s below that period, while Australian and New Zealand
is only 8s below.

From the Board of Trade Returns the total import of
butter during the year 1901 was 185,140 tons, which is
16,215 tons more than in 1900. From the f«)llmving coun-
tries there were increases: Russia 8,436 tons, Denmark
5542 tons, United States 4,704 tons, Canada 3,864 tons, Hol-

* land 805 tons, and from New Zealand 174 tons: making a

gross increase of 23,525 tons. From the following coun-
tries there were decreases: Vietoria, 2,923 tons, New South

Harry Will, leader
of the Imperial Tobacco Company’s force, conveived the
idea of buying uy Salmon & Gluckstein outright, a feat
which would have required more than £1,250,000. The
sale was not achieved, but arrangements hardly less im-
portant resulted, namely, an offensive and defensive alli-
ance between the Imperial Tobacco Company and Salmon
Gluckstein.  The deal is subject to the approval of the
Salmon & Gluckstein shareholders. Tf this is obtained
the latter company will banish all the American trusts’
tobacco from all its shops, numbering more than 150 in
London and the provinces. Salmon & Gluckstein, as com-
pensation, will obtain from the Imperial Tobaeco Com-

pany an agreéement guaranteeing dividends at a most sat-
isfactory figure.

—The Canadian Pacific Railway is having installed in
the Windsor Station, Montreal, one of the most expensive
steel vaults ever erected. The outside door weighs three
totis, and it fitted with 22 locking bolts of 22-inch diame-
ter, also a triple time lock. The inside door has thirty
focking bolts.  The interior which measures 12 feet
inthes x 9 feet 3 inches, is composed of five laye
crown steel, the whole resting inside of a fireproof brick
casement, and columns, so, that in.the event of the de-
gtruction of the building, the steel vault would remain
solid upon its colummns. The vault is from the draw-
ings of Mr. J. M, Mossman, who drew up the plans for
the new treasury vaults at Washingtnn, D.C., and who

—The revenue of the Ontario Crown Lands Department
last year was in round numbers $1,630,000, which is about
$100,000 more than in 1900. This amount has only been
exceeded by the department in two previous years, as
shown by a table of revenues, since 1881. Those years
were lSDé when the receipts from timber alone reached
$2,174,591, and 1893, when it was $1,757,005, in each of
which years the receipts from timber bonus were in the
neighborhood of a million dollars. The total revel:!lle
from timber dues last year was $824,843, compared with

The contract for the new building of
the Board of Trade was signed this
week, the contractors being Messrs.

The slump
in the stock of a prominent bank has
given general currency to reports that
were confined to an inside cirele. No
special cause for such a decline has re-
cently become known, it is simply the
result- of a feeling, which has been
growing for a length of time, that the
management had deteriorated since a
certain change was made. It is quite
possible to drive business away and
repel it. In accomplishing these re-
sults there has been quite a success

achieved in the bank in question,with-
out any other result to offset these
drawbacks. From some street talk
we gather that in regard to another
institution the public would prefer to
see more business experience and
financial strength represented on the
Board. The public to-day is wider
awake than the pubne of years ago.
People do not value ornamental direc-
tors as they once did, in a financial in-
situation; they desire to see in control
financial experts and men of res-
ponsibility, business acumen and ex-
perience.

The feeling in London is growing
more and more hopeul as to the re-
sumption of business operations in
South Africa. Shares in goldfields
companies are moving up, and an Am-
erican syndicate is being formed to
operate in these securities (“Kaf-
firs.”) Consols have advanced again
to 9414, The New York stock market
is reported to be suffering from the
surfeit of business last year. Tt is
realised that a time of rest is needed
for taking stock of the situation, and
preparing to bring prices nearer to
real values. The trust companies are
full of deposit money at 2 to 31, per
cent., large amounts of which, early
last year, were being used in Wall
Street in speculating. The change is
a healthy one. The stocks and bonds
of the Nova Scotia Steel and Coal Co..
‘are to be listed on the stock exchanges
of this city and@ Toronto. There is a
danger of over-capitalizing the iron
and steel enterprises now: in their ini-
tial stage. Canadians will learn a
few things about the vicissitudes of
this class of business in a few years
that are quite motorious in the old
country in iron smelting districts.

water, leaving the wet goods folded
up for a long time, and hot pressing.
All these operations also increase the
natural lustre of the fibre.

We proceed to treat in detail of the
treatment of the more refractory
kinds of wool. The first thing to look
to cleanliness and absolute free-
dom of the wool from all grease, re-
sidues of soap and alkali, and colour-
matters. These foreign bodies,
especially any excess of alkali remain-
ing in the wool from the scouring pro-
cess, make the hair stiff and hard, and
incapable of lying down properly, and
also diminish the lustre of the fibres
Any soap or alkali in the
wool is best removed with fullers’
earth. Tt is important that the soap-
ing. which comes next, should be thor-
ough and prolonged. During the
roughing to separate the hairs, so that
the subsequent brushing may lay them
down in parallel ranks, the wool must
kept wet. The carding helps the
lustre of the fibres and gives them a
preliminary parallel arrangement side
by The carding is begun with
old blunt. cards, and the wool must
not be so wet for them, as it must
be later, when sharper cards are used.
This graduating of the wetness of the
wool during the successive carding op-
erations conduces to that production
of a close surface layer which is so
important for the lustre.

To fix the lie of the hair and the
lustre, wet, hot pressing is resorted
to, preceded by a steeping in boiling
water to remove all dirt which may
have got in during the carding opera-
tion, and also to remove dirt which
the pervious cleaning operations, car-
ried out while the fibre was still mat-
ted together, were unable to reach.
The wet hot pressing over, the goods
are carefully brushed and should then
be perfectly clean, and show as good
a lustre as the nature of the material
will-permit of,

ered up on the roller during the pro-
cess. The steaming lasts from four
to five minutes after the steam begins
to appear outside, and the lustre is
then fixed by forcing cold water into
the roller until it appears on the out-
side of the coverings. If necessary,
the whole series of operations can be
repeated. The great precaution to be
observed is not to use the steam too
hot—that is, at too high a pressure.
From 15 to 22 1b. pressure should
never be exceeded. Again, its action
must not be too prolonged, or the fa-
bric will become less durable. The
roller slowly rotates during the whole
of the operation.

There are machines in which hot wa-
ter is used in decatising, as well as
cold water and steam. They are usn-
ally provided with an injector, by
means of which water can be forced
in at any desired temperature. An
improved machine of this type has
two separate chambers, each contain-
ing a decatising roller. Hence, when
one is in action goods can be put into
the other. The water is received af-

WOOTL, PRODUCTION AND MANU-

FACTURES.

M. Henri Pupin has recently pub-
lished an article in the Desbats (Paris)
under the above title, which contains
matter of interest to the wool trade.
After deducting from statistics of late

witht

years that the production in wool-
raising countries such as the Argen-
tine Republic and Australia is sensi-
bly declining, M. Pupin states that the
price of wool is less influenced by this
decrease than by the respective rank
of fine qualities and crossbred varie-
ties. He says: “Now, more than ever,
the line is drawn between the two
kinds, so different in their origin
in mode of manufacture, and final use.
T'he dominant note in the history of
wool has been the rising demand, duf-
ing a period of three consecutive
years, for fine grades, in face of stead-
ily decreasing production. The rea-
sons for this decrease have long been
known. After the low prices paid in
in 1894 and 1895, stock growers limit-
ed their production of fine grades and
gave attention to common breeds,
which were more remunerative. Che-
viots at that date being in as great
demand as merinoes, they found great-
er advantage in raising breeds that
served as food, were more hardy and
more prolific.  Since then, if the
flocks did not increase in numbers,
the yield in fine wool necessarily be-
came less, as the merino sheep gives
birth to but one lamb yearly while
the crossbreds produce two dur,ing the
same period. This explains the dearth
of fine wools to-day; the taste for
fine grades seems so ‘firmly established
that only the best crossbred wools
find a market. It is not likely that
there will be a great increase in me-
rino sheep in the near future, as at
least eight years of crossing the
breed are mnecessary to re-establish

The result of the experiment is
awaited with much interest by French
financiers and if it proves successful
similar travelling banks will be estab-
lished in other departments.

CHARCOAL ENGINE.

It has remained for a Philadelphian,
H. K. Hess, to make what has been
conceded to be one of the most radi-
cal departures from the accepted
ideas of automobile construction. In-
stead of using kerosene or gasoline as
fuel for generating steam Mr. Hess
employs a device for the burning of
charcoal. Two fuel reservoirs, one
at each’side of the vehicle, and each
independent of the other, are provid-
ed. These reservoirs have removable
covers lined with a mon-heat-conduct-
ing material, and at the bottom is an
opening communicating with a cylin-
drical extension, which in turn com-
municates at one end with the com-
bustion chamber. Within the cylin-
drical extension is a screw, the in-
wardly extending end of which is in
close proximity to the discharge end
of the cylindrical conduit, while the
outer end is connected with suitable
means for effecting its revolution,

.either manually or by mechanical

means through connection with the
engine which drives the vehicle.

The revolution of the secrew forces
the charcoal into the combustion
chamher, 'a. blower, operated by a
small auxiliary eleetric motor, pro-
ducing a blast which greatly faecili-

tates combustion. TIgnition is effect~

ed by removing a cap at the apex of

GASOLINE INSPECTION CAR.

Indications point to the general
adoption by railroads in the near fu-
ture of the gasoline motor for pro-
pelling the “hand-cars” used by sec-
tion foremen for repair and inspection
work. Several Western lines are ex-
perimenting in this direction, the Bur-
lington having had one in wuse for
some time on its St. Joseph & Council
Bluffs division. The entire length of
this division, 312 miles, has been trav-

ersed by the gasoline Mspection car
several times, and it has given emi-
nent satisfaction by reason of . the
ease with which it may be handled.
It is a three-wheeled affair, and ac-
commodates three persons. When the
inspectors reach a point on the road
where a critical examination of pros-
pective or finished repair work is ne-
cessary, says the Motor Age, the car
is lifted from the track, and when the
inspection jis concluded the vehicle
is returned to the rails, and the oc-
cupants whiz along to the next place
at a 30-mile-an-hour eclip. The car,
equipped for service, weighs less than
300 pounds ,and a gallon of gasoline
will ordinarily be sufficient for a 75-
mile run. The operator sits in the
rear of the car, the passengers in
front. In this connection it is worthy

of remark that a Chicago concern i$
at present engaged in manufacturing
gasoline motors designed to be at-
tached to street cars.
