OUR SUPERNUMERARY FUND.

Mz. Eprror,—In common, I presume,
with those of your readers who are mem-
bers of the Supernumersry Fund, I re-
oeived a report and circular from the com-
mittee' intimating that the motions of
which notice was given last year would be
pressed at the ensuing Conferences. As
one interested, I commend the fairness of
the committee, in thus giving notice of
their intention, as many, perbaps, like
mysell,thought that after the strongly ad-
verse vote with which the matter was re-
ecived last year, at least, in the N. 8
Qonference, the attempt would be aban-
doned. Such, however does not seem to
be the case. Of course any ome hasa
right to advocate this change, if he sees
fit; and any ome bas a right, also, to state
his views freely and fairly against it. We
adopt the latter course, and will pass
briefly in review the arguments advanced
in favoar of the proposed action.

1. The desirableness. We admit this,
but we deny the mecessity. We would
like to give our smpernumeraries twelve
dolars for every year of active service, in-
stead ot teo, as now, but we bhave never
heard that the aged men who have availed
themselves to the full of the privileges of
the Fand are in suffering circumstances.
They are not rich, it may be, but we ques-
tion whetker they are not fully as com-

work. When young men bresk down,
neither scheme will relieve them of diffi-
eulty.

2. “It is desirable to assimilate with
‘Western Conferences.” The argument is
certainly very far-fetcbed, and we fail to
see the force of it. But allowing it has
force, the Western Conferences promise
twelve dollars and pay eight. Equality of
treatment with practical men means
equality of payment, rather than equality
of promise. If those who advocate this
change really wish to be placed on the
same footing as Western men, doubtless
the Conference would agree to it.

3. The ability of the Fund. This is
really the point of cunflict. It is a ques-
tion of prudent management, and as such
deserves the most careful attention. We
trust no ome will vote for the change un-
less fully convinced in reference to this
point. If we err, let us err on the safc
side. = We can always scatter our money,
but we cannot always get it together
again when spent.

With all: deference to the opinion of
the committee, we do not think this point
has been proved. We do not think it can
be proved. Our Fand is in'a flourishing
state, it issaid. Granted. All honour to
those whose carsful management has
secured this result; but let them not un-
do what they bave so well done. We
have not full information upon this point,
but we willday down a few propositions
which - we' do mot think can be contro-
verted. - ‘

1. It would ' be unfair to raise the grant
to twelve dollars, unless there is al-
almost a certainty that the Fund will al-
ways be able to pay it. The presént super-
numeraries, with all their . > are
no more deserving than those who went
before, or than those who may come after

2. We have about an average number
of supernumeraries, at least, about the

same average as m the West, but the de- |
mands are at present comparatively light. |

Without question this is in opposi-
tion to the impression which the circular
is calculated to make; but we ask for in-
vestigation. If our statement is correct
is it prudent to burthen our fund now to
the utmost, in presence of the probability
amounting almost to certainty that we
shall bave a demand increasing for many
years much more rapidly than the ordinary
income ? we think there can be but one
answer to that.

4. There is a consideration which to
some may seem remote. But tendencies
and remote effects in such matters should
be watched as carefully as immediate re-
salts. The tendency of emlarged grants
will be to induce earlier retirements. We
do not say how great the results would
be, but such would be the tendency. Now
every year taken from active service means
a vear added to supernamerary clasims. It
may be said that by reducing the term of
service we reduce also the claims. This
is not correct. When we reduce the term
of service we necessitate the inereasing
of the staff. If we reduce, by any means,
the term of service, say from 30 to 25
years we must increase the workmen, and
consequently future claimacts in exactly
the same proportion in order to scoom-
plish tbe work., These two maintain a
constant. Now, if we allow the average
of supernumerary life to be eight years
which seems to be about the standard in
the West, the result will be as follows :
We shall bave, first, direct increase in
grants of twenty per cent. : and secondly,
an addition of about twelve and a balf per
cent. for every year that the term of active
service may be shortened by increased
graots. How much this is likely to be
every one may judge for himself, but i ds
not well to pay men too well for retiring
unless we are able. It is very true that
the results in this respect would not be
immediately apparent to a very great ex-
tent. In this gain of profit and losss, the
gain would be to our preseut supernumer-
‘aries—the Joss, t0 those who would cume
afbtne sb. -

5. It is argued that increased expendi-
ture will secure increased income, We
admit the soundness of this principle as a
basis of action, where action is necessary,
not otherwise. ~We think our people are
about of the same mind. The principle
was applied 1n the management of the
Missionary Fund. Let the groans of the
last five years bear witness to its sound-
ness. If bitter experience cannot teach
us wisdom, we must be dolts, indeed.

6. We bardly think 1t is generous or
fair for our supernumerary bretbren to
wish to tax so heavily our Supernumerary
Fund, that is if they do wish it. The most
of them have the benefit of two Fands,
our own and the English; those who come
after them can only avail themselves of
one. If the Fund can ever safely pay
twelve dollars, which we very muchjdoubt,
let it pay it to those who will need it mgst.

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ECUMENICAL COUNOIL.

An Ecumenical Council, in which all,

or nearly all, of the Methodist Chureh or-
ganizations of the world will be repre-
sented, will be beld in London, England,
in August, 1881. The meeting will be
convened in the famous City Road Chapel-
Some preliminary arrangements for this
grand convention bave been determined
upon by a representative committee re-
cently beld in Oincinnati. The counecil
will be composed of four bundred dele-
gates. The Methodist Episcopal Church
of the United States will send eighty dele~
gates. The Methodist Church of Canada
will send twelve. A committee. now in
existence, appointed in bebalf of the
Methodist Chureh of Canada, to make ar-
rangements for the approacbing council,
will probably present some recommenda-
tions to the approaching Annua: Confer-
ences. As there are twelve men to be
sent from our branch of the church, the
committee may recommend that each An-
nual Conference shall send two. Or, pos-
sibly, it may be supposed that the three
larger Western Conferences should bave
each three delegates at the Couneil, which
would leave the three Eastern Confer-
ences the privilege of sending only ome
each.

The Council will not possess the power
to adopt any legislative enactments, bat,
it will, nevertheless, discuss some of the
grave questions of the day more or less
exhaustively, and may give utierance to
some decisions as the result of its deliber-
ations, which will tend ‘to the more com-
plete consolidstion of Methodism, and to
its greater usefulness as & branch of the
Christian Church.

One of the dificulties which will be felt
by the Council will be the want of time
for satisfactory deliberation. This Ecu-
menical Council, composed of four bun-
dred delegates, guthered from the four
quarters of the globe, would need, for an

exhaustive discussion of the transcen-
dently great questions that invite consid-
eration, quite as many weeks, probably,
as are annually given to the sessions of
the British Parliament. The delegates,
bowever, are not likely to be able to give
so much time to the work of the Courcil.
The want of time at the disposal of the
delegates, will make it necessary that the
great questions to be considered will be
assigned to committees composed of twesn-
ty, or thirty, or forty members each. The
most practical and profitable speeches
will be delivered in the committee meet-
ings, and, probably, never will be report-
ed. The Council will find itself shut up
to tke necessity of adopting the findings
of the committees without much debate.
Many of the delegates, probably, will de-
sire to occupy precious time in the Coun-
cil in the delivery of carefully prepared
and long drawn out speeches. Baut, cut-
and-dried speeches are, with few excep-
tions, a hindrance, rather than a belp, in
the promotion of such ‘work as the Coun-
cil will be ealled upon to do.

1t will be important, doubtless, for vari-
ous reasons, that the election of delegates
to the BEcumenical Council, should not be
deferred to sv late a period as June, 1881 ;
and, therefore, it will probably be advis-
ible that our Annual Conferences should
choose their representatives at their sess-
ions of 1880. It will also be advisable,
we assume, that each Conference shall
choose several substitutes. The Confer-
ences have no fund out of which to pay
the expenses of such delegates, or substi-
tutes. No such fund is needed. Each
delegste and substitute who may be per-
mitted to participate in the bigh honor of
taking part in the work of the first Meth-
odist Ecumenical Council, will feel that
the bonor attending bis position, and the
privilege of visiting England, will be snf-
ficient recompense, and will gladly pay
his own expenses.

SoME MONTES ago, s student st ‘the
West Point (Im" soft River) United States
Military Academy, by the name of Whit-
taker, was found, ope morning, in his
roow, tied, with bair cropped, and his
ears cut, and otherwise maimed. Heis a
cadet at the Institution, and though bav-
ing a tolerably white skin, is obviously of
African blood. Whittsker said be bad
received, some days previous to ihe muti-
lation, a note warning bim of approach-
ing danger. He affirmed that bis assailants
(three in all) were masked, and that be
did not know either of them. A pro-
tracted investigation has been beld. The
authorities at West Point bave been pre-
judiced against Whittaker, and bave tried
to throw suspicion upon bim as the per-
petrator of the ¢rime against himself.
While the investigation bas been in the
form of a court of inquiry, it may be said
that, practically, Whittaker on the ome
band, and the Academy on the other hand,
were on trial. It has been for the inter-
est of the Academy to prove Whittaker
guilty. and such a result has almost been
accomplished. Experts in penmanship
bave affirmed that Whittaker is the auth-
or of the note of warning which be pro-
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A Mrs. Billings, wife of Jesse Billings,
a wealthy banker, merchant, etc., was shot
through the head one evening in August
1878. Her husband was arrested and
charged with the murder. He was tried
at Ballston, Spa., New York, and the jury
failed to agree upon a verdict. He bas
recently been tried & second time, and bas
bouuquuod. The evidence was wholly

a carbine owned by Billings. The defence
tried to show that the bullet was discharg-
ed from a smaller weapon, probably a pis-
tol. The most interesting feature of the
trial gathered around the points indicated.
One difficulty in the way of the prosecu-
tion was the fact that the bole in the pane
of glass through which the bullet that
killed Mrs. Billings bad passed, was too
small for the passage of a carbine bullet.
Another difficolty was that the shattered
cartridge found in the carbine was the
cartridge of a 244 grain bullet, whereas
the bullet that killed Mrs. Billings only
weighed, after it bad done its fatal work,
165 grains. The prosecution brought ex-
perts to demonstate to the court and jury.
bow reasonable notwithstanding these
difficulties, the theory of the prosecution
was.

On the other band, Billings, being a
wealthy man, brought several experts to
testify, on his second trial, agamnst the
theory of the prosecution. Professors of
Colleges, renowned as experts in chemis-
try, and in other departments, had made
the theory of the prosscution as clearly
apparent as it 1s possible to dsmonstrate
any proposition.
