Russia’s Perplexities.

Just what may come out of the Russian
situation no one can foretell, but at pre-
sent it looks as though Russia were pul-
ling herself together and were going to
postpone her dreaming for a while and
face the stern facts which confront her.
Germany evidently expects this, and she
has already commenced to send what
troops she can gather to the eastern
front, together wi'h heavy naval guns.
The Socialistsin bo h army and workshop
insist that there shail be no annexations
and no indemnities, but the Allies are
wise in refusing to arguc out this matter
just now. The idea of restoring things
as they were before the war is preposter-
ous, and to leave Austria and Turkey as
they are does not seem possible. The
Socialists, however, favor freedom, and
when the case is fairly presented to them
we do not think that they will hesitate tc
approve of the Poles’ plea Polish auton-
omy, the Czechs’ plea for the same boon
and, above all, the removal of the dread
shadow of Turkish misrule from Armenia
Syria, and other territories of the Sul-
tan. Will Russia fight? We think she
but unless something unforeseen
happens her military efforts are not apt
to be as well co-ordinated as the Allies
could wish. But one thing seems sure,
that at least Russia will not make peace
with the Kaiser.

Feeding the Fresh Cow

The feeds consumed by a dairy cow
in milk are utilized for two purposes,
viz., the manufacture of milk and the
maintenance of the body. The cow
weighing 1,000 pounds requires the
equivalent of 10 pounds clover hay and
10 pounds oat straw or 35 to 40 pounds
of mixed pasture grass for maluten-
ance alone. To this must be added
the feed to supply eneryg necessary to
manufacture milk. Hence it is evi-
dent that the meagre feeding of cows

in milk will induce little if any milk
flow after the surplus body tissue has
been used, while liberal feeding with
practically the same maintenance re-
quirements will induce heavy milk
production.

It s evident that milk produced un-
der the latter conditions will cost much
less per gallon\

Rations for the Milch Cow in Stable

The fouundation principles of the suc-
cessful selection of feeds and the feed-
ing of dairy cattle depend upon the
palatability, variety, nutrition and ease
of digestion, and succulence of the
ration given. All these essentials of
a well balanced ration for economic
production must be considered when
raising or purchasing foodstuffs. =

When
seeding the alfalfa add about 300 lbs.
of a fertilizer carrying 2 to 5% am-
monia, 6 to 8% phosphoric acid and 1
to 2% potash.

This available plant-food will
help the young alfalfa just like whole

The percentage of tubercular hogs
killed in the large packing houses
has doubled in the last ten years, due
no doubt, to the fact that a concerted
leffort to control the disease has not
been made. Hogs become infected
' by following tubercular cattle or when
fed unsterilized skim-milk or butter-
milk from creameries. One tuber-
cular herd of cows in a community
supplying milk to a creamery, may in-
foct all the herds of hogs fed on the
by-products of the creamery.

Hogs do not usually contract the
disease from other tubercular hogs,
hence the problem of eradicating the
license in hogs is largely a matter of
avoiding unzterilized by-products from
crear foeding - skim-milk from
a tubercular herd, allowing the hogs to
follow tubercular cattle, or the feed-
inz of uncooked garbage unless it is
positively from a safe Bource.

Trading on the Union Stock Yards yes-
terday was characterized, eapbcciallv for
some lines of cattle, by another sharp
decline in prices similar to that of a fort-
night ago, and variously placed from 25¢
to 50c per cwt. In some individual cas-
es the drop in the price was said to be
even more marked, but these were the
exception. There wasa heavy run of
cattle, 2,900 head in all, a big proportion
of them good stuff, and with the packing
houses showing a disposition to hold off
and bide their time, there was nothing
for it for the commission house and dro-
vers but to make the best of the situa-
tion.

The fact of the matter is, and it is well
known, that the cattle for the most part
were bought too high in the country,
and the logical sequence is that some-
body is losing money. Individual cases
were cited where the drover had paid 12¢
per 1b. in the country for 18 butcher cat-
tle averaging around 1100 Ibs., and ship-
ped them into the market, where they
were sold yesterday for 10}c per1b. The

facts are incontrovertible, and need no
comment. Praetically all lines of cattle
were off more or less, but the drop was
