London, May 9.—A special corres-
pondent .of The Daily Express, in a
despatch from Belfast, says that poli-
ticians may talk vaguely at Westmin-
ster about an honorable settlement,
and the outside world may think that
Ulster is about to-relapse into peaces
ful security, but meanwhile General
MaCready is busy inspecting strate-
gic points for troops, sounding the
police who now control the areas, as
to their willingness to assist _ in
coercion of the anti-Home Rule coun-
ties, while the. citizen army contin-
ues its preparation for the launching
of an effective striking force at the
first sign of invasion.
