P. Carpenter the man from Gaspe, 
The Mail said: “Butted into'1 the ar­
rangements said to have been made 
between the promoters of the bill and 
Mr. Mousseau after Mr. Lemieux had 
stated he acted simply through polite­
ness in introducing Mr. Carpenter and 
Mr. Mousseau. Finally Chairman 
Taschereau had to call Mr. Belley to 
task for wandering too far afield.

Lemieux on Stand.
Upon the convening of the lower 

house graft probe this morning, Hon 
Rodolphe Lemieux, ex-Postmaster- 
General, was called to the witness 
stand.

Asked by Armand Laurgne why 
he had been called as a witness, Mr. 
Lemieux said that his name had] been 
mentioned in connection with The 
Daily Mail allegations and printed 
in large capitals.

Mr. Lemieux then explained how 
he came -to be connected with the 
affair. He said as a rule he never 
came to Quebec during the session

but early last December he waited 
on Hon. Mr. Caron, provincial minis­
ter of agriculture in connection with 
business relatives to the roads in the 
parish of St. Angele. Later he was 
attending a session of the private 
bills committee and his (witness) 
brother, who was the member in the 
provincial house for Gaspe, informed 
him that C. P. K. Carpenter of Gaspe 
was present and would like to be in­
troduced to J. O Mousseau, chairman 
of the private bills committee . He 
introduced the two just out of polite­
ness.

Asked by Chairman Taschereau if 
he knew anything about the Mont­
real Fair bill, Mr. Lemieux said:

“No, and I don’t want to.”
Mr. Lemieux denied that he 

went driving with G. B. Biddinger, 
and Mr. Carpenter, at Quebec.

Mr. Belley, acting for the Mail

Mr. Lemieux a question about Mr. 
Carpenter’s father, who he said 
president of the defunct Charing 
Cross Bank in London. .

Hollinrake, Calbeck, Sutch, Ry- 
erson and Charlton, together with 
the Mayor, the City Treasurer to 
meet Wednesday and decide on the 
terms of the offer for the road. The 
Brantford Board of Trade and the 
Trades and Labor Council will also 
be asked to appoint representatives, 
as it is desired to have all interests 
represented.

The crucial time having arrived in 
the Brantford Street Railway situation 
or the psychological moment, Brant­
ford will make an offer for the out an l 
out acquisition of the entire system 
including the Grand Valley road to 
Galt, as well as the street railway 
lines. As intimated in The Courier 
on Saturday the civic authorities had 
something up their sleeve. It was 
necessary to bring the matter before 
the council last night and the “some­
thing” dropped out of the sleeve.

“This is the biggest question Brant­
ford City Council has had to handle 
in many years,” said City Solicitor 
Henderson to the council after he had 
made a statement of the situation and 
the events leading up to it, as plain 
as daylight to the aldermen around 
the board. “It is not desirable,” said 
Mr. Henderson, “that this city enter 
into any bidding competition with 
others for the purchase of the road. 
Our offer should be in on, Friday 
with -ether offers, and I believe the 
matter will be settled at the meeting 
of the bondholders on that day. They 
were to have met on Wednesday but 
the meeting has been postponed in 
order to give this city an opportun­
ity.”

Any offer Brantford makes will be 
conditional, of course, on a subsequent 
vote of the ratepayers. The city will 
also have to have an act pased in the 
legislature to permit it going ahead 
with, the enterprise, 
thought can be obtained without much

They made him to-day the 
first victim o( their threatened cam­
paign of molesting public men as an 
act of vengeance for his alleged 
“whitewashing” of the government in 
his report on the prison treatment ot 
suffragettes, which greatly incensed 
the women’s Social and Political Un­
ion, the militant organization.

The bishop’s residence in St. James 
square was picketed early in the day 
by the women, two of whom acted 
as sentinels on the doorsteps. Two 
other women, Miss Dunlop and Miss 
May Richardson, then tried to 
gain access to thfe bishop, but the

WEST LAND REGULATIONS 
A NY PERSON who is the sole head of a 

family, or aay male over 18 years old, 
may homestead a quarter section of avail­
able Dominion land in Manitoba, Saskat­
chewan or Alberta. The applicant must 
appear In person at the Dominion Land 
Agency or Sub-Agency for the District. 
Entry by proxy may be made at any 
agency on certain conditions, by father, 
mother, son, daughter, brother or sister of 
Intending homesteader.

Duties—Six months’ residence upon and 
cultivation of the land in each of three 
years. A homesteader may live within 
lino miles of his homestead on a farm of 
at least 80 acres, solely owned and occu 
pied by him or by his father, mother, son, 
daughter, brother or sister.

In certain districts a homesteader In 
good standing may pre-empt a quarter 
section alongside his homestead. Price 
$3.00 per acre. Duties—Must reside upon 
the homestead or preemption six months 
in each of six years from date of home 
stead entry (including the time required 
to earn homestead patent), and cultivate 
50 acres extra.

A homesteader who has exhausted his 
homestead right, and cannot obtain a pre­
emption, may enter for a purchased home­
stead in certain districts, price $3.00 per 
acre.

crowds assembled along the route to 
witness the procession, which was 
carried out in ideal weather.

In the House of Lords the scene 
was a picturesque one as their Ma­
jesties surrounded by other members 
of the Royal Family, and by peers 
and peeresses, in their state robes, 
and wearing rich jewels, ascended the 
throne, from which the .King read his 
speech outlining the government’s 
program for the session.

Only a few privileged strangers 
were admitted to the house, and 
those included, besides members of 
the House of Commons, most of the 
foreign diplomatic corps.

Larger Crowd There
The opening ot the House of 

Commons to-day for the session of 
1914, found an unusually large num­
ber of members gathered at the doors

waiting to make a dash into the cham­
ber to secure seats for the mqmen- 
tous initial debate on the address in 
reply to the King’s speech from the 
Throne, in which the question of 
Home Rule for Ireland occupies the 
leading position.

The doors were thrown open only 
at 8 o’clock this morning, instead of 
at midnight, as is usually the case. 
Among the earliest to arrive were 
batches of Ulster Unionists and of 
their bitter opponents, the Irish Na­
tionalists, and these for the first day 
at least were able to capture promin­
ent places in the House.

The police and soldiers, whose du­
ties on these occasions heretofore 
have been largely perfunctory, wtre 
on the alert to-day, when they car­
ried out their tasks of searching the 
vaults which has been done on the 
opening day of tlw session ever since 
the discovery of the “Gunpowder 
Plot” of Guy Fawkes. The yeomen 
of the guard, in their picturesque old 
time uniforms were accompanied by 
the chief inspectors of the Metropoli­
tan police, who discarded the ancient 
lanterns generally carried, and 
placed them by modern electric 
torches so as to make sure that no 
hidden militant suffragette should 
outwit them.

Memorial to Unionists.
MONTREAL,' Feb. 10.—The Gaz­

elle’s London Correspondent cables: 
On the eve of the parliamentary ses- 
sin The Morning Post publishes for 
the first time the memorial' addressed 
to the Unionist leaders last year, 
dealing with the subject of tariff re­
form. The memorandum was Signed 
by all but 5 of the Unionists in parlia­
ment, after the Albert Hall meeting 
at which Lord Lansdowne referred 
to Mr. Balfour’s offer of a referen­
dum on the fiscal question, made two 
years previously, as having been de­
rided by ministers and not accepted 
by the country.
The memorandum expresses the ad­

herence of the signatories to the 
principle of imperial preference, and 
states that if the Unionist party is 
returned to power they ought to 
put the principle in effect in every 
respect in which the imposition ot 
new duties on food stuffs would not 
be required. It points out that in 
Bonar Law's speech, made at Ash­
ton, it was laid down that before any 
duty could be imposed on foreign 
corn or other food stuffs, with a view 
of giving a preference to the colonies 
it would be. necessary to summon a 
conference with the colonies to as­
certain the exact situation relative 
to the advantage that would accrue 
to the United Kingdom and to them. 
The question agitating the party was 
whether in the event of such imposi­
tion of duties being deemed desirable 
the proposal should be considered by 
parliament, or first submitted !o the 
electors. The signatories then urged 
Bonar Law to retain the leadership 
of the party in the House of Com­
mons, which, at that time, he talked 
of resigning.

The Morning Post describes the 
memorandum as a formal compact 
between the leaders and the rpnk and 
file, the meaning of which cannot bt 
misunderstood by the most indiffer­
ent elector or distorted by the most 
malignant opponent.

The station could be equipped by 
taking the second hose wagon and a 
pair of horses from the Central Sta­
tion and placing them there, 
course there would have to_ 'be som.

neat station, as it would be impossible 
to spare any men from the Central.

This section is growing very fast, 
and it is most likely that the suburbs 
there will be taken into the city be­
fore very îonÿ A fife station placed 
there Would not only protèct the pro­
perty on the Hill, but would wo.-k 
out to good advantage in helping to 
protect all ftther portions of the city,

after, namely, (he factory district just 
below- the H ill, the Buck Stove works, 
the Ham and Nçtt, thé Keeton Motor 
and other factories in that district as 
well as the Holmedale district.

campaign. Brantfordites will thinti' 
Billy Sunday has arrived in town 
This was the announcement of U. J. 
Smith, representing the American 
Mausoleum Company, at the city 
council last night, when an agree­
ment was sought to build a mauso­
leum in Mt. Hope. Be it remembered 
that another company, the Interna­
tional, has already an agreement to 
build, and the land is staked out. Ac­
cordingly Mt. Hope will have two 
mausoleums, and the city will have 
a masoleum campaign, crypt or last 
resting place selling campaign with 
the evangelism of a Billy Sunday 
thrown in for good measure, as sort 
of a bargain day affair.

Getting down to brass tacks, how­
ever, the city council was shown that 
the American Mausoleum would 
prove a veritable palace for the dead, 
the only doubt on this matter having 
been suggested by the opposition 
present from the International com­
pany, Messrs Langley and Smith 
The American company's represent­
ative, U. J. Smith, with Contractor 
I'. H. Secord and the other gentle­
men, held the boards for a protract­
ed period, giving all sorts of infor­
mation as to the ventilation, per­
manence and beauty of their respec­
tive buildings. It was like a squabble 
between undertakers, which one oc­
casionally reads about.

However, the agreement, fathered 
by Aid. Pitcher, went through flying. 
Aid. Sigman, Bragg and Charlton 
were the only ones opposing a sec­
ond mausoleum in Mt. Hope. Under 
the -agreement the American Com­
pany will start building in six months 
and finish 18 months thereafter. The 
International has a longer period un­
der its agreement, which is also made 
conditional on the number of crypts 
sold within a stated interval

Mayor Spence said that in the 
evening earlier he had received a 
telephone from ex-manager Dunn of 
Chatham, who stated that the Ameri­
can company had built a mausoleum 
in Chatham right up to the letter, 
giving entire satisfaction.

City Solicitor Henderson then ex­
plained the matter of a license. One 
was not necessary to make the com­
pany pay its obligations. An obliga­
tion against some one else could not 
be enforced by the company without 
the license. There was nothing in the 
agreement which the city cot^ld not 
enforce.

Mr Smith then proceeded. He 
came here at -the solicitation of 
Brantford people, not knowing 
Brantford was on the map. He came 
on the merits of the company and 
they were building mausoleums of 
which they were proud. The plans 
had been looked over by Brantford 
architects and thoroughly approved. 
The contract covered everything 
The building was to be started in 6 
months and finished in 18 months af­
ter. Before the company collected a 
dollaf in the city,-a surety bond cov­
ering the construction of the build­
ing would be delivered. Mr. Smith 
thought there was room for three or 
four mausoleums in Brantford. Com­
petition was a good thing. An en­
dowment fund amounting to the total 
construction cost of the bujldiflg 
would accumulate with half the time 
of life of the building. If the com­
pany got its agreement there would 
be a mausoleum campaign, in Brant­
ford worth while. Brantford people 
would think Billy Sunday had come 
to town. The American mausoleum 
was the only one insurable in the 
American Surety Company.

The International
Mr. J. F. Langley, representing 

the International Company, was then 
called upon. His company had al­
ready got on the ground, made plans 
and it seemed rather hard to have op­
position spring up at this hour. Mr. 
Langley thought that a committee 
should be appointed to visit the 
masoleum built at Chatham by the 
American company, investigate the 
sanitary system and consult the Pro­
vincial Board of Health. That was 
all his company asked, and it would 
be found of advantage to the city’s 
interests.

plans and specifications very careful­
ly. He thought the ventilation pro­
vided for was the most complete lie 
had ever seen, although he had never 
seen it work.

The President, Hon. Featherston Osler, K.C., in moving the adoption of 
thé report, which was seconded^ by Hon. J. J. Foy, K.C., said in part :—

In moving the adoption of this report, I feel it is of such a character 
as not to require from me any extended remarks, especially os the general 
body of shareholders have had the report in their hands for several days. 
You can gather from this report and from the information conveyed to you 
by the reading of the. different statements what a thoroughly satisfactory 
year the Corporation has passed through, and how in regard to all the activi­
ties with which it has been concerned there has been a general increase, and 
a continuation of the vigor and life which the Corporation has manifested 

in t the Iong Rer,od of its existence. I will not take up your time, as you 
aJI wish to hear from the General Manager of the Company who has 

guided its destinies up to the present time. I will just say to the share­
holders—I do not speak to the kings of finance, who know more about these 
vT than 1 can ever hope to—but to the general rank and file of the share­
holders I wish to say that eâch one of them can make themselves a centre 
of a circle of influence by advising in all cases where it is convenient for them

?JF«e i « We have a thoroughly trained staff for the management of affairs of 
this kind, a staff which can be relied upon to handle efficiently a man’s affairs 
as agent during his lifetime, and administer his estate after his death.

The President theq called upon Mr. J. W. Langmuir, Vice-President and 
General Manager, to address the shareholders.

Mr. Langmuir spoke as follows -
On a reading of the Report and the financial statements accompanying 

it (which have been in the hands of the Shareholders for the past two 
weeks), I am confident that not only the Shareholders, but also the many 
thousand beneficiaries and others interested in The Toronto General Trusts 

•i" Corporation will have reason to be satisfied with the results of the year’s 
operations. I say this without hesitation, that the report is in every respect 
the best in the history of the Corporation, now extending over nearly a third 
of a century.

The net profits, after charging up all expenses of every kind, and pro­
viding for all possible losses for the year, amount to $299,016.40, being an 
increase of $65,100.47 over the net profits for the preceding year. These 
profits represent earnings of 19.93% on the paid-up Capital Stock of $1,500,- 
000, or 9.96% on the total amount of the Corporation’s paid-up Capital and 
Reserve, namely, $3,000,000.

Your Directors, acting on the authority given them by the Shareholders 
in 1912, made a further issue of new stock to the extent of $250,000, which 
was offered to the Shareholders at $185 per share. The entire issue was 
takei^ lip and fully paid during the year, netting a premium of $212,773.36. 
Thbs premium, together with the net profits for the year, and the balance 
cvf $86,471.08 carried forward to the credit of Profit and Loss from 1912, 
enabled your Directors, after paying the usual 10% dividend and writing off 
$16,763.80 from the Head Office premises, and $4,373.27, the amount of the 
Offlcç Furniture Account, to transfer to Reserve the sum of $400,000, and 
carry forward to the credit of Profit and Loss $42,232.75. The transfer of 
the $400,000 to credit of Reserve brings this fund up to $1,500,000, or a sum 
equal to our present paid-up Capital Stock, which is one of the gratifying 
features of this Report.

Coming now to a review of the Assets and Liabilities statement, this 
account shows a volume of business in the hands of the Corporation as at 
the 31st of December aggregating $63,055.883.97, or a net increase over 1912 
of $9,203,319.82. The new Estates, Trusts, Agencies and other work assumed 
during the year, apart from Trusteeships in respect of Bond issues and work 
of a kindred character, amounted—as will be seen by the Inspection Com-

/ in the statement, only some $505,948.59 remained on deposit in the various

banks at the 31st of December last, a large percentage of which was revenue 
lor distribution as at the 1st of January. It should be borne in mind that 
in the conduct of a large trust business there must always be funds, to a 
considerable amount, that are not available for permanent investment. In 
such cases, as far as it is possible or advisable, the Corporation loans the 
money at call on the security of municipal debentures, in order that the 
beneficiaries may obtain the best possible interest return. It will also be 
obvious that a Trust Company, keeping its trust funds distinctly separate 
and apart from its own moneys—as is the practice of this Corporation—has 
nothing to gain, but rather something to lose in the way of commission by 
allowing the funds belonging to estates under Its control to remain unin­
vested.

Oor policy—except in cases where we are otherwise directed by the 
will or trust instrument under which we act—is to practically confine our 
investments to first mortgages on improved real estate. The interest return 
from such investments is not only as a rule better, but mortgages are more 
convenient arid satisfactory to deal with when it becomes necessary to dis­
tribute the estate, and particularly so where the beneficiaries desire cash 
rather than securities, as they frequently do.

In referring to our mortgage investments I have pleasure in stating 
that, notwithstanding the unusual money stringency which prevailed for the 
last seven or eight months of the past year, the mortgage interest, and, 
indeed, the instalments of principal maturing, have been most satisfactorily 
met. In resnçct of the mortgage investments in Ontario, aggregating 
$14,194,553.85, 98.40% of all the Interest that fell due in 1913 was paid 
before the close of the year. The promptitude with which the interest is 
paid on mortgages of this class makes such investments, in this particular, 
almost as satisfactory as municipal debentures, while at the same time the 
interest return is, of course, much higher. The average rate of interest on 
this entire volume of Ontario mortgage investments is 5.824% per annum, 
an increase over the average for last year of .24%, or practically a quarter 
of one per cent. The average rate obtained on Ontario mortgage loans 
negotiated by the Corporation during the past year was 6.39%.

I am also glad to inform you that our borrowers throughout* Manitoba, 
Saskatchewan and Alberta have during the past year met their payments 
of interest and instalments of principal in a very satisfactory way. These 
Western mortgage investments amount to $7,744,893.05, and 77.64% of the 
entire amount of interest maturing in the year 1913 was paid during the 
year, notwithstanding the fact thgt the interest is, in the case of nearly all 
western farm loans, payable annually, and a very large percentage of it 
matures during the last two months of the year.

With these results it will be obvious that the Corporation’s loaning policy 
is a conservative one, not only in the selection of its districts for operation in 
the West, as well as in Ontario, but also in the selection of its loans within 
such districts, both in regard to the security offered and the character of the 
borrower.

You will be pleased to learn from our statements that, notwithstanding 
the tightness of the money market, especially during the latter half of the 
year, we have, owing to the extended sources of money supply available to 
the Corporation, been in a position to negotiate new mortgage loans to the 
extent of $5,858,548.83, representing, after the deduction of repayments on 
matured loans, a net increase during the year in mortgage investments of 
$2,521,586.94.

In dealing with the investments made by the Corporation, I wish to 
draw your attention tos what is called our Guaranteed Plan of Investment. 
This is a department of work entirely separate from our Estates business.
Y Am will observe from the statements that the Corporation has now in its 
hands guaranteed funds to the extent of $8,785,687.87, which have been en­
trusted to it by companies, institutions and individuals for investment under 
a guarantee from the Corporation that it will return the fund intact at the 
end of the investment period, together with a fixed net rate of interest per 
annum, payable half yearly. Practically all of these moneys (with the ex­
ception of some special funds which we received for investment in municipal 
debentures) are invested in first mortgages on improved real estate coming 
within the terms of the Trustee Investment Act.

These Guaranteed Accounts are each kept distinctly separate in the 
books of the Corporation, and to each is specifically allocated a mortgage 
or mortgages earmarked as the property of the investor, which, with the 
Corporation’s guarantee, makes it a particularly attractive form of invest­
ment. It is not only an eminently safe investment for the guaranteed in- 
Nestor, but it is also a peculiarly safe class of business for the Trust Company, 
as the risk of loss to the Trust Company In connection with its guarantee to 
the investor is, owing to the class of investments taken and the system of 
allocation, reduced to a minimum.

This is a class of work that should be developed, for, while it is a safe 
business for the Corporation, and attractive to small as well as large in­
vestors in Canada, the United States and also Great Britain who have not 
the facilities for making loans or looking after their investments, it is at the 
same time of immense value to the development of our Canadian 
interests. These funds; gathered from many quarters by a TFU 
having a proper loaning organization and other necessary equipment, should 
help materially in supplying the needs of the farming community, particu­
larly throughout our western Provinces. Sir George Paish, in one of his 
recent addresses, pointed out that Canada, in the completion this year of 
the transcontinental systems of the Grand Trunk Pacific and the Canadian 
Northern, would no doubt zreach the end of what might be called its great 
railway expansion period, and in the immediate future should, as far as 
possible, give its attention to the development of the Dominion’s agriculturàl 
resources. In order that this may be done the -Trust and Loan Companies 
should, in my opinion, be encouraged by our Governments in the acquirement 
of funds along the lines I have indicated, to the end that the farmer may 
obtain on mortgage account, at reasonable rates of interest, whatever funds 
may be necessary to enable him to properly carry on his agricultural pursuits.

Turning now to our Trust Estates business, let me say that the confi­
dence of the public which we are enjoying is not alone evidenced by the very 
large increase in the volume of the assets under our control, as shown by 
the Assets Statement, but also by the increasing number of Wills that are 
being filed with the Corporation, in which we are named as Executor and 
Trustee.
