Inan Impetuous Assault Captured Three

Lines of German

Trenches, 12 Mach-

ine Guns and More Than 500 Prison-

ers

Paris, July 22.—French colonial
troops played a conspicuous part in
the latest offensive along the River
Somme. Immediately before the ac-
tion, Lieut.-Col. L , told his men
they would have to measure arms
with a powerful and well-armed ene-
my, but, he said, “I have seen you
at work and know I can count on
you. Good luck. Forward.”

I‘{ot long afterwards, his men, in
an impetuous assault, captured three
lines of German trenches, twelve

mgchine guns and more than 500
prisoners.

! Another exploit took place near
Estrees. An infantry column encoun-
tered a subterranean fort strongly
defended by a machine gun section.
Led by its chief, it attacked the
work with such ferocity that the
machine gunners were surrounded
and put out of action without being
able to give the slightest resistance.

Only one Frenchman was wounded
during the assault.

Not far from Belloy-en-Banterre,
near the Amiens-Peronne road, _an
officer of the colonial troops was
wounded in the head by a ball from
a machine gun. Almost blinded " by
blood, he turned toward his men and
said simply: i

“Avenge me.” With these words,
his troops went at their adversaries
with the bayonet, and the result of
their work, says an eye witness, was
horrible.

Among the prisonJrs taken in the
vicinity of the Somme were Wurtt-
embergers, Saxons, Bavarians and
Prussians. For the most part, they
were very young, averaging 17 to 20
yvears. The captives included an en-
tire company of a regiment .which
took an active part in the capture of
Fort Vaux. One of the prisoners ad-
mitted his regiment had been
brought hastily from Verdun on July
12 and put immediately in the first
line to replace Bavarian landsturn
troops.

USE CARE IN STARTING
Most all of us have gone along
the street at some time or other, and
heard a motor churn and churn un-

This is one of the most frequent
causes of storage battery trouble, ac-
cording to a service representative of

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BRITISH DRIVE GERMANS FROM
EDGE OF FOREAUX

AL BT THE

All Ground Gained

Thursday Held Against Desperate
Efforts of the Germans to Regain it,
While Hun Losses are Tremendous

London, July 22.—Despite the fact,
that the Germans are attempting to!
develop a strong counter-offensive
against the new front won by the
Tranco-British troops in Picardy,
Gen. Haig’s forces have further in-‘
creased their gains, carrying the;
ereater part of the strongly fortified
[ oureaux wood, north of the Bazen-
tin-Longueval line. The Germans
to-night are delivering desperate at-
tacks against‘the ground won in the
forest. Practieally all the ground
won yesterday by the British and
Trench has been held.

A despatch to-night to The Times
from the front says that the British
told all but the edges of the north-
¢1n part of the Foureaux wood.

The latest encounters have been al-
most entirely of a local nature. Gen-
c¢1al Haig wires to-night. His after-
rnoon report has told of strong fight-
ing around the Leipzig salient and
the Bazentin-Longueval line.

That the German losses in the last
faw days of fighting have been ter-
rible in indicated by to-night’s state-
ment. Thirteen battalions of Ger-
mans attacked on a 200-yard front
in the Delville wood on Tuesday, it
:g stated, in the face of a terrible
DLritish machine gunfire.

«The enemy’s losses Were corres-
rondingly great,’”’ says Gen, Haig.

The Germans are now employing
boys of from 17 to 20 years in their
main operations, according to dis-
patches from Paris. A number of

these youths are among the prisoners
taken in the Somme fighting. They

in Great Attack of

include a force which had been re-
moved from the Fort Vaux sector of
the Verdun front, despite German
denials that men have been taken
from that region to withstand the al-
red offensive.

The French gains in the new at-
tacks on the Somme have aroused
creat joy in Paris, the dispatches add.
They have served to increase confi-
dence that the results will be great.

Germany’s official statement issued
to-day claims that the attack of the
British and French on Thursday was
intended to be the main blow of the
:llies and that it failed. The state-
ment describes in detail the carefully
prepored effors of the allies, the at-
tacks they made, and makes the de-
finite statoment that the drive has
ctumpled up. The statement adds
that 200,000 men were employed by
the allies.

Military  critics here declare the
German claim is absolutely untrue
and intended only to allay the fast
srowing fears of the German people.
The plan of the allies does not con-
template a decisive blow at this time,
hut rather a gradual wearing down
cf the enemy’s defensive.

The German statement records for
the first time a drive by the British
cn Wednesday at Fromelles, north
of La Basse. After intense gunfire
they drove forward on a front of two
miles. The attack, Berlin says, was
Leaten back by a Bavarian division
and the British retired, leaving 2,000
dead on the field. The Germans
claim they took nearly 500 prisoners.

Descandant of Joan of Arc

A descendant of Joan d’Arc has
just died in Paris from wounds re-
ceived at the front. The party in
question, Col. Georges Renaudeau
d’Are, was a veteran of the war of
1870, and when the present war com-
menced, insisted on getting into ac-
tion, although he was far past the
military age. A short time ago he
was wounded and has now succumb-
ed to his injuries. He was a direct
lineal descendant from the eldest
brother of the famous Maid of Or-
leans. :

Sir Edward Gray has accepted a
peerage, but no additional honors a
grateful King and country can con-
fer upon him will add to his dlready
enyiable reputation. Next to Premier
Asquith, Sir Edward Grey, the Brit-
ish Foreign Minister, has borne the
heaviest burden of the war, and per-
haps more than any other English-
man has aroused the hate of the Ger-
mans. This is only natural as it was
he who opposed their efforts to ride
roughshod over Belgium and France.
Grey is one of the world’s greatest
diplomats and has held the position
of Foreign Secretary for eleven years,
an unusually long period. He is but
little over fifty years of age, but has
been in parliament for thirty years.
He comes of an old English family
and is essentially democratic al-
though his reserve and silence con-
vey the impression that he is an aris-
tocrat of the first order. ¢

Well Known Business Man

Mr. W. K. George, who is one of
the Government’s appointees on the
Canadian- Northern Board, is one
of Canada’s best known business
men. He is president of the Stand-
ard Silver Company, of the Canada
Bond Corporation, of the- London
and Lake Erie Transportation Com-
pany, vice-president of the Sterling
Bank, director of the Title and Trust
Company, North American Life As-
surance Company and Abitibi Power
and Paper Company. Mr. George is
also an ex-president of the Canadian
Manufacturers’ Association, and of
the Canadian National Exhibition,
and a Governor of the University of
Toronto. He was born in Kingston ‘n
1861, a son of the late Rev. James
George, prineipal of Queen’s Univer-
sity of Toronto. He is regarded as
one of the most efficient busines men
in the country.

Admiral Sir David Beatty comes in
for the bulk 6f the praise given by
Sir John Jellicoe in his report on the
North Sea fight. Those who have fol-
lowed Beatty’s career expected that
he vyould give a good account of him-
self. This is the third time in the
present war that he has hammered
the Germans. Away back in August,
1914, he attacked and sank fouar
German warships off Heligoland;
then in January he chased a German
raiding squadron home and sank the
' Blucher. His strategy, courage, skiil
and seamanship are praised by Jelli-
coe in his latest report. Beatty is but
little over forty-four years of age,
but has seen a lot of hard fighting
in his time. In Egypt he won the
praise of Kitchener by getting gun-
boats over almost impossible cata-
racts and then bombarding Dongola.
At Tien Tsin, in China, he was twice
wounded while leading his bluejack-
ets in the capture of two guns. Sir
David was made an admiral at 38,
being the youngest British command-
er and the younger vice-admiral ‘n
the records of the British Navy, the
great Nelson himself being a year
older than Beatty when he became
vice-admiral. He was knighted about
two years ago. He is a handsome,

Beattyy is married to a daughter of
the late Marshall Field of Chicago.
She has given her private yacht to
the British Admiralty to be used as
a hospital ship, and has been most
active in Red Cross work.

Lesson IV.—Third Quarter, For
July 23, 1916.

——

THE INTERNATIONAL SERIES.

Text of the Lesson, Acts xviii, 1-22.
Memory Verses, 9, 10—Golden Text,
Acts xviii, 9—Commentary Prepared
by Rev. D. M. Stearns.

I do not know ‘that we can tell how
long Paul remained at Athens, but he
gave a faithful testimony, and some
belieyed (chapter xvii, 34). The mes-
senger of the Lord is apt to be dis-
couraged if he finds opposition to his
message and seemingly few, if any,
believing, or if after a faithful testi-
mony there is neither a “thank you”
nor a word of appreciation. It is true
that we must never speak to please
people nor covet their approval, but
most of us are so awfully human that
a word of gratitude from one who has
been helped by the message is very
cheering (I Thess. ii, 4; IT Tim, ii, 15).
The devil will be sure to tell you that
you have accomplished nothing and
had better seek some other occupation,
and messengers have been known to
heed his suggestion. I am thankful
that some one said to me many years
ago, as I wondered if any good was
being done: “Do you recollect that
when the devil sowed his tares he
went his way, for he was sure that
they would grow? And you do not
seem to think that the Word of God
is as good seed as the devil's tares.”
That helped me greatly, and since
then I have gone my way after a serv-
ice, saying: ‘“Thank God; that will
work; it will surely accomplish His
pleasure” (Isa. lv, 11; Jer. 4, 12, R. Vo).

Leaving Athens, Paul went to
Corinth, a wicked, worldly, commercial
center, notorious for its immorality,
and the first thing we read of him is,
not that he preached, but that he
found employment with some who
were of the same craft with himself—
that of tent making—and he abode
with them (verses 1-3). He would rath-
er work at his trade and thus earn his
living than be a burden to any one.
He afterward wrote to this people, ask-
ing them to forgive him if he had
wronged them by not being & burden
to them (II Cor. xii, 13-16). It does
sound a little like sarcasm. The Lord
Jesus Himself was known as the car-
penter (Mark vi, 3) and no doubt help-
ed to make a living for the family till
He began His public ministry.

When the Sabbath days came round
Paul was ready to testify to the Jews
in the synagogue that Jesus was the
Christ, their Messiah (verses 4, b5 and
margin). Silas and Timothy, whom
he had left at Berea and for whom he
had sent from Athens that they might
come to him, reached him here at
Corinth (xvii, 14, 15). The phrase
“pressed in spirit” (verse 5) is trans-
lated in the R. V. “constrained by
the Word.” Weymouth says Paul was
preaching fervently. We think of
Jeremiah, who, when he was derided
and reproached, was tempted to stop
speaking the Word. of the Lord, but it
was such a burning fire within him
that he had to speak (Jer. xx, 7-9). We
think also of Elihu, who said that he
was so constrained by the spirit within
him that he was like a bottle of wine
ready to burst and he had to speak
that he might be refreshed (Job. xxxii,
18-20).

When the Jews opposed Paul and
blasphemed he turned from them to
the gentiles and found an open door
in a house close by the synagogue, OwWn-
ed by a man named Justus, who wor-
shiped God (verses 6, 7). When God
wants His message proclaimed He will
provide a place. I held a class in one
town where all the churches were clos-
ed against me for the truth’s sake, but
a hotel proprietor invited us to meet
in his parlors, and so we continued.
Paul said concernming ome place, “A
great door and effectual is opened unto
me, and there are many adversaries”
(@ Cor. xvi, 9), Notwithstanding the
opposition at Corinth there was much
encouragement, for the chief ruler of
the synagogue and all his house believ-
ed and also many of the Corinthians
(verse 8). No doubt it was, as always,
because of the manifest work of the
Holy Spirit that the devil stirred up
such opposition. How Paul must have
been strengthened to continue by that
most gracious visit of the Lord Jesus
Himself, who came to him in the night
and “Be not afraid, but speak,
and hold n y peace, for I am with
thee, and no man shall set on thee to
hurt thee, for I have much people in
this city” (verses 9, 10). The day that
the Lord appeared to him on the way
to Damascus He said, “I have appear-
ed unto thee, and I will appear unto
thee” ‘(chapter xxvi, 16), and this was
one of those other appearings to him.
We have His completed word and
can hear Him speak to us at any time
if only we have ears to hear, for He
is the same Lord who revealed Him-
self to Samuel by His word (I Sam.
i1, 21), and He loves to do it still. Be-
ing thus strengthened, he continued at
Corinth a year and six months, teach-
ing the word of God among them (verse
11). In due time he sailed thence, tak-
ing Priscilla and Aquila, and, leaving
them at Ephesus, he went on to Cae-
garea and Jerusalem and Antioch and
thus completed his second missionary
journey (verses 18-22). We would like
to know where he left Timothy and
what became of Silas, but we shall
meet Timothy again, and we can wait
to know a lot of things. It seemed to
Paul that he must be in Jerusalem in
the near future, but note his “if God
will” and see Jas. 1v, 18 - ropafer

LL0YD GEORGE

Difficulties Arise Because
of Pecular Relations
of Britain to India

By Special Wire to the Courier,

London, July 22.—David Lloyd
George, secretary for war, in the
House of Commons gave a long ex-
rlanation of the Mesopotamian diffi-
culties, which, he said, had arisen
largely through the peculiar relations
existing between the government in
India and the home authorities. Thus
he stated, while Sir William R. Rob-
ertson, chief of the Imperi-" staff,
directed the military operatinais, the
Indian Government supplied the for-
ces and the commander-in-chief in
India was responsible for the sup
rlies. Every requisition made on'the
war office for aid for thé sick and
wounded and for transport had been
honored, the secretary asserted.

A new arrangement had been
made with the Indian Government,
Mr. Lloyd-George said, by which In-
dia would remain the main base of
the forces, which would continue to
be administered by the commander-
in-chief and by which in India, the
latter would now receive instructions
form, and be responsible to the Army
Council in regard to matters of per-
sonnel and supplies, and would be as-
gisted by such officers as the army

‘x r[: are all fairly agreed that the
pleasantest light is not the direct
glare of gas, oil lamp pr electric
bulb over our cyes, but what {s called
the ‘“indirect’” or “semi-indirect” light-
ing system.

The “indirect lighting’ is the system
whereby the. clectric bulbs are kept in
an inverted opagque bowl, and as the
direct rays of the bulbs are thus thrown
upward there is no glare on the eyes,
but the light is gently suffused about
the room from above.

The *“‘semi-indirect’ system of lighting
is somewhat similar, except that the in-
verted bow] is not so opaque, but per-
mits some light to be reflected down-
ward,

The most common types
bowls used for this purpose are the
white composition glass familiar to us

all. But there are some novel ideas in
these bowls which are especially adapt-
ed to the home and which may find more
favor with the homemaker than even

How to Treat a “Famt”

Dr. George W. Crile of Cleveland h
of the anatomy, when such
glands are let loose, can and should be
blocked by means of some drug such as
novocaine injected into the nerves, which
lead away from the point cut. Dr. Crile
peints out that an unconscious person or
one under an anaesthetic, rcceives
enough sensations to shock him unless
in addition to the gas, the ether or the

chloroform, the sensory nerves near the
skin and field of operation are blocked
with some local hydrochloride, or a one-
to-four-hundred weak solution of novo-
caine.

.This is all eminently sane as a means
to prevent sensory shock, but other
measures are to be. applied to. guard
against the shock of hemorrhages, of
poisons and of the emotions. When there
is certainty that the shock arises from
an overflow of feeling, the open spigots
of the glands, or of some poison present;
the treatment demands the prompt in-
jection of some antagonistic gland or
antidote of the poison. If the adrenat
glands are ineffective, dried suprarenal
1f the
source of shock lies in the poisons made
by burned skin and fieshy injections of
salt solution, coffee and epinephrin are
to beé tried.

The first principle in the treatment of

at once to catch up the bleeding point,
however remote it may be. Meanwhile
the injection of blood serum, the trans-
fusion of blood from- the well, the in-
jections of pituitary gland, and perhaps
the use of gelatine and water at blood
heat will help to clot the blood and
thus indirectly check the hemorrhage if
the leak is from a small opening.

When a woman faints ‘really and
truly” relief is quickly to be had by
lowering the head and elevating tbe feet.
Sunlight, cold, fresh air.and ice water
do the rest. These restore the balance
so that the blood is evenly distributed
over the body. Interference with the
central exchange between the senses and
the flesh, to Wwit, the brain and nerves,
causes a faint. This may be due to the
withdrawal of almost all the blood into
the lower regions, or, as in a hysterical
faint, from overwhelming these midways
and mediators of reality and memory by
excess of certain poisons or glandular
substances. The treatment is thus evi-
dent, namely, to cause a return immedi-
ately to the narmal equilibrium.
