THE GREAT COAL STRIKE

A London (Eng.) despatch of Feb,
says: The twenty-fifth dav of the
national coal strike ends with nearly
3,000,000 workers idle many thousands
dependent upon charity to keep them
from starvation, every manufacturing
indus‘ry in the land undergoing a
throttliag, aud a settlement apparently
as remote as ever. It is practically
eertain that if a settlement is not
reached by the end of this week all the
passenger trains on every branch line
in the United Kiogdom will be sus-
pended. The nations of the world
are alreadv feeling the effects of the
strike. Canada is largely depcndent on
the United States for its coal supply
and dealers evervwhere ace firding it
increasingly difficult to have orders
filled. Failing a settlement of the
strike, it is probable that many
wmanufactories in this country will have
to close down.

The department
hes issued a circular ot instructions !
1in which it is stated that it is the in- |

Lime corrects-acid in the soil, dbreaks
dow'n organic compound-} and liberates
plant food already in the soil. Where
heavy areen crops are turned under, lime
is a very valuable product.

Young pigs will learn to eat several
weeks hefore they are weaned. Provide
a trough for them and the sow so that
they can eat slops with her. Feel all a
rather rich slo pso that the pige will
be on heavy feed with good digestion
when they are weaned. The early good
start makes a good hog.

" GUELPH BLIND PIG.
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GERMAN REPLY

Bills for a Bigger Army and
a Bigger Navy"

More Men on Russian and
French Froniiers.

Berlin, March 25.—Germany’s apswer
to the recent speech of Winston
Churchill, First Lord of the British Ad-
miralty, is given to-day by the submis-
sion to the Federal Courncil of the new
army and navy biils in an unaltered
state. The detalls of the measures, ac-
cording to the Nord Deutche Algemaine
Zeitung, provide for two additional army
corps in the Prussian army and for min-
or increases in the Bavarian and Saxon
armies.

Tie naval bill calls for an extra bat-
tle squadren for which three additional
battieships and two cruisers are to be
constructed before 1920, The egtimated
additional annual cost is $24,250.000, in
1912; $31,750,000, in 1913, and $28,500,-
000 vearly after that.

The army reforms which include the
creation of two field artillery regiments,
one Saxon cavalry regiment, one Prus-
sian infantry regiment and fourteen ad-
ditional third battalions te bring up
the strenth of all regiments from two to
three battalions, and the introduction
of mackine gun companies in every exist-
ing infantry regiment will inerease the
peace footinz of the army by 29,000 men,
excluding officers, non-commissioned of-
ficers and other details.

The pay of the men is also to be in-
creased. New corps are to be stationed
on the French and Russian froatiers.

The naval bill increases the personnel
of the navy by 75 officers and 1.600 men
annually, until 1920, over and above the
increases provided for in the existing
naval law.

Many of Tkeir Families Fed
by Charity.

The bill which the Government intro-
duced into Pariament to put a stop to
one of the greetest calamities that has
ever overtaken this country. and which
was read a second time in the House of
Commons last night, still has to rum
the gauntlet of the committee stage. It
is expected kere that the miners’ repre-
sentatives in Parliament will endeavor
to secure the aceeptanes of amendments
insuring the fixing of minimum rates of
wages. It is now menerally believed,
however. that they will mot insist upem
the imsertioz im the amendment of the
scheduie drawn up by the Miners” Fed-
eration, but that they will be satisfied
with the rates of five shillings and two
shillings per day (3225 and 50 eents) for
men znd boys, respeetively. It is ques-
tionable whather the Government will
Le abie to grant even this lesser demand,
for many of their most stalwart sup-
porters, whko are manufseturers, stoutly
oppose it.

In case they fail to get what they
desire, the miners may refuse to returm
to work. and the Government will then
be faced with the necessity of taking
those —“other and different measures”™
foreshadowed in the speech delivered by
the Premier yesterday, and which are
believed to mean adequate protection
for those men desiring to returm to
worlk.

Some of the larger coal owners declare
that it will be impossible to work their
pits if the minimum rates of wages are
granted.

In the meantime, starvation stares the
industrial pepulation of the country in
the face. The funds of the trades um-
joms are runming low and in some places
this weeks payment of out of work
benefit will be the last. Men who us-
ually earn good wages and who are
gererally quite independent of outside
aseistanee, are now scrambling for
Lread for themselves and their families.

At Burslem, in Staffordshire, in the
centre of the potteries district, 40,000
meals haye been served by the Viear of
the Parish in the iast eleven days, for
which @ smail charge has been made.
Now the people of the district are um-
abie to beir the burden of paying evea
a penry ior the meal and are compelled
to fall buck on eharity.
