A VIBIT TO THE POORS' ABYLUM.

‘Mg Epiton,—A brief skeich of our
poors’ asylom as seen by your corres,
p‘dﬁn?duhq o recent visit with a
friend may iuterest your readers,

Thbe institution is under the manage-
mant of My Dow who fo: the pasy
twenty years has held the porition of en-
gineer but has recently been appointed
superintendent. Without donbt he is
ths iigbi men for the position. We
were much indebted to him for his kind-
ness in 50 fully explaining (he manage-
ment of the vavious departments. The
institution at present cares for upwardg
of 300 poor and infirm people. About
200 of these ure classed as “harmless in:
sane,” who, baving spent a term at the
Mount Hope Iasane asylum, and, bein,
found incurable, are sent here if unable
to pay for their board at the sbove in.
stitution. 'This rule however only ap-
plies to the insane of Halifex county, as
each county- is supposed to care for its
own ineane, The poors’ asylum is a
large three storied building with dormi
tories ; also basement, The spartments
of the superintendent, sud the offices oc-
cupy the centre of the building ; the
western wing being set apart for the men,
the ‘eastern for the women. Passing
from the main entrance iuto the eastern
witlig we fnd n the fist Hoor all the
barmless ivsane female inmates ; on the
next flat the very old and infirm, and on
the third flat the younger women. In
the western wing the male inmates are
disposed of in the seme miarner. A large
enclosure in the rear is accessible 1o the
insane folk who may choose to walk out ;
while at the front of the building are bal
copies for the sane inmates who are too
feebls to ge out about the gronnde,

The infirm and insane are wpjorently
well eared for, while those who are able
are required to do the work of the insti-
tution,
