Somewhere in France,
Dec. 13th, 1915,

My Dear Mother:—Your ever so
welcome letter came a few days ago,
also the parcels.

For a start we had to go out and
get barbed wire and -carry it to th:

As Idid a sniper saw
me and fired. The bullet just missed
me aud the cfficer warned me to be
more careful.
