AN AMERICAN PLEA FOR RECI-

Ar the opening of Parliament two
months hence the Dominion Govern-

Our manufacturing industries have
been stimulated and extended. Con-
fidence has been restored and trade
placed on a sound footing. Employ-
ment has been given to a larger number
of hands than at any period during the
Reform Administration of public affairs.
Even the lamber business which,
according to the predictions of
the Oppesition, was to be wiped out
of existence by reason of taxes
levied om supplies, has materially
improved, and hope has been restored
in the Ottawa and kindred districts after
a long period of waiting and watching.

There is,
nevertheless; good reason to expect that
our exports will show no diminution,
provided attention is bestowed on im-
provements.  Practically, our export
trade is at present confined to a single
variety — Cheshire — although Stiltons,
equal to any produced in English dairies,
are made in Guel The Dominion
Grange might profitably consider how the
industry canbe advanced and trade open-
ed up in new branches. The export butter
trade would also prove a fruitful theme
for*inquiry, and practical suggestions as
to the methods by which the Canadian
article could be placed on the English
markets in good conditin, would be
favourably received by the whole agri-
cultyral community. While our“exports
are merely memin&l, and those of the
United States only reach four per cent.
of the whole prod’ﬁction, Denmark ex-
ports fifty per cent., or thirty million
pounds. The English trade cannot, how-
ever, be obtained by our dairymen
unless they produce butter in large
quantities and of uniformly good quality,
as it will have to compete with that
raised 'in continental districts which
possess Government schools wherein a
scientific and practical training is ob-
tained by dairy-workers.

BRITISH ARMS IN AFGHANIS-
TAN.
Tae British army in Afghanistan, as
reported by our special cablegrams, oecu-
pies a critical position. Snow has
closed the passes, and the different
columns have gone into winter quarters.
Their isolation in a country difficult at
all times to traverse and almost impass-
able except in summer, constitutes in
itself a dangerous factor. The hostility
of the hill tribes who number
one - hundred thousand men is
another element of danger. The lack
of concentrated meat rations, after the
manner of the German sausage, and the
Inefficiency of the commissariat, are ad-
ditional drawbacks. Fortunately there

are some encouriglng €ircumstances
which may be set against these &iz:
advantages. The military force is small
but remarkably efficient ; while the of-
ficers have displayed good gemeralship
the men have manifested courage and
endurance. Cabul is in telegraphic com-
munication with Calcutta and land.
The Indian and Imperial authorities are
thus kept fully informed regarding the
military situation, and we were enabled
to publish on Saturday a despatch sent
from the Afghan capital on the
previous day, containing a full accotnt
of recent military operations. The
railway communication from India
extends to within a eomparatively short
distance of strategic points, and men
and provisions can be sent to the
front

Afghans withstood a vigor-’
ous attack. But if the latest reports are
not overcoloured, the ememy, in a re-
cent ment, were well armed with
Snider rifles, and made a stubborn re-
sistance to Hindo- British infantry,
cavalry and artillery. The insurgents
are massing in well-equipped bodies in
the vicinity of Cabul, and skilled gen-
eralship and the utilization to the full of
all their advantages will be essential to
prevent defeat which might terminate
in the annihilation of another British
army in Afghan defiles.

Travellers tell us that the recollection
of the destruction of this force lingers in
the minds of the insurgents, among
whom itis a common boast that they
have beaten the conquerors of India.
To this fact may be attributed the pre-
sent activity of the tribes, who are en-
couraged by Russian agents. But we,
too, cannot forget ¢hat recent events
bear a striking resemblance to those of
forty years ago. The first occupation
of A.fy hanistan was accomplished in
a single brilliant campaign, Cabul and
Candahar being easily captured. From
parsimonious motives the force hovlﬂ
the country and supporting the !
sovereign, whom the British Govern-
ment had set up, was reduced almost to
skeleton proportions. A rising at Cabul
ensued, when Sir ArLexanpEr Burnes
and other officers were murdered, and
a portion * of the British forces
was subsequently routed and practically

ihi A second campaign laid
the whole country at our feet. The
question then arose as to what should.
be the future relations of the Indian
Government to Afghanistan, since the
plan of ing the territory in the
name of SEAE SoosAH had failed. The
answer was the abandonment of Afghan-
istan by Lord ELLENBOROUGH, then Gov-
erno: of India. We haye again
conquered the country in a #hilitary
promenade. YAxKoO0B was placed
on the throne as Britain's puppet. He
failed, having acted the part of a
treacherous coward. A rising, similar
to that of 1841, was instigated by the
Khan. M. CavieNarr and others were
murdered, and a renewal of military
operations was rendered nec . The
Afghan ruler was thereupon deposed,
and the subject of the future govern-
ment of the territory is once more a
crucial issue. A British army is again
shut in by winter, the most powerful
ally of the inhabitants, and the
safety of the force is threatened
by the insuvgents and. hill tribes,
the latter of whom alternately favour
the Afghan and British cause. A double
disaster to British arms and prestige can
be avertéd only by the heroism of the
troops and the emergy of the Imperial
Government. The different corps have
hitherto fully maintained British reputa-
tion, and the activity of the Indian
authorities has been most praiseworthy.
There is satisfaction, moreover, in the
determination of the Imperial Govern-
ment not to follow Lord ELLENBOROUGE'S
weak-kneed policy, but to assume control
over the destinies of Afghanistan and
establish British power within its bord-
ers. Forthcoming events in that quarter
of the Empire will be eagerly watched,
and news of -the gravest moment to Im-
perial interests may be daily expected.

Some
experiments have lately been made in
Fraunce, and the report is, that the milk is
more in quantity and richer in cream, and
that the butter globules are more numer-
ous. They state that cows will give from
two to three quarts more per day, milked
thrice than twice per ddy. Milking three
times per day has been practiced in this
country only when the cow yielded so
largely that the udder ceuld not properly
contain the secretions of twelve hours. It
is well worthy of careful experinients to
determine what effect it may have upon
cows that yicld only moderate quantities
of milk. We have tested it in a compara-
tive way upon cows that gave but a small
quantity of milk in winter, omce per day ;
and then in early spring, on milking twice
per day, found an almiost immediate in-
crease, without any other apparent
cause, the feed being the same, It re-
quires accurate experiments before any-
thing can be definitely asserted on the
question.

year. The total supply during the previous week,
ending on the 6th inst. seems to have been from 82,.
000 to 110,000 quarters in excess of the usual
weoekly consumption ; and there seems no reason to
expect any early decrease in receipts. The amount
of wheat and Sour in transit on the Lith inst., was
equal to 2,300,000 quarters, against 2,286,000 on
the 27th uit., and 1,612,000 quarters at the corre-
sponding date last year. The approximate quantity
of grain on passage for the United Kingdom for or-
ders, expected to arrive during the four weeks from
Nov. 27 to Dec. 25, is :—Wheat, 370,000 quarters,
cemprising 35,000 quarters from the Danube and
Black Sea ; 204,000 quarters from Atlantic ports;
97,000 qéarters from Oalifornis, and 75,000 quar-
ters from Ohili and Australia, slong with 126,000
quarters of corn, all from American Atlantic ports.
Continental advices by mail ttate that in France
during the last week of November the demand was
inactive, and quite of a local consumptive character,
but “prices varied but little. Inferior lots were only
saleable at rather less money, but good samples
fully maintained former values, and even in some
i » slight ad The analysis of the trade
in the preceding week showed & rise in 19, and a de-
cline in 10, out of 84 markets from whence reports
had been received. Flour supported the previous
week’s q ti and rye r d firm, while
ocats were held for more monmey, as winter
wonld put a stop to the imports from the
Baltic. Maise was held firmly, as the French
crops had mot yielded well. Imports of wheat
were large ; the total to hand at Marseilles, Bor-
deaux, Nantes, Havre, Rouen and Dunkirk,
amounted to 218,000 grs, against 124,000 grs in the
previous week. In the northern ports a firm tone
marked the course of the wheat trade, and at Havre
higher rates were asked for red winter, 568 9d to
578 6d per 480 Ibs being fhe latelt quotation. At
Marseilles, however, the trade was dull for foreign
wheat, but hold. d to red their limits.
In Germany frosty weather prevailed, but inland
Davigation was uninterrupted. The aspect of the
growing crope was considered favourable. At Ber-
Iin whead rose 2 marks early in the week, but the
trade subsequently relapsed into dullness, and the
advanee was iost. Rye, of which supplies were
small, and likely to continue so on account of the
frost, were in very active request, although quota-
tions were 1] marks higher for the distaat periods.
At Hamburg wheat ruled quiet but firm, as stocks
and supplies were alike small. There was,
however, secarcely any outward movement,
a8 prices were too high to admit of ex-
portation. Fine new red Holstein wheat was
quoted at 529 to 53s, fine mixed white Holstein
548 to 55e, and choice Rostock and Saale 56¢ to 50s
per 504 1b free on board. The supplies of barley
were light, and stocks on spot rapidly diminishing,
owing to the purchases which were taking place for
Eoglish account. At Danzig the westher was
wintry. Navigation on the Vistula was closed, but
the port wag still free of ice. The supply of wheat
was small, and in consequence holders raised their
pretensions. Though foreign markets were quiet,
the tone was firm, and even at ruling high prices
several transactions could be brought about. At
Vienna wheat remained quiet, but forward de-
liveries showed some animation. Pesth was almost
unchanged. Shipments from Russia were being
rapidly pushed forward in anticipation of the closing
of navigation ; from the 2ud to the 18th ult.,  fleet
of 194 grain laden vesseis pagsed the Dardanelles,110
being destined for Marseilles, and only 12 for Eng-
land. Odesss seemed to be inclined to start ““a
corner ;" nearly all the stock, amouriting to 540,000
quarters, was held by s few strong firms, who were
looking for an advance.
