In my opinion, Canada cannot af-
ford to be without a definite and
forward immigration policy much
longer._ While it is urged that the
depression both in agriculture and
in general industry h consequent
unemployment during the past win-
Agr 13 a reason why active immigra-
tion measurés should not be taken,
it must not be forgotten that there
are types of immigrants that can
be readily obtained and brought to
Canada without the possibility of
adding to the burdens of the coun-
try. The immigration of young peo-
ple of British stock can be accom-
plished without affecting in any
material degree the existing situa-
tion respecting unemployment. The
i ration of d tic servants in
substantial numbers may reason-
ably be encouraged and the immi-

It must not be for-
golten that Canada's opportunities
eserve widespread recognition and
even if adequate machinery is now
begun to be set up, it will not be
until 1923 that the results of the
Government’s activities will be feit.
Unless we feel that the conditions
in this country will not be improved
for some considerable time to come
it would appear that the prelim
inary steps to obtain immigrants in
substantial numbers should be taken
without further delay. The Cana
dian Pacific for many years has
been the most active colonization
agency in Canada. Settlers to the
number of 54,000 havae been placed
upon its lands alone and the cost of
the company’s activities in land seu
§ng, irrigation and colonization since
incorporation has been extreme-
ly large, mamounting in the aggre
gate to approximately $68,000,000,
an amount in exc o e intal
espenditure of the Dominion Gov
ernment for immigration during
that period.

Relics of an Extinct Race.

Relics of an extinct Indian race are
heing uncovered on the Santa Ynez
river by a roed construction gang un-
der the direction of Ranger R. For-
sythe of the Santa Barbara national
forest. The discovery is at a point
two miles upstream from the foot of
the grade of #he San Marcos road on
the other side of the mountain,

One such relic brought in to Forest
Supervisor Thomas B. Sloan's office
was a matter of much speculation, It
appears to be a plece of blck soap-
stone in the shape of a cylindér about
1% Inches In diameter and four
fhches long, with a half-inch hole
the length of it. The relic is highly
polished, and when first excavated was
sald to be of a softness that permitted
scarring its surface. Exposure to the
air evidently had hardened It, how-
ever, In a few hours.

Forsythe sald two other relics sim-
ilar to this one have been uncovered,
and one of the bones of the forearm of
a man also has been found.—Santa
Barbara Press.
