the Soldier Settlement Act if he can
4B satisfy | the Ayricultural Qualification

(a} He has performed the required military
service;

(b) He is sincere in his intention to make
farming his permanent .accupation;

(c) He is physically capable and is fitted
3 in general to make a succes~ of the
farming business.

If he is otherwise gqualified;, but has not
had sufficient practical agricultural experience,
the Committee may recommend that he be
given agricultural training. A generous scale
" of allowances for soldiers in training has been
adopted.

. Training Centres For Soldier Settlers

The applicant who is recommended for instruction
in agriculture may first be sent to a Training Centre,
specially operated for the purpose, where he will learn,
by practical experience, how to handle and feed horses
and other live stock; milking; the operation of farm
machinery, ploughing, etc.; general farm building work;

farm blacksmithing; the different kinds of soil and rota-

tion of crops; the selection and judging of live stock and
the marketing of farm products. Short lectures on the
g ’ business management of a farm will be give=.

Keéep Potato Rot From Spreading;

When han‘eetmg potatoes,; more
especially in’ “damp seasons, it is es-
sential to pick theni'over and digcard
any specimens that are disedsed, par-

tion of rot. If this is not done, the
disease. is liable“to""spregd: thropugh
the whole mass during storage, If
wilt or dry Tot (Fusarium). or black
leg and wet rot (B. solanisaprus) or
late blight (Phytophthora infestans)
has been neticed in the growing erap,
it may bhe taken for granted that:a

percentage of the tubers will bg in-

i § fected. These diseases may he found

in all stages of development in the
tubers produced by an affected plant.
These are the diseases mokt able to
spread to a -greater. or less “egtent
through a pile or bag of stored tubers
if ‘dny of them are ‘affected at the
time they are stored away, Conse-
guently, the greatest care should bhe
taken when harvesting -a ¢érop that
has shown' diseases when growing in
the field.

These diseases show themselves on
the tubers, either -as a dry moldy
rot or a wet slimy ‘rot; or as hrown
or blackish discolorations. On some
tubers the diseased condition may be
fairly well advanced and conse-
quently easily mnoticed.  On other
tubers the disease may be of recent
development and not easily seen.

Where practicable it is desirable
to pick out all tubers in whieh the
digease is readily seen and then to
wash the remainder either.in a tub
of water or by turning a hosa on to
them.  This washing not* only :re-
moves any soil that may bé sticking
on, but it inténsifies the discolora-
tions produced by the diseage, and so
makes it a comparatively easy mat-
ter to pick out those tubers which
are only lightly affected. After wash-
ing, the undesirable specimeng should
bé  removed and the rémainder
thrown out in a thin layer to dry
before being stared . away.—Prof.
D. H. Jones,” Ontario Agricultural
College, Gusiph.
