The late Chief
Secretary is very anxions that they
should not be produced, so anxious that
be has absolutely ventured to misrepre-
sent a statement made by the Prime
Minister. He said the Prime Minister
had refused the depositions. The
Prime Minister had merely said it was
not usual to grant them, but he has
never absolutely shut the door against
their production (cheers from the Irish
members). Until the Prime Minister
does that I shall refuse to believe that
he will do s0 (renewed cheers). Now,
sir, we have a very strong case. Itis
admitted, I belicve, that had it not been
for the apprehension that so great and
good a man as Lord Spencer (laughter
from the Irish benches) might be found
to have made a mistake fatal to the life
one innocent fellow-creature, we
should not only have had the deposi-
tions produced, but would also have
had an inquiry similar to that which
followed in the case of Kilmartin—an
inquiry at first refused by the late
Chief Secretary, but afterwards granted
in his absence by the Secretary for
War, with the result that Kilmartin,
who was sentenced to penal servitude
for life, bad been released (cheers). I
must protest against the tone adopted
by the late Chief Secretary, who almost
led the House to understand that if the
Lord Lieatenant had made mistakes—
mistakes, be it remembered. involving
the lives of some persons and the
liberty of others—he, as Chief Secre-
tary, would feel consolation in the fact
that crime and outrage in Ireland had
heen put an end to, and that the
majesty of the law had been vindicated
(iromical cheers). That is our whole
contention. Officials in Ireland con-
sider it their highest duty by every
means legitimate or otherwise, to put
down crime and outrage, aud to uphold
the majesty of the law.

The Moon.
THE NOVEL WAY IN WHICH A
GERMAN ASTRONOMER PROVED IT

INHABITED.

At the Astronomical Observatory of
Borliu, a  discovery has lately
been made which, without doubt,
will cause the greatest semsation, mot
only among the adepts in science, but
even among the most learned. Pro-
fessor Blendwann, in that city, has
found beyond a doubt that our old
friend, the moon, is not a mere lantern
which kindly furnishes light for the
loving youth and gas compaaies of our
planet, but the abode of living, intelli-
gent beings, for which he is prepared
to furnish proofe most convincing.
This question has agnitated humanity
from time immemorial and has been
the object of the greatest interest. But
the opinions have always differed very
widely, and no two minds held one and
the same. Already in ancient times
the belief prevailed that the moon was
inbabited with some organized, intelli-
gent ln-m;fu. somewhat resembling man,
and in order to communicate with them
the carthly enthusiasts planted rows of
trees several miles in length so as to
form the figure of the Pythagorean
theorem. The celebrated astronomer,
Schroder, in the beginning of the
present century, fancied that he could
detect places oa the surface of the
moon, which periodically, grew lighter
and darker, and from this fuct he
derived the conclusion that the phe
nomenon was a proof of existing vege-
tation. Daring the last few decades,
bhowever, the idea of life on the moon
bas been held up to ridicule and totally
scorned by men of learning. Bat,
nevertheless, it has now been proved to
be eorrect. By accident Dr. Blead-
mann found that the obeervations of
the moon gave but very unsatisfactory
results, owing to the intensity of the
light power of the moon'¢ atmosphere,
which is so strong that it affects the
correctnees of the observations in a
very high degree. He then conceived
the idea to make the object glass of the
refractor less sensitive to the rays of
light, and for that parpose he darkened
it with the smoke of camphor. It took
months of experimenting before he
succeeded in finding the right degree
of obscurity of the glass, und wi
finally found he then, with the refractor,
took a very accurate photo of the
moon's surface. This be ina
sun microscope, which gave the picture
« diameter of fifty-five and a feet.
The revelation wns most startling. It
perfectly overturned all hitherto enter-
tained ideas of the moon’s surface.
