the imperial house. The historic
election of 1891 was approaching
and the leaders of the Liberal

platform, had resolved to go to
the country on what was known
as the policy of commercial union
with the United States. Future
historians will regard this as one
of the crises in Canada’s political
destiny. The Conservatives had
inauguated the national policy of
protection ; the United States had
attempted to crush us with its
fiscal exactions; Great Britain
seemed indifferent to our future;
we had spent great sums in de-
veloping our railways and canal
systems and, as Mr Blake said, we
had “a Northwest empty still.”
Canada was in the critical position
of a land corporation that has w
great block of real estate on which
it has spent large sums 1n laying
down streets and water mains and
other improvements, but the lot
purchasers do not arrive. Our
well populated neighbor to the
south of us was antagonistic to
the enterprise under British
auspices and the protective tariff.
Sir John Me¢Donald and the Con-
servative leaders had absolute
faith in the future of the country
but for the time being it cannot
be denied that things loocked blue.
Hon. Edward Blake, Sir Sichard
Cartwright and others of the lead-
ing men of the Liberal party
honestly did not share in the
optimism which characterized the
Conservative leaders. In this
crisis the Liberal party decided to
knock under to the United States
and to appeal to the less sanguine
element among the €anadian
people by going to the country
with the policy of commereial
union with the United States. The
Conservative leaders declared that
this policy would inevitably com-
mit the country to political union.

Then
came the crisis in Mr. Blake’s
political career. If he had had
the courage of his convictions and
taken a patriotic stand before the
people of Canada his political des-
tiny would eventually have placed
him in the position of prime min-
ister of Canada.

He resigned
the leadership of the Liberal
party but concealed his reasons
pending the outcome of the ap-

AN EXPENSIVE ENTERPRISE,

In a few weeks the Canadian branch
of the Royal Mint will be ready for
business. The building as complet-
ed with the grounds and the walls,
will bave cost close upon $400,000.
The equipment, furnishings and ma-
chinery will probably bring the bill to
considerably over half a million,
Four of the officers have already been
engaged. The Canadian master cf
the mint, Mr, Bonar, starts out with
a salary of $5,500, and the contract
provides for increases to $6 soo. Mr,
Cleve, the superintendent, is now
paid $3,500, but will later ‘receive
84 500. Two foremen have salaries
of $1,200 to start with and promise of
iocrease. These four cfficers will
thus draw some $12,500 a year, with
certain expeners additional.
PROSPECTIVE EARNINGS.
Now, it may sarprise the reader ‘o
koow that 12,600 a year is more than
the average amount paid by the Dom-.
inion for the manufactare of all its coins
silver and blonza during the last twelve
years. By arrangement with the
Royal Mint in England Canadian silver
coins are manufactored at 8 per cent, of
the face value. As the average quantity
obtained kas bpen about $200,000 & year
the cost of their service was $8,000.
During the last three years the quaatity
of silver coins has been much larger,
averaging about $6000,000 in conse-
quence of the exportation of United
States coins and the retorn to the Treas-
ary of worn money. But even {n these
years the average yearly outlay was
only $18,000, to which may be added
$1,000 or $2,000 a year for cents. At
most the average cost of coining the sil-
ver, bronze or nickel required in Cana-
da for many years to come would not
be more than $20,000 to $30,000—or
about twice as much as the Country
will pay in salaries to four officials of
the Mint. i
THE ANNUAL CHARGE.
The interest charge on the cost of
this Mint at the present rate, will be
$20,000 & year. Maintenance and re-
pairs, heat, light and motive power will
amount to s large sum, as those mat-
ters are managed in public buildings at
Ottawa,

There will be the usual large army of
secretaries, stenographers, clerke, por-
ters, and doorkeepers. Altogether the
annual cbharge, without the sinking, .
fond, will probably run over $100,000.
All for the performance of a service
which has heretofore cost the comntry
Iless than $10,000 = year.

EXPENSIVE BOOK KEEPERS

The Marine and Fisheries Depart-
ment is struggling with its bookkeeping
It bas a good many . high priced book
keepers and clerks but they seem .to
have got things into s bad jumble.
About & year ago the Minister engaged
Mr Kennaeth Falconer,, s professional
accountant, to supervise the work of
putting the books in shape. He. was
paid $40. a day for this service, and by
April of this year had received $3,671
though he had not nearly finished his
work. The Department sent to New
York for two other experts paying each
of them $75. a day. Still more expert
work was required snd Mr W. F. Ras-
sel was paid 850. a day for 40§ days, G,
K Fawcet $50. a day for 8 days, two
other gentimen §{$30 a day each for 70
days work, still two others at $25 a day
one at$20 a day and 10 at the rate of
$15 & day each. The total bills incarr-
ed in this bookkeeping school down to
Aprll of this year was $23,000 and the
Minister at that time stated that the
whole work woald cost $20,000 to $35,-
090. The Marine department is one out
of a large number and the Government
was not able to explain last session
whether the others were in any better
shape.
WORSE THAN BAD BOOKKEEPING.

The real trouble with the Marine De-
partment has not been 80 mauch in
keeping the bookas straight as in keep-
ing straight the traneactions of the De-
partment. It was not bad bookkeep-
ing that losded down the Arctic with
her groteaque Hudson Bay oautfit, and
supplied the Montcalm ice breaker with
thousands of dollars worth of table
silver and cut glass. The bookkeepers
knew better than to pay the American
middleman Merwin two or three times
the right price for ateam engines,
pumpe and other machinery made in
Canada. It is not ignorance or stupid -
ity that has’made the Marine Depart-
ment the hunting ground for plander-
ers of all sorts, and has swelled the ex-
panditare in ten years from a little over
one million to about five million dollars
The departmental books may be made
right, but something more than expert
accountants is required to keep out the

Iu the latter state the rail--
way partially surrendered, while in the
former the governor threatens to esll
out the state troops Lo enforce the local
law. Sach. violent proceedihgs, how-
ever, are likely to have no permanent
effect. The counrts will in the end

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Old Orchard Burned.

Beventeen summer hotels, sixty cot-
tages and a score of buildings occupied
by stores were burned last Thursday
night in a fire which swept the eastern
section of Old Orchard, Maine, along
the shore, causing a loss estimated st
balf & milliondollars  All the buildings
were of wooden covstruction and were
therefore of easy prey of the flames,
which spread with remsrkable swift-
nees, reducing to ashes a saction of half
& hundred acres within three hours.
The burned area extends from Old Or-
chard avenue ergtward between MiMi-
ken Street and the great houses and
private residences of this popular resort.
The fire started in the annex of the
Olympia House on Milliken Street, and
bad gained such headway when dis-
covered that the Old Orcbard fire depart-
ment, consisting only of a smasll steamer
and a hose wagon, manned by a volun-
teer forde, was unable to stay its pro-
gress. Faoned by a brisk southwest
wind, the fire commuuicated to a block
of wooden bumildings occupied as stores
slong the board walk bordering the
Boston and Maine railrosd tracks, and
thence across the tracks, devastating a
large district crowded with hotels,
boarding houses and cottages.

~ Aifl summoned from Portland, Bidde-
ford and Bacco arrived within an hour
after the start of the fire, but the fire-
men from those cities were hampered
for a time in rendering efficient aid by
difficnlties with their couplings, which
were not adapted to the Old Orchard
bydrants. It was not natil some build-
ings bad been blown up by dynamite
creating a gap in the path of the flames,
that the conflagration was blocked.
Shortly before midnight, however, tte
blaze wag declared.to> be under control.
The Boston and Maine railroad station
situated just at the west of the limit of
the burned ares, was damaged to some
extent, but was not completely burned.
The explosion of a soda tank in Hor-
gan’s drug stors on 0!d-Occhard avenue,
opposite the railroad station, cansed t e
instant death of ons man and serions
ivjuries to two others.
When the explosion occurred a crowd
of people stood ou the opposite side of
Old Orcbard avenne from the drag store
watching the fire. Mr. Morrill and
others were standing on a verands in
front of Parter's block. The force of the
explosion sent the tank agross the wide
street and info the crowd, decapitating
one man, while two others were thrown

Jobn F. Fitsgersld, of Boston, who was
passing siong Q!d Orchard avenue at the
time, had & narrow escape from injury.
He was slightly scratched by flying
fragments of s post which the tank
struck in its course, but was otherwise
unhart.
