Thicklv strewn near the grave of Macaulay 
are the relies of men whose names are still 
dear, and whose works adorn the liter­
ature of odr country. As a poet, not less 
then a brilliant essayist, Macaulay lias earned 
a place among the great men of the past and 
piescut, and in death the author of the ' Lays 
of Ancient Rome* and the ballad of the 'Span­
ish Armada,' wlll fiioo Thomas Campbell, who 
won a poet's fumy by the ‘Pleasures of Hope.'
A few feet from the grave of the ennobled 
poft of tbo nineteenth century stands the 
fine old piece of gothic scu'pture which marks 
the resting place of Chaucer, 'the father of 
English poetry.’ Just opposite to the tomb 
of Chaucer, 'the dey stiure’ ol English poetry 
i* I ho monument of "Faerie Spenser'—wild 
died, as H n Johnson telle us, 'for want, ol 
bread, refusing the 20 pieces sent him by mv 
Lard of Essex, as be was sorry he bad no time 
tespend them.'

Partly obliterated by the,hand of time, the 
tomb ol Spenser bears the Inscription, 'Here 
lice the body of Edmund Spenser, the prince 
ol poets of hie time, whose divine spirit needs 
no ot her witness than the works which lio 
left behind him.*

Beaumont the dramatist, sleeps tbeie too, 
but no memorial or inscription marks In* 
resting place; it is immediately behind Chau- 
cer^s tomb.

A marble, much defaced, erected by the 
Cosmiei-e ot Dorset» bears, in very illegible 
efweyeNie, an inwiriptlon written1 by §pn 
Johnson for the tomb of Drayton. Stilt near­
er Macaulay V grave there is tbe email pave­
ment stone with the inscription ‘O rare B»*n 
Johnson,' which Aubray telle us was do:ie at 
the charge of Jack Young, who. walking 
there whon the grave was covering, gave the 
fellow 18 pence to cut it. At the recent re­
laying of the pavement of the ebboy,. tbe ori 
ginal atone was removed and destroyed. A 
few feet distant is the tomb of Cowley, raised 
by George, Duke ef Bucki.«gham.

À monument raised by fluefllcld, Duke of 
Buckingham, marks the grave ot Prydcii,-— 
'Glorious John’ who was followed v> his grave 
by mourners In 20 moundug coaches, each 
drawn by six horses, and at whose requiem 
an ode ol" Horace wes sung with au accompa­
niment of tiompets nnd hautboys. The only 
tilled poet that sleeps in that perl of the 
Abbey it tbe Earl ol Roscommon, the famous 
master of the horse to the Duchess of York 
el the Restoration. Another companion of 
Macaulay is Nicholas Howe.

There are also Mitthew Prior and John 
Gay, and he whose tomb bore tho inscription
