““That Canadg mo longer occupies the
position of an ordinary aependency of
the Crown. 8he numbers over four
millions of free men trained in the prin-
ciples of constitutional government. She
comprises one-half of the North Ameri-
can Continent, ineluding seven Provin-
ces federally under an Imperial charter,
which recites that her Constitution is to
be similar in principle to that ef the
United Kingdom; and she possesses exe-
cutive and legislative authority over vast
areas in the North-west, out of which a
Province has already been created, and
in time others will be found.

‘“That special and increasing respon-
sibilities devolve upon the Government
and Parliament of Canada in eonnectien
with the development of her reseurces,
the improvement of her ocondition, her
genemrpmgreu in the seale of nations,
and her geographical situation, which
render her even more responsible than
the Government of the United Kingdom
for the maintenance of international re-
lations with the United States.

“That having regard to these consid-
erations, there is no possession of the
Crown beyond the limits of the United
Kingdom which is entitled to such an
ample measure of self-government or so
full an applieation of the principle of con-
stitutional freedom as the Dominion of
Canada. ‘

“That it weuld be for the interest of
Canada to obtain freer access tu the mar-
kets of the world, and that & more ex-
tended interchange of commodities with
other countries would augment the na-
tional presperity.

““That in mest of the treaties of com-
merce entered into by England, refer-
ence has only been had to their effect
on the United Kingdom, and the Colo-
nies have been excluded frem their
operation—a fact which has been attend-
ed with unfortunate results to Canada,
especially as relates to France.

“‘That 'the condition of Canada, and
the system on which her duties of cus-
toms have been and are new impesed,
vary widely from those existing in the
United Kingdom, and often, in relation
to the basis and negotiation ef commer-
cial arrangements, with other States or
British possessions, views and consider-
ations, which do net apply te the case
of, or harmonize with, the policy of the
United Kingdom, which it isdifficult
for the Government ef the Unite& King-
dom to advance, and which can be best
realized and presented by the Govern-
ment of Canada thmugf: & negotiatien
named by her for the purpose of provid-
ing separate trade conventions with
ceuntries with which Canada has or may
expect di:ﬁ]inot trades.

Some warm April days tempt the in-
experienced to take dnder-flannels, butit
is'seldom safe in April to remove the
winter flannels unless thinner ones are
substituted. For the children it seems
most seasonable, if the weather favors
the change, to leave off flannels on Sat-
urday night, when the weekly bath is
taken. But in our family the flannels
worn during the days are always taken
off at bed-time for an all-night airing
and the winter under-flannels (home-:
made garment: of wool), preceded in fall
and followed in spring by long-sleaved
high-necked garments, of unbleached
cotton, with thinner ones for summer.
We must be guided by the weather rath-
er than by the calendar in our changes
of garments; and put on and resume the
flannels if a cold snap comes on,-even
though it may last but a few days. If
this is not done the needed warmth of
clothing should be sought by putting on
extra outer garments— sacks and skirte.
A great propertion of our celds result
from insufficient clothing, but many are
caused by remaining in unheated rooms

CANADA AND ERIN.
Resolutions.

sSpeech in Faver of Irish Mome Rule,

In the House of Commons, on the af-
ternoon of Thursday, the 20th ult., the
attendance beth of members and specta-
tors was unusually large in consequence
of the expected debate on Mr. Costigan’s
Irish resolutions.

Mr, Costigan, who had moved to the

House in order to be better heard, rose
amid solemn silence to move the resol-
utions of whick he had given notice. He
moved it as an amendment to Sir Leo-
nard Tley’s motion to go into Commit-
tee bf Supply. It might be mentioned
that while l;ininton have complained of
the Oppesition obstructing supplies, two
of these motions have emanated from
two such pronounced supperters as
Messrs. Plumb and Costigan. The lat-
ter made a speech moderate in tone, the
first part of which was, however, need-
lessly egotistical. and seemed intended
rather to bolster up his claims as the re-
resentative of Inish Canadians than to
nefit the causehe professed to promote,
and turning half round he seemed to be
speakingto the Hon JohnO'Connor, who
went sweetly to sleep under his scothing
eloquence. Possibly, however, he was
looking for Mr. Mackenzie Bowell, who
was conveniently absent from the House,
He dealt with the Irish grievances and
seemed unsually neryous lest it should
be made a question of Catholic and Pro-
testant. e repeatedly remarked that
he was quoting from Pretestant author-
ity. He had evidently been schooled by
his leaders to avoid saying too much.
Mr. Costigan usually speaks well, but
was this time under more than usual res-
traint. His speech evoked no enthusi-
asm. Once or twice, three or four cried
‘‘hear, hear,” and vnce when it was
theught he had concluded there was a
feeble applause on the Ministerial side,
but he was left at last, a most unusual
thing, to take his seat in the same sol-
emn silence amid which he began. The
resolutions as moved by Mr. Costigan
were as follows, the original wording be-
ing given in italics: —

osT GRrAcious SovergiGN. — We,
Your Majesty’s most dutiful and leyal
tubjects, the Commons of Canada, in
Parliament assembled, desire most earn-
estly, in our name and on behalf of the
people whom we represent, te renew the
expression of our unswerving loyalty
and devetion to Your Majesty's person
and Government.

(1) We have observed, may it please
Your Majesty, with feelings of profound
regret and concern the distress and dis-
content which have prevailed for some
time among Your Mijesty’s subjects .in
Ireland.

(2) We would respectfully represent
to Your Majesty that your Irish subjects
in the Dominion of Canada are among
the most loyal, most prosperous, and
most contented of Your Majesty's sub-

jects.

(3) We would further respectfully re-
present to Your Majesty that the Do-
minien of Canada, while offering the
greatest advantages and attractions for
those of our fellew subjects whe may de-
sire to make their homes among us, does
not reeeive that proportion of emigrants
from Ireland which might reasonably be
expected, and that this is due in a great
measure in the case of those of our Irish
fellow-subjects who have sought foreign
homes to their feeling of estrangement
towards the Imperial Goverament, whom
they consider responsible for the existing
state of affairs in their native country.

(4) We would further wmost respect-
fully represent to Your Majesty that in
the interests of this your leyal Dominion
and of the entire Empire, it is extremely
to be desired that Your Majesty may
not be further deprived, in the develop-
meut of Your Majesty's Irish subjects
who may feel disposed to leave their na-
tive land to seek more prosperous homes.
(5. We would most respectfully pray,
may it please Your Majesty, that some
such favour of local self government may
be extended to Ireland as is now enjoyed
by the Provinces comprising the Dominion
of Canada, aud under which Your. Majes-
ty's Canadian subjects have prospered ex-
eceedingly, so that Ireland may become a
source of strength to Your Majesty's Em-
pire, and that Your Majesty's Irish sub-
jects at home and abroad may feel the
same veneration for the justice of Your
Majesty’s rule, aud the same devotion to
mui’aﬁkdionfur our common flag which
are now felt by all classes of Your Majes-
ty's loyal subjects in this Dominion.

6. We would, therefore, most respect-
fully pray that Your Majesty would be
graciously pleased to take into your Majes-
ty's favorable consideration the cases of
those persons who are now sudering im-
prisonment i Ireland, charged with poli-
tical offences, with a view Q/ ectending to
them Your Most Gracious Majesty's youul
clemency, so that with their release the in-

ters seemed to expect. Just then, how-
ever, a ringing cheer on the Opposition
side greeted Mr. Blake as he rose. There
was apparent surprise on the Ministerial
side, which deepened into concern as
with a comprehensive grasp of his sub-
ject Mr. Blake tock a bold course,which
was characteristic of his speech. Never
et has a Canadicn statesman in any
deliverance taken a stronger hold upon
the attention of Parliament. At first
he was repeatedly cheered on the Libe-
ral side of the House, but soon the in-
fection caugh on the other side, and
cheers became general on both sides of
the House. At this stage there came to
e visible some symptoms of cemmetion
in the Conservative camp. The manag-
ers could be seen consulting together.
They afterward seemed to frown upon
the spontaneous applause which again
and again broke from the entire House.
Mr. Blake recalled that he had two
years ago pointed out the necessity for
some measure of local self-government
for Ireland. Recounting briefly the
condition of that unhappy country be-
fore the Union, he showed that under
the Union Ireland had not been pacified
by her condition, amelivrated as it
should have been. it took thirty years
to reach Catholic emancipation and fifty
years te reach the disestablishment of
the Irish Church. Looking over the
remedial legislation' propesed from time
to time in the English Parliament, he
shewed that this had been too long de-
layed, and only passed,under pressure of
emergency. islation had been too
much in effect to give luxury to absen-
tee landlerds and misery for resident
tenants. Turning from the remedial
legislation, which was the brighter side,
Mr. Blake turned to consider the darker
side of coercien acts and government by
force, declaring that the English govern-
ment of Ireland had proved a disastrons
failure. It had not been government in
accord with the wishes of the peeple,
but gevernment by force. He pointed
out that the British Parliament could
not properly legislate for Ireland while
overweighed with other matters and the
interests of a majority of its member-
ship was not in line with Irish interescs.
He quoted Gladstone’s utterances when
out of power in favor of some system of
local self-government for Ireland. He
also quoted Gladstene’s subsequent ut-
terances in Parliament, in which he
stated that the Home Rulers had pro-
posed no plan for practically carrying
out their object. This he characterized
in strong language, and asserted that it
was Gladstone’s duty to have grappled
with the question, and by a well-con-
sidered measure of right and justice to
have pacified Ireland. Before closing
Mr. Blake quoted with marked effect
the resolutions with regard to the dis-
establishment of the Irish Church,which
were moved by Mr. Holton in the Cana-
dian Parliament of 1870, and which Sir
John Macdonald’s Government had then
choked off by moving the previous ques
tion. He quoted Sir John's speech on
that occasion, in which he had declared
the impropriety of bringing up such
questions in the Canadian House. Frem
this doctrine Mr. Blake warmly dissent-
ed. He declared our right to pronounce
opinions and te aid Her Majesty’s Gov-
ernment by our counsel in protecting
the best interests of the Empire, whose
glories and whose shame we were alike
called to share. Before sitting down he
characterized forcibly the manner in
whiech Mr. Costigan had emasculated his
resolution after giving notice of it. Ne
mere synopsis can give any impression
of the breadth, scope, force, fullness of
detail, and convincing effect of Mr.
Blake's speech. It is one which will be
read and challenge attention wherever
English language is spoken. It carried
cenviction with it,and no one who heard
it doubted the candid earnestnessandsin-
cerity which prompted its utterance.
An ovation of applause testified the ap-
proval of the House when Mr. Blake re-
sumed his seat.

Sir John rejoined. He was cheered
by his followers on rising. He began by
expressing his interest in the question,
and eulogizing Mr. Cestigan for his
moderation and his devotion to Ireland.
This was in preparation for an attack
upon Mr. Blake, whose speech he char-
acterized as improper and unworthy of
hun; the speech of a demagogue, mere
clap-trap designed to catch Irish votes.
He declared that Mr. Blake's speech
would injure and not promote the ob-
ject of the resolutions, He reiterated
that he and those acting with him (Sir
John) were the veal friends of the Irish

people. Sir John's speech was particu-
larly rambling. Tt was brief and inef-
jrestive.  Hg at first made some palpable

attempts to clicit applause, which were
not honored, Some of his charactoriza-
tions were creeted with loud cries of
“Oh" from various parts of the House,
