In the Assembly

Hon. J. Harvey’s
Amendment.

The House met at 3.15 p.m. yester­
day when 'Mr. Kent presented a peti­
tion from Bell Island for a road ; Mr. 
Clift from Farmers Arm, Ixxm Bay, 
Birchy Bay and Comfort Cove, for 
bay steamboat service, and Mr. Wood­
ford from Chappel’S Cove for a road.

5Ir. Clift gave notice of question 
in relation to the breakwater at Car- 
bonear. and Mr. Kent as to Game 
Wardens and the motor ferry at Pla­
centia.

After the delivery of the Budget 
Speech by the Hinister of Finance & 
Customs, the House went into Com- j 
mittee on the Resolutions for the con- j 
firmation of agreements made between j 
the Government and the Nfld. Produce 
Co. in relation to coastal steam ser­
vice.

The Premier said that this was a 
confirmation of the two agreements 
entered into between the Government 
and the Nfld. Produce Co. in relation 
to the steam service between St. 
John's and Change Islands, the termi­
nal at Fogo District, and also the ser­
vice for the various ports in Fortune 
Bay. Both services had been in oper­
ation about 18 months, and but that 

•the agreement had not been signed 
it might have been before the House 
last session. Only two tenders were 
received, and in both cases the Nfld. 
Produce Co. tendered. The Fogo ser­
vice is being done at $500 weekly, 
truly a very modest sum, “if you say 
it 'quick.” This will be interesting 
reading for the unfortunate old fish­
ermen who are being doled out a 
“pension” at the rate of one cent per 
day. Sir Edward naively admitted 
that the contractor wanted $2,400 per 
month for the Fortune Bay service 
but that the Government “kicked” and 
would only allow the miserable pit­
tance of $2,000 per month for the ser­
vice. Our economic Premier, who 
would only take $9,000 for a trip to 
the Hague and Washington, thus sav­
ed the Colony $400 per month. The 
aged pensioner of 75 will be lost in 
admiration of this master stroke of ( 
political economy. The Government | 
and the service were whitewashed in j 
the usual way when the Committee 

*passed the Resolutions and a bill to 
give effect to them was read a first 
time.

The Fire Patrol Bill was sent to the 
Upper House for its concurrence.

The Western Union and Direct Un­
ited States Cable Bills passed the 
Committee stage and will be read a 
third time to-day.

The Inland Fisheries Bill, which 
changes the number of a quorum from 
7 to 5, was read a second time and 
goes into Committee to-day.

The * legislative Council intimated 
that they had passed the Education 
and Explosives Bills without amend­
ment, and the Peat Bill with an am­
endment, which provides that the 
bounty of 25 cents per ton does not 
apply to companies under contract 
with the Government. The amend­
ment was concurred in.

The Select Committee on the Marine 
Insurance made a favorable report 
and the matter will be taken • into 
Committee to-day.

Yesterday afternoon Mr. H. W. Le- 
Messurier had a message from Black 
Duck Brook. St. George’s, the purport 
of which was that three schooners 
and one three-masted steamer were 
off Cape George on Sunday last and 
then steamed away to the northeast. 
The belief is that this is either the 
Labrador or Kite, which have not 
been reported for several days and 
that she is making for the Macatuy 
Islands with the schooners in the be­
lief that the seals are in that neigh­
borhood.

At 3.45 p.m. yesterday Messrs. Bow­
ring Bros, had the following wireless 
from Capt. A. Kean, despatched from 
the Florizel Monday evening:

“This patch cut, almost 80.000; 
swell coming in, ships picking up. 
Eagle and Algjrine south of us. 
Consider them good position for 
southern patch. Some of my crew7 
panning, others getting seals on 
board ; 10,000 stowed. 3,000 on 
deck.

“(Sgd.) A. KEAN.”
At 6 p.m. the firm had this message 

despatched from the ship about noon 
yesterday:

“16,000 stowred, 3,000 on deck,
100 flags on ice; still picking up. 
Diana and Ranger passed east­
ward this morning.”
The pans out would represent from ’

that the Florizel up to yesterday had 
all told about 28.000 seals, which is 
very good work when it is considered

' are under the impression that the ma­
jority of the wooden fleet which 
are reported have struck the southern 
patch referred to by Capt. Kean and 
that those ships may yet be a surprise 
to those interested in the voyage.

Yesterday afternoon Job Bros. & Co. 
had a wireless from the s.s. Neptune, 
despatched from her Monday evening. 
It read:

“Struck small patch to-day;
took ---------  seals, prospects poor.
Saw Diana and Erik this morning 
10 miles eastward; do not know 
what they did to-day; nothing be­
fore; swell breaking the ice.”

The obliterated code word for the 
word seals in this last message is 
taken to mean anything from 700 to 
4,000. The earlier message w7ould 
seem to discount the hope expressed 
that the wooden boats had been doing 
something. However the remark still 
holds good that the spring is still 
young and in the past many a ship 
which arrived deeply laden afterwards 
had not a sign of a whitecoat up till 
the 23rd or 24th of March. There is 
margin enough left yet as to time for . 
big trips to be brought to port.

First Aid Classes.

The Budget Speech.
The Hon. Minister of Finance and 

Customs. Mr. Cashin, delivered the 
Budget Speech in the Assembly yester­
day afternoon.

He stated that the revenue for the 
past fiscal year ending June 30th. 
1910 amounted $3,447.000. affording a 
surplus of $420,000. Out of this sur­
plus the Government bad 'oted $100,- 
000 for marine works, roads bridges, 
etc., and $10.000 for the Festival of 
Empire, and of the $310,000 left it is 
proposed to put aside another $100,000 
for marine works, roads, bridges, etc., 
and $10,000 more for the Festival of 
Empire, and the remaining $200.000 
to be permanently invested for the 
purposes of Old Age Pensions.

The estimated revenue for the cur­
rent fiscal year is put at $3.503,000 and 
the expenditure at $3.361,000 which 
would give a surplus of $142.000. The 
estimated revenue for the fiscal year 
ending June. 1912 was placed at $3.- 
460.000 with expenditure of $3,332,000 
which would give a surplus of $128,- 
000. Last year there was an increase 
in imports of 1% million dollars at­
tributed to the Harmsworth and Al­
bert Read Companies. The duties 
collected at Grand Falls last year 
amounted to $101.000, and for the first 
half of the present fiscal year. $84,470. 
In the Crown Lands Department. 
$251,000 was collected last year, and 
$124.000 for 8 months of the present 
year. This year it is estimated that 
the increase in Customs Revenue over 
last year will be $100.000: $65.000 on 
duties and imports, and $35 000 in ore 
royalties. The Postal Telegraphs 
should yield $25,000, and $24 000 from 
the Western Union and Direct tl. S. 
Cable Companies, and $32,000 if the 
Colony wins the case in progress 
against the Commercial Cable Co.. 
Supplemental Supply will he asked for 
to the amount of $311,000.

This 
has reference to Redmond's assurance 
to the Protestant minority', and 
O'Brien invites the Leader of the Na­
tionalists to put this assurance into 
practice by separating the two bodies, 
because the first rule of the Board of 
Erin whose officers are in the major­
ity of the governing Board of the 
United Irish League, is that no Pro­
testant could become a member.

Mexican Minister 
Makes an Appeal.

MEXICO CITY. March 21.

With warning to all Mexicans that 
with every day the rebellion continues 
the danger of international complica­
tions increases, and with a plea to 
them to rally to the support of Diaz, 
and a declaration that the Government 
uevei1 can again eliter into peace ne­
gotiations with individuals in arms, 
Finance Minister Lamantouv to-day 
began the task of pacification. I.am- 
antour declared that the statement 
made that he was the bearer of con- 
ditons for the establishment pf peace, 
placed in his hands by Maderos, in 
New York, was an absurdity. He also 
denied the intention of seeking or ac-

cepting the position of President or 
Vice-President; and said loyal Mexi­
cans should lay down their arras and 
co-operate in bringing about neces­
sary reform.
