ion. The occasion was also availed of 
for the blessing of a new bell and the 
consecration of an altar, both present­
ed by the good Syrians of the Maron­
ite Rite who form a large portion of 
the Congregation.

The Archbishop and suite went by 
motor, kindly lent by Mr. Reid. At 
the Cove the Episcopal Party was met 
b> the Rev. Father McGrath, the 
worthy pastor of Bell Island, and a 
deputation of the principal inhabit- 
tants of the place. The steamer 
"Othar" was ready at the wharf with 
steam up, and under the able guidance 
of Capt. Sedgman a happy and speedy 
transit of about twenty minutes land­
ed the party, at “The Beach". A large 
concourse of people lined the pier and 
landing place, and a most hearty wel­
come was tendered to His. Grace and 
party. The welkin ressounded with 
cheering and a4- splendid display of 
variegated bunting fluttered oh every 
side and made a beautiful picture in 
contrast with the green fields and rus­
set groves. It was only an hour and 
twenty minutes from the time the 
Archbishop left the Palace till he 
found himself comfortably seated in 
the hospitable hottte of the Reverend 
Pastor of Bell Island. The evening 
was occupied by the priests preparing 
the ehrildren for Confirmation. On 
Sunday Morning, June 30th, His Grace 
celebrated Mass at The Mines, Wa- 
bana.

Immediately before the Mass a very 
interesting ceremony took place, a 
beautiful illuminated address to his 
Grace was read hy Mr. Joseph Murphy 
on behalf of the Syrian Community 
and the presentation was made of the 
Altar and bell donated by the Maroni­
tes. His Grace replied in suitable 
language. The address and reply are 
appended. His Grace then consecrat­
ed the Altar and Tabernacle, and cele­
brated Mass for the first time on the 
new altar. The bell was blessed after 
I-ast Mass in St. Micheal’s Church ol 
St. Micheal’s.

An early Mass had already beer 
celebrated by the Rt. Rev. Monsgr 
Roche. At the close of the High Mas; 
the Pontifical Blessing was given bj 
His Grace who then proceeded to per 
form the very beautiful ceremony of 
the bell. His Grace explained, in a few 
brief words the mystical meaning oi 
the function and the origin and use 
of the bells in the church. The veasi 
congregation which filled the spaciour 
edifice listened with wrapt attention 
The Choir under the direction of Miss 
Nugent rendered the sacred chants in 
a very superior manner, especially the 
music of the solemn entry of the Bis­
hop into the church -which was per­
formed for the first time in accordance 
with the late decrees of the Pope. Thr 
Congregation were then dismissed 
with orders to assemble again at !
