The Scandalous Prospectus
of 1911 Not Denied.

Both the Telegram and the Advo­
cate have charged that the names 
of D. Morison, M. P. Casliin, C. H. 
Emerson apd F. J. Morris, were 
named as Counsel and Directors on a 
Mineral Prospectus exploiting Bay- 
de-Verde Iron Ore in a most shame­
ful, fraudulent manner by represent­
ing that there were actually 200,000 
tons of ore ready for shipment out 
of forty million tons (estimated) in 
the property. That prospectus was 
published in 1911 with the names of 
Morison and his gang on it as Direc­
tors. That prospectus stated in 1911 
that Morison and his gang were hav­
ing active participation in the affairs 
of that fraudulent scheme.

Morison and his gang have not de­
nied it. Sir Edward Morris has not 
denied it. The Daily News has not 
denied it. Even the Herald has not 
denied it.

There­
fore we infer these men had shares 
or agreements for shares in the 
shameful brazen scheme, as people 
cannot be Directors without holding 
shares, and therefore we ask if we 
are wrong in thinking that their si­
lence meant that they stood to pro- 
lit from the fruits of that brazen at­
tempt to, swindle.

Now the Daily News ftditor, with 
brazen effrontery, stiffened'by the 
moral teachings of his Sunday cogi­
tations. publishes the first page of a 
prospectus of a genuine company 
which was floated in 1898 and which 
spent half a million dollars on the 
property in Bay de Verde. That 
money was spent on the recommen­
dation of an eminent English Min­
ing Engineer who had great hopes of 
the property, and who was in charge 
of the works. That engineer had a 
reputation for honesty and ability. 
He believed there was a large quan­
tity of iron ore tire re. When he 
found only a few hundred tons of 
ore In the property, when he found 
that the deposit had suddenly cut 
out, the disappointment,_ the chagrin 
so wor.ked on his mind that he took to 
drinking and died a broken hearted 
man.

The Daily News Editor now wants 
to say that because Sir Robert Bond 
was connected with that company— 
and of which he has himself spoken 
as an example of the uncertainty of 
mining in any country, therefore the 
News says he is as bad as Morison 
and his gang. Note this in passing

that the Daily News admits that 
Morison and his gang were connect­
ed with the fraudulent scheme o( 
1911. thirteen years after.

Thirteen years after the Company 
failed in working Bay de Verde Iron 
Ore. thirteen years after it was known 
that only a few hundred tons of ore 
were left on the surface, the promot­
ers of the fraudulent scheme of 1911 
issued a prospectus, with the names of 
Morison. Cashin. Emerson and F. J. 
Morris on it as Directors, that there 
were 200.000 tons of Iron Ore avail­
able for shipment and that it was es­
timated that the property contained 
a deposit of at least forty million tons 
besides.

That prospectus of 1911. with th# 
names of some of Sir Edward Morris's 
Government as Directors is the most 
brazen, lying document that ever saw 
light. It is published to the world 
when Morison knew that there were 
only a hundred or so tons of ore on 
the property, when Cashin and Emer­
son and F. J. Morris knew the same. 
That prospectus of 1911 could only 
have one object—the exploitation of a 
mine that those men knew had failed 
—the exploitation in a most brazen, 
flagrantly outrageous way to swindle 
the public. How did the names of 
Morison. Cashin. Emerson and F. J> 
Morris get on that prospectus of 1911. 
issued in the name of the Internation­
al Iron Ore Company? The Daily 
News even this morning does not deny 
that they were connected with it. it 
does not deny that those men had 
shares in the Company. No person 
an be Director of a Company without 
did they have in it. How did they 
having shares in it. How many shares 
they pay for those shares, or did they 
pay anything? Those men knew that 
the first Company failed in 1898. They 
knew that the Bay de Verde mine did 
not have 200.000 tons of ore available 
for shipment. And yet they will not 
deny that they were to have- active 
participation in a company whose 
fiaudulent prospectus could have no 
other object than to swindle innocent 
people. Instead they try to brazen it 
out.

Steamer Volturno Afire in Mia* 

Ocean — Steamers Called by 
Wireless Respond Promptly 
-Many Passengers Saved.

. HALIFAX, Oct. 11

Wireless messages from the steam­
er (‘armante, report that the s.s. 
Volturno. with several hundred pae- 
sengers aboard, from Rotterdam for 
Xexv York, was abandoned, afire, at 
9t>u. Ten steamers responded to the 
wireless calls for help and fought 
for hours during a raging gale to 
'save the liasse tigers and crew of the 
burning steamer, which eventually 
was abandoned. Occupants of six 
lifeboats were thrown into the sea, 
when the boats were smashed against 
the steamer's side, and droSned. One 
report is that 238 of the passengers 
and crew of the Volturno are missing. 
A wireless from the Carmania, said 
that the V olturno caught fire in mid- 
Atlantic. and that the flames raged so 
furiously in the gale that abandon­
ment c: the steamer followed on 
Thursday morning. A few details

turno. The other four, crowded from 
stem to stem with passengers and
members of the crew, had been 
smashed against the side of the ves­
sel and their occupants thrown into 
the sea, and drowned. Capt. Barr, 
of the Carmania, manoeuvred his big 
vessel very close to the Volturno. 
and finally got the Carmania’s bows 
within a hundred feet of the Voltm- 
nos stern, but found it impossible 
however, to cast a line on board the 
Volturno. or to get anybody on her.

the overwhelming seas and darkness 
of night. At about nine o’clock fin the 
evening, when darkness was at its 
blackest, flames burst through amid­
ships of the Volturno from her engine 
room and coal bunkers. As the Are. 
lighted up the s.ky, this was follow­
ed by an explosion which sent into 
the air burning wreckage llk,e a 
flight of rockets. The spectacle of 
the great vessel being consumed by 
fire with over 500 souls on board, 
and surrounded by a fleet of huge- 
lighted hulls, crowded with thous­
ands of spectators, all anxious but 
unable to help, owning to mountain­
ous seas, beggared description. All 
that could be done by the would-be 
helpers was to throw overboard from 
their vessels dozens of lighted life­
buoys and stand by in the hope of 
picking up some of those who had 
been sent into the sea. At twenty 
minutes past nine at night, the wire­
less operator on the Volturno had to 
to turn over connection of his in­
struments to the reserve batteries, 
as the fire had reached the boilers 
and engine-room and had put the 
pumps and dynamos out of action. 
About midnight a ray of hope carte, 
for it was seen that the flames were 
not making much headway aft of the 
engine room, or after bulkhead of the 
Volturno. By dhylight the Volturno 
was still floating with her great hu­
man cargo huddled in masses on her 
poop; the sea had moderated con­
siderably and a flotilla of boats had 
gathered around the stern of the 
burning ship.

HALIFAX, Oct. 11.
The s.s. Carmania reports the s.s. 

Volturno from Rotterdam to New 
York, abandoned, afire, at sea. Ten 
steamers responded to wireless calls. 
The occupants of four lifeboats 
were drowned and 200 passengers 
are reported missing. The Volturno 
caught fire in mid-Atlantic. She 
sailed Oct. 2nd; 521 persons are sav­
ed. Capt. Barr, of the Carmania. re­
ceived the distress call when 78 
miles off. and rushed at 20 knots in 
the teeth of the gale. He got within 
100 feet of the Volturno’s stern, but 
could not get a line out. It was a 
terrific sight. At 4 p.m. the Grosser. 
Karfurst and Seydlitz came in sight, 
and later the Kroonland, Devonian, 
Rappahannock. Minneapolis, La Tour- 
raine. and Asian. The gale modera­
ting, each steamer lowered her boats 
but they were compelled to return. 
At 9 p.m. when darkness was black­
est, the flames burst amidships, and 
a terrible explosion followed. Dozens 
of lighted life buoys were thrown 
over. By daylight the Volturno was 
still floating with her human cargo 
huddled in masses on the poop, and 
the flotilla of boats gathered to the 
rescue work.

11 of the Volturno’s survivors, is due 
at Queenstown on Sunday night.

NEW YORK, Oct. 12 
The .passenger list of the Voltur 

np, received from Rotterdam, shows 
that practically all on board were 
immigrants, mostly bound for Cana 
da.

HALIFAX, Oct. 12.
It was expected that the Volturno

would have called here. She had
ÎH2 steerage passengers and
tons of cargo to land here, with 
cabin passengers, 278 steerage and 
910 tons cargo for New York. Chief 
officer Miller and Purser Brown, well 
known here, are among the saved, 
also the second, third and fifth en 
gmeers. The s.s. Rappahannock is 
due here the latter part of next 
week. She has 19 rescued passen­
gers. The Czar, bound for Liban in 
Russia, also has several passengers 
and crew.

LIVERPOOL, Oct. 12. 
Capt. Barr’s official report of the 

disaster is as follows:
“Carmania 00 a.m. Saturday.— 
Volturno abandoned on account of 
fire. Friday, Oct. 10th, lat. 48.25 N 
long. 34.33 W. All survivors taken 
off. Following is list of those sav 
ed and aboard the ten steamers as­
sisting. Carmania, 1; La Tour- 
raine, 40; Minneapolis. 30; Rappa­
hannock. 19; Czar, 102; Narragan- 
sett, 29; Devonian, 50; Kroonland. 
90; Grosser Kurfurst, 105; Seyd- 
lictz, 36; total 521.”

There is a discrepancy of 10 in the 
total, probably a wireless error. The 
crew consisted of 93 men.

HALIFAX, Oct. 32.
The Uranian line, by which the 

Volturno was chartered, wired its 
repesentatives here to send a steam­
er to search for the bodies of the 
victims. None suitable being avail­
able, it was suggested that as the 
tragedy occurred in mid-ocean, it 
would be better to send one from 
Liverpool or Southampton. A steam­
er will be despatched forthwith. The 
Rappahannock’s captain wires that 
15 women and 4 children, all scant­
ily clad, are aboard. The weather 
is rough, and 112 are missing, with 
70 or 80 perished.

LONDON, Oct. 12. 
Not since the Titanic sunk has Eu­

rope been so thrilled by a wireless 
message as by the news of the Vol­
turno horror. So far as known 135 
lives are lost. The 521 rescued are 
on steamers bound, some east, some 
west. The rescue steamers arrived 
in plenty of time to save, but were 
impotent owing to storm. All night 
(heir boats made desperate, but un­
availing efforts to get alongside, 
and not'till Friday daylight did they 
succeed. The Volturno was well 
equipped with boats sufficient for 
1,000 people, but boisterous seas* 
lack of boat drill or panic made them 
useless. They were mostly smashed 
or upset. Two boats, crowded with 
passengers, are reported to have got 
away, but search proved fruitless. 
The Carmania arrived first, follow­
ed by La Tourraine. The Volturno 
was hidden from all ten by the 
clouds of smoke. Officers and crew 
fought desperately, whilst the pas­
sengers huddled together as far from 
the flames as possible. The hope­
lessness of the situation was mani­
fested at 9 p.m. when a great ex­
plosion tore away a part of the up­
per works, and the flames burst 
through the engine room. Then it 
became a question as to how long 
the Volturno could keep above wa- 
ter. ,

The schooner Bessie T.. Capt. Jos. 

Turner, reached port yesterday after­
noon, reporting having lost one of her | 
crew off Cape Bonavista on the way 

I from St. Brendan's. B. B.
The sad affair happened Saturday 

evening just before dark. The captain 
being at the wheel decided to reef thé 
foresail before night, as it was very 
stormy, and sent Ernest Keels to as­
sist in lowering the sail; as he was 
in the act of doing so the boom sud­
denly jibed and in swinging off poor 
Keels became entangled in the sheets 
and was drawn over the vessel’s side 
into the sea. There was a big sea 
running, but the captain made every 
effort to heave the vessel to. which 
failed, as she threatened to swamp. 
Keels was seen in the water once,-but 
it was impossible to launch a boat, as 
there was a tremendous sea running, 
and an effort to do so would only en­
tail the loss of more lives. After tack­
ing about in the vicinity of the acci­
dent for some time, the captain per­
ceiving the work of searching would 
be fruitless, bore up for Catalina and 
wired the sad news to the young man's 
father. The unfortunate young man 
was only twenty years of age. a fine 
seaman, and held in great regard by 
the captain and his fellow-seamen. 
He was a resident of Alexander Bay. 
but was engaged at the fishery in St. 
Brendan’s the past season. To the 
stricken relatives of the deceased, the 
Telegram extends its deepest sym­
pathy.

NEARLY ENDED IX*MTRDER.
More startling facts have been elic­

ited concerning the sensation that oc­
curred on the S. S. Xascoipe recently 
and to which an allusion was made in 
Saturday’s Telegram.

Til have someone’s life.” yelled the 
Russian Finn, as he rushed from the 
forecastle of the ship, flourishing two 
weapons with which he did bodily in­
jury. Jeremiah Joy, a sailor, was 
slashed in the back with a razor, and 
James Brewin. a stoker, was struck a 
violent blow of a hammer in the head.

From what we can learn there was 
no cause for the dastardly deeds com­
mitted. All the sailors and stokers 
were in the forward part of the ship 
spinning yarns. There was no griev­
ance between anybody. The Russian 
Finn, who was a sailor on board, was 
in company with the rest of the sea­
men. Suddenly Brewin was saluted 
by the Russian in a very unfriendly 
way. The foreigner used a terrible 
expression and told Brew-in that it was 
meant for him end the rest of his St. 
John’s gang. Up to this the other sea­
men did not know of any disagree­
ment. Brewin and the Russian, at 
the latter's request, took off their out­
side garments and a fictic encounter 
ensued. The foreigner is a big burly 
fellow of unusual physique. The ex­
hibition was a manly one but it only 
lasted ten minutes as the St. John's 
man put it all over his opponent. The 
Russian managed to get clear and ran 
below to his bunk, seized a razor and 
a hammer. Again he hastened to the 
deck bent on doing something desper­
ate. while the two weapons that he 
flourished, terrorized bis shipmates. 
Jeremiah Joy, a sailor lad. who was 
making his first voyage! was slashed 
in the back with the razor. The 
avengeful Russian was not satisfied 
with that, but later on in the night 
went into the quarters where Brewin 
was sleeping and struck him in the 
head with a hammer and knocked him 
insensible for several hours. But that 
Brewin was not asleep at the time and 
in defending himself broke the force 
of the blow with his hand, there is but 
little doubt that he would have been 
killed outright. The left side of 
Brewin’s head near the temple was 
bulged in and the wonder is that lie 
escaped so well. After laying low a 
second victim the Russian became 
even more desperate, but before any 
mere harm was done Captain lleigle, 
who was given the alarm, went for­
ward armed, took the cowardly fellow 
into custody and placed him in “irons” 
until the ship returned to this port 
The police authorities here have been 
acquainted of the matter, but have de­
cided. we hear, to send the Russian 
back to his native country.
